Summary of the e-materials on USAID Quality Learning Project Close-out events in June 2012

Comparative and International Education Society Conference in Puerto-Rico

CIES (Comparative and International Education Society) conducted its 56 Annual Conference in San
Juan Puerto Rico during April 22-27, 2012. USAID/QLP Tajikistan & USAID/QLP Kyrgyzstan was
presented by Mr. Rahmonov Abdujabbor — Rector of TSPU, Mr. Fayziddin Niyozov — USAID/QLP
specialist, Mr. Abakir Mamytov — President of the Kyrgyz Academy of Education, Bird Stazs and Jeff
Carpenter International Consultants.

CIES ( Comparative and International Education Society ) was founded in 1956 and it's aimed to
foster cross-cultural understanding; scholarship and academic achievements; societal development
through int. study of educational ideas, systems and practices. CIES has more than 2000 members —
academics, practitioners and students around the world. This Society supports its members to
promote understanding of the education roles in shaping and perpetuation of cultures; improve
opportunities for the citizens of the world to understand how education policies and programs enhance
social and economic development; and increase cross-cultural and cross-national understanding
through educational processes.

USAID/QLP conducted a moderate discussion on “Finding the Middle Ground: Success and
Challenges in Education Reform in Tajikistan” where presenters could share and discuss their
experience on applying international expertise in modern pedagogy at local level through building
capacity of local partners and spread these experiences to the rest of the education society.

The team also presented last reforms in the education system of Tajikistan and the roles Donor
Agencies and International Experts in the successes of these reforms. This part of the presentation
was moderated by Mr. Rahmonov who was minister during last 7 years and had clear understanding
of the impact of reform initiatives.

Bird Stazs, Jeff Carpenter and Fayziddin Niyozov shared their experience on dealing with the
challenges of presenting, implementation and supporting sustainability of best international practices
on modern pedagogy. The audience who mostly work in Central Asia and found USAID/QLP
experience on introduction and sustainable development of modern pedagogy very useful, they found
responds to many of their challenges in this direction.

The USAID/QLP representatives participated different sessions where they learned more on modern
approaches and international projects working for the development of quality of education. Once Mr.
Rahmonov mentioned, that it was very useful for him to be exposed to the International Practice and
this helped him to see how teacher development, especially pre-service, can be improved in
Tajikistan. He also had lots of chance to meet professors, and other educators and share experience.

Improving School Practicum; Analysis of Results (Summary)
Background

Improving the school practicum is one of the main tasks of the component; SIR 1.2 Pre-Service
Teacher Training. Since the beginning of the QLP has been working on different types of activities
focused on improving the school practicum in three target universities; Arabaev Kyrgyz State
University (AKSU), Osh State University (OSU), and Jalalabad State University (JASU). In this quarter
QLP with the help of the Local Consultants conducted monitoring and evaluation on school practicum
changes since 2008. The results of the analytical report are summarized in this attachment.

According to the report, the ongoing reforms in the higher education system do not provide adequate
results in the teacher training schools of Kyrgyzstan. Meanwhile, QLP tried to contribute in solving the
issue of school practicum in the three universities in school practicum.

Thus, within the framework of the QLP component SIR 1.2 the USAID project worked on four focuses:
(1) improve the mentoring process during the school (pedagogical) practicum; (2) introduce the
changes in the school practicum programs; (3) improve the assessment system; and (4) increase the
cooperation between the schools and universities.

To implement the above-described tasks the QLP initiated and organized the following activities: (1)
developed modules on Student-Centered Teaching Methodologies (SCTM); (2) conducted trainings
for the target department instructors in 2009 — 2012; (3) developed the model of school practicum
based on SCTM; (4) provide with the legislative documents resulted with developing of Regulations
(Polozhenie), Reflection book that includes the students" feedback, mentoring support during the
practicum; and (5) developed the forms and standard on monitoring and mentoring. Accordingly, QLP
supported monitoring process in three universities that worked with the selected twenty target schools
in Bishkek, Jalalabad including Suzak rayon, and Osh cities. The most active university in class
observations and mentoring support was JASU.

Main Successes and Changes in the school practicum

Students introduced new elements into the class structure in the content of the lessons, assessment
system, methods of teaching, and getting feedback from the students. The most successful
accomplishment of the practicum were: written feedback from the school students; mentoring process
by the school teachers; filling in the “Reflection Book”; students-teachers make planning from the
student’s position; follow the indicators that come from the planning process.

More than 50 percent of the mentors improved their skills on SCTM, Formative Assessment, and inter-
active teaching methods. Again the JASU is the leading university in applying the QLP initiatives.

Main challenges

Not all mentors-methodists were effective since not all of them were trained by QLP. Both mentors
and other teachers observed only “Credit” (Zachet) Demo Classes, meanwhile did not observe the
prior classes that might improve the student-teachers teaching skills. Most of the school teacher did
not have enough skills in SCTM; accordingly they could not improve the students-teachers
approaches properly.
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Another issue is poor cooperation between the schools and universities. They do not have cooperation
other than school practicum times. Finally, shortage of teaching/methodological materials, equipment,
limited number of QLP developed materials, and difficult to change the stereotypical approaches of the
experienced teacher at schools are the other challenges in the school practicum.

Conclusions

The USAID QLP modified program principles for school practicum provides the effective practicum,
since it includes mentoring support, feedback from both sides, and reflections.

The training modules principles that are based on SCTM and new mentoring approaches should be
applied to the professional development contents. Such project initiatives should be applied not only
in the project target disciplines and universities but also other non-target universities and departments.

Recommendations

1. To the MOES:

- More support and motivations for the school teachers in mentoring process;

- Introduce the SCTM into the ITTI system and mentoring support that should be 72 — 100 hour
courses; and

- Publish all methodological materials that supported QLP in adequate number so that each
mentor would use them.

2. To the QLP target universities; AKSU, JASU, and OSU:

- Train the trainer on SCTM and mentoring that should be included in the regular courses;

- Develop and approve list of current/actual topics that are focused on researches in SCTM and
mentoring;

- Further develop the methodological materials on mentoring;

- Improve the e-communication between the students, teachers, and instructors that will fasten
the reforms in both higher and secondary schools;

- Use Web-site sources for spreading out the new principles of teaching/learning methods;

- Better use of softcopies of the new materials that come from the ITTIs;

- More practicing the “visiting trainings” to the schools where they need them;

- Disseminate the gained knowledge to other than QLP non-target departments through
trainings and seminars; and

- Provide with the clear instructions on implementing the state standards and international
organizations principles.

3. To school administration:

- Create better environment for teachers in applying the innovations;

- Send the teachers to the In-service teacher trainings to AKSU, JASU, and OSU; and
- Encourage teachers that achieve effective results in mentoring process

Summary

Overall, the QLP impact on improving the Student Practicum content and its principles is great. All
involved parties that include university administration, university instructors, university students, school
teachers, and pupils are positive in QLP contribution on school practicum.

More than ten methodological materials developed, approved and used in the three target universities.
Willing to use the USAID project developed materials is one of the factors for sustainability of the QLP
in Kyrgyzstan.

Abstract of the research on the impact of the Project on mentoring effectiveness in the target
schools and RayOOs of Chui oblast

The purpose of survey is to assess the impact of USAID «Sapattuu Bilim" project on the effectiveness
of management mentoring practices in the target schools of Chui oblast. For realization of survey
purpose the document analysis, statistical data, questionnaires, interviews were used and also,
activities implemented by the project were investigated at the republican, rayon and school levels. The
survey showed the following results.

At the Republican level. In the framework of the project the legal and regulatory base to function
mentoring was developed (The Regulation on Mentoring, introduction of payment for mentors in the
New system of remuneration of pedagogical staff, modification of Job description for school
administrators, introduction of topics on mentoring in the curriculum and training programs for
teachers, etc.), and approved at the level of Government, Ministry of Education and Science, Kyrgyz
Academy of Education. This allowed to manage mentoring on a legal basis, and to raise this area of
school education to a higher level of quality.

At Rayon level. The increase of Rayon Educational Department specialists® potential in
understanding the nature of leadership, mentoring and monitoring, planning lessons, assessment,
implementing interactive teaching methods and student-centered learning through trainings and
seminars within the project contributed to the effective management of formal and informal mentoring,
so that teachers of the target schools started assisting each other to form a entire learning school
community, where the professional developmentthat enables the school to become more successful
and developing is encouraged.

Foundation of mentoring centers to other target schools in the rayon area allowed using networking
between schools. The questionnaire results of Deputy Directors and HMUs (88.8% of respondents)
showed that their schools are the centers of providing mentoring support to other target schools in the
rayon. In the future this system of cooperation will allow Rayon Educational Department to extend the
project successful experience to all other schools that were not covered by the project and can put the
results on a sustainable basis.

At school level. Training of school administrators and leaders of SMU allowed to develop more
effective mentoring in schools in such areas as leadership, mentoring, monitoring, assessment of
student achievements, the introduction of interactive teaching methods.

Providing schools with guide books and materials on the studied areas allowed school target groups to
further study activities, to use in practice of mentoring the different forms of cooperation, explore new
methods and forms of teaching.

Due to the introduction of new payment system and as a result of work done by the project the deficit
of teachers in target and non-target schools decreased (from 75to 33 people).

According to the survey results110 teachers, including 62 young teachers came to work at surveyed
schools. The statistics showed that all 172 teachers and 32 experienced teachers among them
needed mentoring support. Young specialists of target schools could improve the quality of teaching of
their subject. They started using various techniques of assessment (81.8%), various forms of work
with the students (86.4%), and established good relations with the students in the classroom (81.8%).
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They have improved skills in lessonplanning, increased independence, gained confidence and
responsibility in their work.

According to the results of the survey it may be concluded that the initiative of "Sapattuu Bilim" project

on the management of mentorship in target schools was implemented intime and received positive
results.

Recommendations for MoES, KAE, DEDs, and schools for further successful development of
mentoring practices in all schools of the Kyrgyz Republic.

Recommendations developed by the participants of the Mentoring Round table

The discussion of the results of the survey study on mentoring allowed the participants of The Round
Table to develop the following recommendations for further successful development of mentoring
practices in all schools of the Kyrgyz Republic:

1. For MoES of Kyrgyz Republic:

= review and modify Job Description for school;

= share best mentoring practices of the target schools in Chui oblast with other schools of the
Republic;

= attract attention of international organizations and NGOs to the issues on mentoring in school.

2. For Kyrgyz Academy of Education:

= continue to train teachers, HMUs, school administrators, and specialists of Ray/GorOOs on
mentoring;

= review the possibility of increasing mentor's prestige after completion of mentoring courses;
paccMoTpeTb;

= conduct research on school mentoring practices.

3.  For the Ray/GorOOs:

share the mentoring experience of the target schools in the schools of the rayon;

do monitoring and evaluation of the teachers" needs in mentoring;

conduct seminars, round tables, conferences on mentoring via rayon/city methodological units;
introduce such contests as “The Best Mentor” “The Best Young Specialist” at rayon/city levels;
appoint one specialist in Ray/GorOOs who will coordinate mentoring issues;

publish the best mentoring practices in oblast and rayon newspapers on a regular basis.

4. For schools:

» introduce in school practice such forms of work as “School of a Young Teacher” and Mentoring
Council;

= conduct seminar, trainings, and workshops on mentoring through the school methodological
units together with school administrators;

= develop mentoring culture in schools;

= provide mentoring support to the students who have pedagogical practice in schools;

» share best mentoring practices through the newspaper “Kutbilim Sabak”, internet, other mass
media.

Title: “How to organize the work with the young teachers”
Summary of the newspaper article:

The article was written by the Kyrgyz Language Teacher of the target Syidanov School in Moskovski
rayon, Chui oblast. In his articles he shares his school* experience on mentoring. The school created
the Mentoring Club. The Mentoring Club marks the importance of developing mentoring culture in the
school. In order to be a good mentor- a teacher should develop many skills; communication skills,
listening skills, skills on lesson observation and providing feedback, and others. The members of this
Club are the experienced teachers. One of the functions of the Club is organization of the seminars for
the young teachers of the school and the teachers who need support in teaching/learning processes.
The Club provided seminars for young teachers on student-centered learning, how to develop
questions and tasks of higher order thinking, and others. He also thinks that it is very important to pay
great attention to the young teachers during their adaptive period, when they come to school for the
first time. The young teachers should be introduced to the school staff and at that time the mentor
should be appointed to him/her.

Summary of published article in Kutbilim newspaper in English

Title: “How to improve assessment skills”

In this article Osh oblast, Karakulja raion’s math teacher Jumakan Ismailova is shearing with her
opinion on how to improve assessment skills.

- Working with the USAID project Sapattuu Bilim | have learned new approaches to assessment.
As a result of using such concepts as “mark”, “to evaluate”, and “assessment” were developed
new assessment criteria. In my practice | use new assessment methods and can see positive
changes. Today assessment encourages students and leads them to success. As the
example we can see on the sample of one lesson:

- The teacher indicated lesson objectives and lesson indicators.

Teaching process: The teacher checks homework with using the Formative assessment technique
“Light signal” that includes the following steps: a) red colored card means that the students did their
homework; b) green colored card means that the students did homework partially; c) yellow colored
card means that the students did not complete their homework at all. The teacher makes notes of the
results in his notebook. Next comes the explanation of the lesson objectives. Further the teacher tells
about criteria and standards of the assessment (in which case students get marks “5”, “4” etc.). Then,
class works with card. Each card has two tasks, after completing all tasks the students evaluate each
others, and after peer-evaluation follows self-evaluation (each student raises a certain colored card).
Hereafter, they work on mistakes. The teacher writes the tasks on the board that come from the kids
who raised yellow cards. After that the children begin pair work and incorrectly completed tasks mean
that these tasks are problematic. And again the students tell the teacher their results through using the
cards. Then the teacher begins group work. The teacher divides the kids into four groups, gives task,
and students work on flipcharts. At that time the teacher monitors all groups. After completing the task
each group presents their work and other students evaluate presenting group, give marks. In the end
of the lesson the teacher refers to the lesson objectives and gives homework.

In this article the teacher gives recommendations to the colleagues, that they should assess not the
student, but his activities, not minuses, but pluses.

Title: “Analyzing one of Chingiz Aitmatov’s stories.”
Summary of the newspaper article:

This lesson plan was developed by the Kyrgyz language teacher of the Chui oblast A. Dushembieva.
She formulated lesson objectives as expected results and set up indicators of the goals. The lesson
was divided into stages.

First stage: Repeating the previous lesson through brain storming.

Second stage: Each group supports the certain character of the story and the opposite group
criticizes that character. During the support and criticizing the students should use episodes and
quotes from the story. They can use expressive reading. The teacher evaluates the presentations of
the groups orally.

Third stage: The children make cluster and present it. Then the groups compose diamond to the
individual character and also present it. After that, the teacher makes reflection: the kids should
determine five points — begging, development, climax, conclusion, and the end.

Further the teacher describes Assessment stage of the lesson. In the article can see that the teacher
makes assessment with criteria that were previously introduced to the students and students evaluate
each other and groups.

USAID Sapattuu Bilim project conducts regular courses in our schools, and
teachers from our raion learn to use various methods.

Further, the teacher describes in details how she successfully use the formative assessment
techniques and the reason of effective influence of these techniques.

- How do you thing, what the goal of student centered teaching methods?
- This method increases the autonomy of the students in studying and feel responsible for their
learning. Depending on the lesson objectives we plan different methods.

The minister of MOES
KR, Sadykov K., and representative of USAID in KR, Gordon K., heads of RayOO, heads of Local
Government, school principals and chairpersons of Chui, Batken and Issyk-Kul oblasts participated on
the event.

Articles informed that beginning from 2008 the QLP supported the involvement community in process
of increasing the quality of education in schools of Chui, Issyk-Kul and Batken oblasts. The
mechanism of PCF is also one of the direct objective of project, gives new opportunities to use school
resources more effectively. School administration, Advisory Committees, active representatives of
community and parents play significant role on deciding how effectively use limited school resources
to increase the quality of education for their children. Beginning from 2010 school administrations
together with ACs conducted school budget hearings on planning, analyzing and using the school
budget funds.

The minister in his speech mentioned the importance of implementation of this event. “All this time the
ministry is tracking the achievements of project and its special topicality for school education system
was always noted. The state is investing considerable funds to education. As comparing with 2010, in
2011 the financing increased from 12 to 16 billion soms, in 2012 this sum reached the 18 billion soms.
But it is still a lot of problems in school education system, the increasing of financing was done on
teachers® salary level, but there is not enough money to solve problems on school infrastructure and
other important issues.
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Advisory Committees and parental community will be involved for this purpose. We need new
mechanisms on solving school problems. Paying attention on this difficult situation, the President of
KR signed the Decree “About Advisory Committees”. This document must improve the work of
parental community and ACs on involvement in school management and put new principles of
accountability, publicity and transparency on using school funds”.

The
project developed practical materials to school administrations, teachers, accountants and community.
These manuals will help them effectively use school budget that give opportunities to increase the
quality of education in schools, support teachers in their professional development and revive the
tradition of mentoring.

Venue: Chui oblast, Alamedin rayon, Ethnographical complex “Supara”

OBJECTIVES:
o Review and share the experience of Advisory Committees on improving the quality of
education by supporting the school with additional non-budget funds and assigning school
administration to effectively utilize budget resources available to them.

INTRODUCTION

On May 30, 2012 QLP conducted Close-out event for Advisory Committees of Chui, Issyk-Kul and
Batken oblast. Totally sixty people participated on the event including the Minister of Education and
Science, State-secretary of MOES KR, USAID Representative in KR, Heads of RayOO and Ayil-
Okmoty, school principals and ACs" chairpersons. In his speech, the minister highly appreciated the
work of project and thanked for significant contribution to education system.

J.Uzbekova made presentation “Increasing of Education Quality through Reforming of School
Management and Financing”. It was done by the results of project’s work on Community Involvement
Strategy in three oblasts. She showed the results of work on public sector level and school level.

Results on public sector level:

- New article 44-1 was added to KR Law “About Education”, “Public hearing of report on
expenditure funds by state educational organizations”;

- Two normative documents on community involvement in school management were
approved by MOES KR Collegium #3/1 and 3/2 on March 28, 2012;

- The state course “Quality Learning Management” and its part on Community Involvement in
School Management was institutionalized; special course “Effective Management in
Education” that consists in two modules “Financial Management in School Education” and
“Community Involvement in School Management” were approved by KAE;

- 12 national trainers were prepared by the program “Community Involvement in School
Management”;

- 4 manuals were developed and approved by MOES order #655/1 from September 27, 2011
and distributed among schools of Chui, Issyk-Kul and Batken oblasts

Also she announced the recommendations for further development community involvement strategy in
country.
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Then the Head of Chui RayOO, Kibiraeva A., made a speech. In her speech she thanked the project
for their contribution in Chui rayon. She informed that in spite of only seven schools were selected as
target schools of Chui rayon; other schools also work under community involvement strategy, conduct
school budget hearings and work with community. All this work was done thanked to QLP"s materials
and cascade trainings on community involvement that RayOO conducted on its own initiative.

Then the school principals and chairpersons of ACs of Chui and Issyk-Kul oblasts shared with their
success stories on joint work of ACs with school, their first steps and results; the achievements of
school and ACs on providing transparent budget and gain parental trust. It was (1) Keremeckaya N.,
Chairperson of Advisory Committee of School Ne5, Kara-Balta city of Chui oblast; (2) Burnasheva L.,
Chairperson of Advisory Committee of Sretenka School, Moskva rayon of Chui oblast; (3) Karaev B.,
Chairperson of Advisory Committee of School Ne1, Chui rayon of Chui oblast; (4) Abdraimova S.,
Chairperson of Advisory Committee of Altymyshbaeva School, Ton rayon of Issyk-Kul oblast; (5)
Omurova A., School Principal of Lebedinovka School-Gymnasium Ne2, Alamedin rayon of Chui
oblast; (6) Shakun G., School Principal of Orlovka School Ne2, Kemin rayon of Chui oblast.

The head of Ayil-Okmotu from the most remote district of Batken oblast confessed in his speech that
he was shocked when school principal presented him a school budget estimated according to needs
after the detailed analysis and explanations during the school budget hearings. He said that this is
extremely positive democratic practice and even he has a lot of problems with local budget in his Ayil-
Okmotu he will try to do his best in order to support schools as now he better understand school
problems and priorities.

One of the participants stressed that the QLP trainings and support provides the opportunities for
parents and schools to define the new directions of collaboration, to think in new manner, to obtain
legal information and skills, to build a real team which can really support and develop the school and
improve school education. Now the school administration jointly with AC could solve almost all the
problems which school faced today.

At the end of the event the MOES representatives ceremonially handed the Notes of Thanks to
seventeen Advisory Committees from Chui, Issyk-Kul and Batken oblasts that showed the best work
during last year. It should be noted that it was second time when MOES awarded the best Advisory
Committees for their contribution to schools.

Participants thanked the project and USAID for extremely useful and productive support, especially for
trainings and practical materials which were developed and distributed during the project work. Also
QLP organized mini-exhibition with all materials on community involvement issues including practical
manuals, training modules, appropriate normative documents and interesting photos. This exhibition
was very interesting to participants because on many photos they could see themselves: working in
small groups or making presentation during trainings and Forums; presenting school budget or
participating on discussion during school budget hearings and etc.

SUCCESSES

At present time more than 130 Advisory Committees work in three oblasts. For last two years the ACs
and sponsors invested to school about 16 million soms. The number of ACs“ members in Chui oblast
increased twice for last year and at present time equal to 22 700 people. About 256 people of Chui
oblast increased their knowledge and skills on social partnership, fundraising and PR-campaign issues
through training, mentoring and monitoring visits and Forums.

Every conducted budget hearing was important,
because school had opportunity to solve school problems jointly with local government and
community; and community had opportunity to involve in school management process. The ACs
played the important role in organization of budget hearings, because they initiated the organization of
budget hearings in schools to attract more numbers of parents to school management and to show
them that school could be open and transparent.

SUCCESSES

These budget hearings were first in Issyk-Kul oblast and were conducted by support of QLP. After
QLP training on “Community Involvement in School Management”, ACs chairperson were learned to
involve in school budget process and work jointly with school as equal partners, understood the
importance of involvement in school management.

On budget hearing
schools had opportunity to solve school problems jointly with local government and community; and
community had opportunity to involve in school management process.

These budget hearings were very useful not only for community and school, but also for other
participants.

SUCCESSES
These budget hearings were initiated and conducted by schools independently without QLP support.

was conducted by WB project “Rural Education” is not enough. Principals and community need
more information about school budget process. The representative from RayFO complained
that they live in distant rayon and still do not have updated normative documents on Minimal
Standard of Budget Financing (MSBF). They still use Resolution of MSBF for 2009 year, when
in 2011 new Resolution with updated sums was approved.

RECOMMENDATIONS

- Provide school budget hearings in other schools to train parents and community to this
practice.

- To Batken methodological center/Osh ITTI: provide more trainings on financial management
and community involvement in school management, because school administration need and
ask such trainings

- To schools: be more open to parental community, involve members of ACs and parental
community in budget process and other school issues to feel them participation in education
process.

- To community and ACs: be more active, do not afraid to work and collaborate with schools.

CIES (Comparative and International Education Society) conducted its 56 Annual Conference in San
Juan Puerto Rico during April 22-27, 2012. USAID/QLP Tajikistan & USAID/QLP Kyrgyzstan was
presented by Mr. Rahmonov Abdujabbor — Rector of TSPU, Mr. Fayziddin Niyozov — USAID/QLP
specialist, Mr. Abakir Mamytov — President of the Kyrgyz Academy of Education, Bird Stazs and Jeff
Carpenter International Consultants.

CIES (Comparative and International Education Society ) was founded in 1956 and it"s aimed to foster
cross-cultural understanding; scholarship and academic achievements; societal development through
int. study of educational ideas, systems and practices. CIES has more than 2000 members —
academics, practitioners and students around the world. This Society supports its members to
promote understanding of the education roles in shaping and perpetuation of cultures; improve
opportunities for the citizens of the world to understand how education policies and programs enhance
social and economic development; and increase cross-cultural and cross-national understanding
through educational processes.

USAID/QLP conducted a moderate discussion on “Finding the Middle Ground: Success and
Challenges in Education Reform in Tajikistan” where presenters could share and discuss their
experience on applying international expertise in modern pedagogy at local level through building
capacity of local partners and spread these experiences to the rest of the education society.

The team also presented last reforms in the education system of Tajikistan and the roles Donor
Agencies and International Experts in the successes of these reforms. This part of the presentation
was moderated by Mr. Rahmonov who was minister during last 7 years and had clear understanding
of the impact of reform initiatives.

Subject-based Standard development process
SUMMARY

On April 2, 2009 (# 206) State General Education Standards were approved by the GoT and the
previous versions of the Standards were announced as not effective any more. Based on this Order,
the MoE was responsible to develop subject specific standards. As part of this Order, the MoE has
requested the AoE to present the list of the academicians and teachers as part of a working group for
development of subject based standards. AoE presented the draft order with the list to MoE and a
working group with Ministry approval was issued that covered only Primary Education Standards.

Based on the MOE request, the AOE with the USAID Quality Learning Project developed first the
Standards for primary Math and Tajik language and later completed the standards for other primary
education subjects. The developed standards were reviewed and field tested in target rayons and
schools.

Soon, the issue of new generation textbooks development has been raised and according to the MoE
order working groups were established that worked under local and international consultant
supervision to develop textbook for Primary Math and Tajik language. Then the developed textbooks
were field-tested in schools. In the second half of 2010 analysis on the “Relevance of State Primary
Education Standards and the existing curriculum and textbooks” brief summary was presented to MoE
on 18/05/2010

After field testing, the State Primary Education Standards were approved by the MoE Collegium.

At the same time, on the basis of the earlier mentioned order of the GoT, the AoE involved experts to
develop Secondary Education Standards.

As textbooks for Primary Math and Tajik language were developed in a new format, the need for the
Primary Education Standards revision has raised. Also, due to the decision to move to a new format of
education system, focus for a while has been switched from the development of standards to more
alignment of the subject — based curriculum with the textbooks.

Nevertheless of these issues, the AoE, with the technical support from the USAID QLP, involved
experts to develop Standards for Secondary Tajik language, Math, Chemistry and Biology.

During the first quarter of 2011 Standards were developed for:
- Tajik language (developed by Aminov S.)
- Math (developed by Nugmonov M.)
- Chemistry (developed by Zubaidov U.)
- Biology (developed by Sattorov T)

For teachers" easier access in understanding the Standards, the AoE with USAID/QLP technical
assistance developed Guide for Teachers on how to use the Standards, which were reviewed by the
authors of the Standards and field test in USAID/QLP target schools in target rayons — Ismoily Somoni
district of Dushanbe city, Varzob, Vahdat, Isfara, Kulob, Kurghonteppa, Sarband, Vakhsh and Asht.

The AoE has gained this feedback from the recommendation and outcome of the National Curriculum
Concept Paper due to the absence of Teachers" Guide teachers did not understood it well.
