6. Accomplishments and successes during the reporting period 
	Program area:O3-HVOP: Targeted HIV Prevention Program (THPP)
1. Trainings

Peer educators training 

The training team conducted a condom focused HIV prevention training for a total of 7308 peer educators (3056 male, 4252 female) in collaboration with three partner organizations in Addis Ababa, Oromia, Tigray, Amhara, and SNNPR regions.  From a total of these trainees 248 individuals are CSW, 258 are PLHIV and 233 are SAY and the rest are from construction workers, daily laborers, and home based care providers.  As indicated in table 1, the achievement is (292.3%), which is beyond the plan. This is mainly attributed to partners’ effort in creating demand and meaningful collaboration with the THPP training team to realize the plan.

Health care providers training
In collaboration with Oromiya, Amhara, Tigray SNNPR and Afar Region Health Bureaus, ten round of trainings were conducted for health care providers on condom promotion and interpersonal communication skills from. With these 10 training sessions a total of 245 health care providers (121 male & 124 female) from 14 health facilities of SNNP, 16 health facilities of Oromia , 9 health facilities of Amhara, 20 health facilities of Tigray and 15 health facilities of Afar region were trained. EngenderHealth played the leading role in organizing and imparting the trainings The Participants were recruited by the regional health bureaus and priority was given to health care providers who have been working on ART, PMTCT, VCT, TB/HIV and F/P clinics. 

Training on comprehensive condom programming for PEFPFAR partner organizations 

A capacity building training on comprehensive condom programming was provided to World Learning staff and site workers. A total of 53 participants (42 Male and 11Female) attended the training for 3 days. Feedbacks obtained from participants revealed that  the training was so relevant as it was comprehensive and detailed to equip them with scientific knowledge and practical skills.
Training on the role of leadership in HIV mainstreaming

Mainstreaming AIDS into development processes is an effective way to ensure that action on HIV is linked to national development efforts and poverty reduction strategies, while enabling diverse actors to use their comparative advantage to contribute to the AIDS response. 

In line with this,, THPP organized a three days training on the role of leadership in HIV mainstreaming. As shown in table 2, a  total of 75 participants drawn from six regional HAPCOs and HBOs attended the training which was aimed at enhancing the capacity of the regional HAPCOs’ and HBs’ on HIV mainstreaming and leadership roles. .  The training was conducted back to back in the weeks of 10th, 17th and 24th of August at Hawassa, Bahirdar and Adama towns respectively and it was facilitated by consultants with proved experience in the field.
Participants attested that the training was very informative and helpful  to carry out their duties and responsibilities in the right way. A considerable number of the participants also mentioned that they had no such detail information on HIV mainstreaming and leadership related issues. One participant said: ‘I have never thought of mainstreaming beyond assigning a focal person, putting a condom box, and collecting 2% solidarity fund and I realized all the rationale behind as well as the principles, stages and the like.’

Deputy Head of SNNPR Health Bureau and a senior official from Amhara HAPCO stressed the importance of such initiatives and strongly recommended to organize similar trainings for those who were not able to attend the training due to some other commitments.

Preparation for conducting MARPs focused regional prevention strategy

With the objective of supporting regional health bureaus and/or RHAPCO’s to develop MARPs targeted HIV prevention strategy, a TOR has been prepared and bid announced to recruiting a qualified agency/individual to facilitate a five days workshop that culminates in the development of draft region specific MARPs targeted HIV prevention strategy. Consequently, a significant number of consulting firms and individuals have submitted their technical and financial proposal to THPP. Now, the selection and recruitment process is in progress. This activity is expected to be finalized by the 20th of December 2010. In the mean time we keep communicating with FHAPCO and the National TWG to learn more about from their experiences.
 Trainings and workshop attended 
Two of the training team members attended a three weeks training on Project Planning, Implementation, Monitoring and Evaluation conducted by Ethiopian Management Institute from June 14 to July 2, 2010. The attendants found the training to be of great significance in their career as it will enable them to coordinate the program and conduct supportive supervision in a better way. 

Furthermore, the training team attended a half day refresher training on sub-grant management by an expert from PSI Washington. One of the team members also participated on a five days work shop on communication material development on MCP which was organized by JHU CCP project. The workshop was mainly focused on multiple concurrent partnership (MCP) communication materials development. Similarly, one of the training coordinator attended a half day work shop on the spectrum of transactional sex briefing organized by Save the Children USA. It was so beneficial that it gave an opportunity to know more about Trans ACTION program, MCP and communication material development.

Moreover, The DCOP attended a regional training on CP that has been conducted in Nairobi, Kenya from May 10 to 12/2010 

2. Individual reached with condom focused messages  
Small  groups reached 

As illustrated in table 3, a total of 10, 704 (7,762 female, 2,942 male) individuals were reached with condom focused message that fulfills the minimum standard for the small group through peer educators working under the supervision of partner organizations. The settings for the small group discussions were coffee ceremony, peer dialogue, home visits, community conversation and other small group discussion events. These outreach activities have been attended by various  MARPs groups including  CSWs, Out of school youths, Jobseekers, daily laborers and PLHIVs.  The individuals reached with community outreach that fulfills the minimum standards were low compared to the plan (42.8 %). The target was based on the assumption that 10 local sub-grantees will be involved in carrying out this activity. However, the selection process of the local sub-grantees took longer time than expected and the achievement was low mainly due to this reason.

Community wide events 

In addition to the individual reached through small group sessions, a total of 568,278 individuals (male 417,150 and female 151,128) were reached through community-wide events like street show, poem computation, and other MARPs focused special events. 
3. Distribution  of condoms and job aids 

Condom distribution

A total of 12,200,100 pieces of Blue Denim condoms have been distributed through various partner organizations in our primary interventional region(Addis Ababa, Amhara, Oromiya, Dire Dawa,Tigrat, and SNNPR). The project reached three more regions (Afar, Somali,and Gambella ) by using 232 fixed and 401 mobile community outlets (table 3). We are still encountered with more demands from time to time and we were not able to distribute what we have planned due to the existing shortage.

4. Technical assistance and follow up visits
Follow up visits to health facilities

As part the facility level activity, technical assistance was given for a total of 50 health facilities (13 under SNNPR’s, 17 under Oromia, 9 under Addis Ababa City Administrations, and 11 under Amhara Region). The follow up visit was conducted by EngenderHealth project team and some experts from the respective regional health bureaus have participated whenever the schedule were convenient for them assign somebody from their side.    

Annual review meeting with regional health bureaus
During the reporting period annual review meetings were conducted in SNNP, Addis Ababa and Oromiya regions. The review meeting was organized by EngendrHealth and the respective health bureaus with the objective of assessing annual performance and providing orientation on comprehensive condom programming. A total of 80 professionals (17 from Addis Ababa, 25 from SNNPR and 38 from Oromiya RHBs) have participated. Concerned authorities working at various levels including health facility heads, zonal department heads and district health office heads have participated in the review meetings. 

Supportive supervision to pilot sub-grantees

The training coordinators team and Grant manger conducted midterm  supervision visits to the three pilot sub grantees (FGAE, Tamira, and Mahebre Hiwot) that were provided fund in the PY09. The supervision process included site visit to project activities, reviewing relevant documents, and conducting review meetings. Genially,   all of the three sub-grantees managed to  doing a remarkable job in promoting correct and consistent condom use among the identified MARPs and other high risk groups. Moreover, the supervision visit has given an opportunity to know the successes, limitations, challenges & potential aras for improvement.  

5. Identifying additional MARPs and impact regions 

Two additional impact regions (Tigray and Dire Dawa) and three other target groups (Transportation, Plantation, and construction workers) have been identified based on the contract modification. The target groups were chosen  because of their risk behaviors for HIV infection associated with their mobility. 
6. Selection of sub-grantees

As depicted in table 5, a total of ten local NGOs have been selected from the six primary impact regions of the program and signed with PSI/E to work as sub grantees under the USAID Targeted HIV Prevention Program. The overall sub-grantees selection process begun by requesting the Regional HAPCOs to recommend potential implementers who are working on the area of HIV prevention programs in their respective administrative regions. Accordingly, the RHAPCOs provided us a list of potential implementers. A Grant Review Team (GRT) was established for this purpose. The GRT set a criteria and scope of work to be implemented by the sub-grantees. The criteria and scope of work have been issued earlier to the RHAPCOs, so that they would be able to make use of the tools as a foundation for their short listing process.  

Upon receiving list of recommended sub-grantees from Amhara, Addis Ababa, Dire Dawa, Tigray, Oromiya and SNNPR RHAPCOs, the GRT reviewed the profile of each prospective sub-grantees and short listed according to the predefined selection criteria. Following the desk level review, a team consisting of two members, one from the program and one from finance department was sent to visit potential grantees to assess their capacity from two perspectives, 

(i) By conducting panel discussion with key position holders of the prospective sub-grantees  and 

(ii) Reviewing relevant documents to verify what has been stated in the profile and submitted by candidate sub-grantees. 

Finally, after having gone through profiles of the recommended potential sub-grantees and several discussions with THPP team, USAID approved the following local NGOs to work with PSI as sub grantees under THPP.

All of the ten partners were invited to PSI/E office for post award orientation on 21st of September 2010. Accordingly, two representatives from each sub grantees, the CEOs and Finance and Admin Heads, attended a half day post award orientation session. Topics presented during the post award orientation included: Overview of Targeted HIV Prevention Program, Sub-grantees Scope of Work, Overview USAID’s Financial Management Policies and Overview of PSI’s Financial Management Policies. A number of questions were raised, discussions made and finally the contract was signed between PSI/E and the respective Sub-grantees.

1. Review  Peer Educators Training Guide 
A three days workshop on condom focused peer educators training guide review was conducted at PSI/E from July 13 to 15, 2010. Donna Sherard, HIV Communications Senior Technical Advisor from DC, was the presenter and/or facilitator of the session. 23 participants from 13 partner organizations and THPP and communication staff of PSI/E attended, gave inputs and insights, and shared their expertise for the refinement of the training guide.  Accordingly lots of amendments were done such as including activities and scenarios to men with money and mobility, make tailored to target groups specifically, graphic design, changes of some words and so on. The training coordinator’s team included all relevant and viable comments to the guide. 

2. IEC/ BCC  accomplishments
The following major IEC/BCC activities have been accomplished during the reporting period:
· The placement of the Public Service Announcements started back in September 2009 to promote correct and consistent use of condom continued until December 2009 on the selected radio stations; Radio Fana National, Fana F.M 98.1, Sheger F.M, Debub F.M, Amhara Mass Media Agency and Bahir dar F. M. 

· USAID Targeted HIV Prevention Program continued the implementation of the live phone in radio program together with Basic Preventive Care Package Project. It is known that the live phone in radio program is placed on Fana National, Fana F.M 98.1 and Fana link with Gondar and Jimma F.M. It is placed every Saturday’s from 8:00 to 9:00 P.M. The major themes of the program include promotion of correct & consistent use of condom and positive living. Social issues directly or indirectly related to the above themes are also touched by this program. This live phone in radio program is ending by the end of October 2010. It has run for the last 48 weeks and is liked by audiences.  

· Communication strategy was revised based on comments from USAID.

· Communication work plan is revised for year three based on the contract modification.

· In order to implement the communication strategy messages were developed for each specific selected channel though participatory techniques.
· Development of message and design of promotional items & stickers were done. Five types of promotional items and two types of stickers were prepared for Sexually Active Youth (SAY), Commercial Sex Workers (CSW), Transport Workers and People Living with HIV/AIDS (PLHIV). These materials have a message that promotes correct and consistent use of condom. The materials are on the process of print.

· Brainstorming was conducted to identify messages for production of TV PSA, two radio PSAs and audio narrative. These productions are targeting SAY and CSW. Script was developed and agency was selected to produce TV PSA, radio PSAs and audio narrative. A creative brief was presented to the agency and the agency has started the production.

· Two posters are on the process of development for Sexually Active Youth and Construction Workers. For the development of a poster for sexually Active Youth, talents were identified. However, the poster for construction worker would be illustrative graphics. Draft posters are ready for pretest purposes.

· Draft success stories were written for the project and will be finalized in the next quarter.

· Promotional items such as cap and t-shirt were designed and produced for Oromiya regional Health Bureau. The promotional items were prepared in Afan Oromo and promote correct and consistent use of condom.

3. Research undertakings
FoQus (qualitative) Study on Men in Concurrent Partnerships 

Qualitative research that applied a combination of in-depth interview and photo-narrative techniques has been conducted to collect basic information among individuals engaged in Concurrent Sexual Partnership (CP) for the purpose of IEC/BCC message development. The study was conducted among men aged 25-50 living in Addis Ababa and the process went through the following major steps::

· Proposal submitted to  PSI REB and Addis Ababa Health Bureau IRBs and Ethical clearance obtained from both

· Interview guide which includes questions about sexual partners, behavior and condom use, etc finalized, and piloted

· Consent obtained from all participants
· Three days training provided to the research team focusing on the study design and interview guide.

· Data collection started since June 28, 2010 and completed on July 28, 2010. 
· Although the commencement of the study was delayed due to ethical approval issue, now we are in the final stage of report writing. 


4. Challenges and constraints and plans to overcome them during the reporting period
