I. 
Introduction
This report discusses USAID Targeted HIV Prevention program’s (THPP) annual progress overview for the period of October 1, 2008 through September 30, 2009. THPP, which is funded by USAID, is being implemented by a team of four international health organizations: Population Services International (PSI), Abt Associate, EngenderHealth and Population Council. It started operation since March 14, 2008. Though it is a national program, THPP’s intervention primarily focuses on the four highly populated regions: Addis Ababa, Amhara, Oromiya and SNNPR. Likewise, even if it is striving to serve all MARP groups identified in the country, based on PEPFAR partners reach Commercial Sex Workers (CSWs), Sexually Active Youth (SAY) and PLHIV are chosen as primary target groups. THPP strategized to reach this and other MARP groups through leveraging with PEPFAR and other partner working on HIV/AIDS interventions. 
The aims of THPP is to trigger and support targeted condom promotion services for and increase condom availability to MARPs in major urban centers, transportation corridors, and other hotspot areas. The goal of the project is to reduce the incidence of HIV infections in Ethiopia by increasing correct and consistent use of male condoms among MARPs. 
The project team has attained remarkable achievements during the last one year of the fiscal period. Blue denim condom branding and its social marketing activities have still remained an unresolved challenge. Regardless of this and other constraints, THPP is moving forward by playing a crucial role in the arena of targeted HIV prevention.
II. Annual Accomplishments
MOU was signed with Addis Ababa, Amhara, Oromiya, SNNP regional state’s health bureaus and around 30 partners. Most of the project strategies have been transformed into practical implementation terms. Qualitative research completed and its report ready for sharing with partners. CSW’s baseline quantitative research conducted and its draft report produced. PLHIV’s baseline data collection and data entry was completed and report production is in progress. A poster (entitled “Differentials in Condom Use among Commercial Sex Workers in Urban Ethiopia”) was produced, approved and displayed in the 2009 HIV/AIDS implementers’ meeting held in Windhoek, Namibia.  
Two generic radio ads were produced and placement was started through national and regional radio stations. Nationwide live phone talk show radio program preparatory activities were finalized. Condom focused HIV prevention facilitators guide produced for community promoters and health care providers.
Through leveraging with PEPFAR and non-PEPFAR partners’ efforts a total of 4,323 peer educators trained to help them promote correct and consistent male condom use among MARPs. A total of 681,636 individuals were reached with HIV and condom messages via partners’ community outreach endeavors. More than 27 million condoms also distributed. Health care providers (323) and PLHIV association members (90) recruited from Addis Ababa, Oromiya and Amhara RHB trained on correct and consistent condom use and promotion as well as positive prevention. 
Though capacity building initiatives are seriously affected by the delay of contract modification, the following efforts have been made to date. Partners’ capacity need assessment, training course development and delivery of two types of training are the major to mention. THPP’s last year detail activity progress synopsis will be discussed as follows.
Result 1: 	Increase the range of condom promotion tools and mechanisms both available and in use for HIV Prevention for MARPs
Qualitative Research
The qualitative research led by Abt associate, which investigated key determinants of condom use and non-use among Most-At-Risk Population (MARP) Groups, completed.  Focus groups were conducted with Sexually Active Youth (SAY), Commercial Sex Workers (CSW), and individual interviews were conducted with Persons Living with HIV/AIDS (PLHIV). The full qualitative research report was also completed and ready for dissemination. 
Quantitative Research
THPP had a plan to construct baseline quantitative data for three selected MARP groups: CSWs, PLHIV and SAY on four regional capital towns (Addis Ababa, Adama, Bahir Dar, and Hawassa). However, when the research design submitted to FHAPCO for their review, they only approved CSWs and PLHIVs research excluding SAY from the survey activities.
CSW’s baseline survey was conducted in five major cities of Ethiopia: Addis Ababa, Adama, Bahir Dar, Hawassa, and Mekele. Data was collected from a total of 2050 respondents. Draft research report is completed. Poster abstract entitled “Differential in condom use among commercial sex workers in major cities of Ethiopia” was prepared and presented in the 2009 HIV/AIDS implementers’ meeting.
Baseline data also collected from a total of 2320 PLHIV respondents recruited from the above towns. Data entry is completed and report production is on-progress. It will be ready for circulation effective from next quarter.
Condom Brand Element and Packaging Design
Though the brand concepts were developed during the first six month of the project life, it was pending waiting for the mission direction. In an objective to finalize the concept several action were taken during the reporting period. By making use of project staffs and international expert (in the form of STTA), field based blue denim condom brand elements should include brand name, logo and tagline and packaging design pre-test activities organized. After incorporating per-test’s feedbacks, final logo, brand name, tagline and packaging design were developed and documented.
Non Branded Communication Materials
Project communication strategy finalized during the reporting period. Communication department developed two generic public service announcements (PSAs) messages promoting correct and consistent condom use. The PSA constructed around two different but complementary concepts: “live more tomorrow” and “love responsibly.” HEEC and project team members reviewed the scripts. Final production was produced after incorporating pre-test results and feedbacks from HEEC. Prime times were chosen for their placement on selected national and regional radio stations: Bahir Dar FM, Amhara Mass Media Agency, Debub FM, Fana National, Sheger FM and Fana FM. Since the beginning of August 2009 all the above radio stations started airing these generic radio advertisement messages. Nationwide live phone talk show radio program preparatory activities were finalized and the program will be run effective from October 3, 2009 via radio Fana national station linked with its Addis, Gondar and Jimma FMs stations every Saturday from 8:00-9:00 Pm.
THPP training team in close collaboration with PSI DC’s communication specialist developed three draft condom and MARP focused HIV prevention training facilitator’s guide to CSW, PLHIV and SAY. Qualitative research preliminary findings were used in identifying and constructing themes for the respective target MARP groups. The facilitator’s guide developed by adapting local and international training curriculums/facilitator’s guide designed for the same purpose. The facilitator’s guides will further be fine tuned and improved in the next reporting period by making use of the quantitative study findings.
With a goal to incorporate into GOE similar HIV/AIDS curriculum/facilitators guide, a generic and comprehensive facilitator’s guide titled “CONDOM FOCUSED HIV PREVENTION TRAINING FACILITATOR’s GUIDE (FOR MARPs)” was adapted from the above three specific MARP groups’ draft training facilitator’s guide. Messages were also reinforced through several illustrative inserts. The English version was finalized by incorporating feedbacks coming from FMoH, FHAPCO, HEEC and A.A.HB. It was also translated into Amharic language. 
The training team also finalized the preparation of condom focused counseling cards, which are intended to help peer educators promote correct and consistent condom use. Production and distribution of the counseling cards will be made on the next quarter.
Training of peer educators and community promoters
[image: IMG_0376]Correct and consistent condom use was promoted successfully through integration and coordination with partners engaged in prevention of HIV/AIDS among MARP groups. Over the last year THPP extended its support to a total of thirty eight partners’ peer educators training program. The training team trained 4,323 (1798 male and 2525 female) individuals including community promoters, community counselors, peer educators, case managers, and trainers. Trainees are recruited from SAY, CSWs, PLHIV and other MARP groups. The vast majority of trainees appreciated the training content and methodologies employed. In an effort to reinforce trainee’s correct and consistent condom use promotion, the project distributed 1962 penile models. 
Coordinate Activities with PEPFAR and other Partners 
During the reporting period Memorandum of Understandings (MOUs) were signed with FHAPCO, AARHB, Amhara RHB, Oromiya RHB and SNNPRHB and with close to 30 other partners. The MOU, which is non-binding, clarifies roles and responsibilities expected from the two parties in the course of excelling their partnership to address MARPs HIV prevention needs.
THPP set aside 7.5 million No logo condoms to be incorporated into preventive Care Packages (PCP) kit. PCP has started distribution of the kit, which includes among others 100 condoms per kit. THPP organized an in-house workshop to orient PSP and PCP program staffs on correct and consistent condom use tools adapted by the project. The orientation was aimed at helping them promote correct and consistent condom use throughout their training and outreach activities. 
Three Peace Corps Volunteers (PCVs) are deployed to Adama, Dessie, and Hawassa towns that are going to serve for a period of two years for the respective towns and their surroundings. IntraHealth International hosted these three PCVs in their three regional field office (Adama, Awassa and Dessie) on our behalf. These volunteers are 100% in service of THPP.

[image: C:\Users\Selamawit\Desktop\RATSUN\DSC05814.jpg]THPP is employing coordinated efforts with PEPFAR and other partners targeting selected and other MARP groups. The project promoted HIV prevention through other behavior change beyond AB messages by using these partners outreach initiatives and reached 681,636 (448,705 male and 232,931 female) individuals through partners’ outreach outlets.


Result 2: 	Increase access to correct and consistent condom use information and male condom products among targeted MARPs 
THPP familiarization/launch event
THPP familiarization/launching event was organized on June 22, 2009, Bahir Dar. The event was attended by USAID, PEPFAR and non PEPFAR partner representatives, regional and federal government authorities coming for attending Amhara regional HIV/AIDS prevention summit. THPP and PCP organized the event jointly. The project team displayed different communication materials and research reports developed over the life of the project. The event was successful in sharing THPP’s best practice and possible areas of collaboration.
Coordination with SCMS
As per USAID’s direction, THPP arranged a warehouse space for blue denim condom since April-June 2009 reporting period. Previously THPP used to distribute condoms to partners directly from SCMS warehouse. 
Free condom distribution
THPP has played crucial role in filing gabs observed on condom supply side through supporting targeted condom distribution activities. The last one year a total of 27,086,400 condoms were distributed to MARP groups in partnership with forty five governmental and NGOs operational in Addis Ababa, Afar, Amhara, Gambella, Oromiya, SNNPR and Tigray regions. All no-logo and blue denim condoms were distributed via health facilities and community outlets respectively. Project partners which received blue denim condoms activated a total of 546 mobile and 1,047 fixed condom outlets.

Result 3: 	Increase availability of condom products and condom information within HIV Clinical settings
Training Curriculum
Based on the findings of the desk review, the project adapted condom and IPC focused training curriculum for health care providers. The draft curriculum was circulated to Addis Ababa pilot site providers and experts working for government and NGOs for their review and inputs. The expert forwarded their feedback on the one day review meeting emphasizing that it could serve as a national curriculum. The final version was produce after incorporating feedbacks generated from the form. It focuses on sensitizing providers on the HIV prevention needs of MARPs, to promote correct and consistent condom use among MARPs and enhance interpersonal communication skills of providers. 
Prior to round table expert review, the draft curriculum was pre tested by conducting three day training for 18 health care providers. Its objective was to ensure the relevance and appropriateness to health care providers. Participants of the workshop disclosed the training curriculum is very important in terms of filling the existing knowledge, attitude and skill gaps of providers observed while promoting correct and consistent condom use among MARPs and other clients.
Partners Consultative Meeting 
The project team in collaboration with FHAPCO conducted a one day partners’ consultative workshop. The objectives of the workshop were to introduce THPP implementation strategy and review health care providers training curriculum which was distributed to each of the participant a week before the event. Twenty five participants coming from different stakeholders and implementing partners attended the meeting. Invaluable comments and constructive feedbacks were collected.
Health care providers training
[image: IMG_0331]The clinical team in collaboration with the respective regional health bureau officials identified a total of 50 (10 from Addis Ababa, 12 from SNNPR, 12 from Amhara and 16 from Oromiya regional states) health facilities from four regions. Selection criteria was developed jointly by project team and regional health bureau experts. THPP in collaboration with Addis Ababa, Amhara and Oromiya RHBs organized 6 round training programs for a total of 146 (51 male and 95 females) health care providers. Trainees were mobilized from 38 facilities of the three regions. Three to four providers were trained per identified partner facilities. The regional health bureau was responsible for the selection of trainees. Opening and closing remark of the training programs were made by deputy head of respective regional health bureaus.

[image: IMG_0121]Integration of condom promotion into health workers training program
The clinical team has successfully integrated its health care providers training modality into MSH, OSSA, SNNPR RHB, UCSD and Pathfinder’s health workers training program. A total of 177 (95 male and 82 female) providers selected from different health facilities were reached through the above partnership and integration efforts. THPP’s training program not only exposes trainees for condom messaging but also gives them sufficient time to practice step-by-step condom demonstration activities.
Supportive Supervision and technical assistance
Supportive supervision and technical assistance support proceed following the health care providers training program. The support was provided to 28 newly identified health facilities from Amhara and Oromiya region and 10 pilot sites chosen from Addis Ababa city administration. Each of the above 38 facilities was visited once in every two month.
The visitors’ team conducts discussions with head of the facilities and trained providers about their condom focused facility based initiatives progress and challenges. The team also undertakes objective assessment mainly focusing on a) condom promotion and distribution plan, b) presence of condom focal person who is responsible for the coordination of condom distribution and promotion, c) integration of condom promotion into the routine health education efforts, and d) establishment of condom corner/outlets and condoms availability. 
PLHIV PwP training 
The clinical and training supervisor’s team jointly organized three round training program for PLHIV. The training focused on prevention with positive (PwP) with major emphasis on the importance of correct and consistent condom use among PLHIV. Each round was given for three consecutive days. A total of 90 PLHIV peer educators, PLHIV association members, home based care providers, counselors and supervisors attended the above training programs. Trainees were selected from four PLHIV associations and two local NGOs working on home base care services to PLHIV.
Result 4: 	Increase the capacity of indigenous institutions in promoting condom use in HIV prevention efforts
Result four deals about THPP’s capacity building support schemes, which cover two major areas: 1) project staffs’ capacity building, and 2) partners’ (external) capacity building. The external capacity building initiatives include technical and financial support packages to help them strengthen and/or initiate condom social marketing initiatives. As noted previously, local external capacity building has been delayed due to the continued delay in contract modification.
Building THPP’s program staffs Capacity
Two program staffs sent to South Africa for on-the-job training and experience sharing opportunities in condom social marketing. Three program staffs also attended PSI’ regional retreat program held in Maputo, Mozambique. Amy Ellis, PSI’s regional researcher was brought for one week STTA and provided an introductory training and overview of PSI research to the project staffs. In collaboration with UNFPA, three training staffs attended a five days compressive condom programming TOT program. 
Local NGO Grantees
By adapting in-country and international experiences, THPP grant coordinator developed draft small grant management manual. The manual has three major parts: pre award, project implementation and project closure. 
PEPFAR funded International NGOs communicated for their confirmation and recommendation in identifying potential local NGO partners for capacity building components. The objective of the capacity building effort will be to improve the knowledge, skills and implementation capacity of organizational staff and foster institutional capacity and program sustainability for social marketing in Ethiopia. 
Based on referrals with PEPFAR partners and preliminary screening, local NGOs were selected for participation in a short NGO assessment. An in-house capacity need assessment was conducted utilizing basic principles of PSI’s platform assessment tools (PAT). Though the above preliminary activities were undertaken towards this end, THPP couldn’t move forward due to the delay in the THPP contract modification. 
THPP provided technical and financial assistance to Amhara HIV/AIDS MARPs focused summit organized from June 2009, Bahir Dar. 
Commercial Agency and NGOs’ Capacity Building Training
A three day training modules and themes for social marketing capacity building training were identified and developed. The objectives of this social marketing training were: a) providing partner organizations with a simple but comprehensive understanding of the theory and practice of social marketing, b) Instilling an understanding of how partner organizations can benefit from, and interact with, social marketing activities, c) Building the capacity of partner organizations to use state of the art of social marketing practices. Eighteen local NGOs participated in this three days trainings program. 
Six commercial agencies that could work with THPP and other partners in the future in producing generic IPC materials and condoms commercial ads were invited to the 2-days training program. The training was adapted from the aforementioned NGO training documents. 
It was after these entire processes, the issue of contract modification prevailed and all most all capacity building initiatives ceased. However, due to anticipated activities in BCC, an analysis of current activities and program profile of PEPFAR Partners and local NGOs, which have greater potential for partnering social mobilization intervention, was conducted. 
Two THPP communication experts assisted FHAPCO in designing and facilitating BCC workshop. They provided the technical support throughout the workshop program which ranges from workshop design and organization of content to facilitation of the workshop. The workshop was organized for BCC experts selected from all regional states’ health, education, road authority and others bureaus. 
A demand driven half day introductory social marketing session was organized to 36 Family Guidance Association of Ethiopia (FGAE) central branch and home office staffs

III. Annual Constraints 
THPP had been facing a serious challenge since the previous reporting period that constrained the real scale-up of project deliverables. That is, issues related with blue denim over branding and brand registration was beyond the authority of the grantee and was awaiting the mission’s formal communication and direction. This outstanding issue of contract modification has been unresolved since March 2009. 
Delay in contract modification
Though THPP continues to move forward in terms of meeting certain deliverables, the delay in contract modification has slowed down its pace and sometime creating misunderstanding among the project teams. To this effect, since April 2009 PSI pended all new initiatives about to implement by sub contractors until the SOW for contract modification is exactly known.
Condom stock out
Blue denim condom stock out is another area of programmatic challenge THPP has been facing since the last couple of quarters. It is only less than half a million condoms available in the project warehouse until the next batch import (not until the end of January/February 2010) to the country. 
No logo condom distribution
As per the direction and guidance of USAID, it was during April-June 2009 quarter THPP received No logo condoms from SCMS and distributed to the regional health bureaus/HAPCO. Regional health bureaus/HAPCOs continuously request PSI for additional supply of similar condoms to be distributed through their facilities. Though THPP is asking SCMS for further supply, they don’t have stock and not sure about the futures of the No logo condom supplies.  
Delay in surveys undertakings
Delay in PLHIV data collection (quantitative baseline) was also another area of challenge the program faced. It was because, unlike the other supervisory regions, SNNPR Health Bureau requested for explanation about the mandate given to EPHA to undertake ethical clearance activities where by the project received its ethical clearance for conducting the research activities. Resolving this constraint took a long time which in effect delayed data collection as well as the report production for PLHIV. 
IV. Annual Data Quality Challenges 
Except minor delay and gender disaggregation related problems no major data quality challenges observed. To alleviate such problems, THPP team members have been trying several approaches. Developing simple reporting format and communicating them ahead of time, reminding focal person through telephone and email, collecting report while THPP staff providing technical assistance (e.g. While facilitating peer education training program, and community outreach activities) at field level, collecting report through fax and email, and sometime through telephone (as last option) are the major to mention. Documenting the partnership through signing non-binding MOU by clearly mentioning reporting in the parties’ roles and responsibilities is also used as another reinforcing strategy. 



V. Major Activities in the coming year
As per the resolution given for branding related constraints which deemed contract modification, FY2010’s major activities and detail work plan are awaiting finalization of the contract modification. Therefore, as soon as the contract modification is made the revised and detail work plan will be communicated.  However, until then those activities not affected by social marketing and contract modification will be implemented as per the terms of original contract agreement. The following are among the major activities THPP planned for FY2010.
· Train 2500 peer educators on correct and consistent condom use
· Reach 600,000 individuals through outreach programs
· Reach 50,000 PLHIV with a minimum package of Prevention with PLHIV (PwP)
· Reach 200,000 targeted population with individual and/or small group level preventive interventions that are based on evidence and/or meet the minimum standards required
· Reach 250,000 MARP (including CSWs, long distance truckers, daily laborers, university students and others) with individual and/or small group level interventions that are based on evidence and/or meet the minimum standards required
· Activate more than 1500 free condom distribution outlets (fixed and mobile)
· Distribute 2500 penile models to Peer educators and partner organizations
· Design the lay out for the training guide 
· Conduct follow up and monitoring visits
· Produce and distribute 4000 pieces of promo items
· Distribute 2000 set of counseling cards
· Continue conducting update and introduction meetings with partners
· Edit and publish health care providers condom and IPC training curriculum
· Conduct ongoing consultative meeting with partner organizations particularly PEPFAR partners on how to schedule and allocate time for condom basic training    in their trainings.
· Integrate with partners ( PEPFAR & non-PEPFAR) to give training to health care providers on correct and consistent condom use 
· Provide training for health care providers selected from the project supported health facility on correct and consistent condom use & IPC  
· Provide supportive supervision and follow up visit to health facilities supported by THPP
· Scale up the project supported health sites
