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1 EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
 
From the period of October 1 – December 31, Colombia Responde made significant advances through 
applying its flexible model in the regions of Caquetá (Caguán), Cauca, Meta (La Macarena) and Southern 
Tolima.  This quarter, Colombia Responde and the UACT ramped up their assistance to municipalities, 
identifying and formulating project proposals to access resources from the National Regalias System.  These 
proposals will serve to finance activities that were identified in the course of developing the Municipal and 
Departmental Development Plans.  The new royalties (regalias) law defines a system of distributing the profits 
from oil, gas and mineral exploitation in Colombia to local communities. National, departmental and local 
institutions can access the system on behalf of local communities by submitting proposals for viable 
development projects in the regions. This process will require close coordination and planning among various 
stakeholders, and therefore a cultural and organizational shift among the public institutions leading the 
process. To this end, Colombia Responde organized a series of workshops to train public officials at the 
municipal and departmental level. Supported by the National Planning Department (DNP), the workshop 
was held in Ibague in November, and Villavicencio, Florencia and Popayan during the first weeks of 
December.   
 
As a result of building relationships and careful planning with local producers, the private sector, and 
government institutions including the Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development (MADR), this quarter 
the regional offices of Colombia Responde and the UACT in Meta developed and received USAID approval 
for ten alianzas productivas. The activities focus on providing technical assistance to and building the 
organizational capacities of local producers’ associations, enabling them to connect to the region’s production 
chains related to livestock, cocoa, rubber and fish farming. These activities will also enable the focal 
consolidation municipalities in Meta to promote productive alliances by structuring private-public agreements 
to better develop Meta’s agroindustry.  Over the course of Calendar Year 2013, Colombia Responde will 
provide funds of approximately $1.1 million USD to support these 10 projects. This amount represents 
23.5% of the total cost; the public and private sectors will contribute the remaining 76.5% to this endeavor, 
benefiting more than 2,500 local producers.  In total, we have supported the development of 17 alianzas 
productivas to support economic growth in the regions; this is a correction of last quarter’s figure of 22 alianzas 
productivas, which included five economic development programs that were not part of MADR’s program.   It 
is very likely that this number will more than double after the next application period, which culminates on 
January 31, 2013.   
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2 CONTRACT HIGHLIGHTS 
 
 
2.1 PROGRAM METHODOLOGY 
 
CELI-Central and the National Consolidation Unit’s highly participatory program methodology has been a 
key part of the process of deepening the presence of institutions within the focal regions, and has also served 
as a basis for working with local entities to reflect upon what their needs and interests are and how to address 
them within the framework of consolidation.   
 
As of December 15, 2012, Colombia Responde had implemented a total of 401 vereda workshops and 45 
Nucleus Meetings, which have generated 6,515 possible programming opportunities for over 17,000 
community members.  One hundred and ninety-three rapid response initiatives have taken place as follow-up 
to vereda workshops, and in order to build trust by addressing central needs, as well as to set the stage for 
medium and large-scale activities.  Table 1 shows the number of vereda workshops that have taken place in 
focal consolidation municipalities, participants in these workshops, and needs identified by participants in the 
area.  It is important to note that, to avoid double-counting, when participants identified a regional need this 
was only counted as one need in one municipality.

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2.2 INSTITUTIONAL FRAMEWORK 
 
The needs articulated by communities through the participatory methodology provide the framework for 
strengthening territorial governance in the focal area, but they do not ensure the effective delivery of 
requested goods and services, or the sustainability of these initiatives within the framework of the PNCRT.  
In order to achieve the necessary institutionalization, Colombia Responde incorporates the feedback and 
active participation of municipal, regional and national government institutions into its plans and activities.  
Examples of coordination with institutions and the incorporation of institutional needs into the development 
and prioritization of activities are provided in Section 3. 
 
 
2.3 PROGRAM MONITORING AND EVALUATION 
 
As detailed in Table 2, CELI-Central made significant advances towards its objectives over the past quarter.  
$10,591,619 was committed this quarter, much of it towards medium and long-term land and infrastructural 
activities that will launch in the coming months.  Staff adjusted and applied indicators to CELI-Central’s land 
activities, most specifically to a pilot project in the vereda of Balsillas, municipality of Ataco, Tolima.  It is 
also important to note that USAID revised the contractual indicators in CELI-Central’s PMP this quarter to 
take into account the capabilities and priorities of the GOC.

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Regional Technical Committees – This quarter, Technical Committees were held in all of the regions, 
bringing together the regional teams of Colombia Responde and the UACT, as well as representatives of 
USAID and Colombia Responde’s Bogota office.  Participants analyzed progress towards stated objectives 
and examined the viability of planned activities for the coming quarter.  These activities will be re-visited in 
the process of organizing them according to Nucleus Plans next quarter, as part of an effort to reflect a more 
strategic, regional consolidation strategy in the context of the PNCRT.   
 
Review and Evaluation Committees – A total of 122 fichas for new activities were presented at ten Review 
and Evaluation Committee (REC) meetings (2 each in Meta and Caquetá, and 3 each in Tolima and Cauca), 
supplemented by virtual RECs; 113 were approved and subsequently entered into the contracting phase.  
REC meetings were structured to incorporate pre-RECs, in order to streamline the assessment process by 
providing feedback on fichas currently under development.   
 
Quarterly Strategic Review – The next Quarterly Strategic Review is scheduled for February 13, 2013.   
 
Environmental Monitoring – During the fourth quarter of Fiscal Year 2012, several environmental requests 
were submitted to USAID for approval via the MONITOR information system.  Sixty-nine Categorical 
Exclusions were requested and the same number were approved (some from previous quarters), while 45 
Environmental Reviews were submitted and eight were approved (some from previous quarters).  Continuing 
with a yearlong effort, the team gave feedback to USAID in the form of suggestions, reports and other 
mechanisms as part of ongoing efforts to improve MONITOR.  Additionally, Colombia Responde staff 
accompanied the USAID Regional Environmental Advisor (REA) on visits to some of the activities currently 
under implementation in Meta.  The USAID Mission Environmental Officer and several representatives of 
local communities also participated in these visits. 
 
Taking into account that more and more environmental approvals will be needed and will require a plan for 
ongoing oversight as the program matures, CELI-Central issued a Call for Proposals for an Environmental 
IQC to monitor task orders. This process involved placing an ad in a national newspaper, receiving and 
reviewing basic information from potential candidates, selecting a short list through a screening process, 
soliciting formal proposals, evaluating those proposals and selecting a winner. At the end of the quarter, the 
selected company’s bid had been sent to headquarters and USAID for review. 
 
This quarter, Regional M&E Specialists carried out eleven field visits to verify the implementation of 
mitigation measures.  All activities that go into implementation with an approved Environmental Review will 
be visited by regional personnel, personnel from the central office, or by external teams in order to ensure 
that projects include and apply all the necessary provisions to protect the environment and the neighboring 
community.  As follow-up to activities currently under implementation, environmental quarterly reports were 
requested, reviewed and approved during the month of October for the fourth quarter of Fiscal Year 2012 
(see Table 3, in Spanish).

On November 16, 17 and 18, Colombia Responde and the Regional Consolidation Unit (GRCT) participated 
in the inter-institutional fair held at La Union Peneya, in the municipality of La Montañita.  CELI-Central 
supported this initiative with technical support to local community associations, and delivered 77 agricultural 
kits to campesino families in the region.  U.S. Embassy Bogota’s Civil Affairs Office provided medical services 
via dentists, physiotherapists, gynecologists and psychologists, and a number of GOC institutions participated 
to offer a range of health, social and economic services and information to communities in the region. 
Colombia Responde contributed approximately $17,000 USD towards this important initiative and various 
levels of the GOC contributed a total of $111,111 USD. This inter-institutional activity served as a 
confidence-building exercise to strengthen the Colombian government’s presence through specific actions 
that directly benefitted the community.

Responde provided $26,000 USD in event promotion, food, transportation and lodging for the departmental 
and national delegations; the Municipality and the Ministry of Culture provided $16,750 USD to this festival. 
 

 First youth rally held in La Montañita  
 
On November 19-20, 120 children and adolescents participated in the first-ever youth rally in La Montañita.  
Participants from the municipalities of Cartagena del Chairá, San Vicente del Caguán and La Montañita 
participated in the event, which served as a means of bringing together youth from the three municipalities in 
the Caquetá focal consolidation area, providing a forum for them to reflect and generate ideas for improving 
the political and social participation of youth in shaping the development of their municipalities through their 
respective municipal youth councils and other avenues.  CELI Central contributed to this initiative through 
logistic support for $17,627 USD; local governments provided funds for $3,333 USD and other participating 
institutions contributed $19,444 USD.  
 

 Providing safe and healthy recreational options for children 
 
As part of a project called Supérate con el Deporte, Colombia Responde supplied sports equipment and 
uniforms for sports training schools in the municipalities of Cartagena del Chairá and La Montañita. The 
objective is to provide spaces and opportunities for healthy recreation and the promotion of leisure activities, 
thus minimizing the effects of armed conflict in these territories, and preventing the forced recruitment of 
children.  In Caquetá, the program will benefit 435 young people and improve the conditions of four sports 
programs, with a CELI-Central contribution of $49,500 USD and GOC contribution of $6,650 USD. 
 

 Support to inter-nuclei Campesino Games Cartagena del Chairá 
 
From December 2-7, Colombia Responde, the GRCT and the mayor of Cartagena del Chairá held the Inter-
nuclei Campesino Games, in which 224 athletes competed against neighboring nuclei.  Colombia Responde 
contributed $45,294.39 USD to the event, which sought to build social cohesion in the municipality and 
reinforce values including fair play, respect for rules and teamwork.

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 Christmas lights and community-building 
 

Colombia Responde collaborated with the UACT 
and municipal administrations of La Montañita, San 
Vicente del Caguán and Cartagena del Chairá to 
decorate the urban centers of the municipalities 
during the holiday season. This activity, which was 
originally proposed by the municipal 
administrations, ensured that the important 
Colombian tradition of the “alumbrado” could be 
carried out in the focal consolidation municipalities, 
both demonstrating institutional commitment and 
providing a reason for citizens to gather and 
celebrate as a community. 15,200 residents of rural 

areas benefited from this activity and visited the 
urban centers to admire the lights and spend time in 
the towns’ public spaces, deepening the sense of 

security in the area.  Colombia Responde provided materials for $7,800 USD, as part of an ongoing process 
of building trust and a dialogue between citizens and local government institutions.  
 
Economic Development 
 

 Promoting productive alliances 
 
Following the notification in September that MADR had approved three proposals through its Program 
Supporting Productive Alliances (Programa de Apoyo a Alianzas Productivas) totaling $1,550,556 USD, three 
agreements between agricultural producers and private companies were signed for the implementation of 
economic development partnerships between small producers and the private sector.  These projects will 
benefit a total of 129 families in Caquetá’s focal consolidation area, establishing 105 hectares of cocoa 
agroforestry and 282 hectares of rubber plantations, for a total of 387 productive hectares.  Representatives 
from GOC institutions supporting this program in Caquetá attended the meeting, including the department’s 
Secretary of Agriculture, delegates from CORDESARROLLO, MADR’s Productive Alliances operator, the 
UACT, and Colombia Responde.  Legal proceedings will be initiated immediately, in order to begin 
implementing the productive projects.  CELI-Central will continue supporting the implementation of these 
agreements through a contribution of $488,000 USD, to be delivered starting in December 2012. 
 

 Supporting the cocoa and rubber industries 
 
In November, CELI-Central continued to promote rubber and cocoa production through two important 
activities.  The program focused on assisting the local cocoa producers’ association ACAMAFRUT to 
implement and monitor their Quality Management System Plan as required by the CO-SC-CER-162925 
certification granted by ICONTEC on December 22, 2011.  This quarter CELI-Central also supported 
ASOHECA, the local rubber producers’ association, in obtaining the ISO 9001:2008 certification. These two 
activities aim at optimizing and improving the association’s processes and operations, thus improving the 
quality and consistency of the services provided to its members and customers and thereby enabling it to 
access a wider international market. CELI Central provided $39,336 USD in funding for these two projects.   
 
The third regional cocoa producers’ meeting was held in Florencia from December 11-15. This gathering 
sought to provide cocoa producers and professionals in the region with the training, access to technological 
innovations, and the exchange of best practices to improve cocoa productivity and profitability in the region. 
By strengthening the supply chain, producers will have access to greater profits, improving the quality of life

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in rural areas and better adapting to market trends and demands. A delegation from the neighboring 
department of Putumayo also participated in the event in order to promote knowledge transfer from 
successful cases in Caquetá and achieve greater regional articulation. The event was promoted by 
ACAMAFRUT and topics such as technology implementation, technical training, genetic improvement of 
plantations, low productivity and optimal agro-ecological conditions were discussed. Colombia Responde 
provided logistical support for lecturers and participants from Consolidation areas for a total of $8,000 USD. 
 

 Improving livestock health  
 
In November, CELI Central supported the second cycle of vaccination against aphthouse fever and bovine 
brucellosis in the focal consolidation area of Caquetá with a contribution of $24,917 USD.  This activity will 
benefit more than 700 cattle ranchers by vaccinating around 100,000 head of cattle. This project is part of the 
National Program of Eradication of Aphthouse fever and bovine brucellosis, and Caquetá’s cattle 
repopulation program lead by the Departmental Governor’s Office.  The goal is to strengthen livestock 
productivity, sustainability and market competitiveness and represent a joint effort between local 
governments, the Departmental Cattle Ranchers Committee, and FEDEGAN, the Colombian Cattle 
Ranchers Federation.   
 

 Promoting rubber culture 

 The eighth annual Rubber Celebration was held from November 22-24 at the University of the Amazon’s 
MACAGUAL Research Center in Florencia. The three-day event consisted of educational, cultural and 
recreational activities aimed at celebrating and strengthening the culture and identity of rubber producers by 
emphasizing leadership and vision.  The families of rubber producers were honored for their hard work and 
commitment, thereby deepening the sense of 
belonging to the culture and process of rubber 
cultivation. More than 300 producers participated 
from around the department including 120 from 
the areas covered by CELI-Central. It is 
important to highlight the robust institutional 
presence at the event: delegates from the 
Departmental Governor’s Office, University of 
the Amazonas, the Agrarian Bank and the 
Commercial Bank, Colombia’s Rubber Producers 
Confederation, CORPOICA, 
CORPOAMAZONIA, Colombia Verde 
Network, UACT, and representatives from the 
municipal rubber committees, among others. In 
addition, ASOHECA granted awards to different 
producers in recognition of their leadership. 

CELI Central supported the organization of this 
important event with a contribution of $12,311 
USD. 
 

 Increasing access to national agricultural development programs 
 
Throughout the month of December, Colombia Responde, the GRCT and municipal administrations held a 
series of meetings to identify potential beneficiaries of Productive Alliances and Rural Opportunities projects 
approved by the Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development (MADR).  Local producers attended the 
meetings as well, in which they received the Terms of Reference and qualification requirements.  Additionally, 
CELI-Central provided further technical assistance to small farmers in the focal consolidation area, 
identifying opportunities for leveraging additional resources from the national government, local authorities,

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and the private sector by developing proposals for seven additional alianzas productivas and six organizational 
strengthening projects to be submitted by the deadline of January 31, 2013.  This assistance included 
identifying ways to make upcoming applications more competitive, including an emphasis on the socio-
economic impacts of the projects.   
 
Good Governance 
 

 Strengthening local governance 
 
In October, Colombia Responde continued to promote citizen participation and good governance in Caquetá 
through further dissemination of the Departmental Development Plan.  To this end, CELI-Central funded 
the printing of 1,000 hard copies and the preparation of 1,000 digital copies of the Plan, facilitating 
subsequent institutional control through community participation in various oversight committees.  USAID 
contributed to this effort through Colombia Responde, providing $9,788 USD in support, and leveraged 
$8,472 USD in funds from the GOC.  In November, Colombia Responde coordinated capacity-building 
activities for 714 JAC members from the municipalities of Cartagena del Chairá and La Montañita to improve 
administrative and management processes, as well as the coordination of activities with local governments 
and private organizations.  Participants gained a better understanding of their rights and responsibilities to the 
communities that they represent, as well as a sense of how to promote community values based on respect, 
trust and tolerance. The training sessions began in November 2012 and will end in March 2013.  This activity 
represents a shared financial commitment from CELI-Central, which contributed $95,000 USD, municipal 
administrations, which contributed $10,000 USD, the JAC departmental association, which contributed 
$4,166 USD, and local communities, which contributed $40,000 USD.   
 

 Supporting the operational capacity of municipal Ombudsmen in Caquetá 

In November, Colombia Responde launched an activity to strengthen the municipal personerías (ombudsmen). 
In order to improve municipalities’ capacity to properly attend to and receive the declarations of victims as 
directed by Law 1451 of 2012, each of the ombudsmen received computers and office equipment.  This 
contribution will be complemented by technical assistance on the implementation of the Victims' Law (Law 
1448 of 2011).  Personerías are expected to provide leadership on issues such as human rights and victims’ 
reparations, as well as provide guidance to citizens regarding accessing goods and services in coordination 
with state agencies responsible for the implementation of public policies in the municipalities. Colombia 
Responde contributed $100,500 USD to this initiative, and leveraged $8,300 USD in counterpart 
contributions. 
 

 Municipal courthouse receives a technical upgrade 
 
In December, Colombia Responde and the UACT 
equipped the municipal courthouse of San Vicente 
del Caguán with new audiovisual equipment. This 
equipment will enable local authorities to utilize 
virtual hearings, improving the speed and timeliness 
of hearings. The implementation of new 
information and communications technologies in 
the municipal judicial system will strengthen 
accountability mechanisms, permitting the more 
efficient, effective administration of justice and 
accountability and compliance with due process as 
mandated by Colombian legislation. Taking into 
account the high volume of cases, regional security 
dynamics, and the recent judicial sector strike, this

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courthouse will now be able to advance a significant number of judicial decisions. Colombia Responde 
provided $26,250 USD in funding for this initiative, and the local government contributed $2,700 USD.  
 
Infrastructure and Connectivity 
 

 Significant progress toward electrical connectivity 
 
The fourth Operating Committee for the ELECTROCAQUETA project was held in November to review 
the technical designs that were carried out as part of the pre-investment process.  The consultant contracted 
by Colombia Responde and local counterparts presented the results, which will be submitted to the FAZNI 
Fund to leverage additional resources for this ambitious project.  The committee gave minor feedback, which 
will be incorporated into the study and presented during the next committee meeting.    
 

 Advancing rural electrification for schools in the veredas of Marimbas and Tigrera Alta. 
 
During the month of October, Colombia Responde, the GRCT and the public service company 
EMSERPUCAR initiated a rural school electrification project in the veredas of Marimbas and Tigrera Alta.  
They installed an 8.5 km-long medium-voltage 
electric line and adapted the internal 
infrastructure of the vereda schools to the 
specifications of this technology.  Colombia 
Responde contributed a total of $118,000 USD 
for the purchase of electrical and building 
materials to support the project, and leveraged 
$68,000 USD in funds from the municipality of 
Cartagena del Chairá, delivered through the 
public services company EMSERPUCAR.  This 
project will have a direct impact on the 
educational development of current students, 
increasing the capacity of these schools to 
attend a greater amount of students for more 
hours. The initiative will also benefit a total of 
238 people in 846 families, who will have the 
opportunity to access this electricity with minor 
infrastructure adjustments in their homes. 
 

 Construction of school restaurants in Cartagena del Chairá and La Montañita 
 
In order to improve educational infrastructure and improve conditions for students in rural boarding schools, 
Colombia Responde is supporting the construction of two school restaurants in the vereda Santa Fe del 
Caguán, Cartagena del Chairá, and the vereda of La Union Peneya, in La Montañita.  This project requires a 
total investment of $434,500 USD, and Colombia Responde contributed 32% of the total.  This activity is the 
result of a coordinated effort by the UACT, Colombia Responde, the National Department for Social 
Prosperity (DPS) and the beneficiary communities to positively affect the living conditions and food security 
for 255 students from more than 150 families. 
 

 Improving educational infrastructure in Caquetá 
 
One of the most pressing needs identified by the communities in Cartagena del Chairá and La Montañita was 
the need to improve the poor conditions of schools in the area.  The infrastructure component focused on 
improving rural school facilities as a means of strengthening social and educational quality, generating a sense 
of belonging and improved learning conditions, as well as improving school attendance rates and

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contributing, at the same time, to the prevention of forced child and youth recruitment. CELI-Central 
committed resources for nine infrastructure projects for $650,000 USD, which will benefit more than 1,000 
people in seven rural communities.  Among the activities prioritized there was the construction of five school 
restaurants, six classrooms, three restrooms and one sports center. The articulation and commitment from 
GOC institutions allowed the program to leverage funds for $722,222 USD to complement and further 
support the successful implementation of these initiatives.   
 
Land 
 

 Studies of historic land titles 
 
The unreliability of property registration data in Caquetá and the difficulty of verifying it due to the complex 
security situation, have created significant barriers to advancing the land reform process in the region.  Any 
attempts at land restitution by the GOC’s Restitution Unit would need to be reviewed and verified pending 
the security situation, as there is a high risk that corrupt or incomplete records could lead to the incorrect 
assignment of lands, even to members of the illegal armed groups responsible for displacing prior residents.   
As a result of this uncertainty, USAID has reiterated the need to delay the consolidation of these complex 
areas until data can be cross-referenced with that of other GOC institutions including MADR and 
INCODER.  Therefore, the 600 land titles identified in Caquetá will not be registered at this time.  Based on 
USAID’s recommendation, CELI-Central will continue advancing the formulation of the historic study of 
land titles in Caquetá to better identify geographic, legal and social conditions of properties that will be 
subject to restitution and formalization processes within the framework of the victims and land restitution 
law. 
 

 Inter-agency coordination for the legalization of public properties 
 
Representatives from Colombia Responde and the GRCT participated in a meeting held at Caquetá’s 
INCODER office to draft an official request to INCODER’s main office in Bogota, in order to obtain 
authorization to inspect 166 vacant properties in the three focal municipalities in Caquetá.  Colombia 
Responde will support this effort by providing technical support in the inspection process. 
 

 Legalization of public properties in San Vicente del Caguán, Cartagena del Chairá and La 
Montañita  

 
Colombia Responde is supporting the legalization process of 57 properties currently used by educational 
institutions and health centers in focalized rural consolidation areas.  Colombia Responde contributed to this 
process carrying out topographic surveys of each of the properties needed to complete official registration 
before the authorities, funded with a contribution of $27,200 USD; the GOC provided $11,600 USD. 
 

 Officially registering rural public properties 
 
Colombia Responde continues to support the process of officially registering rural properties in the name of 
public entities so that municipal administrations can leverage national funds to make infrastructural 
improvements to schools and health centers on these properties.  INCODER’s national office recently 
approved a request to officially register 166 vacant properties, but requested logistical assistance in carrying 
out the registration.  Colombia Responde is in the process of developing fichas to contract lawyers to file 
paperwork and resolve legal problems related to the process.   
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3.3 CAUCA / VALLE DEL CAUCA 
 
Program Administration 
 

 Collaboration with the GRCT and municipal administrations 
 
In December, Colombia Responde and the GRCT reached an agreement with the local administrations of the 
municipalities of Florida, Miranda, Toribio, Corinto, Pradera and Santander de Quilichao, defining the pre-
investment activities for key projects that will have a regional impact.  These parties will move forward to 
finance preliminary activities, and leverage additional resources from the National Regalías System, Contrato 
Plan, and other national programs.  Projects include the improvement of the road between Corinto and 
Toribio, housing improvements, technical management of solid waste disposal systems, and the development 
of additional activities in the areas of tourism, irrigation and other economic development and social 
infrastructure activities.  In addition, the Colombia Responde team held meetings with representatives of the 
Cauca governor’s office to discuss priorities and develop proposals for medium- and longer-term activities.   
 
Social Development 
 

 Working with communities to identify their needs and priorities  
 

From November 27 through 
December 16, the CELI-Central 
and UACT regional offices in 
Cauca held the first round of 
participatory vereda workshops in 
the municipalities of Miranda and 
Santander de Quilichao.  A total of 
1,653 community members (504 
men, 740 women, and 409 
children) participated in the 22 
workshops; additional analysis is 
currently being carried out to 
disaggregate needs identified by 
component and level of priority.  
In preparation for the workshops, 
in October Colombia Responde 
and the GRCT conducted 
preparatory workshops in the 
municipalities of Santander de 
Quilichao and Miranda in 
November.  Representatives of 
local JACs and other officials 

participated in the events, learning about the goal and scope of the participatory methodology, as well as the 
role of Municipal Development Plans and the PNCRT as guiding workshop tools.  
 
The workshops were characterized by extremely high participation among women, children and youth, and 
workshop leaders designed activities for young people to ensure their full participation in the exercise.  
Preliminary workshop results indicate a much higher interest in social development activities, as well as the 
generation of alternative sources of income for families, as opposed to the technical assistance requested in 
other regions where more participants own or work on land.  On December 21, CELI-Central staff and 
contractors met to review preliminary results and identify lessons learned and best practices to apply to 
upcoming rounds of workshops in January and February 2013.  These include more preparation on the part

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of the GRCT and local institutions, involvement of CELI-Central technical staff in at least one workshop per 
week, and revision of the timeline for deliverables.     
 
Economic Development 
 

 Opportunities for microenterprises 
 
In November, Colombia Responde reached out to local financial institutions in Cauca to explore the 
possibility of developing partnerships with local small businesses and agricultural producers.  Representatives 
of local branches of Bancolombia, as well as the local cooperatives of Coprocenva and Codelcauca, met with 
Colombia Responde and GRCT staff and expressed an interest in collaboration that will be built upon in the 
coming months.   
 

 Leveraging national funds to improve the production of panela and fruit 
 
To prepare to apply for MADR’s Fund for Drainage and Irrigation Systems (Fondo de Adecuación de Tierras), 
Colombia Responde is in the process of developing the Terms of Reference for the design of irrigation 
systems in the three veredas of Santa Arrobleda, Quinamayo, and Dominguillo.  The application for this 
program is due in April 2013, and preparations will extend beyond the technical to consider a socioeconomic 
analysis, as well as the potential for leveraging additional funding.  If approved, this initiative would benefit 
116 families, enabling them to improve production of panela and fruits such as mango and pineapple.   
 
Good Governance 
 

 Supporting Contrato Plan 
 
In October, Colombia Responde and the GRCT moved forward in the identification and development of 
concrete activities in the schemes of Contrato Plan and the National Royalties System to develop pre-
investment plans at the regional level, which will help to prioritize and structure activities after a strategic 
agreement for Contrato Plan is signed among the national, departmental and municipal governments.    
 

 Building a pipeline of good governance activities 
 
In November, Colombia Responde and the GRCT collaborated with municipal administrations to develop 
activities for boosting local and municipal governance capabilities.  These fichas, which will be presented in 
upcoming RECs, center on providing training to JACs and community members in the process for exercising 
participatory monitoring and oversight exercises.  This will help ensure the smooth implementation of 
activities and deepen social capital in rural areas.  Other initiatives will strengthen fiscal management at the 
municipal level by updating the tax code and improving tax collection processes and procedures. 
 

 Utilizing territorial planning tools to build consensus and a shared vision for development 
 
In December, Colombia Responde and the GRCT held the first operating committee for the updating of the 
municipality of Corinto’s PBOT.  This process builds on the municipality’s EOT, engaging a number of local 
stakeholders to adjust urban and rural components including land use, financial management, housing, risk 
management, public spaces, waste disposal, farming and mining regulations.  The total cost of this activity is 
$202,306 with CELI-Central contributing $60,500 to cover consultants and other costs.   
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Infrastructure and Connectivity 
 

 Advancing smaller-scale projects and reviewing feasibility studies for larger-scale projects 
 
In the area of Social Infrastructure, Colombia Responde has achieved 70% of the enclosures that it had 
defined in collaboration with the GRCT and local authorities in the municipality of Miranda.  Also, in 
October USAID approved an initiative to improve water supply and sanitation systems in the municipality of 
Corinto.  A key need identified by local communities, this activity will support the replacement of sections 
that were built over 30 years ago with pipes made of asbestos and iron.  The total cost of this activity is 
$184,111, to which USAID will contribute $71,568 via Colombia Responde. 
 

  Developing infrastructure proposals to complement social and economic development 
initiatives 

 
In December, Colombia Responde and the GRCT moved forward with the formulation of proposals and the 
leveraging of resources for several activities that respond to infrastructure needs identified by communities 
and local institutions.   These include the construction of an aqueduct for Llanito-Santa Rosa in Florida, in 
collaboration with the mayor and local water service provider Acuallanito, as well as discussions with the 
Mayagüez Foundation to determine the viability of a proposed library and community center in the context of 
an educational center that the foundation is currently developing in Pradera.  Finally, Colombia Responde and 
the GRCT met with the local administrations of Miranda and Santander de Quilichao to discuss the 
possibility of financing the construction and improvement of housing projects, leveraging resources from the 
National Regalías System and the regional call for proposals that Banco Agrario will launch in January 2013.    
 
Land 
 

 Supporting the formalization of school properties 
In November, USAID granted approval for an activity to formalize 328 properties that hold rural schools.  
Clarifying property ownership is the first step in the process of improving the quality of educational 
infrastructure, as it will enable the municipality, in collaboration with Colombia Responde, the GRCT and 
local authorities, to leverage national funds for this initiative.   Colombia Responde has committed $233,333 
USD, which has a total cost of $458,242.  This initiative will enable local schools to access national funding 
from the Ministry of Education.  By December, Colombia Responde had made significant progress in 
developing and publishing the Terms of Reference for professionals to support the formalization of public 
properties where schools are located.   
 

 Supporting INCODER’s land purchase efforts 
 
Colombia Responde has been supporting INCODER in its efforts to purchase land, organizing technical 
visits to 95 properties equivalent to 6,172 hectares.  The topographical surveys and appraisals conducted 
during these visits are the final step towards negotiating the purchase of these properties by INCODER, 
which has committed 5.55 million USD to this endeavor and is currently in the process of verifying the 
survey and appraisal results.   
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3.4 META (LA MACARENA) 
 
Social Development 
 

 Carrying out vereda workshops and rapid response efforts 
 
During the month of October, Colombia Responde and the GRCT coordinated with municipal mayors to 
hold six nucleus assemblies and 45 vereda workshops in the six focal municipalities of Meta.  This represents 
significant progress towards the goal of carrying out a total of 12 nucleus assemblies and 82 vereda workshops 
targeted by the GRCT during this second phase of rolling out the participatory methodology in the region.  
The needs and other feedback discussed during the workshops are in the process of being systematized, 
retaining the order of importance identified by the communities.   
 

 Supporting inter-institutional anti-recruitment efforts 
 

On October 10, the Inter-institutional Roundtable on 
the Prevention and Protection of Forced Recruitment 
held a meeting in Villavicencio, with the participation of 
a range of government institutions, the international 
community, and the NGO sector.  The committee’s 
four sub-committees met to define clear follow-up 
activities to develop a plan for the department.  The 
baseline sub-committee will compile data from all 
relevant institutions and begin to develop a baseline and 
monitoring plan.  Given the historic lack of quantitative 
data in this area, this will be central to tracking results 
and coordinating among participating entities.  The 
policy sub-committee will define roles and 

responsibilities of members, while the policy committee 
will move forward with a draft of the Roundtable’s 

strategy.  Finally, the communications sub-committee will begin to design a unified, department-wide anti-
recruitment strategy.  Sub-committees will hold follow-up meetings among themselves, reporting advances to 
the Roundtable coordinator, the GRCT, advances by the end of October.  They will be shared at follow-up 
Roundtable meetings.   
 
December marked the start of a month-long vacation camp for children and adolescents at high risk of 
forced recruitment in the focal consolidation area of Meta.  This activity is an important part of the region’s 
anti-recruitment strategy, which involves strategic partners including the Exito Foundation, ICBF, the 
Administrative Unit for Support to Victims, the UACT and GRCT, municipal administrations, the 
Departmental Secretariats of Victims and Social Services, international cooperation agencies and the 
Colombian military.  Colombia Responde has committed $333,961 and leveraged $331,278 in counterpart 
funding to provide recreational opportunities for over 2,000 children from the six focal consolidation 
municipalities in Meta.  Close coordination with partners is an important aspect of the regional anti-
recruitment strategy.  The camps consist of educational, athletic and artistic activities to occupy children’s free 
time when they are at greatest risk of recruitment, and get them into healthy habits that will continue through 
the school year.  With the assistance of a human rights expert and technical input from the Citizen Language 
Corporation program was especially designed to meet the needs and interests of children in rural areas.  
Counselors have supplies and kits to adapt to rural conditions and provide a range of recreational and 
educational opportunities to participants.  Colombia Responde has committed $333,961 and leveraged 
$331,278 in counterpart funding to provide recreational opportunities for over 2,000 children from the six 
focal consolidation municipalities in Meta.  Organizers faced a range of challenges in launching the activity,

o El 24 de diciembre se dio  inicio a  los talleres en  las zonas focalizadas donde   se encontraron 

algunos  contratiempos  que  no  permitían  el  correcto  desarrollo  de  las  actividades  tal  cual 

estaban programadas, como la distribución de los alimentos y la preparación de los almuerzos 

en algunos municipios, y temas de convocatoria y permisos de acceso a algunas zonas, entre 

otros, que estaban bajo la responsabilidad de las Alcaldías y de los profesionales de Campo de 

consolidación  y de Colombia Responde, pero que  con un mayor esfuerzo  y  gestión   de  los 

coordinadores municipales  de  la  Escuela  de  Formación  y Vacaciones  Recreativas  se  fueron 

paliando hasta lograr estabilizar el desarrollo de las actividades.  

Estos contratiempos se encontraron en algunos municipios con mayor  incidencia, y en otros 

con menor  incidencia, pero de  igual forma han causado algunos  inconvenientes, para  lo cual 

se ha recurrido a diferentes medidas para su solución. Uno de los inconvenientes presentados 

ha sido  la temporada vacacional de algunos de los profesionales en campo y funcionarios de 

las alcaldías que no han permitido una articulación constante y que obliga doblegar esfuerzos 

para alcanzar las metas propuestas. 

De  igual forma se trabaja arduamente para mejorar  las condiciones de trabajo en cada zona, 

optimizando los recursos y trabajando con la comunidad para fortalecer el proceso.

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including the distribution and preparation of food in some municipalities, the hiring of staff, and accessing 
certain areas. Therefore, the activity launched on December 24, ten days after the scheduled launch date.   
 

 Planning to provide health services to rural populations in Puerto Rico 
 
In November, Colombia Responde and the GRCT worked with the State Social Enterprise (ESE; Empresa 
Social del Estado) to develop a plan for a Health Brigade to serve the urban center and four nuclei along the 
Ariari River.  ESE reached out to Colombia Responde and the GRCT for assistance in this effort, which 
would only be implemented on a reduced-scale/pilot basis without counterpart funding from institutions and 
other entities.   
 

 Rapid response efforts  
 
In November, Colombia Responde carried out a series of Rapid Response activities to follow up on the vereda 
workshops held in October in Vista Hermosa, San Juan de Arama, and Uribe.  These include donations of 
recreational, teaching and cooking supplies to vereda schools, carried out in conjunction with the municipal 
administrations in order to strengthen the quality of education in rural areas.   
 
Economic Development 
 

 Strengthening the sugarcane industry throughout the focal consolidation area 
 
October marked the 
culmination of a four-
month-long activity to 
strengthen the sugar 
industry in the focal 
consolidation area of Meta, 
for which Colombia 
Responde contracted three 
experts (one in 
agribusiness, one in 
sugarcane agronomy and 
one in strengthening 
grassroots businesses), 
building on a previous 
USAID initiative which 
established sugar 
processing facilities in the 
area.  The consultants 
conducted technical visits to identify the sugarcane producers’ associations’ strengths and weaknesses, as well 
as their ability to run independently.  They also introduced co-management tools to the sugarcane producers’ 
associations in order to guide the implementation of a business improvement plan.  On October 30 and 31, 
thirty people from nine sugarcane producers’ associations participated in a workshop to review the results of 
the intervention.  This combined approach to assistance achieved immediate results in implementing best 
practices at the producers’ associations and in the sugar mills, enabling them to improve their maintenance of 
equipment and sugarcane crops.  The consultants project that these changes will increase crop volumes and 
strengthen the social fabric of each of these agribusinesses.   
 
During the month of December, Colombia Responde continued to work with the local producers’ association 
ASOPRODERU, initiating renovations of the mill, updating loading platforms and walls.  The next step will 
be to reinforce the top part of the structure, including a ramp that will facilitate the safe, rapid loading and

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unloading of sugarcane.  This will be covered by other funds that the association has leveraged, as part of its 
counterpart contribution.  Finally, eight hectares of sugarcane will be planted as part of the technical and 
business assistance that Colombia Responde is coordinating for the association, in concert with the regional 
office of the UACT, the mayor of Uribe, and local producers.   
 

 Provincial Agricultural Centers receive MADR approval 
 
In October, the Ministry of Agriculture (MADR) approved the six focal municipalities’ applications to access 
its Technical Assistance Incentive for Boosting Productivity (IAT), through the Provincial Agricultural 
Centers (Agroparques, Puertos del Ariari and Ceproama).  The six plans, which are directed towards six 
production chains that include a total of 2,500 producers, seek to strengthen local economic development 
capacities—a key pillar of the PNCRT.  They were presented to MADR’s Equitable Rural Development 
(Desarrollo Rural con Equidad; DRE) to compete for resources from the Technical Assistance Incentive 
Program. The municipalities and Colombia Responde have committed a total of $128,333 USD in 
counterpart funding for the initiative, which will support 2,500 local producers in improving production, 
management and post-harvest processes to target quality, yield and operations.     
 

 Accessing the National Royalties System 
 
In October, Colombia Responde continued to formulate regional economic development projects to be 
presented to the National Royalties System.  Representatives of the GRCT, Colombia Responde and the 
Departmental Secretariat of Agriculture met to formulate an application strategy based on the Departmental 
Development Plan.  As a result of this meeting, the node of Dude-Cafre was identified as a priority and 
therefore a proposal for Dude-Cafre will be submitted to the decision-making body for the National Royalties 
System during its next meeting in November.    
 

 Strengthening the coffee sector 
 
In October, Colombia Responde worked with the Colombian Coffeegrowers’ Federation and the Secretariat 
of Agriculture to develop a plan to strengthen the production chain and commercialization of 100 local 
producers in the municipalities of Uribe, Mesetas and San Juan de Arama.  This approach will involve 
exposing local producers to best practices in coffee production and opening points of consolidation.   In 
December, Colombia Responde also implemented an activity to strengthen the coffee industry in Uribe, 
installing germinators and taking soil samples on beneficiaries’ farms as part of the process of improving the 
production quality and yield of 40 hectares of coffee plantations in the municipality.  Colombia Responde 
also installed sustainable farming equipment, and as part of its technical assistance and sharing of 
technological innovations has been guiding local producers in the use of native plants to nurture and provide 
shade to young coffee plants instead of the traditional slash-and-burn method that has been used to create 
new farmland.  Strategic partners in this effort include the National Federation of Coffee growers, local 
beneficiaries, and the municipal administration of Uribe.   
 

 Producers’  associations to benefit from MADR’s productive alliances program 
 
As a result of building relationships and careful planning with local producers, the private sector, and 
government institutions including the Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development (MADR), the regional 
offices of Colombia Responde and the UACT in Meta developed and received USAID approval for ten 
alianzas productivas. The activities focus on providing technical assistance to and building the organizational 
capacities of local producers’ associations, enabling them to connect to the region’s production chains related 
to livestock, cocoa, rubber and fish farming. These activities will also enable the focal consolidation 
municipalities in Meta to promote productive alliances by structuring private-public agreements to better 
develop Meta’s agroindustry. In 2013, Colombia Responde will provide funds approximately $1.1 million 
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USD to support these 10 projects. This amount represents 23.5% of the total cost; the public and private 
sectors will contribute the remaining 76.5% to this endeavor, benefiting more than 2,500 local producers. 
 
Good Governance 
 

 Strengthening municipal and regional governance 
 
This quarter, Colombia Responde and the UACT facilitated a diagnostic study to follow up on activities 
approved in July and the subsequent contracting of lawyers to explore ways of strengthening municipalities’ 
legal defense systems.  Preliminary findings indicate that two lawyers may be sufficient, and it will not be 
necessary to contract additional lawyers.  This is partly due to the presence and strengthening of the personerías 
(ombudsmen) in each municipality.  In addition, two consultants were contracted to identify mechanisms for 
linking Municipal Councils for Rural Development (CMDR’s), established by law 101 of 1993, to local 
nucleus development plans, thereby ensuring citizen participation.  Specifically, the consultants will prepare 
meeting agendas and possible agreements for those municipalities that have not established CMDR’s yet or 
linked them to nucleus plans in the area.  With the guidance of USAID, CMDR’s have been identified as a 
key participatory mechanism for ensuring the sustainability of rural development, engaging citizens in the 
management, implementation, monitoring and control of the process.  By linking CMDR’s to the formulation 
and implementation of nucleus plans, Colombia Responde will further its goal of linking the Colombian state 
to its citizens and empowering citizens to articulate their interests and shape the nation’s development.  
Colombia Responde also selected three of the seven consultants needed to facilitate the strengthening of the 
local institutions’ abilities to efficiently respond to the challenge of implementing the Victims’ Law, as well as 
two consultants to support the implementation of the National Security and Coexistence Policy.   
 

 Contrato Plan: Leveraging resources at all levels of government  
 
In November, Colombia Responde and the GRCT developed contrato plans to carry out priority medium- and 
longer-term activities in the focal consolidation are of Meta.  Specifically, the Governor of Meta is interested 
in improving accessibility via transportation infrastructure, and ensuring that 100% of the department has 
electricity.  To this end, Colombia Responde is providing technical assistance to develop plans and leverage 
corresponding financial commitments from national and municipal institutions to improve the Marginal de la 
Selva and Trocha de la Macarena roads, as well as providing complete coverage of electrical connectivity 
infrastructure.   
 

 Accessing the National System of Regalías 
 
On December 10 and 11, government officials representing the six focal municipalities and the department of 
Meta participated in a training on the recently-updated National Regalías System led by the National Planning 
Department (DNP) and supported by Colombia Responde. The training provided a practical overview of the 
system, and engaged participants in identifying past challenges in properly accessing the system in order to 
fully address them in the course of reviewing the process and requirements for municipalities and 
departments to access the system.  Participants utilized this information to set goals for participating in the 
system and ensuring compliance with its guidelines.  
 
In December, Colombia Responde carried out a range of activities to identify projects and develop proposals 
to access the National Regalías System, in collaboration with the UACT and the 39 consultants hired for this 
purpose.  Colombia Responde’s Good Governance team worked with municipal and departmental 
administrations to identify 24 potential projects to submit to the National Regalías System for approval.  Of 
these projects, three are productive projects that focus on the main industries along a major productive route 
in La Macarena.  Twenty-one of them are road segments of around 30 kilometers, making up parts of the 
450-kilometer production route that is critical for connecting local producers to markets.  This piecemeal 
approach will hopefully improve the likelihood of the project’s approval, as the board that reviews proposals 
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would likely balk at a proposal to improve the entire route.  Another option would have been to propose 
larger-scale road improvements to these segments, but this approach would have been much more expensive 
and required preliminary studies and designs, making it more time-consuming and less likely to be approved 
by the board.  Staff reviewed potential projects with local government to ensure that they were in line with 
their needs and capabilities, developed agreements with administrations in each of the municipalities, held 
municipal and regional working groups to ensure the complementarity of projects, carried out technical visits 
to Mesetas and Puerto Rico, updated the matrix of priorities with the state of each new initiative and required 
resources and documents, organized and collected data, interviewed project stakeholders and potential 
partners, and developed a timeline and work plan based on the resulting list of projects.   
 
In addition, this quarter the Departmental Secretary of Agriculture completed two regional economic 
development proposals that will be presented to the decision-making authority of the DNP (OCAD) for 
approval in January, in order to access the National Regalías System.  Based in the Nodo Duda Cafre area of 
both Uribe and Mesetas, the project is based on the development of silvopastoral systems for 210 families, 
while the other project focuses on strengthening the cocoa supply chain and, with it, the livelihoods of 142 
families. 
 

 Councils of Rural Municipal Development enable citizens to shape policy development and 
implementation 

 
Colombia Responde has continued to work closely with the GRCT and municipal administrations to establish 
Councils of Municipal and Rural Development (CMDRs) in each of the focal consolidation municipalities.  
This quarter, important efforts to advance this activity included drafting municipal agreements for each 
municipality, or significantly modifying existing agreements in the framework of provisions relating to 
MADR.  In addition, Colombia Responde staff structured agendas for the training and orientation of CMDR 
members in order to provide them with the information and context of their roles in this forum for building 
consensus on rural development through the design and implementation of rural development policies that 
incorporate a territorial approach.  In the coming months, participants will learn about the important tools at 
their disposal and how to use them.   
 
Infrastructure and Connectivity 
 

 Improving the quality of educational conditions 
 
In the vereda of La Barrialosa, municipality of Mesetas, Colombia Responde and its strategic partners are on 
the verge of completing the construction of bathrooms and sanitation infrastructure at the local school.  
Colombia Responde contributed $13,182 or 13% of the total cost to this three-month-long project.  In 
December, Colombia Responde staff faced delays in the construction of a cafeteria in the La Reforma School 
in Mesetas, due to security problems which have limited the transportation of necessary supplies as well as 
construction work.  The cafeteria is 30% completed, and Colombia Responde and the GRCT are 
collaborating with the municipal administration, armed forces and local contacts to monitor the situation and 
proceed when possible.  The team also verified the construction of other infrastructure efforts recently 
carried out, including a cafeteria in the vereda Mesa de Fernández.   
 

 Responding to pressing infrastructure needs 
 
In December, Colombia Responde and the UACT met with JAC representatives from the vereda of El 
Turpial, to develop a donation agreement in order to construct a bridge over the Caño Fono River. This 
effort, which brings together the municipal administration, local beneficiaries and JAC representatives, 
responds to a pressing infrastructure needs that was prioritized in recent vereda workshops and will move 
forward in early 2013.   
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Land  
 

 Coordinating to manage natural resources 
 
During the month of November, Colombia Responde moved forward with activities to support the 

formulation of the Environmental 
Management Plan for the Northern 
district of La Macarena National Park.  
CELI-Central is working close 
collaboration with CORMACARENA 
and SINCHI Amazonian research 
institute, which is responsible for 
developing and approving the final 
management plan. This initiative will 
prepare public institutions for the 
restitution and formalization process 
through the titling of vacant rural 
properties, thus promoting the region’s 
socio-economic growth.  This activity 
costs a total of $722,222 USD, with 
Colombia Responde covering 63% 
($433,333) of the activity costs and 
leveraging the remaining 47% ($288,889 
USD) from CORMACARENA, the 
Governor’s Office, and SINCHI 
(Institute for the Scientific Investigation 
of the Amazon).   

 

 Territorial Organization Schemes take shape 
 
Colombia Responde and the GRCT held a series of meetings with local institutions including CORDEPAZ, 
the IGAC and local authorities in each of the focalized municipalities of Meta in order to leverage funds and 
define limits and uses of land to ensure the optimal development of municipal Territorial Organization 
Schemes (EOT’s; Esquema de Odenamiento Territorial) through a series of meetings with local institutions in each 
of the municipalities.  This activity will be presented in a pre-REC in January 2013.   
 
 
3.5 SOUTHERN TOLIMA 
 
Social Development 
 

 Launching rapid response activities 
 
In October, Colombia Responde collaborated with the GRCT and local mayors’ offices to deliver educational 
furniture and supplies including shelves, file cabinets, school uniforms and shoes to schools in 34 veredas in 
Chaparral and 12 veredas in Ataco.  In addition, Colombia Responde staff conducted follow-up on 54 
playgrounds that were delivered over the past few months, to verify their quality and informally survey the 
impact on recipient communities.  During the month of December, Colombia Responde collaborated with 
the GRCT and municipal administrations to carry out the delivery and installation of seven playgrounds as 
part of rapid response efforts in Ataco and Rioblanco.  Children were not present due to the school vacation, 
which facilitated the construction process—but made it less enjoyable as well. In December, Colombia 
Responde and the GRCT collaborated with municipal administrations to deliver eight sets of rapid response

donations to the nucleus of El Limon, in order to equip its community education and recreation center.  The 
municipal administration provided transportation for the items, and the mayor himself presented teaching 
materials, sports equipment, and music and school supplies to the center’s playroom, appropriately 
nicknamed “El Limonacho.”    
 

 Following up on vereda workshops 
 
Forty-eight follow-up workshops were conducted in veredas across the four municipalities, in order to measure 
communities’ levels of satisfaction regarding activities implemented after vereda workshops.  These workshops 
represented an important opportunity to maintain contact with the community and enable members to hold 
participating institutions accountable, thereby deepening their connection to government, to benefit 974 
children and young adults. 
 

 Tolima youth gather together 
 
On November 5-9, the sixth annual Southern Tolima Youth Meeting was held in Ibague, bringing together 
120 children and adolescents identified as at risk of forced recruitment by illegal armed groups. The event 
combined educational and recreational activities for participants from the six municipalities of the focal 
consolidation area. The agenda included workshops on the Victim’s Law, Writ 251 (decision on the 
protection of children and adolescents displaced by conflict), and how to establish citizen oversight 
committees for young people. Participants also attended cultural activities including concerts and plays, and 
visited the Museum of Modern Art and the University of Tolima. These activities empowered children and 
youth, providing them with information and encouraging their pursuit of artistic and recreational activities in 
order to ensure the full enjoyment of their rights and prevent violence. More than 15 GOC institutions 
including representatives from the municipalities and departmental governors and SENA, as well as the 
International Organization for Migration and the United Nations High Commissioner for Refugees 
participated in the event, which was coordinated by the ICBF and Departmental Governor of Tolima. The 
UACT and Colombia Responde provided participant lodging, transportation, food, and educational material 
totaling approximately $49,000 USD.  
 

 Providing safe and healthy recreational options for children 
 
As part of a project called Supérate con el Deporte, Colombia Responde supplied sports equipment and 
uniforms for sports training schools in the four municipalities of the Southern Tolima focal consolidation 
area. The objective of this activity is to provide spaces for healthy recreation and the promotion of leisure 
activities, thus mitigating the effects left by the armed conflict in these territories, and preventing forced 
recruitment of children.  CELI-Central is contributing 
$46,561 USD, matched by counterpart funding of 
$32,945 USD.   
 
On December 15, Colombia Responde, UACT, the 
Colombian Institute for Family Wellbeing (ICBF) and 
municipal administrations launched the second round 
of recreational vacation camps as part of the 
Departmental Governor and Indeportes’ “Active 
Tolima” initiative to provide cultural and recreational 
activities throughout the department. These vacation 
camps bring together children and adolescents from 
the four consolidation municipalities to provide them 
with safe, healthy ways to spend their free time during 
the school break, and ultimately to counter the risk of 
forced recruitment in these municipalities. This 2-

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month event will benefit 1,100 children aged 8-17 in 11 veredas of Souther n Tolima, building on a one-
month-long vacation camp held in June and July 2012, which was well-received by local communities. The 
GOC contributed $118,000 to this ambitious effort and Colombia Responde provided $324,000 USD to 
support facilitators and materials for sports, leisure and educational activities.  On December 18, the first 
Operating and Monitoring Committee was held to oversee the implementation of the recruitment prevention 
vacation camps.  Led by the UACT, this committee involves the ICBF, the Departmental Secretary of 
Education, Colombia Responde, and the Regional Director of INDEPORTES.  The committee reviewed the 
program launch and identified ways to address possible challenges and maximize community participation in 
the event.   
 
Economic Development 
 

 Building the cocoa industry 
 
Twenty-three cocoa farmers from the veredas La Sierra, La Lindosa and Icarcó participated in a weeklong 
training program with the chocolate company Casa Luker in October.  Participants visited Luker Farm in a 
rural vereda of Caldas.  Over the course of the training, participants studied various aspects of cocoa 
cultivation, including technology for the proper management of plantations, how to measure and improve 
cocoa bean quality, and how to develop and environmental plan.  This initiative seeks to generate knowledge; 
skills and competencies in the cultivation of cocoa, which when applied on their plantations will allow them 
to improve the quantity and quality of their crops.   
 
The third and final training tour was held in November at the Casa Luker farm, located in the vereda of 
Satagueda, municipality of Palestina, department of Caldas.  Producers from the veredas of Paraíso, Punterales, 
Altamira and Bruselas participated in the training, which focused on learning about technology and best 
practices for growing cocoa.  This program has been central to providing local cocoa farmers with a new 
vision and the understanding that the adoption of technology and the proper management of farms can 
optimize yields in spite of price fluctuations.  The program also enabled members of APROCACHARCO 
and APROCASURT to build a relationship with Casa Luker, forming the basis for a working agreement.   
 
In November, APROCACHARCO signed a cooperation agreement with the municipality of Chaparral to 
buy the materials required for the construction of 50 
cocoa fermentation boxes worth $11,111 USD.  These 
resources will be directed towards the members of the 
Cocoa Producers Association in southern Tolima - 
APROCASURT.  In December, the association 
initiated the process of purchasing the materials.   
 
Local producers attended the Farmer’s Training School, 
which held its third and fourth sessions.  These 
exercises focused on post-harvest processes including 
treatment of harvested beans and commercialization via 
producers’ associations.  In addition, participants 
applied the knowledge they had learned in prior 
sessions as part of a post-test evaluation.  The technical 
advisor of Casa Luker, Pedro Nel Cordoba, and his 
technical team also attended the fourth session to 
discuss the application of technology and teamwork to the post-harvest process. 
 
In December, Colombia Responde continued to provide assistance to local producers by working with 
APROCACHARCO, and linking them with other important stakeholders for advancing various aspects of 
the local cocoa industry.  In collaboration with the municipal administration of Chaparral,

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APROCACHARCO and Colombia Responde initiated the procedures necessary for acquiring the timber 
resources to build fermentation boxes.  Additionally, representatives of Colombia Responde met with 
representatives from Fundación Suramericana to finalize arrangements for receiving funds to build a solar-
powered system for drying cocoa.  However, unexpected delays on the part of the Foundation led to delays in 
this activity, which is expected to move forward in January 2013 with the procurement of materials, 
construction of the system, and training of its users.   In the course of providing assistance to 
APROCACHARCO, Colombia Responde was able to generate significant savings in the purchase of 
materials, equipment and staffing.  Therefore, an extension in the timeframe of the activity will be requested, 
in order to provide the necessary technical assistance in terms of support and training in the use and 
maintenance of the aforementioned infrastructure.  
 

 Technical Assistance for MADR’s Forestry Incentive Certificate 
 
In October, Colombia Responde obtained technical support and training from the Colombian Rubber 
Confederation to develop and formally submit project proposals that include the development Forest 
Management Plans articulating the implementation and management plans for natural forests and rubber 
plantations. As a result of this joint effort, 64 proposals were developed and submitted, covering the 
equivalent of 76 hectares of natural rubber and 58.7 acres of timber plantations, for a total of 134.7 cultivated 
hectares. The Fund for the Financing of the Agricultural Sector (FINAGRO; Fondo para el Financiamiento del 
Sector Agropecuario) will carry out the selection process for this certification.  In December, the National 
Corporation for the Investigation and Promotion of Forestry (CONIF; La Corporación Nacional de Investigación y 
Fomento Forestal) conducted site visits to thirty-six finalists for the Forestry Incentive Certification program, 
and together with FINAGRO announced the selection of 19 applicants.  Of these 19, five voluntarily 
withdrew and 14 signed contracts to access a total of $24,396 USD to establish a total of 34.7 commercially-
reforested hectares (28 ha of rubber and 6.7 ha of coffee).  Colombia Responde has provided technical 
assistance throughout this process, and will continue to do so.     
 
Good Governance 
 

 Formulation of the Departmental Plan for the Prevention and Protection of Human Rights 
Violations  

 
To follow up on the risk map and protocols of action that were established during the inter-institutional 
workshop for  the prevention and protection of human rights violations held in September, the Transitional 
Justice Committee of Tolima met on October 16. The goal of this meeting was to assess progress towards 
implementing the Victims and Land Restitution Law (Law 1448 of 2011) in Tolima.  In discussions, the 
Governor of Tolima emphasized the importance of the peace negotiations between the GOC and the FARC 
as a valuable opportunity to end the forced recruitment of minors. Tolima’s Peace Advisor confirmed that the 
Comprehensive Plan for the Attention of Displaced Population, approved in 2011, was fully incorporated 
into the Departmental Development Plan. To date, the department has developed an action plan for 
providing assistance to victims, and supported all of the municipalities in fulfilling their legal mandate to 
formulate local plans for reparations to victims. 
 

 Implementation of the Victims and Land Restitution Law 
 
The UACT and CELI-Central are currently collaborating with the Victim’s Unit to identify concrete actions 
to support the government of Tolima’s continued implementation of the Victims and Land Restitution Law.  
The Victim’s Unit has identified 17 humanitarian emergencies related to the armed conflict across 7 
municipalities, including 11 in the focal consolidation area—one in Ataco, seven in Chaparral, one in 
Planadas and two in Rioblanco.  Thus far, the Department of Tolima has received a total of 13,742 requests 
for humanitarian aid with a total value of $6.4 million USD.  
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 Strengthening City Councils 
 
On October 18, CELI-Central and the UACT launched an initiative to strengthen the capacities of 13 City 
Councilmembers in the four focal municipalities of Southern Tolima, holding the first training in Rioblanco.  
The University of Tolima will provide training in public administration, management, public policy, 
governmental and municipal structure, the Political Parties Act, human rights, and information technology.  
To support this process CELI-Central will donate computers, printers, video beams and audio systems to the 
city councils.  The activity totals a joint investment of $211,600 USD. The GOC will contribute with $38,800, 
the University of Tolima will provide $5,500 USD in goods and services, and CELI-Central will provide 
$167,190 USD to fund activities and in-kind donations. 
 

 Participatory workshop with indigenous groups  
 
Colombia Responde and the GRCT conducted a Participatory Planning Workshop with indigenous 
communities in the focal consolidation area of Southern Tolima on October 19, 2012.  Representatives from 
the communities of Beltran, Ico Del Valle De Anape, Santa Rita, La Mina, Pueblo Viejo, Amoya, La Virginia, 
Cimarrona Alta, Rionegro, Las Hermosas, Yaguara, Gaitania - Nasa We'sx – Barbacoas, and Las Mercedes 
participated in the event.  During the workshop the GRCT gave an overview of the content, principles, goals 
and objectives of the PNCRT, in which indigenous communities play an important role.  In addition, the 
workshop encouraged indigenous organizations to identify ways of incorporating the principles of 
consolidation into their own communities, and to build an action plan that will enable them to participate and 
benefit from the GRCT’s activities in the area.   
 

 Inter-institutional development fair brings state services to Casa Verde, Ataco 
 
In October, Colombia Responde and the Regional Consolidation Unit (GRCT) participated in the inter-
institutional development fair held in the vereda of Casa Verde, municipality of Ataco, which was attended by 
more than 2,800 adults, adolescents and children from surrounding rural communities and the village of 
Santiago Perez.  Over 15 GOC institutions and NGOs participated, including ICBF, SENA, INCODER, the 
Departmental Secretary of Culture, the JACs of the nucleus of El Limon, and representatives from the health 
sector.    They provided a range of services, including general dentistry, pediatrics, nutrition, general medicine, 
vaccinations, optometry, gynecology, physical therapy, and psychology.  180 representatives of the Secretary 
of Culture and 55 SENA staff members carried out workshops including hair-styling and the prevention of 
abuse and drug addiction.  In addition, 94 dogs and horses were treated with encephalitis vaccinations, de-
worming, and the application of serums and tonics.  CELI-Central has provided $27,778 in logistical support 
for institutional fairs in the nucleus of El Limon, including an inter-institutional fair that was held in 
September 2012.   
 

 Accessing the National Regalías System 
 
On November 8 and 9, government officials representing Ataco, Chaparral, Planadas and Rioblanco, the 
department of Tolima and the Inspector General (Contraloría General de la Republica) participated in a training 
on the recently-revised National Regalías (Royalties) System led by the National Planning Department (DNP) 
and supported by Colombia Responde.  The training provided a practical overview of the system, as well as 
the process and requirements for municipalities and departments to access the system.  Participants utilized 
this information to set goals for participating in the system and ensuring compliance with its guidelines.  In 
December, Colombia Responde moved forward with supporting three projects that it had helped develop 
and for which it had received approval from the board of the National Regalías System.  The projects include 
the construction and updating of a synthetic field and the maintenance of a road network through the 
acquisition of a cement truck in the municipality of Chaparral.   
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The consultants hired to work with municipalities to identify and develop proposals for other proposals to 
access the National Regalías System made significant headway this quarter.  In Chaparral, Planadas and 
Rioblanco, they provided technical and financial support to address comments raised during the presentation 
of seven preliminary proposals.  In Ataco, assistance has been provided jointly with the National Planning 
Department (DNP).  Finally, the team of consultants has identified a new window of opportunity in the area 
of economic development, working through local producers’ associations including FEDEGAN and 
FEDEPANELA to develop proposals to strengthen local cattle ranching and sugarcane production, 
respectively—two sectors prioritized in the PNCRT.   
 

 Mobile Justice Units reaches citizens throughout the focal consolidation area  
 
The Good Governance teams of Colombia 
Responde and the GRCT initiated the mobile 
justice project in the vereda of El Limon, in the 
municipality of Chaparral and in Puerto Saldaña, 
municipality of Rioblanco in November. The 
community expressed interest and support for this 
event, so it was replicated on December 13 and 14 
in Santiago Perez, Ataco and Gaitania, Planadas. 
This pilot project brings together over 20 GOC 
institutions to promote the range of options 
available to citizens to address their legal concerns, 
and help initiate judicial processes. Community 
members brought legal requests and questions to 
representatives of traditional judicial institutions, as 
well as alternative dispute resolution mechanisms 
(including equity and peace judges and mediators). 
These institutions were supported by regional 
representatives who were on hand to address specific demands regarding family violence, the well-being of 
children, food security, and displacement, as well as the Restitution and Victim’s Units, whose representatives 
informed the community about the processes for accessing the benefits provided by the Law on Victims and 
Land Restitution. USAID supported this initiative via Colombia Responde with a contribution of $16,200, 
while the GRCT provided logistical support. 
 

 Certification in Public Administration launches, opening opportunities for further 
collaboration 

 
Colombia Responde and the UACT are supporting an initiative to improve governance capabilities by 
strengthening institutional accountability, organization and transparency in four municipalities of Southern 
Tolima. As part of a joint effort among the regional government, the University of Tolima and the Public 
School of Public Administration (ESAP), 52 members of municipal councils started a training program in 
Public Administration and Public Policy. The highly participatory, human rights-focused certification 
program is composed of five modules totaling 160 hours of training, 20 of which will be provided by ESAP 
in the four municipalities.  In addition to playing a coordinating role, Colombia Responde will support this 
initiative through the donation of 68 computers and audiovisual equipment for the councils and the 
Department Assembly, providing tools to improve their performance. On November 16, 16 computers were 
delivered to the 15 deputies and secretary of the Department Assembly who will participate in an intensive 
16-hour training program that will take place in early 2013.  USAID funded this activity via Colombia 
Responde with a contribution of $211,634 USD and the regional government jointly with the Government of 
Tolima provided $38,900 USD.  The universities are providing the curriculum development and instruction as 
an in-kind donation.  In addition to providing these functionaries with important planning and management

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skills, this initiative has opened the door for Colombia Responde to bring together the University and 
municipal administrations to identify additional opportunities for working together.   
 
On November 20, the Arts and Humanities Department of the University of Tolima held a discussion group 
between the GRCT of Tolima and university faculty to analyze the PNCRT in the framework of the 
Certification.  On November 21, representatives of Colombia Responde and the GRCT attended a Municipal 
Council meeting in Ataco to provide councilmembers with information and answer questions about the 
certification program.  The meeting with the mayor served as a forum for refining other activities that will 
complement the certification program, including the provision of a water pump in the vereda of Casa Verde, 
and the provision of equipment and additional capacity-building of local government.  During this meeting, 
parties discussed the possibility of developing a student internship program in which students, supervised by 
professors, could support municipal functions such as planning and infrastructural diagnostics.  Both the 
students and municipalities would benefit from such a program, which would provide students with valuable 
insight and experience, making it more likely that they would stay in the area and continue contributing to its 
development after graduation.  The University also presented other initiatives, including the HORUS project, 
which seeks to improve citizen security and protection by strengthening communications between officials, 
prosecutors, and forensic and judicial institutions at the municipal level.  This project focuses on ensuring the 
coordination of local community and security plans, including crime prevention efforts and the collection of 
statistics, to develop and implement basic criminal justice policies.  A pilot project is currently moving 
forward in Rioblanco.  The findings of this meeting will serve as inputs to Colombia Responde and the 
GRCT’s planning and implementation of upcoming activities, to facilitate collaboration on these and other 
activities.    
 
Infrastructure and Connectivity 
 

 Operating committees provide oversight and ensure community participation and ownership  
 
 
 
In October, Colombia Responde and the GRCT held an 
informational session for the operating committee that is 
overseeing infrastructural improvement of five roads in the 
vereda of Gaitania, Planadas.  Staff also coordinated 
operating committee meetings for a road improvement 
project in Rioblanco-Santafe, during which members selected 
potential suppliers and consultants.   
 
 

 
 
 

 Responding to communities’ infrastructure needs 
 
In November, Colombia Responde drafted the TOR to 
contract consultants for a range of significant infrastructure 
initiatives that have been approved by USAID.  These 
include the design of four vehicular Bridges in Chaparral, the 
design and construction of housing projects to improve living 
conditions in the four municipalities, structure the technical 
and financial aspects of rapid response projects in response 
to recent vereda workshops, and improvement of the Los Andes Road in the municipality of Planadas.

Concrete support walls along the Rioblanco-

Santa Fe Road 
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In December, Colombia Responde staff and consultants completed the construction of reinforced concrete 
walls, as well as supports at selected sites along the Rioblanco-Santa Fe road.  Additionally, materials were 
purchased, and work initiated to adapt the design to include two missing reinforced concrete walls which will 
be completed by the end of January 2013.  To ensure community oversight and compliance with set 
procedures, consultants contracted by Colombia Responde carried out an environmental training for 
residents of the vereda of Santa Fe.  
 
Finally, once Colombia Responde received USAID 
approval to improve the Planadas-Los Andes road in 
December, staff scheduled and held an informational 
session with the community on December 21st.  During 
this meeting, the staff reviewed the project scope and 
financing, and participants selected members for 
Oversight and Operating Committees.  This event also 
served as the first Operating Committee Meeting, in 
which members received tasks to obtain quotes and 
create a purchasing sub-committee to be held on January 
4, 2013.  Work is set to begin in January, when the 
purchasing process is completed and materials arrive.   
 
 
Land Issues 
 

 Supporting the land restitution process 
 
Colombia Responde’s activity supporting the Restitution Unit’s documentation of vacant properties, 
approved by USAID in September 2012, has been put on hold due to delays in the signing of an MOU 
between USAID and the Restitution Unit at the national level.   
 

 Logistical support to the administrative phase of the restitution process 
 
The Restitution Unit (UR), the UACT and Colombia Responde are leading a pilot project in the veredas of 
Balsillas, Canoas Copete, Canoas La Vaga, Canoas San Roque, Potrerito, Beltrán and Santa Rita providing 
technical and logistical support to accelerate land restitution requests in the area. As of the end of December, 
69 demands have been filed with courts, 59 field visits have been carried out, along with 488 digitalized 
documents, 32 topographic maps, 23 land reports, and 48 restitution requests. As a result of this assistance, 
the first court decision for land restitution in Balsillas was issued, returning 5.57 hectares to a peasant family 
displaced ten years ago, enabling them to return home in January and receive their official property titles. It is 
anticipated that this will be followed by more decisions in the coming months. In addition, while Colombia 
Responde will also work to improve the institutional capacities of the Restitution Unit's regional office in 
Tolima and some materials and office supplies have already been purchased and delivered, the continuation 
of this activity is on hold pending an MOU between USAID and the UR.  Contracting of personnel 
(topographers, lawyers) is also on hold pending an MOU.   
 

 Registration of properties 
 
As of the end of the quarter, 483 vacant properties and 106 private properties had been identified and entered 
into a diagnostic phase, with the support of four lawyers who had been contracted for this purpose.  
However, there have been some challenges due to delays in the judicial process and lack of support from the 
municipal administrations. Seven judicial decisions had been made out of 136 requests regarding vacant 
properties; 25 additional decisions will be released in the coming weeks.  Two lawyers were contracted to

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work on the registration of private properties, although the process has faced delays due to a strike among the 
judicial branch and a fire in the judges' office of El Guamo.  Colombia Responde is also supporting the 
assignment and allocation of vacant lots; materials and equipment are currently being purchased and twenty 
staff is being hired to carry out notifications.   
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3. SUCCESS STORIES  
 

Promoting gender equality in Caquetá 

The Colombian population has grown steadily in recent 
decades, from approximately 34 million in 1990 to 45 
million in 2010; women have always represented a slight 
majority (currently, 50.6%).  According to the 2005 census, 
more women consistently classify themselves as heads of 
household.  The women of the department of Caquetá have 
historically played an active role in civil society, especially 
regarding issues such as security, education and health.  
Now, more than ever before, there is a regulatory 
framework consisting of international and national policies, 
laws, rules and regulations to support them, promoting 
gender equality and providing a platform for integrating it 

into Colombia’s rural development.  This comes at an important moment in the country’s history, when its 
institutions are establishing a presence in areas of Caquetá and other departments that they previously could 
not access.   

From November 26-28 2012, Colombia Responde supported the First Women’s Forum on Consolidation 
Policy in the municipality of Cartagena del Chairá.  Over 70 women leaders from the focal consolidation area 
of Caquetá attended discussions and trainings on the National Public Policy for Women’s Gender Equity and 
its mandate to implement local Gender Equity Codes throughout Colombia.  They learned about the 
potential uses of advocacy as a collective action strategy for ensuring that the implementation of these tools 
takes into consideration the needs and interests of rural women themselves. The event served as a dialogue 
space for women leaders, accompanying them through the process of conducting analyses of the situations of 
equality and inequality in their communities as well as providing training in skills such public speaking and 
communications and taking them through a strategic planning process so that they could put into practice 
what they were learning. 

A key objective of the PNCRT is to integrate women—especially those from traditionally vulnerable 
backgrounds, such as Afro Colombians and indigenous women—into the development process.  The Forum 
served as a way of consulting with women about community issues that are important to them, as well as to 
raise awareness about all forms of discrimination and violence against women, and provide the tools to 
ensure that institutions implement the regulatory framework developed for this purpose.  CELI-Central 
contributed $10,662 USD to this initiative, and leveraged $11,666 USD in additional funding from GOC and 
nongovernmental sources. The event also served to deepen institutional presence, the main of objective of 
the GOC’s consolidation policy. The High Commissioner for Women’s Equality, UACT, local municipal 
administrations and Colombia Responde collaborated to hold the event; the mayor of Cartagena del Chaira 
ensured  that the event’s outcomes are incorporated into rural development policy and institutional practices, 
and that they are an important part of the COMPOS agenda.  On the end of the third day, participants 
walked away with an actionable plan with milestones, having built a network of women leadership between 
the focal consolidation municipalities.  They will share what they learned with their communities, and are 
committed to coming together again to hold each other accountable for their plans and continuing to learn 
from the process of playing an active role in their communities’ rural development.

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4 OPERATIONAL CONTEXT 
 

 

4.1 NATIONAL 
 
During the month of October, CELI-Central kept a close eye on developments with Marcha Patriotica, a 
political party that may have ties with illegal armed groups.  In existence since 2010, this group organizes 
protests, which the FARC is thought to force rural populations to participate in and support financially.  In 
October, Marcha Patriotica released a call to action which was expected to be quite large.  Therefore, program 
activities were planned before and after suspected protest dates.  While the event in question took place 
during the week of October 23 and was much smaller than anticipated, the FARC turned it into an armed 
protest, prohibiting the transit of cars and people on roads in certain areas of Cauca and Caquetá, including 
the focal consolidation area of San Vicente del Caguán.   
 
4.2 CAQUETA 
 
The department of Caquetá is a strategic location for the FARC, as it is a source and transit zone for cocaine 
both within the country and abroad.  The most aggressive groups in the country have a significant presence in 
all of the municipalities in the focal consolidation area, and they regularly carry out acts of terrorism and 
extortion against the civilian population and petroleum industry, which extracts oil from San Vicente del 
Caguán and then transports it to Huila via the main viaduct.  
 
During the peace talks, the Minister of Defense and military commanders have been clear that they will 
continue the military offensive against the FARC, in spite of the armed group’s protests to the contrary.  In 
Caquetá, this has undoubtedly been the case with strong blows against members of Teofilo Forero, an 
especially violent mobile unit of the FARC.  In October, four fighters that focused on extortion were killed in 
the urban center of San Vicente del Caguán, as well as a member of FARC’s Frente 3, who was thought to be 
responsible for finances in La Montañita.  Consolidation initiatives in the area of San Vicente of Caguán 
continue to be under constant threat. 
 
Oil companies resumed operations in Caquetá on November 21, taking advantage of the ceasefire declared by 
the FARC until January 20, 2013.  However, the department continues to be the most turbulent area within 
the territory covered by CELI-Central.  This quarter, the Colombian military launched Commando Unit 6 to 
counter Teofilo Forero, a violent mobile unit of the FARC that has a very strong presence in the area, 
especially in the municipalities of San Vicente del Caguán in Caquetá and the Western area of La Macarena in 
Meta. It is believed that this specific group is not committed to the peace talks. 
 
4.2 CAUCA/ VALLE DEL CAUCA 
 
Cauca is part of a strategic corridor for arms and drug trafficking, which connects Cauca, Valle del Cauca and 
Tolima.  It is clear that the illegal armed groups in the area do not want to lose control in the area, as 
evidenced by their increased presence and recruitment activities in the face of increased military and police 
presence and the establishment of military units on the territories.  In response to the increase in military 
activity in Cauca and Valle del Cauca over the past few months, the FARC has been carrying out terrorist 
attacks in urban areas with no regard for local civilian populations.  This area is part of a strategic weapons 
and drugs corridor that includes the Panamerican Highway and exits to the sea.  In October, confrontations 
with armed illegal groups initially decreased due to the peace talks and ceasefire, as well as successful military 
operations conducted in October.  However, of the four CELI-Central focal regions, Cauca/ Valle del Cauca 
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experienced the most security-related incidents in December.  Extortion continues to be an ongoing challenge 
for local businesses and community members. 
 
4.3 META 
 
In spite of significant military presence in the area and regular operations, the FARC’s presence and its ability 
to exert pressure on local communities remains strong enough to have a massive presence in the Patriotic 
March that took place in October throughout rural areas of the country.  Indeed, the large turnout at this 
event is further evidence of the FARC’s intentions to continue to extort local businesses.  The municipality of 
Uribe continues to have the highest levels of conflict in the focal consolidation area due to its strategic 
location.  Its connections to Cundinamarca mean that the FARC is constantly trying to establish corridors in 
order to eventually reach Bogota.   
 
In November, a joint operation between the police and the army stopped the activities of criminal groups in 
the municipalities of Chaparral and Ataco.  In addition, military activities continue in the Las Hermosas 
Canyon area to secure control over this area of Meta. These confrontations signify that the guerrilla have 
been significantly weakened and have a decreased military capacity, and only have a strong presence related to 
extortion activities in urban areas.   
 
Two Colombia Responde activities in Meta were temporarily put on hold in December due to pressures from 
the FARC.  These incidents occurred in the vereda La Cristalina, municipality of La Macarena where the 
construction of bathroom facilities for a boarding school was taking place, as well as in the vereda La Reforma, 
in the municipality of Uribe where Colombia Responde was supporting the construction of a school cafeteria. 
The illegal armed group demanded a fee corresponding to 10% of the construction value, and a criminal 
complaint was filed before local authorities.  Also, Colombia Responde staff visited the sites and held 
meetings with the communities in the veredas to explain that the program would not accept these extortive 
demands, and would have to cease operations if the FARC continued sending threats. During these meetings, 
staff explained the program’s policy, methodology of intervention, and contracting policies through the JACs.  
Members of the community communicated with the illegal group to explain the program’s position, and after 
a few days the construction works were resumed.  The community committed to keep field staff updated on 
any new threats that could compromise the development of these activities.    
 
4.4 TOLIMA 
 
While FARC’s Frente 25 was weakened by military activities in the area this quarter, it continues to reassert its 
presence in Southern Tolima by circulating pamphlets via its urban members (milicianos), who sought to build 
support for the Patriotic March and take advantage of the fear that it generated to extort or threaten the local 
population.  It is clear that this continued presence is an effort to preserve an eventual route to Bogota.  In 
spite of the ceasefire, the FARC continued to carry out violent activities in Tolima this quarter; one armed 
confrontation in November left one soldier dead and three others injured.  These actions cast doubt on the 
validity of the unilateral ceasefire declared by the FARC in Cuba and its commitment to peace, and were 
denounced by representatives from the GOC, the church and the Colombian army.  Following these events, 
the FARC announced that they will continue to honor the ceasefire, but that it maintains the right to self-
defense if it is attacked.  In spite of the ceasefire, the FARC has continued to carry out violent activities in 
Tolima and extortion was widespread during the period of October through December 2012.  Overall, 
however, the military’s strong hold in Tolima has permitted a controlled peace with a calm citizenry and 
decreased presence of guerrilla.  
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4 OVERALL PROJECT STATUS 
 
 
 
4.1 CONTRACTS AND GRANTS 
 
During the past quarter, the Contracts and Grants office focused on the implementation, modification and 
closure of existing activities and the implementation of new activities.   As detailed in the table below, a total 
of 140 activities was officially approved during the past quarter and commitments towards these activities 
during the reporting period reached a total of $5,334,786 USD.
