Zone 4 considered the most severely affected 
by flash floods on August 14.  Approximately 
1,925 tents in Zone 4 were damaged or 
destroyed, leaving approximately 17,539 
individuals without shelter.  Zone 4 also 
experienced extensive flooding due to a lack of 
drainage infrastructure.  Overflowing latrines 
have caused contamination of ground and river 
water sources, raising the risk of IDPs 
contracting waterborne diseases.

Zone 2 experienced significant flooding leaving 
450 families without shelter. Inundation mixed 
effluent from 95 latrines in Zone 2 with storm 
water, raising the risk of disease.
