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PRESENTATION AND ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT

Through the implementation of the Program “Enhancing Mexico’s Development”, CIDAC has aimed to reach two main objectives:

• Promoting the research and public policies in three basic cornerstones for competitiveness in Mexico: Human Capital, Competition as well as the attraction of foreign investment and,

• Strengthening the rule of law through socialization as well as the implementation of the criminal justice reform.

This program is composed by the following four projects:

1. “Human Capital: Bridging the gap between supply and demand in order to enhance Mexico’s productive potential”.

2. “More competition and a better regulation for a competitive Mexico”, and

3. “Index of Reshoring Attraction for Mexico”, and

4. “Justice Collective.”
Please find attached our quarterly report for the period from October 1 to December 31, 2013, for each of these projects. To consult the third quarterly report for the period from July 1 to September 30, we urge you to review it online at the Development Experience Clearinghouse website.

PROJECT MANAGEMENT

During the months of October, November and December of 2013, goals from each of the projects were monitored and its results were reviewed. 

The main tool for monitoring in the aforementioned time period were the frequent meetings with teams involved with these projects, in which all were given an opportunity to objectively follow up their work plan. In the next picture we can see a meeting held in October where the Justice team presented the progress in their project to the rest of CIDAC researchers, as an example of a feedback session.
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Likewise, all CIDAC members kept on participating in work meetings aimed at organizing events; an example of the aforementioned is the presentation of findings within the implementation of the new Criminal Justice system. In the following picture we can see one of such meetings where the Justice team, our General Coordinator as well as our Digital Communications Coordinator were all part of.
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Quickbooks continued being our main tool for registering the number of hours worked for each of the team members. As a matter of fact, there are plans on changing the current accounting software (COI) to Quickbooks, in order to have all the information gathered in a single framework.

STAFF RECRUITMENT AND SELECTION

This quarter (October-December) has been the first in which no changes within the number of staff were registered. The number of workers remained stable, which has resulted in a greater integration and productivity on all teams. Even so, we continue to receive CVs in our website and all of them were reviewed and gathered on an updated database. 

SUPPLY AND PURCHASES

Regarding supply and purchases, the established process of price quotes, purchase orders and payment requests has been continued. Currently, there is an Excel file in which each of these movements is registered and controlled using a folio number, all of them updated and available for consultation. 

MANAGERIAL TEAM VISITS

The PM, the General Coordinator and the General Direction have held meetings on a regular basis in order to discuss the organization’s annual plans as well as to review the quantitative and qualitative processes of its work plans in project folders, all of which are updated and available for consultation.

SCHEDULE OF ACTIVITIES

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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY OF THE FOURTH QUARTERLY REPORT

During this fourth quarter, CIDAC finished carrying out interviews in the 32 federal entities in Mexico, focusing on each entity’s three major economic sectors, in which we interviewed five companies in each sector (for a total of 15 companies per entity), accumulating a final total of 1,556 interviews. At each company we carried out multiple interviews, covering as many functional areas as possible—from Human Resources to Finance, Marketing & Sales, Accounting, IT, Operations & Logistics, and General Management. Moreover, we processed all of the data extracted from the interviews, allowing us to complete the final report. We also continued working on the design and functions of the website that will be launched in 2014.

PROJECT SUMMARY: CONTEXT, GOAL, OBJECTIVE AND BENEFICIARIES

The “Human Capital: Reducing the Gap Between Supply and Demand to Increase Mexico’s Productive Potential” two-year project seeks to spark the search for a real solution to the human capital crisis in Mexico, which includes the demand for structural changes in education, high unemployment rates among young people, growing inequality in income and access to opportunities, and a growing need among governments and citizens for greater efficiency in higher education expenditures, specifically. 
Concretely, the project will identify the job skills most required among college graduates by the main economic sectors of each of Mexico’s 31 states, including Mexico City, noting which skills are being adequately and sub-adequately supplied by university programs. This information will be used to create public informational resources that help families and high school students better choose college programs in accordance to real local needs, as well as assist universities and policymakers in prioritizing the training of specific skills. 
During the project’s second phase (year two), its results will be used to pilot-test the provision of training in certain skills in two Mexican municipalities in the north of the country, monitoring whether this change leads in the short term to an increase in employment of such trainees. 
In addition, it is expected that the project’s findings will contribute to a change in the general conception of higher education in Mexico, from a world of “degrees” and “professions” to one of “competencies” that are acquirable in many ways and at various times during individuals’ productive life. 

SUMMARY OF ACCOMPLISHMENTS - HUMAN CAPITAL: REDUCING THE GAP BETWEEN SUPPLY AND DEMAND TO INCREASE MEXICO’S PRODUCTIVE POTENTIAL
OCTOBER 1, 2013 TO DECEMBER 31, 2013

In this fourth quarter, we continued making progress on Objective 1 (“To contribute to a change in the conception of higher education in Mexico among our selected target audiences by researching which job skills are the most required among state-level economic sectors, making such information available through several products, and promoting the consumption of the latter”) by accomplishing the following:
· Completion of 1,556 interviews at 499 companies that are representative of our sectors of interest. Since our interview acceptance rate was below 10%, this implied reaching out to over 4,990 companies countrywide.
· Completion of the codification of the interview data and its full analysis. 
· Elaboration of all final report contents, with the exception of its graphic design.
· We continued advancing in the arrangement, synthesis and graphic design of the information to be presented in the website, final report and “how-to” guide.

	1.1.1. Identification of major economic sectors that hire young people in each Mexican state, and of representative companies in each sector/state.

[Activity completed - No change since last quarterly report]

Accomplishment: Based on an in-depth analysis of over 300 variables and  over 500,000 observations from the Encuesta Nacional de Ocupación y Empleo (National Survey on Jobs and Occupation, acronym in Spanish ENOE), CIDAC identified the primary economic sectors which hire young people in the 32 Mexican states. Based on that information CIDAC identified representative companies in each sector and state, where CIDAC will now solicit interviews. CIDAC complemented the findings with a separate analysis of over 80 variables and over 12,000 observations from Modulo de Trayectoria Laboral (Labor Trajectory Module, acronym in Spanish MOTRAL). CIDAC ran descriptive statistics to summarize the evidence and find current patterns and causes of labor mobility among young people. The do files, databases, requalification protocols and tables produced will be highly used in the next stages.

Findings include: Industries throughout the country at the state level that hire young people (in some cases patterns in large cities were also identified); current trends in labor demand; the profile and size (number of employees) of the companies that hire young people; the contribution of the different companies (profile and size) to the state’s GDP; the main activities performed by young people in their jobs; the economic sector with the largest percentage of self-employed young people; relationships between education and unemployment in young people; reasons why young people leave their job; and the economic sector with the highest youth labor turnover.

	1.1.2. Data gathering and analysis of Mexico’s interstate migration trends among young people.  

[Activity completed - No change since last quarterly report]

Accomplishment: Based on 10 million observations (the 10% of Mexico’s population surveyed in the 2010 Census), CIDAC obtained and analyzed current patterns of the migration of young people. Due to lack of information (the census does not provide information regarding reasons why people move to another state) CIDAC created a proxy variable to estimate the data.

Findings: CIDAC identified inflows and outflows of young people in each of the 32 Mexican states. The primary destinations of internal youth migration included the State of Mexico, the Federal District, Jalisco, Nuevo León, Quintana Roo, Querétaro and Puebla. This information complements the findings obtained in 1.1.1.

	1.1.3. Analysis of databases on sectorial output, productivity, employment and workforce characteristics, and school population 

[Activity completed - No change since last quarterly report]

Accomplishment: To support the findings and enrich the analysis, CIDAC estimated the contribution of each state to Mexico’s GDP; using different databases from the National Institute of Statistics and Geography (INEGI) we determined the current distribution of the labor force as well as the socio-demographic profile; and based on data from the census, ENOE, and the National Association of Higher Education Institutions and Universities (ANUIES) CIDAC obtained the education profile (age, education level, years of experience) of young people in Mexico.   

Findings: CIDAC found the distribution by gender, age and education level of Mexican youth; built industry rankings based on the contribution to the country’s GDP; obtained productivity data for different industries in every state; summarized self-employment, employment and unemployment trends by education level, age and gender; researched the most common ways companies/universities are involved in the country; and analyzed those careers which are in greater demand by different economic sectors.

	1.1.4. Comparative research of previous and current research projects related with these topics. 

[Activity completed - No change since last quarterly report]

Accomplishment: We have continued to conduct extensive research using books, academic papers, specialized magazines, columns, media releases, reports, studies, industry analysis, interviews, conferences and seminars on human capital and related topics. We also conducted in-depth studies on (1) the educational systems of Germany, Australia and the U.K.; (2) youth unemployment, youth violence, and school desertion; and (3) the quantifiable impact of education on income, especially regarding hard and soft skills. At the same time, we continued to conduct informational interviews with human resources personnel, headhunters and labor/education institutions.

Findings:
(1) We found an undeniable trend to a more skills-oriented education policy. We found especially useful the UK case where we not only validated our skills-based approach but we obtained evidence about best practices (do’s and dont’s) in terms of policy designs and execution (something that will be useful in the activities conducted in 2015); (2) we estimated correlations and statistical relations among different economic and social indicators associated with young people like the relation among youth employment and violent crimes in a certain district; and (3) in terms of determining the income returns of education and both hard and soft skills, we worked with Rafael Ch (Senior Researcher at CIDAC) to assess whether soft skills--estimated by the characteristics of individuals’ parents and parents-in-law—could help explain important variations in the income perceived by individuals. This project broadly replicated the study made by Lam and Schoen (1993, 1994). One of our main results was that education level and therefore, the bundle of hard skills and soft skills, are statistically significant when measuring the determinants on an individual earnings. This served as evidence of the importance of soft skills.

	1.1.5. Elaboration of a compendium of identifiable skills (a skills “dashboard”) among young people, to be used as an interview tool.

[Activity completed - No change since last quarterly report]

Accomplishment: The list of skills has been completed. It is composed of the following tables:
a) Seven major soft skills
b) Seven tables (one for each soft skill) with sub-skills
c) Eight tables with one hard skill, broken down into sub-skills

Nevertheless, all tables are open to additional items that the “interviewee” may propose.

	1.1.6. Request and arrangement of interviews at companies that are representative of sectors of interest; conduction of interviews. Additional interviews with Human Resource companies and government and university officials are conducted.
[Changes since last quarterly report are in bold]

Accomplishment: During the last quarter we held over a dozen work sessions with Parámetro Investigación (www.parametro.com.mx), the firm in charge of carrying out the interviews for our study. We fine-tuned the interview procedure, questionnaires and skills dashboard. We also met with other experts on public opinion that helped us perfect the questionnaires. As a consequence, we changed the order, framing and wording of many questions to reduce potential biases and coding problems.

We also decided to conduct interviews not just among top-level company directives, but also among area-specific managers, in order to identify which skills are related to which areas (e.g. finance vs. sales). This new procedure was pilot-tested at two large companies in the State of Mexico. Results served to further fine-tune the procedure and tools. 

In terms of training, we imparted an introductory course in the city of Toluca for the pre-selected interviewers and held mock interviews. We evaluated and decided which interviewers would ultimately stay for the project.

We also determined the sample of the companies to interview following the criteria we determined previously, with collaboration from Parámetro Investigación. We chose companies that (1) have over 100 employees, (2) belong to one of the three sectors that hire the most young workers, and (3) possess the largest number possible of internal areas from an array that spans finance, accounting, marketing & sales, operations & logistics, IT, and general management. 

We conducted a final total of 1,556 company interviews. The distribution of interviews by economic sector as well as by intra-company area was the following:

During the third quarter, we decided to modify one of the three criteria by which we chose companies: instead of requiring that they have a minimum of 100 employees, we lowered the criteria to ideally 50 since in several of the smaller Mexican states we faced a scarcity of companies with over 100 employees that were also willing to be interviewed.

In terms of informational interviews, we held meetings with: 

· The Undersecretary for Higher Education at the Federal Secretariat of Public Education, who expressed strong interest in having access to our findings and applying them to prioritize funding for certain technical and university programs and institutions.
· The general secretary of the Education, Culture, Science and Technology Commission at the Local Congress of the State of Mexico, who is also interested in promoting our findings to influence the curricula and funding of public educational institutions in the state. 
· A top executive at Korn/Ferry International’s Mexico office (Korn/Ferry is a major worldwide talent recruitment agency), who allowed us to compare our skills dashboard with the list of soft skills employed by them to evaluate and recruit younger professionals. This allowed us to confirm the accuracy and exhaustiveness of our own work.
· The Director of the Career Center for Graduates of the Instituto Tecnológico Autónomo de México (ITAM) on the traits and skills most sought-for in young ITAM graduates.
· The Managing Director of Morgan Stanley Mexico. He provided insights on the job market in the financial services sector, skills needed across the organization, and his perspective on soft vs. hard skills when recruiting.
· The General Director of Vestas’ Mexico office, a global alternative energy company that has had specific trouble finding the adequate hard skills in university graduates in Mexico.
· The Bid Director of Coconal, a large promoter, builder and operator of public infrastructure in Mexico. Coconal is a large employer of both white and blue-collar young professionals.
· The IT Senior Manager at Costco de Mexico, who is responsible for recruiting and training IT analysts and project managers. He gave us insightful information on the importance of soft skills in a traditionally hard skill-oriented area. 
· The former director of ITAM’s Applied Mathematics Program, who has been a pioneer in directly and proactively connecting employers with college students, aggressively updating the program’s curriculum to continuously meet that goal.

In addition, we met, through USAID, with representatives from International Youth Foundation in order to explore venues for collaboration between CIDAC and IYF during the second year of this project. 

Parámetro Investigación began conducting the official company interviews in July with the goal of finishing by September, a goal that was extended to October because of the significant increase in the number of interviews originally planned (as we decided to also conduct multiple “functional” interviews within the companies.)

	1.1.7.  Compilation and analysis of data on most-needed job skills, among young people, by surveyed companies.
[Changes since last quarterly report are in bold]

Accomplishment: We have finished the codification and analysis of all data from the 1,556 interviews. 

Findings have included, among other many points:

· The identification of proprietary, cross-industry, cross-state work skills (the training of which should be prioritized by the federal and all state governments).
· Quantifiable evidence of the skill mismatch gap in Mexico. According to the data, 26% of surveyed companies reported having vacancies that were not covered due to a lack of candidates with the necessary skills. 
· Companies at the country level reported shortages of skills, among university graduates, as basic as oral and written communication in Spanish and English.
· Only 32% of companies have established linkage programs with universities, while 87% of companies that reported having linkage programs claim that such mechanisms have indeed helped to improve the skills and competences of young graduates.
· The reasons that companies give for not hiring young graduates, in addition to “a lack of experience”, as well as the channels that companies prefer to use for recruitment.
· That knowledge in the use of specialized technology and equipment is greatly in demand, regardless of university graduates’ program, technical or not.
· Another skill that is highly in demand among companies is an understanding of laws and regulations, regardless of the economic sector or inner company area, or the graduate’s profession.

Accomplishment: We continued working on the design, contents, and structure of the website in terms of functionality and information access. We also evaluated and chose an external website design company, Akora, with which we have worked throughout the quarter.

The design of the website includes the following applications, thus far:

· A section for young people and parents: how to choose the right college program (using our “map” of work skills), how to extract the most value from the program you’ve already chosen, how to look for your first job, and, if you’ve already graduated, how to become more competitive.

· A section for universities: how to keep your academic programs up-to-date, how to better connect with companies’ work skill needs, how to better attract students.

· A section for businesses: how to design position profiles and recruit for them, how to give constructive feedback on work skill development.

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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY OF THE FOuRTH QUARTER REPORT 
The Competition project began its second half stage. During these three months, activities were undertaken to fully complete Objective one. During this quarter, the book Five Regulators was published and presented to Congress. Around 70 people participated in the presentation of the book. The Forum “Competition in the Telecommunication sector”, which was organized jointly with the Federal Telecommunications Institute (IFT by its acronym in Spanish) and the Panamerican University was successfully concluded. This forum was targeted to IFT’s Commissioners and staff. Around 30 students followed the lectures achieving positive results. This achievement opens a window of opportunity for CIDAC to continue aiding the IFT in its capacity building.
Also, during this period, the call for papers “The challenge of claiming damages in competition” was released. The research proposals were evaluated and four papers were selected to be part of a collective book. This collective book will be published on February 2014. Lastly, over this quarter, monthly meetings and breakfasts continued, where experts    discussed relevant development and competition topics. 
[bookmark: _Toc361763725]Project Summary: context, goals, objectives and beneficiaries 
During this period, the energy reform was adopted in Mexico and CIDAC launched the competition videos on this sector in a timed manner to influence debate regarding this topic. The videos released explain the details that need to be carefully revised before secondary legislation on the energy reform is passed. These videos were largely distributed among relevant stakeholders in this sector and among internet users with access to social media and YouTube channels. The purpose was to raise their awareness regarding the importance of this legislative process.
Additionally, monthly meetings held during this period discussed topics such as the secondary legislation on competition and telecommunications.
Moreover, the essay contest launched during this quarter managed to have an impact on competition law experts. The publication of the collective work will contribute to capacitate audiences interested in these topics.
The Competition Project had a large impact on the different sectors of the population interested in the topics of competition and regulation. The momentum of current reforms is converting CIDAC in a necessary point of reference for these issues at national level.

Synthesis


On November 11th the opening ceremony of the first seminar on Competition in the Telecommunications took place at the Panamerican University. CIDAC, with the support of USAID, undertook this project aimed at building capacity in the new telecommunications regulatory body, the Federal Telecommunications Institute (IFT by its acronym in Spanish).

The president of IFT, Gabriel Osvaldo Contreras, delivered a speech during the opening ceremony. In his speech, Mr. Contreras stressed their commitment as new regulators to comply with their constitutional mandate enacted in June. This includes, he added, resolving the complex issues that arise in the key sectors of the economy in a diligent manner. 

The commissioner María Elena Estavillo, stated that capacity building is of utmost importance to the IFT and that students should take advantage of this opportunity to gain analytical skills that will help them in solving the country’s real problems. Also, Dr. José Antonio Lozano, Director of the School of Law at the Panamerican University, congratulated CIDAC in choosing a University to share knowledge for the subsequent implementation of public policies in Mexico. 

On December 28th, the closing ceremony of the forum took place. During this occasion, Rafael Gutierrez Serrano, CIDAC´s General Coordinator, delivered a speech to the students where he encouraged them to continue their labour as public servants.

At the end of the closing ceremony, certificates were awarded to students who completed the course and complied with the assistance requirements.

Executive Summary OF THE FOURTH QUARTERLY REPORT
The Mexico´s Reshoring Attraction Index Project (MRAI) is divided into five major stages: (1) Selection of key industrial activities and clusters (March – April 2013); (2) Producing and processing of quantitative and qualitative data (May – September 2013); (3) Construction and analysis of the MRAI (October 2013 – January 2014); (4) Creation of web based tools (January-February 2014); and, (5) Promotion and dissemination campaign targeted at key selected influencers and stakeholders (January – March 2014). For further quantitative and qualitative information of the project, and in order to cover a greater number of players that will impact positively the project’s quality and increase the ratio impact / cost of the project, the second phase of data generation and processing ran through the month of September. CIDAC´s team has successfully completed 100% of the activities included in the first and second major stages and 75% of the activities of the third stage, related to the construction of a series of indicators to assess the structural conditions of the main manufacturing and industrial areas in the country and the elaboration of the methodology of the Mexico’s Reshoring Attraction Index. 

Regarding the third stage, the intermediate result 1.3 is almost finished. Specifically, the analysis of databases concerning sectorial output, productivity, trends, employment and workforce characteristics of municipalities within selected industrial clusters, evolution of the “tipping point” industries was done (activity 1.3.1). With these datasets CIDAC’s team constructed a series of indicators that assess the structural conditions of the industrial areas in the country (activity 1.3.2) that are part of the methodology designed for the MRAI (activity 1.3.3). As a by-product of the collaboration agreement between CIDAC and the AMPIP, the team verified the authenticity of all industrial parks from the Industrial Park Census provided by the Mexican Industrial Park System (SIMPPI). Additionally, using the inputs developed in intermediate result 1.2 (the key national and international actors survey, the one-on-one interviews and the surveys done to specific decision-makers) the main report was started including the public policy suggestions that seek to promote competitiveness of the selected industrial hubs.  Furthermore, CIDAC presented preliminary results of the project in the Mexican Industrial Park Association’s (AMPIP) Annual Meeting in Playa del Carmen, Quintana Roo and benefited from the comments of the different actors present in that meeting. 

The next quarter will focus on the completion of the activities of the third stage of the project in order to communicate its results in February and March as part of the fourth and fifth stages of the project. In particular, the project will focus on completing the main report suggesting public policies that promote competitiveness with the  MRAI results . Additionally, the micro web site and the printing of the report will be finished. 
PROJECT SUMMARY: CONTEXT, GOAL, OBJECTIVE AND BENEFICIARIES
At the beginning of the last decade, there was significant low-cost driven migration of labor-intensive manufacturing businesses and jobs from Mexico to China. Twelve years later, rising costs in China and other regions in the world have made North America the most receptive region for the return of multiple manufacturing industries. The Mexican narrative, however, has certain caveats. Despite the competitive advantages held by the country to attract investment and factory/production relocation due to reshoring, its economic characteristics make Mexico the main nearshore option for U.S. manufacturing corporations.  For the past few years, the percentage of senior executives who declared Mexico as their first choice to relocate their transnational corporations in the manufacturing sector has declined by twenty percentage points[footnoteRef:1]. One of the main reasons behind this drastic change in mindset is a profound uncertainty and misinformation of Mexico’s economic capacity, particularly in the manufacturing sector.  [1:  AlixPartners] 

In order to promote the reduction of information costs and uncertainty within manufacturing industries and businesses, there needs to be an increase in public information regarding Mexico’s capacity to sustain the production shift, and promote the creation of new public policies to impact the competitiveness of industrial hubs. CIDAC will provide integrated statistical and analytical information based on these topics through Mexico’s Reshoring Attraction Index (MRAI). The main objective of the Index is to aid strategic decision-making of private international and national stakeholders (seeking to relocate their production and investments due to increasing costs in other countries and regions, such as China) and Mexican public officials at the federal, state and municipal level (intended to attract investment).


SUMMARY OF ACCOMPLISHMENTS – MEXICO´S RESHORING ATRRACTION INDEX 
OCTOBER 1st, 2013 TO DECEMBER 31ST, 2013


During the fourth quarter of the year, from October 1st to December 31st 2013, last part of the second stage of the project (IR 1.2: Qualitative research and analysis to gather information about the specific advantages, disadvantages and constraints of the manufacturing industrial parks in Mexico) was completed. From activity 1.2.1 (“survey to key national and international actors involved with the reshoring investment activity from the manufacturing sector”) CIDAC did as follows:

· The survey to industrial parks was conducted in the months of November and December. The completion of this survey got delayed because many administrators or firms inside the parks were not answering the questionnaire. The team came with a solution of redesigning part of the survey and focus on the industrial park administrators to acquire a sufficiently large sample size. 


Regarding IR 1.3. (“quantitative research and analysis in order to complement and strengthen the assessment of the competitiveness level of the selected manufacturing hubs in the country, and their actual socio-economic and infrastructure background”) activities 1.3.1 (“analyses of databases concerning sectorial output, productivity, trends, employment and workforce characteristics of municipalities within selected industrial clusters”), 1.3.2 (“construction of a series of indicators to assess the structural conditions of the main manufacturing and industrial areas in the country”) and 1.3.3 (“elaboration of the methodology of the MRAI”) were completed. Going into further detail, the following items were finished:

· Creation of a list of indicators with the objective of evaluating the industrial cluster’s conditions in Mexico. This list was constructed with the qualitative analysis done in the in-depth interviews; and
· Completion of the MRAI methodology. 
· As a by-product of the collaboration agreement between CIDAC and the AMPIP, the team verified the authenticity of all the industrial parks contained in the Industrial Park Census from the Mexican Industrial Park System (SIMPPI) in order to debug its information. 

Additionally, activities 1.3.4 (“result analysis of the Index and elaboration of public policy suggestions to promote competitiveness of selected industrial hubs”) and 1.3.5 (“elaboration, edition and printing of the main report”) were started using different inputs acquired along the project. The first chapters of the report (prior to the Index results) that introduce the reshoring topic and focus on the methodology of the Index have been written. 

Finally, even though the activities from IR 1.4 and IR 1.5 designed to communicate the results of the project are contemplated to be finished until March 2014, activities 1.4.2 (“development of the micro website of the Mexico´s Reshoring Attraction Index”), 1.5.2 (“diffusion campaign on the Index and its main findings”) and 1.5.3 (“conduct 5 mini-presentations of the Index´s main conclusions in industrial chambers related to manufacture”), were further advanced: 

· On November 28th, 2013, during the AMPIP’s Annual Meeting, CIDAC’s team gave a presentation of preliminary results from the project inviting attendees to use the results for the benefit of their communities.

	Accomplishments: We began to construct initial partnership agreements with associations such as the AMPIP, the CANIETI and further fortify the existing partnership agreement with ProMexico and the AMCHAM. With the “reshoring tipping point” industries selected, we met with industrial chambers related to those activities in order to gather up more qualitative information before carrying out the survey to key national and international actors involved in the reshoring of manufacturing industry from China to Mexico.

After gathering information from the one-on-one interviews the survey to key national and international actors involved in the reshoring process was conducted amongst the 243 industrial parks that make up the AMPIP with a representative sample of firms.

	The period for one-on-one interviews was extended until September to gain access to a greatest number of stakeholders. This expansion allowed more flexibility for the respondent’s agenda and we were able to make room for more interviews that were not scheduled from the beginning, also taking into account recommendations made by actors who had been interviewed.

Carrying out the survey to different national and international actors (industrial firms and the industrial park administrators) was difficult because many of them refused to answer the questionnaire. The no-response rate from the survey was very high so the team had to redesign a way to get a substantial sample from these actors delaying the completion of the dataset until November. The survey was completed properly due to the collaboration agreement with the AMPIP.

	Results/ Project Performance
	Most of the inputs and outputs necessary for the completion of this activity were done on time. Particularly, one-on-one interviews and surveys to national and international actors were extended until September to encompass a much larger number of actors and receive much more qualitative information to: (1) improve the quality and impact of the project and (2) develop a better questionnaire to national and international actors in the field. TRAINING AND CAPACITY BUILDING 
Following CIDAC´s Institutional Framework, since March 1st, 2013, each member of project´s team has been monitored and evaluated monthly. In particular, the Project Manager Rafael Ch has conducted extensive follow-up meeting with the project´s staff to find potential or existent obstacles, barriers to efficiency, productivity or lack of rigorous methodology and analysis assessments. MEXICO´S RESHORING ATTRACTION INDEX PROJECT TIMELINE

The MRAI project is divided into five major stages: (1) Selection of key industrial activities and clusters (March – April 2013); (2) Generation and processing of quantitative and qualitative data (May – September 2013); (3) Construction and analysis of the MRAI (October 2013 – January 2014); (4) Creation of web based tools (January – February 2014); finally, (5) Promotional and diffusion campaign targeted to key selected influencers and stakeholders (January – March 2014). In order to expand the quantitative and qualitative information of the project, in particular cover a greater number of players that will impact positively the project’s quality and increase the ratio impact/cost of the project, the second phase of data generation and processing will continue until the month September. However, this does not affect the total project time and, conversely, it increases the influence/impact of the project. These stages can be clearly identified in the following table:

The following report describes the activities that took place from October to December 2013. Specifically, the activities 1.5 and 1.6 regarding the design and elaboration of the methodology to track the implementation process and development of the set of indicators and standards used as comparison parameters. These activities were all intended to fulfill the results of Objective 1. 

Three main activities took place: (1) Elaboration of the final Findings Report and a database containing information collected throughout the process; (2) Elaboration of a document containing the methodology to track and evaluate the criminal law system reform; and (3) Public presentation of the Findings Report and the methodology directed to a series of federal and local authorities, international organizations and civil society organizations. 

Moreover, the following report contains the different administrative actions that took place during the period, a brief exposition of the activities carried out during this quarter and its expected results. 

[bookmark: _Toc250977181]PROJECT’S SUMMARY: CONTEXT, GOAL, OBJECTIVE AND BENEFICIARIES 

Despite Mexican authorities have already taken the first steps towards a new criminal justice system, there are still legislative, operational and financial delays, as well as a major cultural resistance to overcome, but overall, there is still an important information gap and, therefore, understanding related to the use of the new tools provided by the reform and their possible benefits towards the protection of human rights and the strengthening of the rule of law. 

Therefore, the main goal of “Justice Collective” is to contribute to the strengthening of the implementation of the criminal justice reform through its socialization and promotion. In this regard, CIDAC has identified three main objectives which seek to create social support for a better implementation of the new criminal justice system: 1) Promote an independent measurement of the implementation process of the new criminal justice system; 2) Develop an outreach campaign to raise awareness and understanding among civil society organizations regarding the implementation of the new criminal justice system, and, 3) Promote, by providing accurate information, the informed participation of civil society organizations in the new criminal justice system implementation process. 

In order to do so, CIDAC will execute several activities seeking to develop capacities regarding access to information, communicate progress and quality of the process and encourage civil society organizations’ participation to identify good practices, obstacles and solutions in the topic. All of these with the purpose of contributing in the decision making process in the implementation and operation of the new criminal system. 

[bookmark: _Toc250977182]SUMMARY OF ACHIEVEMENTS-COLECTIVO JUSTICIA
OCTOBER 1ST 2013- DECEMBER 31ST 2014 

During this period, a series of milestones were achieved in order to complete the methodology to track the implementation process, as well as the definition of indicators and standards. The methodology, indicators and standards constitute a set of adequate tools and instruments that will enable CIDAC and other Civil Society Organizations to find out the degree of advance of the implementation process of the criminal law system reform. 

In order to fulfill one of the annual plan objectives, the final Findings Report was completed. This document contains a description of the degree of advance regarding the implementation and operation process of the new criminal law system.  Simultaneously, another document containing the “Methodology to track and evaluate the implementation and operation process of the new criminal law system” was completed. This document contains the set of indicators and standards used to find out the degree of advance of the implementation process –both in the local and federal range- as well as a brief exposition of the different sources of information that were used and the algorithms and process to evaluate the advance. 

A series of public and private presentations of both documents took place as a way to disseminate and socialize the results and products. One of the private meetings included some of SETEC members, which is the organism in charge of the coordination of the criminal law reform, both in the local and federal governments. Another private presentation was directed to a group of USAID officials. Finally, the third presentation was intended to present the project’s results to a wide public, which included civil society organizations specialized in the matter, federal and local authorities, USAID members and criminal law specialists. 

Regarding the building of alliances in order to provide more support to the project Justice Collective, CIDAC participated in several meetings and events with civil society organizations and federal authorities. Specifically, a meeting was held with members of the Oral Trials Network in order to discuss the topics and activities in which each of the assistant organizations were working. On the other hand, in order to strengthen the bonding with the authority, CIDAC signed the Citizen Declaration in favor of the New Criminal Law System, which was launched by the Minister of Interior. 

Regarding administrative matters, during the reported period several weekly meetings were held in order to discuss the advance and possible delays of programmed activities. Moreover, a detailed register of the project was elaborated. This register contains, reports of worked hours,  achieved objectives, administrative actions, coordination, salaries and the overall planning and organization of events.

In order to fulfill Activity 1.5 Create a Findings Report and a database with the information gathered, CIDAC executed the following actions: 

Taking into account the meetings held in previous months, in which the methodology was examined and a series of observations and suggestions from different civil society organizations were gathered, a final revision of the attributes and standards took place. This was done in order to improve the methodology’s indicators that would enable an adequate tracking of the implementation and operation process of the new criminal system.  
The research of complementary information regarding the federal institutions continued. The total amount of information was analyzed and classified. This analysis included only twelve states, those in which the system has been operating for at least 1 year (Baja California, Chihuahua, Durango, Morelos, Estado de México, Guanajuato, Yucatán, Tabasco, Chiapas, Oaxaca, Zacatecas y Nuevo León). The aspects that were analyzed included information technologies, infrastructure and equipment, institutional reorganization and capacitation. 

The Findings Report includes a series of relevant facts regarding the process of organizational adaptation experienced by institutions operating the new criminal law system. Moreover, the document contains the results of the analysis of those states’ criminal law codes, penitentiary codes and alternative justice codes. Regarding the conditions which enable each state to build the necessary foundations of an adequate criminal system, the document includes a set of findings related to the performance of political organizations in charge of coordinating the process, their technical wings, as well as their implementation plans and their financial resources, among other aspects. 

Another important activity consisted in the finalization of the set of indicators and standards used to elaborate the Findings Report. This activity was only possible due to the series of meetings with a group of experts that were held previously. It is worth mentioning that not all indicators were used due to the amount of information received by the authorities, and therefore available. However, the tracking and collection of information is a permanent activity, which will surely enable CIDAC to use all the indicators in the future.

Finally, all information collected was classified and organized by state and topic in order to facilitate its quick localization. This was made with the intent of creating a database that will be available online in order to promote further analysis and its use as a free and easy source of information for any person. 

1.6 Dissemination of indicators, standards and methodology designed for civil society organizations to use.

Once both documents (Findings Report and Methodology) were finished, CIDAC presented both products to the public on November 2013. First of all, it was of utmost importance to inform public opinion and authorities about the current state of the process, particularly because recently, Mexican Congress approved greater financial resources for the criminal law reform implementation. Counting with more resources will benefit the progress of the reform only if the new actions are based in an objective and real diagnosis of the current situation of the states and the federal government. If it is not done this way, there is a high risk of keeping the inertia of the previous years and achieve few results as it has occurred. Secondly, there is little time left until June 2016 –the reform due date- so more information available will raise the probability of authorities and citizens being able to take better actions in order to support the implementation process. 

Therefore, the project Justice Collective organized an event on November 28th, 2013. The purpose of the event was to contribute to the betterment of the criminal law system services in the country through the generation of good quality information that may enable the proposal of adequate policy actions. As previously mentioned, during the event two documents were presented “Methodology to track and evaluate the implementation and operation of the new criminal law system” and “The Findings Report to track and evaluate the implementation and operation of the new criminal law system”. 

The audience of the event consisted of 54 members of national civil society organizations, local and federal authorities, academics, experts, members of international cooperation organizations and media. The event lasted around 4 hours; the agenda is available in the Annex of this Quarterly Report. The event included the presence of Ana María Morales Pellard from Citizens Peace Foundation based in Chile, and German C. Garavano, General Attorney of Buenos Aires. Both of them shared their experiences in processes of institutional transformation that took place in their respective countries. The experiences transmitted by these international experts allowed Mexican civil society and authorities to get a picture of how alliances and cooperation between these main key stakeholders is made possible.

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Additionally, CIDAC presented the documents two more times. These private presentations were performed during meetings held with SETEC members –in charge of the coordination of the implementation process- and members of USAID. Regarding the reunion with SETEC, the purpose of the presentation of the project was to show CIDAC’s work and to strengthen the collaboration between both institutions. This collaboration can enable integrated and planned joint actions that may contribute to overcome opportunity areas of the implementation process.

On the other hand, the second presentation of the project was held during a meeting with a group of USAID members. The purpose of this presentation was to show the results achieved by the project and the methodology and the main milestones of the process. Both meetings were successful and both institutions were glad to know the results of the project. 

Finally, CIDAC was invited to be a part of the Citizen’s Declaration in favor of the New Criminal Law System, which took place on December 19th 2013. This declaration included other 12 civil society organizations specialized on justice topics. The signing of this declaration took place in a public meeting in the office of the Ministry of Interior. This document was presented as an instrument to support the implementation and operation process of the new criminal law system and to be used as a tool to assure communication between citizens and SETEC.

The ultimate purpose of these actions consists in achieving better results in the reform process through the generation of good quality information from the analysis of the implementation and operation process of the new criminal law system.

During the first year of the project, several actions took place in order to present a clear and comprehensible image of the current situation of the implementation process. Specially, the purpose was to find out the quality of the advances that will develop into a series of expected benefits. These series of activities were concluded successfully on November 2013. 

Regarding the previous, CIDAC included at the end of the Findings Report, a series of suggestions and recommendations seeking to contribute to the improvement of the implementation process. Those general and concrete proposals were intended to provide authorities, in charge of the reform, useful information concerning some opportunity areas identified by CIDAC. 

During the first stage of the project (March-June) a series of instruments were elaborated in order to find out the degree of advance of the implementation process. Since November 2013, CIDAC made the Methodology available for all of civil society organizations and the public in general. Currently, the Findings Report and the Methodology are both available online. 

By the time this Quarterly Report was being written, the project’s advance was going as expected. Therefore, during January and February 2014 most of the efforts will be directed to disseminate and socialize both the Findings Report as well as the Methodology. This socialization work is expected to take place in local states through civil society organizations and media.

SUMMARY OF FINDINGS AND METHODOLOGY

Since the Constitutional reform was approved, Congress has allocated a total amount of MXN 2, 268, 852, 538 for aiding states into implementing the criminal reform, with the purpose of having the new criminal justice system completely in force within a deadline of eight years. Five years later, there is not even a unanimous decision as to how to quantify the progress and results of this implementation. 
This is why the Center of Research for Development (CIDAC) has elaborated a report that summarizes findings about the progress in the criminal reform’s implementation as well as an independent, objective, homogenous and adequate methodology that aims to assess the state of local and federal levels in regards to the Criminal Justice System’s implementation and operation.

FINDINGS
There is a clear lack of homogenous criteria that is shared by operating institutions at local and federal levels to measure and monitor the implementation as well as the operation of the accusatory criminal justice system.
• The lack of full, comparable and updated information hinders a type of decision-making that will guarantee the optimal use of financial resources as to back-up the implementation process. 
•The implementation plans are seldom used or non-existent documents that were elaborated after implementing the criminal reform.
•The transitory articles of the approved codes do not comply with the reality of the institutions, that is to say, they are not based in a systematic, broad and detailed knowledge of the real situation of each criminal justice system, of the challenges it must face as well as the projection of its needs.
•The institutions are implementing the criminal justice system at different paces, with different standards of quality, which creates an asymmetry both in the implementation as well as the operation processes.
• Regarding the operation, the criminal procedures mildly adopted all of the principles of the accusatory criminal system.
•There is no homogeneity regarding the alternative justice mechanisms in criminal matters.
•Regarding the execution of criminal sanctions, there is a lack of acknowledgement of the principles of the accusatory model on the hearings with a judge.
• There needs to be monitoring and assessment systems that are both homogenous and shared, as a well as a strengthening of the integral plans and an improvement in the institutional coordination mechanisms.
• “Mirror” work staff that are in operating institutions, processing the causes of both the previous as well as the current systems.
• There is no available information for the general population in 11 states regarding the implementation process that is presented in an ordered manner, using accountability schemes aimed at public officers working at security and justice procurement institutions.

METHODOLOGY
This document provides the findings of the assessment on the following aspects: 1) implementation conditions, 2) enablers of results.

1) CONDITIONS
Necessary and sufficient circumstances that should be provided in each criminal justice system institution during the implementation process in order to provide good institutional and systemic performances:
Process planning
As for the National Security Commission (formerly known as the Secretariat of Federal Public Security), there are no documents that shed some light on the implementation process of the criminal reform. The Federal Attorney’s Office (PGR) established the “Unity for Implementing the Accusatory Criminal Justice System” in April of 2012. The institution gave some signs of starting to implement the reform almost four years after what happened with the Constitutional reform. As of now, there are no plans or information regarding what this authority is making to implement the accusatory justice system.

Institutional symmetry
In the state level, the judiciary powers present the greater progress, way ahead of General Attorney’s Offices. Generally, there has been little attention to the adjustments that the public institution institutions need, despite that they’re an essential key for the system’s proper functioning. Although the Public Defender’s Offices are the institutions with the higher gaps to achieve its institutional strengthening, only in a few cases have they received the necessary support to face their shortcomings.

Implementation pacing
As this report was elaborated, the new criminal justice system has been implemented in 16 of the 32 Mexican states. It fully operates in three: Chihuahua, State of Mexico and Morelos, and partially – per crime or territory – in 13: Guanajuato, Zacatecas, Durango, Baja California, Oaxaca, Yucatán, Nuevo León, Tabasco, Chiapas, Puebla, Veracruz, Coahuila and Tamaulipas. Only two out of the 16 states that operate have chosen for an implementation strategy different than the rest: Nuevo León chose to do it per crime, starting from minor offences, and Chiapas chose to it in a combined way, per crime and per territory. Of the 16 states, only Chihuahua and the State of Mexico didn’t delay the original deadline for the operation.

Civil society
It was evident that the human rights and security are priority issues in the interests of the organized civil society. The latter is an absent stakeholder in 70% of the coordination political structure. Out of 72 identified organizations, only 27 are focused on the study and monitoring of the criminal reform from different perspectives and 22 of them are located within Mexico City. It is worth asking why if the transformation of the criminal justice system is a national matter, the interest in the subject seems to be concentrated in the capital of the country.

Financial and budgetary resources
Regarding the criminal reform, the justice sector is defined as the expenses incurred to both the state General Attorney’s Offices (PGJ) as well as the local criminal courts or judiciary powers (TSJ).

Percentage variation of PGJ (CGPGJ) for 2010-2013
On average, the variation rate for the budget allocated for justice procurement is 27.4%. 12 states have a higher average, that is to say, one out of every three has had a higher increase. Two out of every three state General Attorney’s Offices have had increases lower than 27.3% - or even decreases – in the analyzed period. Another relevant data is that in only five states there have been increases higher than 50%.

Percentage variation of TSJ (CGTSJ) for 2010-2013
Yucatán is the state that has the highest increase (80%) in the budget that is allocated in administering and procuring justice. It is remarkable that Yucatán and Nuevo León are both the states where a higher percentage increase was observed both in the budget that is allocated for justice procurement as well as the jurisdictional institutions. The states that have observed increases or even decreases are only two: Durango and Chiapas; in the rest of the states there have been increases ranging from 7.9% to 80%. On average the variation has been of 30.1%, which is slightly larger when comparing it to the increase of justice procurement institutions.

Percentage variation of the average expenditure of PGJ and TSJ compared to the total budget of the state (CGT) for 2010-2013
Chihuahua is the state that allocates the most resources for justice procurement, allocating 5.2% of its annual budget during the analyzed time period. On the other hand, Mexico City stands out as the state that provides the most resources to the Justice Tribunal, with 2.7%.

2) ENABLERS OF RESULTS
(Essential aspects for the operability of the accusatory system). For the presentation of the current situation of enablers, it was decided to restrict the revision to those states that have been operating the new criminal justice system for a year or more:
 •Institutions have no information for monitoring the implementation
• There is no unity between the number of assistants to training courses to the number of trained public officers.
 • There are no standards for administrative staff.
• The training does not involve all operators
•There is no evidence of an effective and homogenous operation on the professional career service
• There is no typology positioned for the Public Prosecutor’s Office, public ministries, evidence vaults and forensic services.

Structures and management models adapted for the accusatory system
Within the context of transition towards the accusatory system, the justice procurement institutions have consisted of Federal Attorney’s or Public Prosecutor’s Offices.

Restorative justice
Only Baja California, Chihuahua, Morelos and Zacatecas limit the functions of alternative justice of the Judicial Power to civic, familiar or commercial matters and provide exclusivity on criminal matters to the Federal Attorney’s Offices
Specialized victim service. Nuevo León is a remarkable case in this matter, since it has an “attention, support and victim protection system as well as those affected by crimes system”.

Legal framework
 • Differences in the adoption of the principles of the accusatory criminal process
• Heterogeneity in the mechanisms of alternative justice as well as its venue
• Execution laws that do not contemplate other measures than prison
• Lack of principles of the accusatory model in the execution of criminal sanctions.
Using the methodology developed by CIDAC, a ranking of Mexican states was made according to the progress and quality of the criminal reform’s implementation process in order to observe what place each one of them had.

 It can be seen that Chihuahua, Nuevo León, Baja California, Tabasco, Yucatán and Guanajuato are the states with a higher development in the process and which have had a better quality than the rest. On the other hand, Guerrero, Querétaro, Tlaxcala, the State of Mexico, Jalisco and Zacatecas are the ones that exhibit the least amount of progress when compared with the rest of the states, presenting major areas of opportunity.





4. Survey
