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I. Project Summary 

1. Key Achievements:  
 There are 18 scholars on the Distinguished List (cumulative GPA 3.50 or above). 
 There are 10 scholars on the Honors List (cumulative GPA between 3.20 and 

3.49).  
 

II. Detailed Progress:  

A. Advising and Registration:  

Currently 61 scholars from the USP V are registered and attending classes for Fall 2015 
with full time loads. All scholars have been in regular contact with  theirUSP coordinators 
and have been receiving proper advice and direction. Two new scholars were recuited 
to join the problem. All criteria and eligibility for selection was duly considered. 

 

B. Monitoring of Scholars: 

A plan has been devised for the monitoring of scholars in order to ensure that they will 

maintain good academic standing and graduate on time.  This plan is made up of 

multiple stakeholders who are working with the scholars in order to ensure their well 

being.  

 
a. OCE   

The Outreach and Civic Engagement at the Lebanese American University, headed by 

the Assistant Vice President oversees the execution of the program and ensures 

successful implementation, supervises orientation, enrichment activities, and media 

coverage, and works closely with academic coordinators on USP curricular progress.  

 

b. Student mentors:   

Each scholar has been assigned a student mentor whose main job is to make sure that 

the scholar is doing well scholastically and that he/she is not facing any problem. The 

student mentor is a junior or senior student of the same major who has demonstrated 

leadership skills. He/she helps the scholar in  issues related to his/her every day life: 

dorms and adjustment on campus. Refer to Appendix 1. 

 

c. Academic coordinators 

 Since USP V scholars do not have a designated academic advisors, these students have 

 been followed up closely by the USP academic coordinators.  For reporting and tracking 



 students’ performance, direct contact with each of  these students’ classroom 

 professors has been established. 

 
 
 

d. Student support/tutoring:   

Whenever deemed necessary, USP scholars receive support and tutoring from LAU 

student support centers such as the Cooperative Learning Center,  the Writing Center, 

and the Academic Computer Center in addition to  the counselors  and professional 

career and academic advising coordinators in the Deans of Students’ Offices in both 

Byblos and Beirut. 

 

e. Academic Progress:  

 In August 2015 Summer II semester came to an end and by then the instructors had sent 

 two progress reports for Summer I and two progress reports for Summer II 2015.  The 

 reports were studied and, when needed, proper advisory action was taken. The reports 

 demonstrated that the USP V scholars are performing well and progressing normally.  

 

 Out of the 59 scholars, 50 scholars registered courses in Summer I 2015; and 4 scholars 

 registered courses in Summer II 2015. It is important to note that out of these 59 

 students, and as of the end of Summer II 2015 semester, 6 scholars have a major GPA of 

 4.0, 34 scholars have a major GPA between 3.0 and 3.99, 13 scholars have a major GPA 

 between 2.0 and 2.99, 6 scholars have no major GPA, 37 scholars have a cumulative GPA 

 between 3.0 and 3.99; 22 scholars have a cumulative GPA between 2.0 and 2.99; 

 Moreover, it is important to note that no one has a cumulative GPA or major GPA below
