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INTRODUCTION 

Freight transport activities is a complex of works and services associated with the preparation, 

organization and performance of the transport of goods, including freight forwarding, technical 

maintenance of the rolling stock, etc. 

One of the most important factors that influence the development of the international transport 

of goods is the dynamics of the foreign economic activity of a state. International trade has a 

leading place in the world economic relations. International trade exchange is both a 

prerequisite and a consequence of the international division of labor, is an important factor in 

the formation and functioning of the world economy. In its historical evolution it passed from 

one-border transactions to long-term large-scale economic and trade cooperation. 

One of the major exports of the Republic of Moldova is fresh fruits and vegetables. Such goods 

are classified as perishable. Their transport, especially over long distances, requires specialized 

vehicles, which will be able to provide not only a quick and timely delivery, but maintenance of 

microclimate during transport in the cargo compartment conducive to allow improved safety of 

goods.  

The freight forwarding enterprises, regardless of the form of ownership, to operate successfully 

in the transport market, shall be provided with high level of quality of transport service for 

customers, efficiency of transport and proper competitive transport services. 

The increase in the efficiency of the use of transport means in the transport of goods in the 

international traffic mainly depends on the proper organization of the transportation process, 

which involves: 

 reduction of the time of idle of motor vehicles during loading and unloading the goods at the 

expense of the preparation and strict adherence to the delivery schedules and work of motor 

vehicles, creation of access roads and areas for manoeuvring trucks, preliminary preparation 

of goods, etc. 

 proper placement and fixing of goods in the body that provides even weight distribution on 

the chassis of the vehicle and easy handling; 

 optimal traffic conditions of motor vehicles in the relevant sections of the road taking into 

account the condition of the road surface, visibility, traffic and other factors in strict 

compliance with the Traffic Rules and drivers' knowledge of basic technical characteristics 

and rules of operation of various brands of road transport vehicles for the transport of the 

corresponding goods; 

 the transportation of goods shall be made by the rational route planning given the shortest 

distances, running conditions on each step of the way, ensuring the load of motor vehicles in 

both directions. 

The quality of transport services for customers usually mean completeness, speed, timeliness or 

uniformity of delivery and safety of goods, transport safety, as well as complexity, availability 

and culture of service for transport users. 

All this determines the relevance of this study. 
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The aim of this work is to develop recommendations to address barriers to the development of 

export of fresh fruits and vegetables in the Republic of Moldova. 

To achieve this goal, this paper aims to solve the following issues: 

 to analyze the freight transport capabilities of Moldova, able to provide these services; 

 to examine the legal issues related to the transport of goods in international traffic; 

 to analyze the existing practice of delivery of fresh fruits and vegetables for export from the 

Republic of Moldova; 

 to investigate the state and schemes of doing business in international transport of goods in the 

Republic of Moldova; 

 to calculate the costs and prices of export transportation of fruits and vegetables in the main 

directions; 

 to identify the main obstacles to the development of export transport of fresh fruits and 

vegetables in the Republic of Moldova. 

 

The object of research in this paper are mainly the transport companies transporting goods in 

international traffic, as well as conditions of the transport business in the Republic of Moldova. 

In this study, interviews were conducted with the following respondents: 

 Representatives of 13 transport companies owned refrigerators: 

 3 small (up to 5 refrigerators); 

 8 medium (from 6 to 15 refrigerators), of which 3 companies provide freight forwarding 

services as well; 

 2 large (over 15 refrigerators), of which 1 company has 40 leased refrigerators.  

 Representatives of a logistic company. 

 Two owners of vehicles, of which 1 is owner of refrigeration truck that to get documents 

(authorizations, TIR Carnets, etc.) recorded with a company a truck – it leased, but in fact 

renders transport services alone, is looking alone for loads and also is truck driver. 

 Representatives of the state company "Calea Ferată a Moldovei". 

 Representatives of the AITA. 

 Representatives of the Ministry of Agriculture and Food Industry of the Republic of Moldova." 

 Representatives of two firms exporting fresh agricultural products. 

 Three farmers growing perishable fruits and vegetables. 

 Representative of an air carrier 

Also sources of information were: 

 “VARO-inform” database 
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  “KOMPASS” database 

 Internet resources 

The results of interviews with them served as the main source of the information provided 

below. 
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1. BACKGROUND 

1.1. Freight road transport capabilities of the Republic of Moldova for the 
export of fresh fruits and vegetables 

Fresh fruits and vegetables are one of the major exports of the Republic of Moldova. By their 

physical properties, these goods are perishable that is, requiring strict compliance with 

temperature-controlled or complete freeze in transit. 

For the transport of fruits and vegetables different rolling stock can be used. The types of trucks 

used to the transportation of fresh products, are given in Appendix 1. 

All roar carriers of Moldova, carrying out international transportation of goods, are members of 

the International Association of Road Hauliers of Moldova (AITA). 

As of January 1, 2013 the AITA membership comprises 446 firms, which have registered over 

6,199 trucks with a carrying capacity of over 20 tons. Of the total number of vehicles of 5,375 

(86.7%) are tractors with semitrailers and 824 (13.3%) are motor vehicles with trailers. The 

distribution of vehicles by their design is shown in Figure 1. 

By body type vehicles engaged in international transport of goods, are distributed as follows 

(Figure 2): 

 universal vehicles with sides and awning covering – 4,751 (76.6 %); 

 refrigerated vehicles – 1,381 (22.3 %); 

 others (tankers, container trucks, car transporters, etc.)– 67 (1.1 %).

For the transport of fresh fruits and vegetables refrigerated rolling stock is primarily used, but 

some agricultural products (e.g., apples), under favorable weather conditions can be transported 

using universal road trains. 

More than half of all transport companies (283 firms) engaged in international transport of 

goods, have refrigerated rolling stock. By the number of refrigerators these firms can be ranked 

as follows (Figure 3): 

 up to 5 units - 204 firms; 

 6 to 15 units - 65 firms; 

 more than 15 units - 14 firms.

The full list of transport companies with refrigerated rolling stock and able to carry out 

international transport of goods is given in Appendix 2. 

The transportation capabilities of the rolling stock able to perform export transportation of 

fruits and vegetables from the Republic of Moldova are much higher than the demand for these 

transportation services. 
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1.2. Freight railway transport capabilities of the Republic of Moldova for the 
export of fresh fruits and vegetables 

The railway refrigerated car is a covered universal car, designed to transport perishable goods 

(Figure 4). To comply with the conditions under which goods could not be exposed to harmful, 

chemical, physical and biological factors, such machines are equipped with refrigeration 

installations.

At present the Moldovan Railways have their own fleet of 30 refrigeration sections with a load 

capacity of up to 50 tons. Technologically the refrigerated unit consists of 4 and 5 cars 

refrigeration sections fuelled and able to maintain a temperature range from -20 to + 25oC. 

In addition refrigerated cars of Ukrainian and Polish railways, bringing imports from their 

countries, and, in principle, capable of export of Moldovan goods to their countries, if necessary, 

can run on the Moldovan railways. 

Fruits and vegetables can also be exported not only in refrigerated cars, but in covered cars with 

insulated body (CCIB) are cars transformed from freight cars into refrigerated cars. They are 

intended for the transportation of thermally prepared perishable goods in need of protection 

from adverse effects of the atmosphere. This type of car has no refrigeration installations, the 

temperature of the goods transported is maintained due to the thermal insulation of the car, and 

the stock of heat during loading. 

Covered cars without insulation are used in summer for short distances (less than 600 km) 

transportation of transportable fruits and vegetables that can ripen in way (for example, green 

and brown tomatoes), and in autumn for transportation of vegetables and potatoes at a 

temperature in way of at least -2°C and continuous ventilation through open hatches. 

Since 2006, the amount of railway refrigeration transportation decreased. The main reason was 

the increasing rates, the wear of the rolling safety and low product safety. As a whole in present 

the railway refrigeration transportation are much behind the refrigeration transportation by 

motor vehicles both by transportation rates and the speed of delivery, and the flexibility of 

loading products. If the motor vehicle can provide the loading of goods directly from fields, for 

loading into railway cars the overload from motor vehicles that deliver the goods from fields and 

places of sorting to the railway stations, are required and this leads to loss of time and cargo 

safety. 
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1.3. Logistics companies and freight forwarding agencies 

The freight forwarding and logistics services can be classified as a Pyramid of services, where 

each level includes an underlying function, plus its inherent functions (Figure 5). 

In Moldova, there are few companies that position themselves as logistics companies, but do not 

fulfil all the necessary logistics functions, and the area of neoligistcs is rather a theoretical 

approach in the logistics of future. 

Providers of export services of fruits and vegetables are directly firms that have at their disposal 

refrigerated cars (the list of companies is given in the Appendix 2), as well as transport logistics 

company with or without required motor vehicles, but having the opportunity to organize 

transportation by various types of transport, customs clearance and freight forwarding services. 

The list of logistics companies and freight forwarders is given in Appendix 3 and Appendix 4.

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2. LEGAL ISSUES 

2.1. Activities of international organizations in the field of road transport 

Today, there are more than 40 governmental and non-governmental organizations, which in one 

way or another deal with issues of road transport and international road carriage in the world. 

The most important for the development of international road carriage is the activity of: 

- The United Nations Economic Commission for Europe Inland Transport Committee; 

- European Conference of Ministers of Transport; 

- International Road Transport Union; 

- International Federation of Freight Forwarders Associations 

- Coordination Transport Meeting of the Ministers of Transport of CIS countries. 

The United Nations Economic Commission for Europe Inland Transport Committee 

(UNECE ITC) is one of the most effective bodies of the European Economic Commission. It was 

established in 1948 as an intergovernmental body, and during the first years of its activity it had 

to take urgent measures to address transport issues, arising in Europe in connection with the 

end of World War II. 

At the same time, the UNECE ITC from the beginning of its activity took up a number of other 

issues, intended for a longer period. Currently, the Committee is an advisory body, within which 

international agreements are concluded and international recommendations are developed. 

Being an advisory body, the UNECE ITC: 

- requests and summarizes the opinions of international transport organizations on issues which are 

within their jurisdiction, and establishes cooperation with these organizations under the terms 

agreed with them; 

- explores the coordination of various types of international inland transport and develops 

recommendations on taking measures in this regard; 

- gives recommendations that may help eliminate discriminatory activities and unnecessary 

restrictions in the field of European inland international transport; 

- provides exchange of information between governments on all issues which fall within its 

competence; 

- collects existing documentation and contributes to the unification and development of statistics and 

documentation; 

- studies the problems of international European transport and based on the results of this study 

develops specific actions to address these problems; 

- gives recommendations for revision of the existing European conventions and agreements in the 

field of European inland transport, and the conclusions of new conventions and agreements; 
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- brings the issues related to inland transport, which can have a direct impact on overall economy in 

Europe, to the ECE’s attention; 

- provides the ECE with the conclusions on the issues of European inland transport. 

With the active participation and assistance of international non-governmental organizations the 

UNECE ITC has developed a number of conventions, agreements, recommendations and 

standards, not only to facilitate international transport, but also to harmonize and improve the 

national recommendations. 

The UNECE ITC has developed about 40 international conventions and agreements and more 

than 50 uniform regulations (rules) on vehicle construction in the field of road transport alone. 

In addition, with the participation of the UNECE ITC, a system of compulsory civil liability 

insurance of owners of motor vehicles for damage ("green card" system) has been developed. 

Practically all the issues are reflected in the activity of the UNECE ITC, without which it would be 

impossible to organize international vehicle traffic and freight and passenger transportation. 

Regulatory documents, developed and adopted within the UNECE ITC, are considered 

when signing bilateral intergovernmental agreements on international road transport, on 

international freight and passenger transportation, specifying more particularly all the issues 

related to the organization and implementation of this transportation. 

The European Conference of Ministers of Transport (ECMT) was established by the 

International Convention on the West European transport, signed in October 1953 in Brussels 

(Belgium). ECMT’s objectives are: 

- to take measures for the effective and efficient use and development of the European inland 

transport of international significance; 

- to coordinate the activity of international organizations involved in European inland 

transport taking into account the activity of national bodies of the countries which are 

members of international organizations. 

Subjects addressed by the ECMT include: 

 general directions of transport policy; 

 investments in this sector; 

 infrastructure needs;  

 specific aspects of the development of rail, road and water transport; 

 issues of combined transport; 

 urban transport;  

 traffic and road safety rules, signs and signals; 

 access to transport of persons with reduced mobility; 

 future use of new technologies; 

 environmental protection; 
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 integration of Central and Eastern Europe countries into the European transport market. 

The International Road Transport Union (IRU) was founded in March 1948 in Geneva 

(Switzerland) at the initiative of road and road transport associations of Belgium, Denmark, 

France, the United Kingdom, Norway, the Netherlands, Sweden and Switzerland. 

In 1998, the IRU Communication Committee was established with CIS countries. The main 

purpose of the Committee is to develop within the CIS countries coordinated approaches to 

solving problems in the field of road transport taking into account the European integration, as 

well as the economic interests of road carriers of CIS countries. 

The IRU takes measures to investigate and solve all the problems associated with road transport, 

develops harmonization and regulation simplification issues related to traffic, customs 

formalities, transport contracts, road safety, etc. 

The IRU is working on the study and search of practical solutions to the problems on such 

aspects of international road transport, as crossing state borders, the liberalization of the 

licensing system, the reduction or complete elimination of taxes and fees, improvement of the 

quality of customer service, work-rest schedule of drivers engaged in international transport, 

and others. 

The IRU coordinates and supports national activities on the development of national and 

international road transport, represents all its members before international and national 

governmental and non-governmental bodies involved in the road transport activity as well as 

with their consent before governmental authorities of separate countries. 

By the order of the UNECE ITC the International Road Transport Union is the body responsible 

for the operation of the TIR system in international transport within the limits established by the 

Customs Convention on the International Transport of Goods under Cover of TIR Carnets. 

The IRU also deals with practical application of the Convention on the Contract for the 

International Carriage of Goods by Road (CMR), takes an active part in the development of 

conventions and agreements related to the issues of road transport, within the working bodies of 

the UNECE ITC. 

The International Federation of Freight Forwarders Associations (FIATA) was founded on 

May 31, 1926 in Vienna (Austria) as the union of professional organizations. The founders of 

FIATA were international forwarding associations of 16 European countries. 

FIATA is non-governmental, non-profit organization. It is an association of international 

forwarding organizations, expresses and protects the interests of the 40 thousand of 

international forwarding companies. Currently, FIATA unites international forwarders from 144 

countries of the world.FIATA is the largest non-governmental international structure in the field 

of cargo transportation, international trade and their forwarding services. 

The main purpose of FIATA is to promote the development of international forwarding activity 

and to protect the interests of forwarders. 

The main activities of FIATA are: 

- to unite the members of forwarding process in a single global professional organization; 
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- to promote the establishment and development of the forwarding industry of world 

economy, to represent and protect the interests of international forwarders through 

participation in meetings, conferences, etc. in international bodies and organizations related 

to the transport and forwarding sectors of activity; 

- to improve the quality of forwarding services, in particular by developing and introducing  

unified forwarding documents and standard forwarding conditions; 

- to take measures to improve the efficiency of cargo transportation in general; 

- to promote professional training of forwarding personnel; 

- to conduct professional congresses and conferences, forums and workshops; 

- to create a positive image of the forwarder and forwarding profession in the world 

community and international business community by carrying out appropriate international 

and national actions. 

Coordination Transport Meeting of Transport Ministers of the CIS (CTM) was established in 

1991 to address issues of interaction and development of a common transport policy within the 

CIS. 

The CTM has been assigned with the following tasks: 

- to form a single transport space: 

- to elaborate the concept of establishing a coordinated tariff policy for transport; 

- to develop and implement the programs of joint use of transport infrastructures; 

- to elaborate the concept of transport development on the basis of the forecast demands in 

transport services, investment policy; 

- to develop legislative acts, standards and norms that determine the way of functioning of all 

modes of transport, regardless of ownership, on the territory of CIS countries; 

- to create legal, economic and organizational conditions for fair competition and mutual 

investments; 

- to form and implement within the road-and-transport system a common scientific and 

technical policy, including in the field of environment and road safety; 

- to render assistance to vehicles and crews of these vehicles; 

- to examine and solve a number of other issues in the field of transport which are common for 

all Contracting Parties. 

At its sessions, the CTM examines the issues on road, air, sea, inland water transport and road 

facilities. 

Within the CTM of CIS member-states, industry Councils in the field of road, sea, inland water 

transport, road facilities are established: 

1. Council for aviation and aerospace; 

2. Council of public road administrations and international road carriers associations; 
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3. Council of public administrations of sea transport; 

4. Council of public administrations of inland water transport; 

5. Interstate council of road builders 

Industry interstate Councils are empowered to address the current issues of transport policy, 

which, if necessary, are brought for consideration at the CTM’s session. 

The main tasks of the Council of public road administrations and international road carriers 

associations are: 

- development of the provisions on technical assistance, maintenance, fuelling of rolling stock; 

- preparation of the proposals related to the streamlining of border crossing procedures and 

downtime reduction; 

- harmonization of the requirements for professional training of managers and drivers for 

international transportation; 

- information support to vehicle driving bodies in CIS countries; 

- scientific and technical and business cooperation in the field of motor transport; 

- harmonization of the tariff policy for motor transport. 

The main role of international organizations in the field of motor transport is the harmonization 

of the conditions and requirements of the international road transport of goods. 

2.2. Main international agreements in the field of road transport of goods 

International transport means transport carried out between countries and related to crossing 

the state border. In this regard, the organization of transport of goods has significant features in 

international traffic. 

The basis for regulating international transport is multilateral conventions and bilateral 

intergovernmental agreements. 

International conventions are designed to establish uniform requirements for the 

implementation of the various aspects of international road transport of goods for carriers of all 

countries. 

The most important of these are: 

- Customs Convention on the International Transport of Goods (TIR), which is designed to 

simplify customs procedures when crossing borders of different countries and provide 

customs guarantees; 

- Convention on the Contract for the International Carriage of Goods by Road (CMR) defining 

the carrier's responsibility for the safety of the goods; 

- European Agreement concerning the Work of Crews of Vehicles Engaged in International 

Road Transport (AETR) regulates uniform requirements for car drivers’ work-and-rest 

schedule; 
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- Agreement on the International Carriage of Perishable Foodstuffs and on the Special 

Equipment to be Used for such Carriage (ATP). 

Convention on the International Transport of Goods under Cover of TIR Carnets is one of the 

most effective international transport conventions and the global system of customs transit. The 

basic principles of the TIR system are: 

- recognition by the customs authorities of each of the parties of the Convention of the 

competence of customs authorities of all other countries; 

- a well built system of guarantees of damage compensation in case of violation of customs 

regulations acting in each country; 

- uniform requirements for the construction of the bodies and containers to prevent 

penetration in the load compartment after affixing customs seals; 

- general conditions for the admission of companies and vehicles to work in the TIR system. 

A guaranteeing association of the Convention in the Republic of Moldova is International 

Association of Road Hauliers of Moldova (AITA). 

In order to ensure the safety of transport, the Convention establishes that the goods must be 

carried in containers or load compartments of vehicles constructed in such a manner that no 

goods can be removed from or introduced into, the sealed part of the vehicle without leaving 

obvious traces of tampering the load compartment of the vehicle, container or without breaking 

the customs seal. In order to comply with this requirement, the Convention establishes the 

standards for construction and approval procedures. Goods may be carried under the TIR 

procedure only if the load compartment of the vehicle or container has undergone the approval 

procedure in accordance with the provisions of the Convention. If the container or load 

compartment of the vehicle meets all requirements, the relevant national authority will issue a 

Certificate of approval of a road vehicle or container for the transport of goods under Customs 

seal. 

TIR Carnet, which accompanies the goods when carrying out each transport under the 

Convention, is designed to facilitate the crossing of customs borders, as the cargo transported by 

road wit the TIR Carnet is generally exempt from customs inspection at intermediate customs 

posts and is a guarantee to the customs authorities. The TIR system principles allow, on one 

hand, providing benefits to carriers, on the other hand, ensuring the customs security and 

guarantees. Currently, 64 countries of the world work under the Convention, 

The Convention on the Contract for the International Carriage of Goods by Road (CMR) 

establishes the liability of the members of the transport process (sender and carrier). For 

international road transport, the major shipping document is the consignment note (CMR 

consignment note), which is also a confirmation of the contract of carriage. At the same time, the 

CMR consignment note is the guarantee of carrier’s liability for the safety of goods. 

The Convention states: “The consignment note shall be prima facie evidence (in the absence of 

proof to the contrary) of the making of the contract of carriage, the conditions of the contract and 

the receipt of the goods by the carrier”. 

Under the Convention, the consignment note shall contain the following particulars: 
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- The date of the consignment note and the place at which it is made out; 

- The name and address of the sender 

- The name and address of the carrier 

- The place and the date of taking over of the goods and the place designated for delivery; 

- The name and address of the consignee; 

- The description in common use of the nature of the goods and the method of packing, and, in 

the case of dangerous goods, their generally recognized description; 

- The number of packages and their special marks and numbers; 

- The gross weight of the goods or their quantity otherwise expressed;  

- Charges relating to the carriage (carriage charges, supplementary charges, customs duties) 

and other charges incurred from the making of the contract to the time of delivery; 

- The requisite instructions for Customs and other formalities; 

- A statement that the carriage is subject, notwithstanding any clause to the contrary, to the 

provisions of CMR Convention. 

Where applicable, the consignment note shall also contain the following particulars:   

- A statement that transshipment is not allowed; 

- The charges which the sender undertakes to pay; 

- The amount of "cash on delivery" charges; 

- A declaration of the value of the goods and the amount representing special interest in 

delivery; 

- The sender's instructions to the carrier regarding insurance of the goods;  

- The agreed time limit within which the carriage is to be carried out;  

- A list of the documents handed to the carrier.  

The parties may enter in the consignment note any other particulars which they may deem 

useful. 

The carrier shall be liable for the total or partial loss of the goods and for damage thereto 

occurring between the time when he takes over the goods and the time of delivery, as well as for 

any delay in delivery. 

The carrier shall, however, be relieved of liability if the loss, damage or delay was caused by the 

wrongful act of the claimant, by the instructions of the claimant given otherwise than as the 

result of a wrongful act on the part of the carrier, by inherent vice of the goods or through 

circumstances which the carrier could not avoid and the consequences of which he was unable 

to prevent. 

The carrier shall not be relieved of liability by reason of the defective condition of the vehicle 

used by him in order to perform the carriage, or by reason of the wrongful act of the person from 

whom he may have hired the vehicle or of the agents or servants of the latter.

The European Agreement concerning the Work of Crews of Vehicles Engaged in 

International Road Transport (AETR) sets standards of work and rest hours of crews of 

vehicles, and the way of controlling their compliance. 

The driving period between any two daily rest periods or between a daily rest period and a 

weekly rest period, hereinafter called “daily driving period”, shall not exceed 9 hours.  It may be 

extended twice in any one week to 10 hours. 

A driver must, after no more than six daily driving periods, take a weekly rest period.  

The weekly rest period may be postponed until the end of the sixth day if the total driving time 

over the 6 days does not exceed the maximum corresponding to 6 daily driving periods. 

The total period of driving in any one fortnight shall not exceed 90 hours. 

After four-and-a-half hours' driving, the driver shall observe a break of at least 45 minutes, 

unless he begins a rest period. 

According to the requirements of the Agreement, the control over the compliance with the work-

and-rest schedule of drivers of international communications is carried out by means of 

tachographs. 

A tachograph is a special device fitted to a vehicle that automatically records its speed and 

distance in real time. Vehicles without a tachograph or fitted with a defective tachograph are not 

allowed for international transport. 

Since 2002, the European Union countries started implementing the European digital 

tachograph system (EDTS). Since 2010 installation of tachographs is mandatory for vehicles. 

The main advantages of using the digital tachograph are: 

 protection against unauthorized access; 

 work with electronic maps; 

 the possibility of to print or display data; 

 the driver’s possibility to enter some data manually; 

 storage of information recorded in the last 365 working days. 

 The tachograph and the electronic maps record the following data: 

 Concerning the vehicle: registration number and identification number; 

 Concerning the tachograph: number of the device, the manufacturer, dysfunctions; 

 Concerning the driver: the surname, name and driver's license number; 

 Concerning driving: mileage, speed, travel time (if the driver did not connect tachograph 

cards and starts to go, the data will be recorded only in the on-board computer); 

 Concerning other activities of the driver: rest time, presence at the workplace and the work 

can be recorded manually in real time. 

If the driver fails to submit necessary data to the inspecting officer, this shall be regarded as a 

gross violation of the Agreement, for which the carrier shall be subjected to a large monetary 
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penalty; the carrier shall be also fined for the violation of the established work-and-rest schedule 

of vehicle drivers. 

The Agreement on the International Carriage of Perishable Foodstuffs and on the Special 

Equipment to be Used for such Carriage (ATP) states that for the international carriage of 

perishable foodstuffs, equipment shall not be designated as "insulated", "refrigerated", 

"mechanically refrigerated", or "heated" equipment unless it complies with the definitions and 

standards set forth in this Agreement. 

The Contracting Parties shall take the measures necessary to ensure that the equipment is 

inspected and tested for compliance with the uniform standards.  Each Contracting Party shall 

recognize the validity of certificates of compliance issued by the competent authority of another 

Contracting Party. Each Contracting Party may recognize the validity of certificates of 

compliance issued in conformity with the requirements of this Agreement by the competent 

authority of a State not a Contracting Party. 

The Republic of Moldova has not joined the ATP Agreement, therefore the certificates of 

compliance of vehicles with carriage of perishable foodstuffs, registered in Moldova, are not 

obligatorily recognized in the countries included in this Agreement. 

2.3. Permit system for international transport of goods 

The main document regulating international transport between the two countries is a bilateral 

agreement signed between these two governments. These agreements are prepared in 

accordance with international conventions and agreements, as well as with Consolidated 

Resolution on the Facilitation of road transport developed within the UNECE ITC. 

The Republic of Moldova has signed bilateral Agreements on international road transport with 

the overwhelming majority of European countries. They stipulate that for international 

transport on the territory of one of the countries through vehicles registered in another country, 

as a rule, the permit is required. All bilateral agreements include an item on the annual allocation 

of mutually agreed number of permit forms for transport of goods. 

Permits are not required for the implementation of bilateral and transit carriage on the 

territories of Romania and the Russian Federation, as determined by bilateral Agreements of the 

Republic of Moldova with these countries. 

Permit is a document that gives the right to perform bilateral, transit carriage on the territory of 

the contracting countries, and, in some cases, carriage to/from third countries. 

There may be special permit for the transport of specific goods. Thus, a mutual issuance of the 

said number of special permits for carriage of perishable goods is agreed with Ukraine. Under 

these permits, carriage on the territory of Ukraine can be performed by specialized refrigerated 

vehicles when performing carriage of this category of goods or when driving without goods. If in 

transit through the Ukrainian territory a vehicle carries perishable goods, and returns back with 

goods which are not perishable, the return carriage will require another ordinary permit. 

Agreements with some countries stipulate a number of permits for trucks of different categories 

of environmental safety ("Euro" standards). European environmental standards normalize the 
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content in car exhaust of hydrocarbons, nitric oxides, carbon monoxide and solid particles, as 

well as regulate the noise level and other constructional features of vehicles that affect 

environmental safety. 

Permits may be with payment of road charges and without payment of road charges. In the 

second case, the carrier must pay extra road charges according to tariffs set in this country, 

which leads to some increase in the cost of transport. 

The main content of the general regulations of a standard permit is the following: 

- Permit is valid for one round trip in a bilateral or transit traffic; 

- It is not allowed to transport goods between two points in the destination country (cabotage); 

- Permit holder must comply with all requirements of the country issuing the permit which are 

acting in the field of traffic and road law; 

- Permit and completed international CMR consignment note should be in the vehicle and 

should be presented at the request of the competent control authorities; 

- Permit cannot be transferred to third parties. 

ECMT* license is a multilateral license for the international carriage of goods by road for hire or 

reward by transport undertakings established in an ECMT member country, and is issued on the 

basis of a quota system; carriages performed between ECMT member-countries and in transit 

through the territory of one or more ECMT member-countries by vehicles registered in the 

ECMT member-country. They are not valid for carriages between a member-country and a third 

country. 

*European Conference of Ministers of Transport 

Each ECMT license is valid for a definite period of time for an unlimited number of trips and is 

duly accompanied by a completed road book. These licenses may be valid during the calendar 

year (annual licenses, painted green) or during 30 days (short-term licenses, painted yellow and 

having seal "short-term licenses"). 

Permits in the Republic of Moldova are issued by the Ministry of Transport and Road 

Infrastructure through the Public Institution National Agency of Road Transport (ANTA), which 

was established in 2008 based on the Decree of the Government of the Republic of Moldova 

No.539 dated April 23, 2008 

ANTA, a public organization with the status of a legal entity under the Ministry of Transport and 

Road Infrastructure, has an autonomous balance sheet, treasury account, coat-of-arms seal with 

its name in the Moldovan language, letterheads. 

The main functions of the Agency are: 

1) implementation of the provisions and requirements of international agreements and 

conventions in the field of road transport, which the Republic of Moldova has joined, laws 

and regulations governing the activity of passenger and freight transport; 
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2) monitoring of the process of ordering, receiving, issuing repeated ECMT licenses (European 

Conference of Ministers of Transport) and preparation of reports on their use by transport 

companies for submission to the ECMT Secretariat; 

3) monitoring of the manufacturing process, the exchange of single international licenses with 

other countries in accordance with bilateral agreements and their issuance to transport 

companies of the Republic of Moldova; 

4) checking and systematization of information on the use of single international licenses by 

local international agents; 

5) issuance of permits for activities on regular passenger routes to transport companies, 

licensed in accordance with the legislation and who received that license from the Ministry 

of Transport and Roads. 

6) admission of local transport companies to carrying-out of international chartered carriage of 

passengers in accordance with the requirements of the INTERBUS Agreement and 

maintenance of the respective Logbook; 

7) issuance of INTERBUS books and books of passenger waybills (BPW) for countries that have 

not joined the INTERBUS Agreement; 

8) monitoring of the compliance by foreign transport companies with the provisions of 

International agreements AETR (European Agreement concerning the activities of crew 

vehicles engaged in international transport by road) and INTERBUS (Agreement on the 

international occasional carriage of passengers by bus) on the territory of the Republic of 

Moldova and by local carriers that are engaged in international carriage; 

9) order, delivery and monitoring of the use of books for the digital tachograph by natural and 

legal persons in the cases provided by law; 

10) monitoring of the compliance by local transport companies of the conditions and 

requirements of International agreements ADR (European Agreement concerning the 

International Carriage of Dangerous Goods by Road) and ATP (Agreement on the 

International Carriage of Perishable Foodstuffs and on the Special Equipment to be Used for 

such Carriage), Regulations of carriage of dangerous goods on the territory of the Republic 

Moldova; 

11) participation in commissions for certification of ADR experts, inspection stations, drivers, 

managers, etc.; 

12) delivery of certificates of compliance with ECMT based on the reports of checks, issued by 

technical testing stations; 

13) issuance of ADR certificate forms, certificates for the conditions of technical control and 

certificate of compliance of trailers and semi-trailers with truck safety regulations; 

14) monitoring of the technological process of transport companies, bus terminals and bus 

stations; 

15) fight against illegal passenger traffic and monitoring of the activity of technical testing 

stations jointly with the representatives of control authorities and patronage associations; 
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16) monitoring of the compliance with the technological process by certification bodies, 

authorized by the Ministry of Transport and Roads with the right to certify in accordance 

with applicable law the services for the carriage of passengers by road, repair and 

maintenance, as well as sales of spare parts; 

17) issuance of documents in accordance with the Nomenclature of permits and certificates, duly 

approved by the Government; 

18) organization and participation in joint commissions, within its competence; 

19) monitoring and implementation of the provisions of the minutes of the meetings hold by 

joint commissions; 

20) provision of informational and logistical support to the Ministry of Transport and Roads in 

the monitoring of the road transport market; 

21) presentation of the Ministry of Transport and Roads in relationships with foreign transport 

companies on the territory of the republic and local transport companies in government 

agencies of other countries, as well as joint work with their counterparts in other countries; 

22) representation and protection of the interests of local transport companies in relationships 

with their counterparts in other countries. 

Data on the number of permits allocated for Moldovan carriers in 2012 and 2013 for the most 

popular fields when exporting fresh fruits and vegetables, and their prices are shown in Table 1. 

As can be seen from the data presented in Table 1, in 2013, the number of permits issued in 2013 

is almost the same as in the previous period.

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3. ORGANIZATION OF TRANSPORT BUSINESS 

3.1. Access to transport business 

Under the current legislation of the Republic of Moldova to provide cargo transportation services 

(including international ones) no special license is required. However, for the transportation of 

goods in international traffic a carrier has access to the TIR procedure in accordance with the 

TIR Convention 1975. To do this, the carrier must be member of AITA. 

AITA, a private non-commercial professional organization, brings together transport companies 

and organizations of Moldova performing international road transport of passengers and goods, 

based on democratic principles, in accordance with the Regulations on business entities of the 

Republic of Moldova, approved by the Government of the Republic of Moldova No. 500 of 10 

September 1991, was established in 1992. 

The AITA represents and protects its members in relations with national and international 

industry bodies within its functions. 

The AITA is a member of the International Road Transport Union (IRU) and the International 

Federation of Freight Forwarders Associations (FIATA). 

The Association participates in the preparation and implementation of national and 

international projects related to international transportation. 

The AITA represents Moldovan carriers in the United Nations Economic Commission for Europe 

and the International Road Transport Union, maintains relationships with other national 

associations. 

More than 400 companies and organizations use the services provided by the Association in the 

following areas: 

 provision of Moldova’s carriers with TIR Carnets, active participation in the settlement of 

conflicts in the use of the TIR system; 

 provision of carriers with documents governing international transportation (conventions, 

agreements, etc.). 

 information of the AITA members on the conditions and rules of international transportation 

in the Republic of Moldova and other countries; 

 counseling on legislation and economic issues related to international transportation; 

 visa support for drivers of companies - AITA members; 

 organization of fuelling based loans for AITA members on foreign territories; 

 provision of assistance to cargo owners, forwarders and carriers in transport loads; 

 selection of foreign partners for cooperation with companies - AITA members; 

 provision of various types of insurance services during international transportation; 
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 training of managers and drivers in the AITA training center; 

 holding conferences and seminars; 

 development of the teaching and informational literature on international transportation; 

 publication of "TRANSPRES" bulletin. 

The access to the TIR procedure is made based on the Regulation "On the procedure of access 

to the TIR procedure of legal and physical entities (individual businesses) performing 

international road transport", approved by the AITA Board Decision of March 28, 2008. 

Since the adoption of this Regulation the admission of legal and physical entities (individual 

businesses) performing international road transport to the TIR procedure and the use of the TIR 

Carnet (hereinafter - the access to the TIR procedure) is possible provided the carrier complies 

with the following conditions: 

 Experience in international road transport of goods of at least one year; 

 Sustainable financial position, providing the fulfilment of obligations of the carrier under the 

TIR Convention 1975, which is confirmed by the presence in the property (except for 

apartments, homes, cottages, garages and private cars) or in the economic management of 

fixed  assets (means) as vehicles, buildings, structures, machinery, equipment and other 

property recognized as such assets (means) in accordance with the regulations on 

accounting, the remaining or book value, which given the depreciation is the equivalent to at 

least 30,000 € on the day of application for the access to the TIR procedure. In this case, the 

foreign or joint venture shall have 100% of the share capital formed; 

 Good reputation; 

 The manager has a background in international transport of goods with TIR procedure, has 

expertise, including basic knowledge in the field of commercial and financial business 

management, technical standards and maintenance, road safety, legislation on enterprises, 

civil rights, labor, social and tax legislation; 

 Ownership of at least one vehicle; 

 No violation during one-year period, before applying for the access to the TIR procedure, of 

violations of customs laws relating to the failure by the carrier of its duties in the transport of 

goods under customs control; 

 The manager or his/her authorized officer, as well as the drivers performing international 

traffic, have knowledge in the use of the TIR Carnets and application of TIR Convention, 1975, 

confirmed by the certificate of qualification training (professional improvement); 

 Submission of all required documents. 

The access to the TIR procedure is carried out on the basis of the application of the head of the 

entity or of the person (sole proprietorship) under the procedure provided for in this with all 

necessary documents. 
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In cases where the applicant meets the above requirements, the AITA refers and provides for the 

approval of the customs authorities the Sample Admission Form (MAF), as provided in Appendix 

9 of the TIR Convention. 

After receipt from the Customs Service of the Republic of Moldova of the authorization for the 

access to the TIR procedure, the applicant shall sign the: 

A. The declaration - commitment in the form determined by the International Road Transport 

Union (IRU) that provides that the carrier shall: 

 provide a financial guarantee of access to the TIR procedure in accordance with the Act of 

Commitment, the IRU 97_90.212/JGE/mn Directive of February 07,1997, and the decision 

of the IRU Customs Commission, approved by the Directive Board of the IRU of November 

07, 2002 (preventive measures undertaken by TIR Carnet holders working in high-risk 

countries); 

 comply with customs rules and provisions of the TIR Convention 1975 at customs of the 

place of departure, transit customs and customs of the place of destination; 

 enter into TIR Carnet insurance agreement in accordance with the AITA requirements 

and IRU recommendations; 

 undertake to pay the import or export duties and taxes and any default interests, which 

are due under the customs laws and regulations of the country in which a violation in 

connection with the TIR operation occurred;  

 allow the AITA to verify the compliance with the conditions of access to the TIR 

procedure; 

 meet the requirements set by the AITA, based on the decisions of the Administrative 

Committee for the TIR Convention and the decisions of the General Assembly of the AITA 

members and the Board decisions. 

B. The liability insurance agreement of the holder of the TIR Carnet for transportations under 

the Customs Convention on the International Transport of Goods with the TIR Carnet user; 

C. The Insurance Agreement of additional financial guarantees for the transport of  high- 

customs risk goods «HVG» with the use of the TIR Carnet; 

D. The Agreement for guarantee of access to the TIR procedure; 

E. The Certificate of approval of the customs service vehicles for the transport of goods under 

customs seals. 

The biggest problem for beginning business in railway transport of goods on international 

routes is material costs. In addition to investments in the acquisition of rolling stock they are 

required to make financial guarantee, which now stands at 8000 $and remains with the AITA for 

27 months after the submission of the last TIR Carnet. 

The amount of the financial guarantee is independent of the number of transport units 

registered on behalf of the firm. Therefore, beginning business in the provision of transport 

services typically let its rolling stock out on lease to transport companies already admitted to the 
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TIR procedure. Therefore, in many transport companies the number of transport units used as 

being leased is sometimes ten times the amount of their own vehicles. 

The leased rolling stock is owned by its actual owner, the owner also operates normally on its 

own discretion. The corporate lessee gives the owner of the motor vehicle the required 

international documents, keeps accounting and statistical records in exchange for a fee. Such 

form of relationship makes it easier for beginning transport business operating in international 

transport to obtain access to the TIR procedure. 

3.2. Existing practice of transportation of fresh fruits and vegetables by 

transport companies 

Refrigerated motor vehicles, trailers and semi-trailers are specialized rolling stock, that is, they 

are designed for the transport of certain goods and are equipped with additional mechanisms. 

The operation of specialized transport means are usually more expensive than the universal 

motor vehicles, the mileage use efficiency and loading capacity is less, idle due to lack of orders is 

longer. This implies higher prices for transport services using refrigerated vehicles. 

The transport companies with refrigerators tend to use them most effectively. Because of 

significant excess of the transport capacity of the refrigerated transport means over the amount 

of export of fresh fruits and vegetables from the Republic of Moldova, their owners exploit them 

in transportation with third countries. 

Most owners of refrigerators consider that export transportation of perishable goods in total 

transportation is around 15 - 20%, the main amount of transportation is performed on the 

routes Turkey - Russia, Greece - Russia and Romania - Russia. 

The main flow of exports of agricultural products goes to Moscow and Saint-Petersburg. Many 

carriers seek to expand the geography of their transportation services by finding consignees in 

other regions of Russia, especially in its Asian part. In the recent years, the amount of 

transportation to Chelyabinsk, Yekaterinburg, Tyumen, Surgut has increased. Long distance 

transportation is much preferred due to high prices for transport companies. 

The customers of refrigerated transport are buyers of products and its manufacturers, exporters, 

as well as freight forwarding companies. Transport companies build differently their 

cooperation with potential customers. During the interviews held with the owners of vehicles 

several key strategies business relationships were identified: 

1. Medium-sized transport companies work with all customers, their ratio of applications from 

each type of customers of transport services is about the same (20 - 30%). 

2. Some of the major carriers have large number of leased rolling stock, mostly focused on 

exporters. Their share of orders for transport of exporters reaches 90%. 

3. Other transport companies prefer to build their business relationships mainly with buyers of 

Moldovan fruits and vegetables (80%). In this case, the refrigerator is often used not only as a 

means of cargo delivery, but also as a mean for its temporary storage (for an additional fee). 
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Directly out of the refrigerator small wholesale and retail sale is made, which leads to 

increased idle in unloading point for several days. 

4. Sometimes manufacturers of products themselves buy some refrigerators for the 

transportation of their own goods, but to make it easier for themselves the access to the TIR 

procedure, they let the rolling stock out on lease to active transport companies. 

The costs incurred by the owners of trucks in cooperation with logistics companies and official 

and unofficial freight forwarding agencies are typically 5 - 10% of the freight rate. Unfortunately, 

the most of applications goes through informal forwarders, which, in fact, just sell information 

without performing full duties of forwarder and do not actually bear any responsibility. The 

work with them is associated with considerable risks due to the lack of legally documented 

relationship. 

The official freight forwarding and logistics company own relatively small number of 

applications, although the work with them, according to carriers, is more reliable and confirmed 

the contract of carriage. 

The transportation of fresh fruits and vegetables is associated with high seasonal fluctuations. 

The peak of transportation is in June - October (during harvest seasons), from November to mid-

February demand for transportation of goods stored are received, in the rest of the period 

demands for the transportation of agricultural products almost lack. 

Therefore carriers include in the price of their services costs for empty return run. If by the time 

of unloading an application for return transportation appears, which can be done by refrigerated 

motor vehicle, the vehicle is to be loaded and the cargo carried from Moscow, with rare 

exceptions, are not perishable. Long wait for loading backward is not appropriate. The prices for 

the transport of goods backward are much lower than those of the export. 

Most medium and large carriers note that empty road train come back from Moscow in about 

50% of cases, and more often during the period of peak demands for export of fruits and 

vegetables from Moldova. 

Smallholders of vehicles that focus on the demands for agricultural producers during harvest 

season in general do not take back loads at all, as it is more important for them to return quickly 

for the next loading in Moldova. 

Seasonal nature of exports of fresh fruits and vegetables result in significant idle due to the lack 

of demands. During decline in demands, refrigerated transport vehicle owners tend to perform 

maintenance and repair of rolling stock so that in the peak period avoid as much as possible 

downtime of vehicles for technical reasons. The utilization rate of rolling stock according to the 

respondents owners of refrigerators reaches 0.70 - 0.75, and the rate of technical readiness - 

0.80 - 0.90. That is idle of vehicles for maintenance and repairs is in average 35 - 70 days a year, 

additional 70 - 100 days the vehicles are idle due to the lack of transportation demand. In a year, 

each refrigerator performs 10 - 20 runs from Moldova to Russia. 

Both to bring clarity in the relationship between exporters and transport companies and to 

highlight any issues of pricing of fruits and vegetables, the description of the value creation chain 

shall be given, starting from cultivation and harvest till the sale of products on foreign markets.

Cultivation of fruits and vegetables. The cultivation of fruits and vegetable is the occupation of 

farmers, holding several hectares (tens of hectares) of agricultural crops and of individuals who 

after privatization received small land lots (up to 1.2 ha). As a result of privatization of the 

former USSR orchards individuals received some 2-4 rows of orchard (1-2 ha of orchard). 

Intermediaries. Between farmers and exporters there is a link in the chain of value creation - 

intermediaries, which may be either refrigerators owners or truck owners. Owners of 

refrigerators store agricultural production kept in storage refrigerators to be exported later 

(December-January) to the Russian market when prices rise due to increased demand, which 

usually is testified in winter holidays. 

Intermediaries purchase goods from individuals and from small farmers throughout the country 

and resell them to exporters or on the domestic market. During harvest intermediaries provide 

trucks to pick fruits that are loaded even in places where they are collected or into the 

refrigerator (if it has fridge). The goods purchased are paid to individuals through cash and to 

farmers mainly through bank transfer. 

 

Exporters. Not every farmer can become exporter of fresh fruits and vegetables to Russia. To 

this end the exporter of fresh fruits and vegetables must meet several criteria imposed by 
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"Rosspotrebnadzor". The exporter meeting these criteria shall prepare a set of documents and a 

request for acceptance for "Rosspotrebnadzor". The documents are submitted to the Ministry of 

Agriculture, which then sends them by diplomatic post to Moscow. "Rosspotrebnadzor" within 3-

4 months examines the documents and then accepts or not the candidates. Accept candidates are 

entered into the list of exporters of fresh fruits and vegetables that is made available on the site 

of "Rosspotrebnadzor" and is sent to customs, the crossing point Senkovka - Novye Yurkovichi. If 

an exporter somehow violates the customs procedure, it is automatically excluded from the list 

without any explanation from the Russian. 2 times a year the list of exporters is updated.  

Exporters may be the following businesses: 

 Exporters (truck owners) buy from individuals, intermediaries and farmers agricultural 

products and export them to Russia for sale on the market. They may have places on Moscow 

agricultural markets and local sellers. It is inconvenient for them to wholesale their products 

or sale them to networks or distribution stores because the quantity is relatively small, but 

large buyers buy large quantities at very low prices. Thus, the exporter’s profit margin is 

higher if it sales to the wholesaler and / or directly to consumers on the market. 

 Exporters who do not own trucks call for transport companies to export their agricultural 

products and in exchange for a certain number of routes per month guaranteed they get a 

better price from the transport company for these routes contracted. When the quantity of 

products is larger the transport company may seek the services of other transport companies 

if they do not have trucks required for transportation, in this case the first transport 

company provides freight forwarding services to exporter and receives a fee from it. 

 Farmers can be both with and without trucks. If the farmer does not have trucks in personal 

property, they seek for the services of the transport company. Transport companies are 

selected depending on harvest volumes the farmer cultivates and the carrier’s capacity to 

provide quality services, which include the ability to provide the fleet of trucks, as required. 

Thus, they could provide the required trucks from their fleet or freight forwarding services, 

as described above. 

Exporters (including farmers) rarely select a transport company by the price offer. Usually 

farmers know the rates for transportation services and price deviations of offers are quite 

insignificant to serve as a pretext to change the carrier which proved to be reliable. 

However, during the season, large farmers face difficulties to find trucks. These difficulties last 

on average 2-3 days. In these cases crops is harvested later or, if the farmer has a fridge, are 

temporarily stored in refrigerators and subsequently are to be loaded in truck.   

During the transportation of perishable goods the required temperature is essential for the 

maintenance of their preservation. The consignor upon presentation of cargo for transportation 

gives to the carrier an indication of the temperature required to maintain in the cargo 

compartment during the entire period of transportation till the time of delivery to the consignee. 

In modern refrigerators recording thermographs (like tachographs) are installed and each 

company is required to keep with it all disks with data about temperature conditions recorded 

during transportation of refrigerated cargo. The consignee may control the thermocharts and if 
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deviations are detected, may claim for compensation for damage to cargo caused by the carrier 

because of improper performance of its duties. 

Also sometimes they set in some cargo places special temperature sensors (called "spies"), 

responding to unacceptable deviations from the thermal conditions. 

Therefore, the control of the customers (public and secret) over the maintenance of temperature 

during transportation is permanent. But in any case, the carrier is not interested in wilful 

violation of the temperature conditions, as it bears full responsibility for the safety of the goods 

during their delivery. 

Previously, cases of non-compliance with the required temperature conditions by transporters 

were identified, but they were very rare and occurred in most cases due to the fault of 

unscrupulous drivers who thus saved fuel, increasing their earnings by about 100 USD per run. 

Moreover, previously customers had no technical ability to monitor and verify the temperature 

conditions. 

As one of the exporters noted, there are rare cases of non-compliance with the required 

temperature conditions due to the failure of the refrigerator on the road. In such cases, if the 

refrigerator default cannot be removed, the cost of the damaged goods is covered by insurance 

or the carrier offsets the cost of spoiled goods by reducing the rates for future transportation. 

In any case, all respondents noted that at this time the maintenance of the optimal temperature 

conditions is not a problem for exporters. 

3.3. Time of delivery. The average elapsed time between placing an order 

and securing a truck (from the perspective of the transportation 

service provider and customer) 

Example - a typical shipment from Moldova to Moscow 

Presently, the time between placing an order for delivery of goods and finding the corresponding 

transportation service provider can vary from one day to several days depending on different 

factors, which are: 

a) Access to the market of transportation service providers. Previous professional experience of 

the customer in working with transportation companies can facilitate the procedure of 

securing the truck for the delivering of goods due to the existing contacts and relations with 

the service providers;  

b) The means and methods for placing the order. Nowadays, the most common and easiest way 

to secure a truck for a specific transportation destination can be the use of the national 

transportation websites. The stream of information containing the main details about the 

service providers, type of the vehicles, general destinations and timeframes can minimize the 

effort and duration spent on this procedure;   

c) Price offered for the specific delivery of goods. This main factor can easily reduce (when a 

good price is offered) or on the contrary – increase (a low price comparing to the existing 

prices on the market) the average elapsed time for securing a truck for the customer.  
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d) The credibility and the reputation of the customer also influence the process of finding a 

corresponding service provider. A bad reputation (bad payment history) can have negative 

consequences at this phase; 

e) The designated place for delivery/ unloading place (warehouses or markets – the unloading 

at a market place can require an extended period of time and in some cases in order to 

reduce the costs of cargo storage the customer uses the truck as a place for storing goods 

until the loading is being sold; In consequence, the service provider may register unrealized 

income due to delay in shipping goods for an alternative customer); 

f) Period of time/season/month (in some seasons – summer and autumn, the demand for 

transportation services is higher, these seasons represent the harvest time for most of the 

agricultural products grown in our country, in this case the procedure for securing a truck 

can last longer than expected); 

When the customer identifies a trustworthy service provider the parties set terms and 

conditions of the shipment delivery contract. The contract of shipment shall be confirmed by 

making out of a consignment note.  

It is especially important for the customer to bring to the attention of the service provider any 

unusual items or requirements which are to be handled. The customer must be frank about any 

factors that may increase the usual workload or the normal difficulties experienced by the 

service provider.

The estimated delivery time for the typical shipment (20tons refrigerated/ non-refrigerated) to 

Moscow can vary from 5 to 8 days. 

1. The taking over of goods (the loading) 

At this phase the transporter provides the prepared truck at the date, time and destination 

established by the customer.  

On taking over the goods, the service provider shall check:  

a) The accuracy of the statements in the consignment note as to the number of packages and 
their marks and numbers, and  

b) The apparent condition of the goods and their packaging.

The customer must specify and indicate the location for the loading of goods. The customer also 

ensures the packaging and the loading of goods into the truck and provides all the necessary 

documentation related to the loading, such as: 

1) Export declaration; 

2) Invoice; 

3) Packing list; 

4) Phyto-sanitary certificate; 

5) Certificate of origin; 

The service provider needs to provide all the necessary information and documents related to 

the truck and driver: 

1) Certificate of approval (valid); 

2) Technical passports of the truck and the trailer (originals and copies); 

3) TIR Carnet; 

4) Consignment note (CMR); 

5) Driver’s license and passport; 

6) Bilateral/transit road haulage permits (for Ukraine).  

Generally this procedure can take starting from 1 hour to 1 day or more and depends mostly on: 

- placement of goods (some of the customers in order to provide fresh products to the clients 

load products into trucks right after picking them – in fields for example); 

- proper packed goods at set time for loading; 

- Personnel available for loading goods into the truck. 

Though the Convention CMR mentioned above does not specify or establish any estimated time 

for the taking over the goods phase, the contracting parties usually agree to a standardized 

period of time for the loading and passing the customs clearance at the loading destination – 48 

hours (excluding weekends and holidays). 

If the contract signed by the parties stipulates any penalties for delaying in arrival of the truck at 

the loading place, then the transporter can be charged at a rate of 50 – 100 USD/EUR for each 

day the truck is delayed. 

2. Customs clearance in Moldova 

At this phase the transporter provides the loaded truck to the specified customs terminal to 

ensure the customs clearance for the loading. All the necessary documents shall be presented 

and submitted to the customs authority. The customs authority shall be notified of the delivery 

of goods and means of transportation not later than 30 minutes, following their delivery, and if 

goods and means of transportation are delivered at time other than the customs authority’s 

office hours, not later than 30 minutes following the opening time of the authority. The time 

spent on these procedures depends mostly on the customer and the loading related 
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documentation provided to the transporter (if the documents are properly and completely 

prepared there should not be a delay of this procedure). Another important factor of influence is 

the availability and disposal of the customs personnel to perform all customs clearance and 

procedures (how many trucks are awaiting for the customs clearance procedures; is the customs 

software working properly).  

Generally, for fruits and vegetables there is established a simplified customs clearance procedure 

and it takes around 0, 5-1 working day. 

Most of the surveyed companies stated that based on their experience both the loading and 

customs clearance for fruits and vegetables can take generally 1 day. 

According to the articles 199 and 138 of the Customs Code of the Republic of Moldova the 

customs authorities shall review the customs declaration and documents and examine goods and 

means of transportation in case of perishable goods within not more than three days following 

the date of acceptance of the customs declaration and filing of all the documents and information 

required for customs purposes1. 

3. Custom clearance at border crossings (Moldova, Ukraine, Russia) 

The average time for custom clearance at border crossings and the transit phase can be 

estimated at around 3-5 days. 

After all the loading customs clearance procedures are finished, the truck leaves to the border 

crossing custom point (e.g. Tudora, Otaci, Palanka) and reaches the destination in about 2-3 

hours. Crossing and wait time of trucks at the border crossing points are influenced by a wide 

variety of factors. Some factors are tied to operational changes related to customs inspection 

processes, while others are external.  

The above mentioned factors are:  major incidents around the border crossings or the queue 

length, which is variable and depends on traffic volume and processing time at each of the 

inspection facilities throughout the border crossing process; or the wait time that is the time it 

takes for a vehicle to reach the Crossing Border Point’s primary inspection booth after arriving at 

the end of the queue (e.g. the queue length at Tudora in the period of 24-26th of January was 

about 38 trucks long due to the heavy snow fall and necessity of cleaning the roads)- the crossing 

and wait time rise significantly during seasons when particular agricultural products harvests 

are gathered and exported; a vehicle mechanical breakdown or overnight stay in the inspection 

compound can also influence the crossing time of this phase. Generally, the transit time (crossing 

time) of a loaded truck through these border customs points, in normal conditions, can last 3-6 

hours.  

To reduce the time spent on customs clearance procedures for perishable goods when crossing 

Moldova’s state border it is being used the single window system (passing the custom control 

and border police control inspections only). Also, should be mentioned the Protocol between the 

Government of the Republic of Moldova and Ukraine regarding the assurance of the preferential 

conditions for the transportation of the perishable goods in Ukraine and transition on the

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Ukraine territory to other CIS states from 29.08.1995 that stipulates preferential conditions for 

simplifying and reducing the custom clearance of the perishable goods at crossing the Ukraine 

borders and transiting its territory. 

 After crossing the Moldova – Ukraine customs border points the truck heads further to the next 

customs border points between Ukraine and Russia (Bacevsk (UA)/ Troebortnoe (RUS); 

Senikovka (UA)/ Novie Iurkovici (RUS); Ekaterinovka (UA)/ Krupet (RUS)) – non-refrigerated 

trucks can cross each of the mentioned above custom border points, refrigerated trucks usually 

cross Senikovka (UA)/ Novie Iurkovici (RUS) border crossing point because there is established 

an one-window and simplified procedure custom point for checking refrigerated truck 

shipments.  The crossing time of all the custom procedures at this border points can take 3 - 6 

hours as well (only in the case when all presented documents regarding loading and means of 

transport are proper completed and presented).

*Chisinau is considered here as the departure point because the offices and parking lots of most of the 

transportation companies are situated in Chisinau, so the trucks are provided to the loading destination 

from here 

The total distance from Chisinau to Moscow is approximately 1600 – 1700 km. 

Also, in Moldova, Ukraine and Russia the allowed speed limit for trucks with trailers for outside 

built-up areas is 70km/h and 90km/h on motorways. In order to avoid the excessive speeding 

penalties drivers must comply with the established local speed limits. 

This way, the distance that a trailer can cross during 24h (respecting the regulations about the 

total daily driving and rest time) can be around 500-650 km. The total distance from Moldova to 

Moscow can be travelled in approximately 3 days (without considering the wait time at the 

crossing borders). 
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Most of the surveyed companies admitted that to reduce the time of goods delivery to the 

established place the regulations regarding the total daily drive and rest times are not always 

respected and at the verification of the enforced transport authorities most of the transportation 

companies pay bribes.  

The analysis of all of the 2012 year shipments from Moldova to Moscow at a transport company 

revealed that the average elapsed time between the loading/customs clearance time and the 

unloading/customs clearance time is generally 3-4 days, in some cases it can last 5-7 days and 

depends on various factors, the most important of which are: 

- time of the year or weather conditions (during winter the roads can be closed due to heavy 

snow falls); 

- mechanical  failure or breakdown of the vehicle,  lack  of  spare  parts,  lack  of  fuel, etc; 

- wait time and flow issues at border crossings, failure of the customs operating system and 

other factors. 

4. Customs clearance at unloading destination 

At this phase the transporter provides the truck to the specified customs terminal point to 

ensure the customs clearance and procedures for the unloading. The location of the customs 

clearance cargo terminal point at unloading doesn’t usually correspond to the place designated 

for delivery or the place for unloading. The surveyed companies reported that in most of the 

cases the customs clearance for the unloading are being done in Bryansk, Orel, Smolensk or 

other cargo terminal points.  The time spent on these procedures depends mostly on the proper 

and completely prepared documentation of the loading and the payment of all import duties and 

taxes. 

Generally the customs clearance and procedures at unloading destination can last 0, 5 – 1 day. 

But there can be a delay caused by external factors - e.g. the situation when 100 trucks loaded 

with fruits and vegetables were blocked at customs terminal point situated in Bryansk on 10 - 

15th of November 2012 for several days because of lack of the necessary equipment for checking 

the trucks and the loadings at the specified customs clearance point. This way the average 

elapsed time spent for this phase can increase significantly. 

5. The unloading 

The time spent for this procedure depends mostly on the designated place of delivery/ 

unloading. The unloading at a warehouse can last several hours in comparison with the same 

procedure at a market place (the unloading at a market place can require an extended period of 

time: the customer in some cases in order to reduce the costs of cargo storage uses the truck as a 

place for storing the goods until the loading is being sold) that can last 2-3 days, a week and 

more. 

If the contract signed by the parties stipulates any penalties for the delay in unloading the goods 

at the delivery destination, then the customer can be charged at a rate of 50-100 USD/EUR for 

each day the unloading procedure is being delayed. 
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3.4. Competition in the transport market 

The main feature of the market relations in transport is the excess of offers of transport services 

over the effective demand in a free pricing condition and, consequently, the intense competition 

of transporters in order to get good financial results for the services provided. 

For transport, freight forwarding and other companies engaged in transportation of goods, 

competition is one of the most likely source of problems. Their competitiveness will depend on 

the extent to which their services compared to competitors' services meet the requirements of 

consumers in terms of warranty, term, used technology of delivery, level of rates. 

In international cargo transportation, carries compete not only among themselves, but also with 

companies of other transport means. Choosing the means of delivery for a particular product, 

consignors include the transportation costs in the product price, timeliness and safety of the 

goods they transport. The higher cost of road transportation in many cases is offset by the 

compliance with the schedules and reduction in the time of delivery "from door to door," which 

is most relevant for transportation of perishable goods. 

 Another feature of competition in this market is the need to compete with carriers of other 

countries. Favorable geographical position of Moldova on the transport links Balkan and Middle 

Eastern countries, with Eastern Europe allow Moldovan carriers to compete with their 

counterparts in these regions during transit transportation. 

In international road transportation the transportation of cargo between points located in the 

territory of a foreign country (cabotage) is not allowed, this measure is introduced to protect the 

domestic market from foreign competition. 

Foreign carriers delivering goods to Moldova can also perform export transportation of fresh 

fruits and vegetables when coming back to their mother land (Russia, Ukraine, Belarus, Romania, 

Poland, etc.). The prices for their services can be significantly (2 - 2.5 times) lower than those of 

Moldovan transport companies. The fact is that upon the delivery of goods to Moldova the price 

of their transportation already includes the costs for the return home empty. 

But in practice, such cases are extremely rare, so it is very rare to deliver to Moldova goods in 

refrigerator. In addition, it is difficult to obtain reliable information on the availability of cargoes. 

Also during the period of increased demand for export transportation of fruits and vegetables, 

the probability of such a free machine is low, and transportation customers are unlikely to count 

on such situation. 

The major regional carriers are listed in Appendix 5. 

Similarly Moldovan carriers can deliver goods to Moldova from the countries to which they 

delivered goods. But, as a rule, these are non-perishable goods, the prices of such transportation 

is much lower than in the forward direction. 

The transport companies used mainly the price and not-price way of competition. If the demand 

for transportation and forwarding services significantly responds to the changes in the amount 

of rates (elastic demand), some reduction in rates is admissible, which will allow the carrier to 

attract new customers and increase their share on the transport market, gain authority of stable 

company. 
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However, in price competition there is a risk that internal rate reduction caused by survival of 

individual transport companies in a highly competitive and seasonal changes in transport 

demand, could lead to lower prices for services to the level of dumping. 

In price competition focus is made on the terms and condition of service delivery, reliability and 

availability of their performance. Higher quality of transportation is generally associated with 

additional costs and relatively high rates. 
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4. CALCULATION OF PRICE FOR THE DELIVERY OF FRESH FRUITS AND 
VEGETABLES BY THE MAIN AREAS 

4.1. Price and costs. Information on the costs of the various elements of the 

transportation service (example for a typical shipment to Moscow) 

 

The average fuel consumption of a loaded truck would be 35 – 41 liters per 100 km distance 

covered; the refrigerator’s fuel consumption is about 150 – 200 liters per 1000 km distance 

covered and 20 – 60 liters / 24h during wait time; an empty truck’s fuel consumption is about 

25-35 liters per 100 km. A loaded DAF refrigerated truck produced in 2007 consumes 35 - 37 

liters per 100 km, unloaded 27 liters/100 km. In winter fuel consumption rises with 2-3 liters.  

The variance of the fuel consumption depends firstly on the type of the vehicle, model and year 

of production. The external factors that influence on the fuel consumption can be:  

- the time of the year (ex. In winter the fuel consumption is higher due to the low 
temperatures); 

- the road relief of the distance that needs to be covered (in the mountain areas the fuel 
consumption is much higher than in the plain ones – it’s not to be considered as a factor of 
influence in the case of the shipment to Moscow); 

- climatic conditions (the air resistance during a windy weather time can also conduct to a 
higher consumption of the fuel); 

- the human factor – the driver’s capacity to drive correctly a truck. 

 

 

For the typical shipment from Moldova to Moscow it is necessary to a permit for crossing the 

Ukrainian border – Ukrainian transit permit, which price can vary from 10 Euro (the permit 

without payment) – this permit allows to cross Moldova – Ukrainian borders, but appears the 

necessity to pay additionally the taxes for crossing the Ukrainian roads; and 15 Euros (Ukrainian 

transit permit with payment) – this permit excludes the additional Ukrainian road costs (aka 

vignette in EU). The issuing authority of the permits is ANTA (Agentia Nationala a 

Transportatorilor Auto).  

Also, the transportation companies for most of the shipment deliveries has to acquire TIR Carnet 

that is a customs transit document used to prove the existence of the international guarantee for 

duties and taxes for the goods transported under the TIR system, within the limit of the amounts 

specified by the contracting parties and under conditions stipulated in the TIR Convention. 

The TIR Carnet costs aprox.65 USD (61 CHF), along with the TIR Carnet the transportation 

company has to acquire mandatory assurance policy for the TIR Carnet that costs 16 CHF or 17, 

2 USD. Along with buying TIR Carnet the transportation company has to pay AITA (Asociatia 

Internationala a Transportatorilor Auto din Moldova) company 10 USD – the cost of TIR 

administration. This way the total cost of the TIR Carnet is aprox.92, 2 USD. 

Fuel 

Permits 
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Costs for the driver’s salary vary from 0.10 USD to 0.10 Euro for 1km of distance covered, plus 

the per diem payment that can cost around 5USD/ EUR or 10USD. But there can be established 

other ways of calculating the driver’s salary, e.g.  10% of the price established for the 

transportation services. 

Can be mentioned the fact that most transportation companies pay unofficial salaries to drivers. 

The official salaries calculated by the companies vary from 1400 to 1700 lei.   

 

 

There are some mandatory insurance policies for transportation companies to acquire: 

1. Carte Verde – vehicle insurance that covers all the damages for the other vehicle than the 

one that produced the accident abroad. Costs 231 per year Euro for Zone2, that covers 

territories of Ukraine, Belarus and Russia; 733 Euro per year for Zone 3, that covers all 

countries; 

2. RCA – vehicle insurance that covers all the damages of a car accident produced in Moldova. 

The insurance covers the damages costs of the other vehicle than the one that produces the 

accident. It costs 3150 lei per year for truck and for semitrailer the cost is 20% of RCA cost 

for a truck or 630 (3150 *20% = 630) lei per year. In case that a transportation company 

acquires both insurances for a year there can be offered a price cut in the amount of 60% for 

the RCA insurance and it’s cost in this case is 1260 lei/ year for the truck and 252 lei/ year 

for the semitrailer.  

There are optional insurances for the transportation companies as well: 

3. CASCO – vehicle insurance that covers all the damages of a car accident for the vehicle that 

produced the accident. It costs 2, 5% per year of truck value and depends on the truck cost 

and year of production of the truck; 1 – 1, 5% per year of semitrailer value. 

4. CARGO – optional assurance for the load 

5. CMR – optional assurance for the load that depends on load value (200.000 Euro or 300.000 

Euro), type of loading (perishable or not, equipments, alcohol) and costs 214 Euro per year 

for more than 20 shipments provided in case of 200.000 Euro load value or 265 Euro per 

year for more than 20 shipments provided in case of 300.000 Euro load value for a truck. 

6. Medical abroad insurance for the driver – covers the medical expenditures occurred abroad. 

For CIS territories it costs 0, 3 Euro for a day spent abroad and 0, 37 Euro for a day spent in 

Europe. 

Based on the fact that not all of the year is spent by drivers abroad, assurance companies offer 

other variants of medical abroad assurance calculations. 

Victoria Asigurari SA company offer for this type of assurance:

Usually at border crossing the loaded truck needs to pass the radiological, phyto-sanitarian and 

contrabandist’s inspections. To optimize the time allocated for the goods delivery, to reduce the 

time spent in lines at the customs, the drivers pay these unofficial payments to skip and avoid 

the stationary excesses.  

The surveyed companies reported that the unofficial payments at Moldova crossing border 

points can be 100 – 200 lei; at Ukrainian border crossing points 400 – 500 UAH and at Russian 

border crossing points – 3000 – 4000 RUB for a shipment to Moscow and returning back to 

Moldova. For non-refrigerated trucks the unofficial payments amount is smaller.  

 

 

The surveyed companies reported that depreciation is not being considered when making all the 

calculations regarding the shipment costs. The depreciation of the vehicles usually is being 

calculated for the preparation of the company’s financial reports.  

Most common method of depreciation used in transportation companies is the straight-line 

depreciation: 

 

Basing on the annual depreciation expense the company calculates the depreciation expense of 

the specific shipment delivery according to delivery time. 

 

 

Repair costs depend on many factors: year of the truck production and total distance covered; 

driver’s experience, infrastructure of the most common covered routes; roads conditions (bad 

roads). Etc. The repair costs can also be related to the usual technical verification, that costs less, 

or a major repair of some expensive vehicle parts. 

The most common types of repair or maintenance activities are: 

- vehicle oil, filter and clutch plate replacement – all this replacements can cost up to 5000 lei;

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- replacement of tires – the price of a tire can vary from 4000 – 4500 lei; tires guarantee period 

vary from 12 to 24 months and depend mostly on the tire producer, but generally the 

guarantee period is 12 months; cargo vehicles need to change 12 tires once they are worn;    

- vehicle battery replacement – a truck battery costs around 2500 lei and has a 20 month/ 

65000 km covered or 2500 h worked guarantee period (a truck has 2 batteries); 

- during winter the vehicle heater can be repaired and some pieces of it replaced – costs aprox. 

1870 lei; 

- tachograph repair and replacement of some of its part -760 lei; 

-  vehicle heater repair – 550 lei and change of some parts – 1320 lei; 

- Annual technical testing of the vehicle – 1380 lei (truck and trailer); annual road taxes – 1500 

lei for truck and 3000 lei for semitrailer. The amounts indicated above are established for 

year 2013. 

- Windscreen (glass) replacement and assembling of a Volvo truck costs 1870 lei; windscreen 

(glass) replacement and assembling of a MAN truck costs 1940 lei; windscreen (glass) 

replacement and assembling of a Mercedes Actros truck costs 2120 lei 

- Fuel filter replacement costs 359 – 1190 lei; 

- Antifreeze (10 kg) costs 133 lei; 

- Brake backing plate replacement – 1200 lei; 

- Oil filter replacement costs 135- 490 lei; 

- Ravenol (0, 5 kg) – 100 lei. 

Other common maintenance costs can be vehicle wash services that cost 350 – 520 lei for a 

wash. 

 

 

Some companies reported a gain of 1000 to 1300 USD* gross profit for this specific route to 

Moscow and back being loaded either to Moscow or in both cases.  

One surveyed company reported 1300-1400 USD* gross profit for the route to Nijnii Novgorod 

and returning back empty. The same company reported a 2000 USD* gross profit when 

returning from Nijnii Novgorod back to Moldova loaded. 

Companies sustain that the gained gross profit rises up to 15% in the peak demand period, 

which starts usually in September and ends in December.   

*not taken in consideration depreciation, mandatory assurance costs and various repair costs.

*In the table above for calculating fuel costs it is being used the average market price for diesel fuel 

established in Moldova, without VAT, - 13,83 lei. For transforming costs from LEI to USD it is being used the 

LEI/USD cross rate established for the day when calculations are being made – 12, 09 lei for 1 USD. 

Since fuel costs form the main part of costs occurred for a shipment delivery, approximately 60-

68% according to the above calculations, the transportation companies acquire fuel in various 

places, especially in Russia - due to existent low fuel prices in that zone, generally to optimize 

and reduce this part of costs. This way the fuel price presented in the table above is the highest 

observed on market and the difference of gross profit reported by transportation companies and 

the one resulted in the calculation presented in the table can be attributed to the variance of fuel 

prices acquired by transportation companies.    
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The gross profit reported and obtained above is calculated by taking into consideration only 

direct and variable costs, or the costs that generally can be attributed for a specific shipment 

delivery. Depreciation, repair/ maintenance costs and mandatory assurances costs for the truck 

and trailer are not being taken into consideration because the form the fixed and indirect costs, 

that mainly can be attributed to all shipment deliveries provided by a truck in a year and do not 

depend on number and variety of shipments deliveries.  

 

 

The commission of the dispatching agency for a delivery route can vary from 100 USD up to 600 

USD or more. Generally the commission of the dispatching agency does not exceed 100-200 USD. 

The factors that influence the price of the commission can be: 

- Capacity of dispatching agency personnel to negotiate the price set for the route, both with 

client and service provider ; 

- Urgency in necessity of a refrigerated/non-refrigerated truck; 

- Urgency in necessity of a shipment to deliver; 

- Client’s knowledge of the transportation area of activity (service providers, prices, etc.) 

4.2. Price breakout depending on different factors 

Price breakout depending on the following products: apples, grapes, plums, sweet cherries, 

tomatoes.

Some of the companies reported the same price for all of the mentioned above products – 3200 

USD, because all of them are delivered in refrigerated trucks and no difference in the shipment 

costs were observed. 

For apples and grapes the price can reduce from 3200 USD established in autumn to 2900 USD 

observed in January and February. 

Other companies set various prices for different products because some of the mentioned above 

products alter faster (sweet cherries, tomatoes) then others so the pressure and responsibility 

regarding the delivery time for the transporter is higher.  

Payment for dispatching agencies 
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But usually the price depends on the negotiation ability of both parties and customer’s disposal 

to pay a higher price for provided services. 

Price variance depending on the type of loading – direct loading at the buyer’s depot vs. 

staying at a wholesale terminal market (ex. Pokrovka in Moscow) 

Direct unloading at the buyer’s warehouse usually sets a lower price for the transportation 

services (around 100 – 200 USD) in comparison to the price established for unloading at a 

wholesale market place.  

Most companies set penalties for unloading delay. The usual set time by the parties for customs 

clearance and unloading is 48h. This way, the wait time at a wholesale market conduces to 

additional costs, which can be: the wait time over the limit of 48h costs average 100 USD for a 

day of delay or 50 USD and the costs of the fuel consumption of the refrigerator for every day of 

delay. Some of the companies accept a 100-200 USD rise of the price for a week over time limit 

(over 48h) delay. 

Price variance on type of payment (all cash, via bank transfer, partial payment) 

Normally the all cash type of payment is much lower (starting from 50 USD/EURO to 300 

USD/EURO per shipment) than other types of payment for several reasons: 

- all cash payment is being done immediately and the transportation service provider doesn’t 
have to seek other sources of funding, that can conduce to additional costs (loan interests), to 
cover all the delivery services expenditures; 

- the commission for the bank transfer is being avoided - for the client and the bank 
commission for the withdrawal of the cash from the bank account - for the service provider; 
the economy of this costs can rise up to 25 USD bank commission for executing the payment 
and 0,8 – 2% bank commission for withdrawal of the cash. 

- but the most important factor is the payment period, which is very short in this case. 

The variances all cash payment can be: at loading 100%; at unloading place 100%, or a part at 

loading and the rest of it at unloading. 

Normally the bank transfer type of payment sets the highest price due to long period of wait time 

until the money are received by the service provider and the additional costs that appear – bank 

commissions.  The payment for the shipment normally is set starting from 2 weeks and up to 2 

months after the shipment is being delivered. But generally, 10-15% of the clients delay the 

payment period up to 6 months or more. 

Companies reported a price increase of 200 - 300 USD for this type of payment, in comparison to 

other types. 

Most of the surveyed companies report the partial payment as most convenient type of payment, 

because it allows the transporter to cover the unofficial costs of the shipment without seeking 

other various legal methods for that and allows the transporter to work legally and report 

correctly and present complete information about the services provided. The international 

transportation companies can benefit of the VAT tax return according to the Fiscal Code. In order 

to return a larger amount of VAT tax they have to report all of shipments delivered.  

Price variance on long term relationships vs. new business 
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In case of a long term relationship between the service provider and the client there can be 

offered a price cut of 100 USD, 150 USD, 200 USD and more, depending on the term of the 

contract, how many shipments are ordered per month or per year. The price cut is offered due to 

reducing costs of searching new clients (phone calls costs, wait time costs, unrealized profits 

etc.). 

Seasonal price variance for over the road transportation (variances by month, provide 

specific example for Moscow) 

For this specific example peak demand for the refrigerated trucks is registered when the 

growing period of the agricultural products is over, generally in September – November, in 

December the goods consumption is higher because of the approaching holidays and the prices 

for the shipment delivery rise. According to the surveyed companies they register a 10-15% 

price rise during this period. Due to stock out of local agricultural products in January – may the 

prices for the transportation services decrease significantly. 

4.3. The frequency with which a refrigerated truck returns empty to Moldova 

from Moscow (deadhead) and how does it impact the cost/price 

The surveyed companies reported that in 50-70% of the cases the truck returns empty from Moscow 

because of lack of loadings for refrigerated trucks.  But it can get loaded on the road to Moldova, in 

Ukraine for example (the costs rise in case of loading back to Moldova: deliver time for getting back to 

Moldova increases, therefore the amount of per diems for driver, fuel consumption is higher in a loaded 

truck. If the truck gets loaded in Ukraine there is need for an additional permit to cross border Ukraine-

Moldova borders, plus the customs taxes for a loaded truck are higher at crossing the borders and 

unofficial payments as well). In case that the same client orders to a transportation company delivery to 

Moscow and back there can be a price cut in the amount of 50-200 USD/EURO. The companies reported 

also that based on their experience it is more convenient for the truck to return empty to Moldova in case 

that transportation company has found another shipment to deliver from Moldova to Moscow and needs 

to reduce the time spent when returning back to Moldova.  

In order to describe the impact of a shipment to Moscow and back on the price and costs, we should 

analyze the possible variants of shipments of a refrigerated truck considering next situations: 

a) The refrigerated truck delivers a shipment to Moscow and returns empty(considering the price for 

Moldova - Moscow shipment delivery – 3200 USD); 

b) The refrigerated truck delivers a shipment to Moscow and returns back loaded from Moscow 

(considering the present price for Moscow – Moldova shipment delivery – 1000 USD); 

c) The refrigerated truck delivers a shipment to Moscow and returns back loaded from Kiev 

(considering the present price for Kiev –Moldova shipment delivery – 750 USD); 

d) The refrigerated truck delivers a shipment to Moscow and returns back loaded from Zaporozhie 

(considering the present price for Zaporozhie – Moldova shipment delivery – 850 USD); 

e) The refrigerated truck delivers a shipment to Moscow and returns back loaded from Vinnitza 

(considering the present price for Vinnitza – Moldova shipment delivery – 700 USD); 

For this analysis mandatory insurance policies and depreciation costs aren’t being taken into 

consideration because they are fixed costs and their values don’t depend on the total distance covered by 

a truck.

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From the table presented above it is very easy to observe the difference of gross profit gained in 

every situation described. The highest profit is obtained in situation e) 1751, 69 USD; situation c) 

1703, 61 USD and situation d) 1698, 96 USD. But due to the fact that delivery time is different in 

every situation should be analyzed the indicator of gross profit gained for a day. The ratio 

between gross profit indicator and delivered time reveals the fact that highest gross profit is 

obtained in situation e), then situation c) and d). The same placement of the situations results 

from the ratio between the price and delivery time indicators. The result is influenced most of all 

by the delivery time indicator: though the delivery time in situation c) increases with 8% in 

comparison to situation e) the price rises just with 1,3% for the same comparison. In situation d) 

the time for delivery rises with 16, 7% compared to situation e), but the price rises only with 3, 

85%. For these cases the delivery time has a big impact on the gross profit obtained. The prices 

vary just up to 150 USD and don’t influence very much to the analyzed above indicator. 

The distance covered remained at the same value in most cases, just in situation d) has increased 

with 100 km, but the influence of its variance is very small because the ratio between the price 

and distance covered in this situation is 1,157 USD/km, compared to situation c) 1,162 USD/km 

and situation e) 1,147 USD/km and represents a less revenue obtained with 0,005 USD/km for 

the comparison of situations d) and c) and a higher revenue obtained with 0,01 USD/km for the 

comparison of situations d) and e). 

When analyzing the costs, we can observe that in situation a) the price is the lowest in 

comparison to other given situations, but the total cost value is one the highest compared to 

costs of other situations, this way in result it was obtained the lowest gross profit of all the 

situations. The analysis of the ratio between the costs and prices resulted that in situation a) the 

costs formed 74,1% of the established price, in situation b):  74,9% of the established price, 

situation c):  56,9%, situation d):  58% and situation e) 55% of the established price. From the 

above analysis we can conclude that situations a) and b) are less preferred than other situations 

described. Though the delivery time in the situation a) is the lowest – 10 days and the 

transportation company gains profit in case the truck is ordered for another shipment to 

Moscow, it still presents the lowest profit obtained in comparison to situations c), d) and e). 

Example: 82,93 USD * 14 days = 1161,02 USD – we assume that the transportation company has 

another shipment to Moscow demand, the 11 to 14th day is being spent for shipment delivery 

and we multiply the gained profit for the same route to 14 days – the highest delivery time of all 

the situations described above. From this example we can observe that is still not preferable to 

return empty back from Moscow, but it is more preferable when compared to situation b), in 

which the gross profit obtained for 14 days is 1052,59 USD and it is lower than the one the 

company would obtain in the example described earlier: 1161,02 USD.  This conclusion can 

result when comparing the gross profits obtained for a working day in each of the situations 

described: this indicator is the lowest in situation b). 

The increase/decrease of driver’s salary, per diem, road costs indicators is very low (10 to 40 

USD) and has a small impact, up to 2%, of total costs occurred.  

The permits indicator in the situation b) increases with 92, 2 USD, which represents the TIR 

Carnet cost, generally needed for the shipment delivery from Moscow. This increase forms 2,9% 

of total costs in this situation. For situations c), d) and e) there is necessary to buy an additional 

Ukrainian bilateral permit that costs 10 Euro or 13 USD, but this additional cost has an 
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insignificant impact on total costs of the transportation services. Though the price is the highest 

in situation b) the costs represent the highest amount as well. The increase of total costs for this 

situation is formed by increased fuel costs (the truck returns loaded and consumes more fuel), 

increased per diem (delivery time increases and per diem payments increase as well), permits 

(the need of additional TIR Carnet), unofficial payments (truck is loaded from Moscow and 

appear costs of these payments) and road costs (additional 10Euro for a loaded truck tax in 

Ukraine) in comparison to situation a) and conduce to increasing of total cost with 776,73 USD in 

comparison to situation a). Also, high delivery time has influenced to a low gross profit obtained 

and compared to situations a), c), d) and e). 

The cost amounts of situations c), d) and e) do not vary significantly. The variances result from 

the increase/decrease of fuel costs and per diem indicators. Due to the fact that per diem 

indicator vary just with 10 – 20 USD and conduces to an increase of 1% of total costs, higher 

impact represents the increase/decrease of fuel costs. Fuel costs increase in the situations c) and 

d) owe to total distance covered by a loaded truck. The less distance a loaded truck covers the 

less costs occur. Since the lowest distance covered by loaded truck is given in situation e) and 

delivery time for this situation is the lowest from all as well, in the end it is obtained the highest 

gross profit for a working day. 

In conclusion, the situation b) is less preferred in all cases due to high costs occurred and low 

gross profit obtained. Situation a) can be chosen in case of high demand for shipment deliveries 

to Moscow. The best variants for transportation companies are variants exposed in situations e), 

c) and d) because of low costs (decreased fuel costs) compared to high prices obtained for 

reduced delivery times. 

4.4. Price and delivery time to main geographical destinations: (refrigerated 

and non-refrigerated broken out separately by month/season as 

generally quoted)

High competition in the transportation industry generates the stability of prices. The variations 

of transportation services prices depend mostly on demand fluctuation. The demand of 

transportation services is generally influenced by: consumption of goods by individuals, 

households, and government; production of industrial and agricultural goods and the exchange 

of produced goods (trade). The main export products are: textile and textile articles; 

equipments; fruits, vegetables and grains; processed food, wine and other alcoholic beverages. 

The main external trade destination for Republic of Moldova is Russia (aprox. 30, 75% of total 

exports based on January November 2012 statistics). This way, Russia is also the most 

importation destination for transportation services. Since the main export products to Russia are 

agricultural products and processed foods, the demand for the transportation services depends 
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on growing periods and harvest seasons. Therefore, the demand for transportation is higher 

when the growing period of agricultural products is over. Usually the prices for the 

transportation services are higher in summer, autumn and early winter (December) due to the 

end of growing period and the holidays time (December), when the consumption of goods rises 

significantly.   

The surveyed companies reported a 10 – 15% price rise for transportation services during peak 

periods. The price rise in the mentioned above peak periods can be attributed mostly to high 

demand of refrigerated trucks, but it also influences the prices established for non refrigerated 

trucks. 

To Moscow and Saint Petersburg the service providers deliver both perishables goods, that need 

to be transported in refrigerated trucks, and general goods, as textiles, equipments, that can be 

transported by non-refrigerated trucks. 

To other Russian destinations (Archangelsk, Nizhniy Novgorod, Yekaterinburg, Omsk, 

Novosibirsk, Surgut, Krasnoyarsk) local producers export generally agricultural products like 

grapes and apples, so the demand for transportation services for these destinations is seasonal, 

starting late summer and ending in January. Though, the harvest periods end in October 

November, local producers storage the products to trade them in the periods of decreased 

supply, like December and January, so they get a higher price and gain higher profits.  

The demand for refrigerated trucks to deliver goods to Russia is highly dependent on the 

consumption of agricultural products in Russia.  

Russia's accession to the WTO led to lower import duties on most fruits and vegetables, as 

regard, the total supply is growing and the products become more affordable for consumers. 

This way the consumption of fruits and vegetables got higher.  

According to Federal State Statistics Service of the Russian Federation, in the period from July to 

November of 2011, Moldova was the main apple exporter to Russia. However, in the same period 

of this year, it was Poland that led in apple exports to the Russian Federation after Russia's 

accession to the WTO. Previously, Polish exporters were active in the Russian market only since 

January when the import duty on apples was reduced. The main reason for Moldova's lower 

exports is a decrease in domestic production of apples. In addition to low production, the 2012 

season is characterized by relatively low volumes of marketable apples in Moldova that 

significantly reduces Moldovan suppliers' chances to export their produce.  

In the conditions of low domestic production and goods stock out, the transportation companies 

seek other markets with high demand for the transportation services. The main Republic of 

Moldova competitors for Russian fruits and vegetables markets are Poland, Serbia, Turkey and 

Greece. Starting peak end period – January and until April, the transporters provide the trucks to 

Polish and Serbian domestic producers, who export apples to Russia during this period. Later, 

starting April until June, the service providers redirect to Turkish and Greek producers to ship 

fresh harvested products (cherries, strawberries, etc.) to Russia.  

Due to the fact that Ukraine has a developed agricultural activity sector the demand for 

agricultural products is low. Ukraine has a share of aprox. 5, 7% (January June statistic dates) of 

total exports. This leads to a low fluctuation of transportation services prices to destination – 
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Ukraine. But Ukraine represents the main import partner of goods for Republic of Moldova. Our 

country imports both perishable and non-perishable goods from Ukraine, so the transporters 

provide shipments mostly from Ukraine to Moldova. Prices are generally stable and can vary at 

individual conditions set of the parties or when increased consumption of goods is observed 

(before holidays). 

To Belarus and Poland, Republic of Moldova exports wine and alcoholic beverages, sugar, etc. 

and the transportation services prices do not vary significantly during the year and depend 

mostly on the availability of the trucks at demand.  

To Germany prices for refrigerated and non-refrigerated trucks are equal because only non-

refrigerated truck shipments are delivered. The exports to Germany are low because of the high 

EU regulations regarding import products that local producers must comply to. And the most 

imported products from Germany are delivered in non-refrigerated trucks.   

To Kazakhstan prices can vary significantly from one service provider to another because of the 

distance, geographical location, country’s relief and poor infrastructure. To Kazakhstan Moldova 

exports mostly agricultural products (e.g. apples) and the demand, therefore the price for 

transportation services depend on season growth period. Few transporters accept to deliver 

shipments to this destination because of the factors mentioned above. 

To Baltic countries the price for transportation services doesn’t vary and is also generally stable 

during the year. The variations of price can be generally attributed to conditions set by 

individual parties. 

The prices contained in the above table are established by surveyed transportation companies 

and reflect the general market prices existent at the present moment. Prices can be negotiable 

and generally higher prices are established by dispatching agencies, the differences of the 

presented above prices represent their commission. The prices can rise if the fuel price rises 

because fuel costs form the main part of the transportation services costs. 

4.5. Price and time of delivery of perishable goods in refrigerated rail 

sections 

The cost of transportation of perishable goods in refrigerated sections is calculated in 

accordance with the Tariff Policy of the CIS railways. 

The tariff policy of the railways of the Commonwealth of Independent States in the 

transportation of goods in international traffic is the international treaty of interdepartmental 

nature and operates under the railway administrations of the Tariff Agreement of Railway 

Administrations of the Commonwealth of Independent States of February 17, 1993. 

The participants of the Tariff Agreement are the Railways of the following countries: 

1. Republic of Azerbaijan - AZ 

2. Republic of Armenia - ARM 

3. Republic of Belarus - BCh 

4. Georgia - GR 
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5. Republic of Kazakhstan - KZH 

6. Kyrgyz Republic - CRG 

7. Republic of Latvia - LDZ 

8. Republic of Moldova - ChFM 

9. Russian Federation - RDZh 

10. Republic of Tajikistan - TDZh 

11. Turkmenistan - TRK 

12. Republic of Uzbekistan - UTI 

13. Ukraine - UZ 

14. Republic of Estonia - EVR 

According to this tariff policy one of the transport companies of Chisinau calculated the rates and 

registered all the necessary documents for the export of fresh fruits and vegetables. The 

calculation was made for refrigerated units consisting of 4 refrigerated cars. The offer with the 

cost of transportation and all necessary payments for the export of products is given in the 

Appendix 8. 

The document comprises the calculated cost of transportation from three regions of Moldova: 

Chisinau (center), Balti (north) and Cahul (south) only to Ekaterinburg. Of all the requested 

regions of Russia: Yekaterinburg, Omsk, Novosibirsk, Surgut, Novosibirsk and Kazakhstan 

(Astana) this destination is the only possible destination for delivery by railway. Since the time 

of delivery of perishable goods is regulated by the Instruction on the transportation of 

perishable goods in refrigerated cars in international traffic between the states of the 

Commonwealth of Independent States, the Republic of Latvia, Republic of Lithuania, the Republic 

of Estonia. This instruction, besides the conditions and regulations of cargo transportation in 

refrigerated and insulated containers, also comprises tables of Deadlines of transportations of 

fruits and vegetables by seasons of the year in refrigerated cars (Appendix 9). 

On average, the possibility of transportation of perishable goods by railway is calculated by 

dividing the distance from the point of departure to destination by the average speed of ref. cars 

300 - 320 km / day, while the speed of the other cars on average is 220 km / day. Plus, this is 

added to 1 day for each crossing point and 1 day for loading and unloading of goods.  

So, at a distance from Chisinau to Omsk of 3,600 km this is the shortest possible distance given 

the 4 border crossing points and 2 days of loading and unloading will be about 18 - 19 days for 

cherries, apricots and tomatoes, the deadlines for delivery will make up 8-10 and 10-15 days 

respectively. Indeed, whatever the cooling equipment, but fresh fruits and vegetables have the 

limits of preservation and storage. Therefore, these types of products at such distances are not 

transported by railway. 

The situation is similar with the destinations in other declared directions

Based on the rules of transportation, speed of delivery by railway and road and the distance, an 

unambiguous conclusion can be made that the delivery of perishable non-canned fresh fruits and 

vegetables is little possible, and in some cases is not possible through the railway. 

4.6. Price and time of delivery of perishable goods by air an by sea 

 

For the transportation of easily perishable goods that do not require cooling at low temperatures 

(below 0 degrees), they do not required transportation in refrigerated containers.  The aircraft 

room temperature is adjusted depending on the required temperature. 

These goods can be transported to destination in 2 ways: 

a) Charter flight. In this case the goods reach the destination suring some 2-3 hours. The 

average cost makes up 25 000 EUR for 20 tons to the destinations listed (1.25 EUR/kg). The 

advantage of this way is fast transportation. 

b) Scheduled flight. In this case the goods will reach the destination in 2-3 days, depending on 

the destination. The disadvantage – the export depends on the date and time scheduled. 

If we compare the costs of both methods of transportation (scheduled and charter), charter 

flights are usually cheaper, in spite of the fact that the whole aircraft is ordered and the costs 

should be higher. The reason is that the lines are unique and belong to a company. Thus, 

ordering an aircraft to transport a consignment of 20 tons to the destinations specified costs 

25,000 EUR 

In case of schedules flights the rates are higher because the flights are combined between two 

airlines. For example, below are given the prices for some destinations for the freight required: 

"Czech Airlines" (scheduled flights). 

Flight from Chisinau (KIV) - 2 times per week (Monday and Thursday). Flights are performed 

through the transit point of Prague Airport, where goods are unloaded and loaded in another 

aircraft. 

KIV – SVX (Ekaterinburg) - 2.90 EUR/kg 

Delivery of perishable goods by air 
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KIV – OVB (Nobosibirsk) – 3.0EUR/kg 

KIV – KJA (Krasnojarsk) – 2.90EUR/kg 

KIV – VVO (Vladivostok) – 9.00EUR/kg 

KIV - OMS (Omsk) – no scheduled flights available, only charter ones. 

KIV - SGC (Surgut) - no scheduled flights available, only charter ones. 

KIV – HTA (Chita) - no scheduled flights available, only charter ones. 

Czech Airlines currently performs its flights from KIV with ATR72 type aircraft with a capacity of 

7,000 kg. 

If a greater weight (20T) is demanded, they can change the aircraft with a larger capacity. 

"Turkish Airlines" (scheduled flights). 

Flights from Chisinau (KIV) daily (Monday - Sunday). 

 Flights are made through Istanbul Airport as a transit point where goods are unloaded and 

loaded into another aircraft. 

KIV – SVX (Ekaterinburg) - 1.55 EUR/kg 

KIV – OVB (Nobosibirsk) – negotiable order 

KIV – KJA (Krasnojarsk) – no scheduled flights available, only charter ones. 

KIV – VVO KIV – VVO (Vladivostok) - no scheduled flights available, only charter ones. 

KIV - OMS (Omsk) – no scheduled flights available, only charter ones. 

KIV - SGC (Surgut) - no scheduled flights available, only charter ones. 

KIV – HTA (Chita) - no scheduled flights available, only charter ones. 

Turkish Airlines currently performs its flights from KIV with Boeing 737 aircraft and Airbus 

A319 that has a capacity of 3,000/1,000kg. 

If a greater weight (20T) is demanded, they can change the aircraft with a larger capacity. 

The procedure of transportation consists in transporting goods from the distributor to the 

Airport in refrigerator cars. In Airport goods are directly unloaded to the aircraft. The aircraft 

bring cargo to the destination (destination Airport) where it is unloaded in trucks with 

refrigerator which in turn transports it to the storage (fridges) of the recipient. 

 

 

The perishable fruits and vegetables export by sea is not practiced in the Republic of Moldova, 

the main reason being the long time of shipment. The transportation of a container to 

Vladivostok takes about 35-40 days plus 5-7 days for customs clearance and loading and 

unloading, that is a total of 40-47 days. Thus, the risks of damage to products on road are very 

high and no shipping line does not assume them. 

Delivery of perishable goods by sea 
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There are only 2 lines (MAERSK and CMACGM) providing containers-refrigerators to Moldovan 

businesses, but only for sea transportation of products, such as: meat, canned food, wine, etc.  All 

these lines have signed contracts with large traders of exotic fruits and offer containers-

refrigerators for perishable exotic fruits (e.g. bananas) imports to Moldova, but the 

transportation contract provides for that they are not liable for damaged goods. The rates for 

transportation of containers with perishable fruits and vegetables to such destinations as 

Vladivostok (Russia) and Haifa (Israel) are given in Appendix 11 (Commercial Offer). 
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5. BARRIERS TO THE DEVELOPMENT OF TRANSPORT BUSINESS 

During the interviews conducted with the owners of transport companies they noted some problems 

impeding the development of export of fresh fruits and vegetables from the Republic of Moldova. 

1. All interviewees mentioned as the main problem in this area the too much time spent for 

customs formalities in the initial-final destinations, as well as intermediate border and 

customs pints. In the total length of time of delivery, this time makes up over 50% of the time. 

2. The greatest loss of time is observed when crossing the Ukrainian-Russian border at the 

checkpoints Senkovka - Novye Yurkovichi only through which imports to Russia are made. 

Here  also most likely long lines occur, especially during the peak period of demand for the 

transport of perishable goods. 

3. Also, all the owners of the rolling stock observed as a significant negative factor the informal 

payments, which they are forced to made to officials, mostly in border crossings. 

4. Certain carriers indicated the poor quality of roads, especially near the border and customs 

crossing Senkovka - Novye Yurkovichi. 

5. Some transport companies noted an insufficient number of Ukrainian transit permits without 

paying duties. Permits for the transport of perishable goods without payment of duties 

absolutely lack. 

6. As one of the barriers to transportation of agricultural products, it was noted the absence on 

the market of forwarding services of a large forwarding agency specialized in the 

organization of delivery of such products.
