e Attendance rates:
 The household survey specifically asks parents if their children are currently
attending formal schooling. This differs slightly from enrollment data which is
collected from school registers.
e Formal Schooling:
* Any institution of learning that offers the approved UBE curriculum or equivalent.
Can be public or private.
 Net Attendance rate:
e Children of official school age attending formal schooling as a proportion of all
children of that age
e Gross Attendance rate:

e Children of any age attending formal schooling as a proportion of all children of that
age
