Note to parents and family members for the 
daily readers

This guide provides information to parents and 
family members about the daily readers produced 
by the Rwanda Education Board. In the guide, the 
word “parent” refers to parents, guardians, and 
caregivers who help children learn to read and 
write.

Supporting your child’s learning

Reading with children in the early years encourages 
a positive attitude towards books and reading. It also provides an opportunity for children 
to think of themselves as successful readers. You can help your child become a good 
reader – and enjoy reading – by asking him/her to read out loud to you, to a family 
member, or to a neighbour. By doing so, you will show your child that learning to read is 
important. You will also help him/her to develop his/her reading and writing skills. With 
regular practice at school and in the home, your child will develop fluency in reading 
and writing. 

Please insist that your child brings home a reader from school every day. Set aside at 
least 15 minutes each day for your child to read the weekly story. As he/she reads, 
encourage him/her to place his/her finger under the letter or word that he/she is reading; 
this will keep him/her focused on the letter or word.

If your child comes across a word he/she doesn’t know, use the “pause, prompt and 
praise” technique:
Pause – wait a few seconds and give your child enough time to quickly think. Often he/
she will work it out.

Prompt – if he/she doesn’t know the word, try the following:

•	 Look at the letters and sounds in the word. 

•	 Look for clues in the pictures.

•	 Go back to the beginning of the sentence.

•	 Read the sentence again.

Praise – provide praise for getting the word right and/or trying hard.

In addition, you can help your child complete the activities at the end of each story to 
check if your child is making progress. Remember everyone learns at a different pace. 
But everyone will learn. It just takes time, practice and support. Whenever and wherever 
possible, encourage your child and show that you have confidence in his/her abilities.
