1'he convening 0 r two s 19ni f1 can t work:Lng 

conferences, one r01ating to the status of \'lornen under 

developmental circumstances of planned and unplanned 

change; and the other inv8::>tigated development preroga­

tives in Southern Afr:c8., testify to this jmpetus. 

The on-going research grants program has also 

proceeded with a higher degree of monitoring than ever 

be fore. 1'his 0 ffi ce has ins ti t uted a proceclu~'e 0 r 

following up on interim reports and guaging research 

efforts to ~nsure that they meet all requirements of 

applied rather than theoretic~l objectives. 

In order to build a solid constituency, AASC 

has also expanded its communications function, through 

increasing circ ulati on 0 f the ncwf,lc t te r, at tendance 0 f 

staff and Board at various developmental meetings and 

the staging of sessions with various African officials 

to discuss areas of developmental research needs in 

their respective countries. 

'l'he ililpetuL; for growth and stabilization of 

AASC has presently reflected in the recruitment for 

additional Board members and the construction of a 

mechanism for obtaining constituent support for the 



organization. The results of these measures augur
 

promising effect for the not too distant future.

Strategies: 

--'r'hc> African American SchoJ8.rd Council 

has 1011e; been aware of trle paucity of 

sufficient data and analyses on develop­

ment in tlle Southern 1\f1':i. ca rq;ion. In 

1976, 1\M)C fwugh t a specific approach to 

thi s cliloTTUllG. and undertook an elgh t-month 

long study. 'rhls pro,j ec t waf, a pre1imin­

ary as~wssment of anticipated manpower 

needs in Southern Africa. The final 

document did successfully provide an 

insight to the Southern AfY'ican transition 

and development problems, as well as made 

the situation more comprehensible to 

variom; publics. SeconcJly, it identified 

data sources which would be more useful 

for indepth research in the future. 

--This effort was an initial assessment, 

which made no presumption toward b0tng 

the definitive study on Southern Africa 

development. The research activity 

(which included the compila.tion at twenty­

six occasional pape1':3 and three inter'1m 

reports; the establishrllont of a Southern 

1\frica baseline data Library and infor­

mat:ion f:Jystem) did f.dgnificantly br'oacJcn 

the capabil:i ty of tho 1\1'r1(;an American 

Scholars Counc:il (A1\~)C) to lmc1cl'take and 

coordinate substantive forms or Southern 

Africa development research. 
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--In order to insure that any new 

Southern Africa Development analysis 

effort would be of consequent:ul pro­

portions to future development planners 

and policy makers, AASC convened a 

three-day working conference, "Southern 

Africa : Research Cor Development" 

(December 20 ll, 19T7). Participation 

included approximately sixty Southern 

African specialists, predominantly 

nationals of the region. '.1'ho purro~e 

of the ~;esslons wa~; Lo call togetll'2r 

eminent specialists frem all political 

persuasions, who could disucss (in an 

atmosphere of mutual respect and pro­

fessional concern) the most pertinent 

issues for future development research 

in that reelon. '1'l1erefo1'e, the delin­

eation of research priorities evolved 

from the sessions of worlcing commi 'ctees, 

designated for tl1e following dis~iplines: 

Education, lIealth Sciencer5, J[uman J1G­

source Development, PubLic Administration/
