Support (YES) project, initial obligation of which'is
 
anticipated in FY1990.

A.I.D. funding under this agreement will support technical'
 
assistance associated with the design of the proposed-YES
 
project,' a major new activity aimed at supporting and
 
strengthening the private sector in Yemen. The activity will
 
begin once the USAID Project Identification Document (PID) has
 
been approved, probably by early fall 1989.
