PROJE DE IPTIO
Introduction

Kenya Human Rights Commission (KHRC) is a Kenyan NGO formed in
1992 and registered with the GOK since 1993. 1Its purpose is to
promote, protect and monitor human rights in Kenya. KHRC
received two Section 116 (e) grants in FY 93 and 94. The purpose
of the first grant was to produce two book-length reports on (a)
the state of Human Rights in Kenya for 1993 and (b) Human Rights
violations against the ethnic Somali of north-eastern Kenya. The
purpose of the second grant was to finance its Rights Awareness
project (RAP) in the publication of legal education materials
which would provide interactive participatory media which could
be used not only by RAP but by other 1legal education
organizations as well. KHRC successfully implemented these
projects to USAIDs satisfaction. In addition to meeting
virtually all the projected targets, KHRC accounted for USG fund
well and therefore has a good track record with USAID.

KHRC, the International Commission of Jurists (ICJ-K) and the Law
Society of Kenya (LSK) have formed a committee known as the
Citizens Coalition for Constitutional Change (CCCC) for the
purposes of drafting a model constitution and promoting
discussions and sensitizing Kenyans on the need for &z new
constitutional order in Kenya. Towards this end, CCCC drafted
a model constitution, held a' series of seminars to discuss the
model constitution and involved many organizations in this
process. CCCC submitted a proposal for funding to USAID. CCCC
is not a legal entity and th¢refore it was decided by ICJ, KHRC
and LSK that KHRC should be the grantee for this project.

Project Purposse

The goal of the project is to create a new social contract to
guarantee an enduring constitutional order in Kenya. The purpose
of the project is to facilitate a process of re-writing of a
constitution that is democratic and participatory.

The Proiect

To achieve the above purpose, CCCC will implement a program of
civic education on the constitutional process and hold workshops
at which key constituticnal issues will be discussed. To enhance
the participation of Kenyans in the constitutional review
process, CCCC will implement a program of civiec education
focussing on the following areas:

- Basic human rights,

- Constitutional provisions and the law affecting the various
communities that are predominantly peasant,

- Basic _ elements of governance, transparency and
accountability and,

—
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Solidarity building through cultural activities: song,
dance and popular theatre.

In order to implement the civic education program successfully,
CCCC will work through organizations engaged in civic education
programs including religious groups, media, NGOs and education
institutions. CCCC’s role will be to disseminate the relevant
basic information relating to the constitutional process in
workshops organized by these organizations. Topics to be covered
by CCCC include: what is a constitution, the Bill of Rights, and
why checks and balances are necessary in the exercise of

political power.

After the launching of the model constitution by CCCC, there has
been an apparent need to focus attention on specific areas of the
model constitution in view of the importance people attach to
them. For example; the issue of land rights. Some politicians
and sections of the Kenyan population look at this issue from an
ethnic viewpoint as opposed to seeing it in the context of
agrarian reform and social justice. A series of
seminars/workshops are planned where inherent concerns on the
present constitution can be aired. 1In addition, such workshops
will create room for open dialogue on key national issues leading
to viable contributions which will go towards improving the model

constitution.

This is a two year project. At the enc of two years, the KHRC
through CCCC will achieve the following:

1. Civic Education Program:

a) Publish 10 booklets (one in Kiswahili and the other in 9
Kenyan Languages) on 10 major features of the proposal for
a model constitution;

b) Commission the production of one play with the theme: the
need for a new constitution;

c) Produce 1,000 brochures, posters, car stickers, badges, key
holders, quarterly calenders, cartoon illustrations, for
the purposes of popularizing constitutional change; and

d) CCCC staff to participate in at least one seminar in each
of Kenyan provinces organized by various organizations at
which the CCCC will address constitutional issues,

2. Spacial Workshops:

Complete two workshops on key constitutional issues whose
recommendations will be incorporated into the model constitution.
The workshops will be attended by religious groups, academics,
students, politicians, business perple, donors and other segments
of the Kenyan population.

Funding

The Grant will be for a period of two years. The total project
cost is estimated at $200,00 over a two year period, with USAID



contribution estimated at $150,000. This will fund training
materials, salaries, seminars, other direct costs and

contingencies.

RHRC will provide the Kenya Shilling equivalent, in cash and in
kind, of approximately $50,000 to cover a portion of the
salaries, training materials, seminars and other direct expenses.
These contributions represent 25% of total project costs.

All Grant funds are expected to be expended during the two year
life of the project.
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
