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As described in the October 2000 workplan for the above-reference Associates Award, 
the goal of this project is: to ensure that the potential is realized in the Andean Region for 
achieving long-term conservation, sustainable development and climate protection 
through forest-based activities under the United Nations Framework Convention on 
Climate Change.  Various activities carried out under this Award will help fulfill the 
following six objectives: 
 
OBJECTIVE 1: Conduct Green House Gas (GHG) Inventory and Projection for the 
Bolivian Government 
 
OBJECTIVE 2: Provide technical assistance to the Government of Bolivia entities 
involved in Climate Change negotiations regarding the treatment of land use change and 
forestry (LUCF) within the UNFCCC. 
 
OBJECTIVE 3: Strengthen the capacity for analysis and negotiation of the Government 
of Bolivia Climate Change negotiators regarding the treatment of land use change and 
forestry (LUCF) with the UNFCCC. 
 
OBJECTIVE 4: Develop additional miscellaneous Climate Change activities. 
 
OBJECTIVE 5: Contribute to the development of shared regional positions among the 
Andean countries regarding the treatment of LUCF within the CDM and, more broadly, 
among the countries of the Amazon basin. 
 
OBJECTIVE 6: Strengthen the capacity for analysis and negotiation of the Andean 
countries regarding the inclusion of land use change and forestry (LUCF) projects in the 
Clean Development Mechanism.  
 
 
Activities conducted during reporting period to achieve Objective 1:  
 
Assess economic, social, technical and political capacities to adopt a national GHG 
emissions cap: 
• The National Climate Change Program carried out a series of meetings with 

members of the United States Embassy, USAID and TNC (Ted Craige, Doug Mason 
and Monica Ostria, respectively) to further discuss their cooperation in conducting a 



study of emissions goals in Bolivia.  They established that the first component of the 
project was ready to be implemented. 

• The corresponding budgets for this study were prepared and submitted to TNC. 
• It was decided together with the State Department to use the Macro Markal model to 

evaluate economic impacts. 
• There were no further communications with the United States Embassy.  PNCCC is 

still waiting for the final draft of the plan for the emissions study, and for the official 
agreement on cooperation. 

 
Activities conducted during reporting period to achieve Objective 2: 
 

Consultancy for technical assistance on the procedures of Climate Change negotiations:  
This component was completed during the previous reporting period.  No further 
activities were carried out. 
 
Activities conducted during reporting period to achieve Objective 3: 
 
Training in negotiation skills for the Government of Bolivia Climate Change Team: 
• The second workshop, on Techniques on Multilateral Negotiations, took place from 

January 16-18, 2001 with the participation of more than 15 representatives of various 
institutions, Swiss experts, the PNCC staff, and the consultant Sergio Jauregui. 

• The third workshop, on Consolidation of Business Strategies, took place from 
January 20-22, 2001.  The participants gave presentations and discussed them, and 
certificates were provided to all attendees upon completion of the workshop. 

• The Swiss aid agency will edit a book that summarizes the experiences from the 
workshops in Bolivia, as well as present the most important findings that emerged. 

• PNCC provided a budget to TNC for the costs of the workshop and for the 
consultant’s fees. 

 
Activities conducted during reporting period to achieve Objective 4: 
 
Miscellaneous Climate Change activities: 
No activities were performed during this quarter.   
 
Activities conducted during reporting period to achieve Objective 5 
 
Climate Change Negotiators Workshop: 
The workshop and report were completed during the previous reporting period. 
 
Activities conducted during reporting period to achieve Objective 6 
 
Analytical papers: 
• Based on the initial list of paper topics developed in the previous quarter of this 

award, the sub-contractor developed a work plan for completion and dissemination of 
three analytical papers.  The series of papers will cover the following three topics:   
1) extent and impact of scale of LULUCF projects in the CDM; 2) methods for 
addressing permanence in LULUCF projects, including a proposal by Colombia on 



“expiring CERs”; and 3) mechanisms for addressing leakage, including the use of 
regional and national baselines. Each paper will include both a detailed analysis and a 
concise summary for policy makers.
