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I. Executive Summary  

 

The Kosovo Community Reconciliation Program (KCRP), focused on reconciliation initiatives 

aimed at strengthening the efforts of civil society organizations (CSOs) to address locally 

identified issues of common concern, has supported projects related to public education, 

advocacy on behalf of minorities, inter-ethnic relations among youth projects, freedom of 

movement, human rights monitoring, free and objective media reporting on human rights, 

cultural events with multiethnic communities, cross-community cooperation and CSO internship 

exchanges.  

 

Through a combination of ongoing grants and an internship program, Freedom House this past 

quarter has helped 12 CSOs and their partner organizations to register impressive results towards 

achieving the program’s objectives.   

 

For example: 

 

 The Kosovo non-Albanian 24-member media network from 20 Kosovo towns expanded with 

two K. Bosniak and one multiethnic radio station, covering 80 percent of Kosovo’s territory 

and reaching the entities entire non-Albanian audience, as well as a large number of K. 

Albanians; 

 In Mitrovica, two radio stations from the north and the south broadcast a program on specific 

community every-day problems and organized a set of four thematic debates on electricity 

supply, implementation of the Bologna Declaration, multicultural events, and the Anti-

discrimination Law;  

 In Lapje Selo, the K. Serbian Ghetto Theater produced a play Bridge, which had its premiere 

in Serbian; the play is now posted on the Arrow webpage so that theatre groups around the 

world can adapt it to their respective situations; 

 In Rahovec, Schueler Helfen Leben engaged youth groups from different ethnic communities 

in public debates on Cultural Development, organized two photo exhibitions on Cultural 

Heritage and Local Art Works and successfully lobbied the Institute for Protection of 

Cultural Heritage to support projects on extending knowledge about the local cultural legacy; 

 In Pristina, Ferizaj, Prizren and south Mitrovica, the Youth Initiative for Human Rights 

mobilized youth groups to join a campaign against discrimination and effectively engaged 

citizens in discussions on the consequences of intolerance, resulting in 692 new members of 

the My Initiative network;  

 In Skenderaj, the local communities, in cooperation with the CSO “Prehja” and its K. Serbian 

partner, successfully identified projects for which lobbying has already started: street repair, 

electricity network, internet links, school bus service; 

 In Kamenica, the K. Serbian CSO “Kosovka Devojka”, and its K. Albanian partner, held two 

public discussions with municipal authorities to advocate for the establishment of a Working 

Anti-corruption Committee. The groups also conducted advocacy work at the community 

level, resulting in 501 reports on corruption and three round tables in three villages; 

 As a result of two multi-ethnic initiatives in Gnjilan and Rahovec, youth from different 

ethnic groups are learning more about each other by studying language, music and art.   
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II. Activities 

 

A. Request for Application (RFA) and Pre-Award Process  

 

The Request for Applications (RFA) was published on October 1, 2007 in English, Serbian and 

Albanian in all major K. Albanian and Serbian dailies.  The KCRP RFA deadline for the 

submission of project proposals was November 5, 2007.  The RFA defined the type of activities 

Freedom House could support: 

 

 Coalition projects involving significant public education and advocacy, addressing locally 

recognized issues of common concern, innovative cross-sector approaches to improving 

community and interethnic relations; 

 Activities that develop and/or support NGO initiatives that work on common problems or 

issues; 

 Programs of networked NGOs and local communities developed to address a specific issue 

concerning reconciliation; 

 Coalition projects to promote cooperation between citizens, NGOs, local communities, local 

governments, institutions and media to foster stability and prosperity in the region; 

 Activities that support in innovative ways the process of truth and reconciliation in Kosovo 

and the broader region. 

 

The RFA also defined guidelines and evaluation criteria in selecting local partners: 

 Projects implemented in partnership and enabling representation of both ethnic groups 

(Albanian and Serbian) in advocacy coalitions were required;  

 Priority was given, but not limited, to proposals related to: advocacy on behalf of minorities, 

youth inter-ethnic projects and students’ initiatives, freedom of movement, human rights 

monitoring, free and objective media reporting on human rights, cultural events with 

multiethnic communities, local government cooperation and decentralization.   

 Projects had to contain an on-going commitment to resolving ethnic, religious, and/or 

political disputes in a local community, advancing principles of non-discrimination and 

equality; 

 Projects had to clearly demonstrate how planned activities within coalitions will help reach 

the program objectives;  

 Projects had to be unique and not duplicate projects already funded by the US government or 

other donors;  

 Projects had to include a strong visibility and awareness-raising component;  

 Equal participation and integration of women in all projects from design through execution 

was encouraged; 

 Administrative overhead could not exceed 20 percent of the total budget. 

See Appendix I: RFA in English.  

 

Freedom House received 47 project proposals in response to the RFA.  The best 10 project 

proposals were submitted to the Grants Evaluation Committee (GEC), coordinated by the 

Freedom House partner, the Foundation for Democratic Initiative (FDI).  The members of the 

Committee were: (1) Fitnete Dula, Legal Officer and Court Monitoring, OSCE; (2) Veton Mujaj, 

Executive Director, NGO “Syri i Vizionit”; (3) Luljeta Vuniqi, Executive Director, the Kosovo 
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Center for Gender Studies; (4) Ariana Cosaj, human rights and gender advisor, OSCE; (5) 

Milanka Milkovic, Program Coordinator, NGO “Vita”, Sterpce. 

 

GEC and a Freedom House program evaluation team reviewed the ten solicited proposals on 

November 21, 2007 and made further recommendations for funding.  

 

After creating a short list of the best advocacy project proposals, Freedom House organized pre-

grant monitoring to evaluate the success of applicants’ past performances, the cost-effectiveness 

of the submitted projects, the competence of project management teams and the projected impact 

of the proposed projects. 

 

Grants that were recommended for funding by the Freedom House field-based staff were further 

vetted by Washington, D.C.-based staff engaged with the region.  Final approval will be given by 

Freedom House Washington, D.C.  Prior to issuance of sub-awards, the recommendations will be 

sent to USAID for concurrence, and the final decisions will be based on responsiveness to the 

criteria set out in the RFA including programmatic, administrative and financial requirements. 

 

During the selection process Freedom House will make every effort to ensure that diverse ethnic 

and religious groups are represented and that participants hail from multiple cities, as well as 

rural areas.  Efforts will be made to reach out to K. Serbian and Albanian communities as well as 

address the reality that women are frequently excluded from public life outside of the main 

towns.  Freedom House will award the best advocacy projects, focused on: (a) Raising awareness 

of minority groups so that they will become more actively engaged outside of their enclaves, and 

(b) Creating a lobbying strategy as a mechanism to bring their interests closer to the agenda of 

the institutions in Kosovo and vice versa. Media participation in projects will facilitate 

interaction and understanding among minority communities and between the minority and 

majority.  Partner projects are expected to start by mid-January 2008.  

 

The KCRP Grant Kit is being prepared in all three languages (English, Albanian and Serbian).  

This info package, which will include summarized grant conditions, payment instructions and 

guidelines for cost share reports, reporting results, communication plan template and narrative 

report instructions will be shared with local partners once contracts have been signed with them.

B. Ongoing Grants  

 

1. Free and Objective Media Reporting 

 

Keeping the Picture in Focus: Transparent Unbiased Information on Kosovo Status:  The 

Center for Migration Studies (CMS) successfully coordinated activities focused on re-

establishing the Kosovo non-Albanian media network, by (1) Organizing local K. Serbian media 

producers into an association; (2) Expanding the network with two K. Bosniak and one 

multiethnic radio station; (3) Introducing economic sustainability through advertising; and (4) 

Facilitating improved program quality and, where it does not already exist, introducing a 

harmonized news program produced on an association level.  The Kosovo Media Association 

(KOSMA) now brings together 27 radio stations in Kosovo (24 K. Serbian, 2 K. Bosniak, and 

one multiethnic), covering 80 percent of Kosovo territory and reaching the entire non-Albanian 

audience, as well as a large number of K. Albanians, since many radio stations broadcast their 
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programs in all major Kosovo languages.  These radio stations are the main source of 

information for local communities. 

 

CMS has carried out extensive consultations with the association members with the objective of 

upgrading the quality of their work.  Program implementation was monitored on a monthly basis, 

focusing particularly on reliability and impartiality.  It also included program quality control, 

based on polls carried out among the non-Serbian members of the association.  CMS organized 

three Skills-Development training seminars in Gracanica for the KOSMA network to improve the 

overall quality of its radio broadcasts.

In the period between October 1 and December 31, the network produced news programs three 

times a day, totaling 85 broadcasts.  Topics focused on every-day issues of importance to the 

communities in Kosovo and the main political and status-related processes.  While the Kosovo 

Serbian local media initially came together out of common economic interests, they are also 

committed to cooperation on the production of news programs.  They also share the need to 

bring greater transparency to their audiences regarding the status process and other ongoing 

political processes in Kosovo.  For the first time, information about the everyday life of K. Serb 

enclaves has been produced and conveyed to the existing K. Albanian media.  By establishing an 

informative and objective service produced by the Kosovo-Serb communities, the majority in 

Kosovo will indirectly benefit through exposure to a more balanced news service, which includes 

minority viewpoints. 

 

So far, the project has enabled the entire populations of the enclaves to have access to balanced, 

relevant and tangible information on all social and political issues related to life in Kosovo, thus 

limiting the possibility of information being manipulated by different political factions.  At the 

same time, the project has set the framework for future development of media programming in 

non-Albanian Kosovo communities, as well as their overall economical sustainability and 

independence. (See: Appendix III - KOSMA Network and Guest participants in KOSMA-

From the very beginning of the 

project, I have used KOSMA 

produced news and I am very 

pleased with the consistent quality 

and precise content of their 

products.

Contact across the Ibar/Ibër: Radio Contact Plus and Radio Mitrovica broadcast programs on 

both sides of the Ibar/Ibër river with an extensive audience.  These two most popular radio 

stations in Mitrovica are a channel of communication through which both K. Albanians and 

Serbs can meet and discuss the most important political, social and economic issues.  Besides the 

daily radio programs focused on specific community every-day issues, the partner radio stations 

organized a set of four thematic debates: (a) The shortcomings of the electricity supply in 

Kosovo with guests from both KEK (Kosovo Electric Company) and EPS (Electric Company of 

Serbia); (b) The implementation of the Bologna Declaration in institutions of higher education 

on both sides of Mitrovica (the main speaker was the rector of the Mitrovica University, Prof. 

Zdravko Vitosevic and discussions were initiated by intellectuals and NGO representative from 

both parts of the city); (c) Multicultural events, such as “Mitrovdan Festivities” (“Mitrovdanske 

svecanosti”) and multi-ethnic music festival “Love and 

Peace” were both covered in cooperation between 

Radio Contact Plus and Radio Mitrovica; and (d) A 

public discussion of the Anti-discrimination Law to 

protect people with disabilities.  The radio stations also 

continue to broadcast popular music for one hour each 

day, mainly responding to requests sent via sms.

2. Artistic Projects 

 

ARROW Kosova/o:  After the successful premier of the theater play “Bridge” in Albanian by 

The Centre for the Development of Children’s Theatre (CDCT), in partnership with the K. 

Serbian Ghetto Theater, produced the play in Serbian, which debuted in Lapje Selo on December 

9, 2007 (directed by Zoran Ristic, written by Jeton Neziraj).  The same play in Albanian was 

staged in Pristina and Prizren two months before the K. Serbian premiere.  “Bridge” is now also 

posted on the webpage ARROW (www.art-peace.co.uk), so that theatre groups around the world 

can adapt it to their respective situations.  In the meantime, a youth theatre group in 

Vushtri/Vucitrn (Kosovo) 

will adapt the material to 

produce its own play.  

”Bridge” will hold 

another 35 performances 

in both languages, by 

June 2008, when the 

project Arrow Kosova/o 

ends.

3. Cross-community cooperation 

 

Stimulating Community Interaction through Youth Participation in Rahovec/Orahovac:  

During the reporting period, the Kosovo multi-ethnic NGO, Schueler Helfen Leben, SHL 

(Students Improve Living) organized its fourth public debate on Cultural Development in the 

Rahovec Municipality on October 30, 2007.  The debate sought to increase awareness about

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integration and tolerance among young people in Rahovec through the participation of K. 

Albanian, Serbian and Roma youth groups, NGO representatives (Handikos, Nasa Kuca), media 

(the Zeri daily), municipal authorities and OSCE.  The debate also provided an opportunity to 

establish cultural links among different ethnic communities and members of local government.  

The participants recognized an overall lack of cultural activity and little interest among members 

of local government in the development of cultural events.  They elaborated a set of proposals 

that could improve the quality of cultural life in Rahovec, such as: (a) monthly encounters of 

youth groups from different ethnic backgrounds to extend their knowledge of local cultural 

heritage, and (b) the organization of visits to cultural monuments. As a result of the discussion, 

the Institute for Protection of Cultural Heritage 

has agreed to support these activities.   

Following the debate, two photo exhibitions 

on Cultural Heritage and Local Art Works 

were organized.  The youth magazine 

Ventilator continues its coverage of the SHL 

activities supported through KCRP. 
 

Public debate on Cultural Development, Rahovec, 

October 30, 2007  

 

Reconciliation and Peace Building in Skenderaj: The K. Albanian NGO “Prehja” and its K. 

Serbian partner finalized their eight-month reconciliation advocacy work on the most sensitive 

issues in Skenderaj -  freedom of movement and the return of the internally displaced persons 

(IDPs).  These partner organizations hosted a final joint forum in the village of Banja, following 

a training on Capacity Building of Multi-ethnic Youth Organizations, the successful 

establishment of a multi-ethnic Youth Committee from Banja and Syrigana, roundtables on 

Reconciliation and Peace Building, and a series of meetings with the Municipal Return Officer, 

the Municipal Group for Returnees, and young people from the Skenderaj villages (reported in 

the previous QR).  It was attended by representatives of local governments, OSCE, UNMIK, 

Kosovo Police Service (KPS), the NATO-led Kosovo Force (KFOR), the Municipal Officer for 

Returnees, the Municipal Community Officer, and NGO representatives that contributed to 

building and improving the interethnic dialogue in the villages of Runik, Banja and 

Syriganë/Surigana.   
 

Based on achievements supported through the KCRP program, local communities, in 

cooperation with the NGO “Prehja” and its K. Serbian partner, identified projects which will be 

developed following the conclusion 

of this grant: Project on Street Repair 

in Banja, Reparation of the 

Electricity Network in Banja and 

Syrigana, Establishing an Internet 

Network, School Bus Service for K. 

Serbs and Albanians) from Syrigana 

and Banja. 
 

Public discussion in Banja 

 

Stop corruption: Although it is thought that people in Kosovo are still afraid to talk about and 

condemn corruption cases, some notable results have been achieved by two KCRP-supported 

CSOs from the municipality of Kamenica.  The K. Serbian CSO “Kosovka Devojka”, and the K. 
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Albanian “Lidhja e Gruas”, received 501 reports on corruption by the end of December, 2007.  

During the reporting period, the partners organized three round tables in the villages of Ropotove 

e madhe, Tomance, and Berivojcë with the participation of K. Albanians, Serbs and Roma. 

Citizens were encouraged to make use of the anti-corruption boxes installed in the villages to 

report cases of corruption.  Alongside the advocacy work on a community level, two meetings 

were organized with municipal authorities to advocate for the establishment of a Working 

Committee on Anti-corruption.  The partner organizations previously installed anti-corruption 

boxes which give citizens the opportunity to voice their complaints at 40 locations in the 

municipality of Kamenica (20 mono-ethnic locations and 20 multi-ethnic villages).  This 

advocacy is aimed at institutionalizing these initiatives once the project comes to its end in April 

2008.  

 

4. Cultural exchanges 

 

Discovering New Talents: The NGO Hareja conducted music and painting courses in 

Rahovec/Orahovac with 40 children, aged 7 to 11.  The courses were aimed at creating 

friendships among children from different communities while they learn to play musical 

instruments, dance and paint.  During the reporting period, Hareja organized two visits: (a) On 

October 11, 2007, the K. Albanian children from both the Music and Art groups visited the K. 

Serbian primary school “Svetozar Markovic” from Rahovec; (b) On November 28, 2007, the K. 

Albanian primary school “Isa Boletini” organized a cultural 

program for children of both ethnic groups attending the 

Music and Art classes.  The program included a concert, 

given by the children from the Music group, and an 

exhibition of the children’s’ works from the Art courses.  The 

exhibition was open to all citizens of Rahovec.  Along with 

the support provided by Freedom House, the Hareja center 

has also received a donation of musical instruments from 

PAMM/IOM.

Language as a Unity Bridge: Lansdown, a multiethnic NGO from Gjilan, continued language 

courses and increased the number of female participants in October – December: 74 participants 

benefitted from the language courses, the majority of whom were young women.  The courses 

are nine weeks long and include instruction in Albanian for Serbian participants and Serbian for 

Albanian participants. Both take courses together in English.  

 

5. Active youth engagement 

 

Strengthening Cross Community Development: During the reporting period, the YIHR, in 

cooperation with NGO INPO and a Group of Volunteer Activists GVA, organized 15 workshops 

in 11 Kosovo towns with the participation of 209 attendees, most of them senior high school 

students and university students from different communities living in Kosovo.  The workshops 

were aimed at spreading the My Initiative network, the protection of human rights with zero 

tolerance towards any kind of discrimination.  My Initiative is committed to encouraging young 

people to think critically about political and social processes and to react to violations of any sort 

(political, domestic, social, religions, etc.).  The pre-dominant values revealed in an initial 
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survey, such as “Kosovo belongs exclusively to Albanians”, “You can not be moral, without 

being religious”, “Homosexuality is a mental 

disease” or “I support my state good or bad”, 

were used as starting premises in the debates 

aimed at deconstructing commonly held beliefs. 

 

These anti-discrimination campaigns were 

organized in Pristina and Ferizaj (November 5), 

Prizren (November 8), South Mitrovica 

(November 9). During these street events 692 

people signed a petition against discrimination 

(151 in Ferizaj, 306 in Prizren, 235 in 

Mitrovica), mobilizing activists in the YIHR My 

Initiative network Kosovo-wide.

Equal Opportunities for All: I have Right to Know: Following a capacity building seminar for 26 

participants from north and south Mitrovica on Human Rights Education and Tolerance Building, 

the two youth groups from both sides of Mitrovica participated at the workshops on Tolerance, 

Discrimination, Culture – 

Customs and Inter-ethnic 

Relations (reported in the 

previous QR). Their common 

work resulted in a photo 

exhibition and new 

billboards, presented in 

Mitrovica on December 1, 

2007 (north) and December 7, 2007 (south).  This public event which attracted media from both 

the south and the north of the town, was organized by partner NGOs, the K. Serbian Youth of 

JAZAS Kosovo and the K. Albanian With Hand on the Heart (“Me dore ne zemer”).  
 

C. Internships  

 

Freedom House organized three-week internship programs in Novi 

Sad, Zrenjanin and Belgrade for a select number of CSO leaders 

from Kosovo, both K. Serbs and K. Albanians, between October 

28 and November 13, 2007.  Targeted internships were aimed at 

taking activists out of the conflict area to work with similar-

minded counterparts.  The selected participants, two K. Albanians, 

two K. Serbs and one participant of mixed ethnicity (Alb-Ser) 

came from the following CSOs: Students Improve Living, Youth of 

JAZAS, Lansdowne, Media Pulse Association, and the Centre for 

Civil Society Development Kosovo.  (See: Appendix IV - Success 

Story: Youth NGO Leaders in Encouraging Regional 

Cooperation) 
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Many CSOs in Kosovo have little information about 

similar efforts being conducted or about natural allies and 

like-minded groups from Novi Sad and Belgrade.  Having 

this knowledge and the tools to organize beyond their own 

community will replicate best practices and allow for 

organizations to work across Kosovo in a coordinated 

manner. The main goal of the internships was to revitalize 

confidence, to encourage mutual efforts in solving 

problems and to create a space for continual exchange between Kosovo Serbs and Kosovo 

Albanians on one side and Kosovo-based NGOs in general 

with the civil society groups from  

Vojvodina.  Targeted internships will lay the groundwork for 

the CSOs’ own innovations in forming associations and 

strategies for future cooperation.  The internships will also 

have a direct impact on relations in Kosovo given that Serb 

and Albanian constituencies are influenced by the 

environment in Serbia.  (See: Appendix V - Internships 

Schedule and Participants’ Bio Notes) 

. 

D. Baseline Survey  

 

The final KCRP Baseline survey report, prepared by the Kosovo Chamber of Commerce (KCC), 

was finalized and submitted to USAID on November 5, 2007.  The sample included 555 

respondents and was carried out in Gjilan, Ferizaj, Lipjan, Janjeve, Rahovec, Skenderaj, Mitrovica 

North and South, Kline, Pristina and Kamenica. It gathered community perceptions of actual 

problems, such as: reconciliation, inter-ethnic communication, inter-ethnic relations after 2004, 

freedom of movement, cross-community cooperation, business relations, education, cultural 

exchanges, living conditions, property issues, IDPs, and opportunities for young people in 

municipalities covered by the program.   

 

A follow-up baseline survey will be carried out in May 2008.  Comparing the baseline survey 

results from 2007 with the end of project evaluation will determine the impact of reconciliation 

project grants on the changing perceptions of people.  

 

III. Upcoming activities 
 

During the next quarter, Freedom House will: 

 

 Conclude the project proposal evaluation process and sign letters of agreement with sub-

grantees; 

 

 Transfer funds to sub-grantees to start project implementation.  Freedom House will be 

responsible for all administration of the grants as they are implemented: developing and 

administering the grant program; implementing particular program components; overseeing 

and monitoring; coordinating with donors and other contractors in the region to build 

synergies and avoid duplication; taking the lead in liaising with USAID; and providing the 

final word on all aspects of the project; 

 

There should be many more programs 

like this one, so that young people from 

Kosovo can learn and realize how 

different communities can live together 

and cooperate.

 In cooperation with the Foundation for Democratic Initiatives (FDI), Freedom House will 

finalize the monitoring plan which will start immediately upon signing the contracts with 

new partner organizations;  Freedom House will also closely monitor the projects whose 

implementation continues during the second year of KCRP: Center for Migration Studies, 

Youth Initiative for HR, Kosovska Devojka, Landsdown, Hareja, Center for Development of 

Children’s Theater; 

 

 Evaluate the overall impact of JAZAS, Radio Contact Plus and Schueler Helfen Leben, upon 

conclusion of their projects in January 2008; 

 

 With financial support and technical assistance, Freedom House will strengthen CSO 

capacity to facilitate the processes of reconciliation.

Youth NGO Leaders in Encouraging Regional Cooperation 

Internships Program, Success Story 

October 28 – November 13, 2007: Novi Sad, Zrenjanin, Belgrade 

 

Freedom House’s Targeted Internships, aimed at taking K. Serbian and Albanian activists out of 

the conflict area to work with similar minded counterparts, was held between October 28 and 

November 13, 2007.  The three-week internships in Novi Sad, Zrenjanin and Belgrade were 

organized for five K. Albanians and Serbs from five Kosovo-based CSOs: Students Improve 

Living, Youth of JAZAS, Lansdowne, Media Pulse Association, and the Centre for Civil 

Society Development Kosovo from Prizren, Rahovec, Mitrovica, Leposavic and Gjilan.  

 

It was an exciting and dynamic program, bringing together some of the best and the brightest of 

generations to come.  The internships were a source of great encouragement to those on both 

sides who are ready to cooperate in everyday life.  During the program, the group had the 

opportunity to visit relevant organizations and institutions and to familiarize themselves with the 

activities of various NGOs in Novi Sad, Zrenjanin and Belgrade.  At the same time, they had an 

opportunity to learn more about the cultural and social life in Vojvodina, attending a concert in a 

Synagogue and a dance performance, The Language of the Walls.  

 

The primary goal of the internships was to overcome 

isolation and lack of communication, creating sustainable 

improvements in cultural and civil-society cooperation.  On 

the first working day, interns were introduced to the Center 

for Regionalism and its major projects.  The program 

continued with a visit to the Vojvodina Center for Human 

Rights and a discussion on human rights, in particular the 

rights of national minorities in Vojvodina and the protection 

of victims of domestic violence.

During the study visit, interns had an opportunity to attend various events and to have meetings 

with different organizations in Novi Sad, such as: The Center for Youth Cooperation (informal 

education and youth training), NGO ONO-Youth (ongoing cooperation with K. Albanian CSOs), 

the NGO Covekoljublje (marginalized youth groups, 

children without parents, single parents, HIV prevention 

and support for people living with HIV), ELSA - the Novi 

Sad branch (regional and international exchange 

programs), Association of Students with Disabilities, 

Student Union of Novi Sad University (organization of the 

EXIT festival), NGO Balkan IDEA (international youth 

projects, such as the European Commission program 

Youth in Action).   

 
Meeting with the Anti-Trafficking Center, Belgrade 
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A part of the program was focused on cultural exchanges: the interns visited the NGOs Crna 

Kuca -Youth Cultural Center, Kuda.org and Alternative Cultural Organization, AKO and 

discussed possible youth projects between Kosovo and Vojvodina.  

 

During the presentation of the best films from the Festival on Human Rights – Vivisect, 

organized by Vojvodjanka, which included a documentary on the war in Kosovo, “The Valley”, 

the interns had the opportunity to talk with the author, Dan Reed.  During visits to the Novi Sad 

School of Journalism, the Association of Independent Journalists from Vojvodina and the Helsiki 

Committee for 

HR, interns 

became 

acquainted with 

different models 

of cooperation 

between media 

and NGOs 

dealing with 

human rights.

The interns also visited three NGOs from Zrenjanin. The Education Centre (ZEC), engaged in 

the improvement of the social status of women. The Centre for Development of Civil Society and 

the European Movement in Serbia, Local Council Zrenjanin presented their civil-society projects 

on European integration and tools for raising awareness about European values among different 

communities.  

 

The two-day program held in Belgrade included visits to the organizations dealing with human 

rights and the promotion of European values: Fractal, the Youth Initiative for Human Rights, The 

Center for Civil-Military Relations, The Belgrade Fund for Political Excellence, The

Participants’ Bio Notes 
 

Mr. Jeton Cenka (1981) is Project Coordinator at the Rahovec-based Schüler Helfen Leben (SHL) 

Kosovo (Students Improve Living). Jeton is responsible for the youth development projects in SHL and 

the promotion of youth activism, multiculturalism and cooperation between different ethnic groups in the 

Rahovec municipality. His work portfolio includes a variety of activities from establishing contacts with 

other NGOs and governmental bodies dealing with youth to the preparation of projects and their 

implementation. He participated in the Kosovo-based training seminars on Human Rights, Effective 

Communication, Mediation and Negotiation, Organizational Strategic Planning and Project Cycle 

Development. As a person with strong organizational and communicational skills, Jeton is interested in 

improving his analytical and problem solving capacities, while being engaged in work within a 

multiethnic and multicultural environment. From the Internship program in Serbia, Jeton expects to 

establish contact with the vibrant civil-society sector in Serbia he has not had a chance to cooperate with 

before. His main area of interest is focused on human rights organizations (HLC, YIHR, Helsinki 

Committee for HR, Center for Regionalism, etc) and the Vojvodina-based educational institutions. 

Success of the Rahovec multiethnic projects can be further strengthened by establishing regional ties, 

learning about different training models and educational techniques and reinforcing cooperation between 

communities in Rahovec based on new models of teamwork.  

 

Mrs. Rajmonda Sylbije (1987) is a student of economy at the Business College in Pristina, actively 

engaged in different Kosovo-based human rights projects and one of the best students of the Human 

Rights School organized by the Youth Initiatives for Human Rights in Pristina. Rajmonda started as a 

volunteer in 2000 working on multiethnic projects, such as the organization of youth camps and training 

seminars on human rights, supported by the German NGO Kolping. She was a project coordinator 

responsible for helping institutions dealing with mental health issues in Kosovo and the organization of 

training courses on Strategic Planning and Human Rights. Rajmonda’s main focus of interest is anti-

discrimination work aimed at improving cross-community cooperation in Kosovo and the region. The 

internship in Serbia will help Rajmonda to meet colleagues working in the same field and to get 

acquainted with ongoing human rights projects outside Kosovo.

Mr. Miodrag Pantovic (1985) is Coordinator of the Peer Educators Network at the Youth of JAZAS 

Kosovo and a Project Manager at the Center for Civil Society Development Kosovo, responsible for the 

Youth Volunteers Empowerment Program. Also, he is a student of Social Work and Social Policy at the 

University of Mitrovica, Faculty of Philosophy. He is engaged in the implementation of a project on 

“Strengthening Cross-border Youth Intercultural Dialogue and Networking”, with particular focus on 

capacity building of youth volunteers originating from IDP communities. He coordinates the work of 

three partner NGOs involved in the project implementation, one K-Albanian NGO and two partners from 

Serbia and Montenegro. Additionally, he provides regular daily assistance, within the scope of other 

activities, such as the promotion of youth volunteer movements and capacity building for the local civil 

society sector.  From the Internship program in Serbia he expects to learn about the projects and work of 

human rights NGOs based in N. Sad and Belgrade, to get additional knowledge, tools and skills which 

will be of great importance for his future work in Kosovo. He believes that a wider number of young 

people he works together with in Mitrovica will benefit from his internship. He also attended several 

trainings such as: “International Summer School Stop AIDS IX”, “Voluntary Counseling and Testing”, 

“Youth Friendly Health Services”, “Good Governance & Human Resource Management”, “Monitoring 

and Evaluation”.  

 

Mr. Besfort Morina (1989) is Coordinator of the Youth Projects at the Gnjilan-based NGO Lansdowne, 

a multiethnic organization established in 1999 and one of the pioneers in implementing projects on 

multiethnic society for the region of Gjilan. Besfort is also a student at the Faculty of Economics in 

Gjilan. He is responsible for planning, organizing and reporting about all youth related activities 

implemented by Lansdowne. He has good organizational skills and is responsible for organizing debates, 

trainings, conferences, multiethnic language courses and youth camps. Besfort is engaged as a Project 

assistant in the KCRP-supported project “Language as a Unity Bridge”, where he is in charge of 

organizing multiethnic communities to learn and work together through language courses organized by 

Lansdowne.
