» Georgia is a low-income, food-
deficit country with 39 percent of its
4.4 million people living below the
official poverty line. Poverty and
food insecurity are closely
correlated, as 38 percent of
Georgians do not meet the national
caloric requirements.

* As a result of conflict in South
Ossetia in August 2008, approxi-
mately 158,000 people were forced
to leave their homes and an
estimated 55,000 people remain
displaced.

* Food insecurity remains alarming
in the buffer zone villages across
the Gori-Tskhinvali corridor, where
access remains limited even for
humanitarian cargo.
