EDUCATIONAL FACILITIES 

West Cairo District offers educational services to its residents through its primary, preparLtory and 
secondary schools. There are 43 schools with 698 classrooms accommodating 30,272 students in the 
different educational stages. 

1. 	 Standards: 

a. 	 Classroom density: (40) Primary,/Preparatory, (36) Secondary [general education], (32) 
Secondary [technical education]. 

b. 	 Full day system (one shift) 

c. 	 One urinal and one toilet for each 20 student of the first hundred. One to three urinals 

and toilets for each additional hundrcd. 

d. 	 Construct one WC at each fioor of the school 

e. 	 Provide one desk for each 2 students of the Primary stage. One desk for each student 
of the Preparatory and Secondary stage. 

f. 	 Minimum classroom number for a Primary or a Preparatory school is 18 classrooms. 
Minimum classroom number for a Secondary school is 18 to 24 classrooms.

6. Exncded Future Incrase; 

Referring to the statistical guide issued by West Cairo Educational Dept. from 85/86 to 88/89, 
the following was observed: 

The number of Primary and Preparatory schools students is decreasing. 

As for the Secondary stage, it is almost stable in the general education, decreasing in 
commercial education and increasing in industrial education. 

The number of students in the different stages of the District schools is 30,272 students. 
They represent about 19% of the District population except for non-government schools. 

7. Deficiencies and Development Potentials: 

A special problem appears here at West District, that is 19 schools representing 45% of the 
educational facilities are either rented or moana-subsidized. It is important that their lands 
be purchased in order to replace them, especially those located at Boulak Kism which is the 
most densely populated Kism. This will allow the construction of additional classrooms for all 
the stages especially the stage of Primary education in .dcr to transform them into one shift 
schools performing a full day program. 

It is essential to construct about 50 classrooms for Primary education during the forthcoming 
plan, in order to cancel the third and second shifts and apply the proper student standard and 
a ull day program. This does not constitute a problem foi the S'lcondary Igencral cducationj 
due to their stable classrooms density. Their density is rather less than accepted standards 
(the present density is 33 and the average is 36 student per classroom). 

As for the Secondary [commercial and industrial educationi, the standard is decreasing in the 
commercial and increasing in the industrial. It is essential that an additional 00 classrooms 
are constructed in order to completely cancel the second shift and apply the accepted 
standards. 

8. Development Potential in Educational Scrves 

The expansion potential available in schools at present is limited. It is either vertical and 
reaches a number of 22 additional classrooms, or horizontal not enough to construct more than 
6 classrooms. This adds up to 28 classrooms at the schools of Primary education. In addition, 
there are no vacant lands available in the District that allow the construction of new schools. 
Consequently no new construction expansion is possible except by replacement.

Policies and Standards of Public Health 

Following are the policies and standards for public health as per Alexandria Health Dept. on 
1983. 

1. 	 Average number of beds per hospital is 200 beds. One hundred beds are first established, 
then the other hundred. 

2. 	 Maximum number of beds per hospital is400 beds. 

3. 	 The number of beds fluctuates betweca 35 and 40 per each 10,000 persons in the 
population served. 

4. 	 4 hospitals for each 2(X),000 persons. 

5. 	 One health center for each 10,000 persons. 

6. 	 An urban health center consisting of an out-patient clinic, a school health center, a 
health office and a mother/child care center for each 50,000. 

2. 	 Health Facilities: 

Table (H-2) 

The health facilities are various types. There are Hospitals, Chest Dispensaries, Health Office, 
School Health Centers and Testing Centers. These facilities provide health services to the 
three kisms of the district. 

3. 	 Deficienci. Shortages and Development Potentials in the I calh Services 

a. 	 The hospital can not meet the required services as there are only 17 beds for eacil 
10,000 persons. 

b. 	 Number of available beds is 275 at Boulak Public Hospital. Required are an additional 
325 beds so as the total number becomes 600 beds. In this case, West District will be 
able to provide an adequate health service. This also means tha t two additional new 
hospitals are to be constructed including approximately 160 beds. 

As for the operating theatres, only 5 are presently available at Boulal, Public Hospital.
Therefore, the construction of 5 operating theatres in each hospital ought to be taken 
into consideration so as the total number becomes 15 thcatr,.s. 

Boulak Public'Hospital also need a lot of renovation and equipment so as to meet the 
health service requirements of more than 500,000 persons and not only the District's 
residents.
