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Executive Summary 

ZambIa's Chongololo Clubs have been operatmg m elementary schools across the country for 
over twenty-fIve years They represent a program of envIronmental educatIOn that has stood the 
test of tIme and has contmued to be an Important force m reachmg out to young people wIth a 
message of envIronmental conservatIOn They have also had a posItIve effect on commumty 
awareness of conservatIOn concerns 

The mtent of thIS reVIew was to determme WhICh features of the program were cntIcal to Its 
success, so that new ImtIatIves for envlfonmental educatIOn could be mounted mother Afncan 
countnes wIth the mSIght gamed from the ZambIan expenence 

In order to determme the major factors contnbutmg to the program's success, a school reVIew 
was conducted m selected regIons of ZambIa Mfuwe, representmg an area assOCIated wIth a 
major natIOnal park, Choma, representmg a rural area focused on agnculture, Kttwe, 
representmg the mdustnal centres of the Copperbelt, and Lusaka, representmg a major urban 
area Withm each regIOn a number of schools were IdentIfied, and mterviews were conducted 
WIth club leaders, students and members of the commumty 

The mterviews addressed the logIStical aspects of the program, Its structure, membershIp, 
actIVItIes, dIffIculties, dlfectIOns, and hnks WIth, and Impact on, local commumties They also 
mvestIgated the partICIpants' understandmg of the enVIronment and envlfonmentalissues It was 
on the baSIS of these mterviews that the consultants reached conclUSIOns regardmg the program's 
operatIOn and the factors most sIgmficant to ItS success 

On the baSIS of the data gathered, nme factors were IdentIfIed as Important attnbutes of the 
Chongololo program These factors are conSIdered cntIcal areas for program success and 
should be addressed m the development of other envIronmental educatIOn programs where 
commumty outreach and raIsmg enVIronmental awareness are Important objectives The nme 
factors are (1) the WIdespread recogmtIOn and profIle of the program withm the school system, 
(2) the targetmg of young people as the pnmary audIence, (3) the creatIon of long lastmg 
ImpreSSIOns through sIgmfIcant events or actIvitles, (4) an ongomg process of mservice traImng 
and leadershIp development, (5) the development and dissemmatIOn of mformatIOn and student 
resources, (6) the development and dehvery of complementary programs through other medIa 
such as radIO, (7) the development of dIrect contacts WIth commumty members to mcrease 
general envIronmental awareness, (8) the remforcement of learnmg through apphcatIOn m 
practIcal, tangIble contnbutIOns, and (9) the development of lmks WIth related commumty 
organIzatIOns 
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1. Introduction 

1.1 Background 

ZambIa's Chongololo Clubs were estabhshed m the early 1970's as part of a pubhc educatIOn 
effort aimed at changmg the attItude of commumty resIstance to the establIshment and 
development of natIOnal parks The ecologIcal focus of the program stemmed from the 
mcreasmg problem of poachmg m areas around the parks Local huntmg practtces were seen as 
responsIble for specIes depletIOn The NatIOnal Parks Department was a major partner m the 
establIshment of the CC program The Department had mltlated trammg programs for scouts 
and commumttes m response to the poachmg Issue, and m the schools they Jomed WIth the 
WlldlIfe and Envrronmental ConservatIOn SOCIety of ZambIa (WECSZ) to bnng fundmg and 
expertIse to the establIshment of the CC program Other efforts were operatmg sImultaneously 
For example, the Lupande Rural Development project was mlttated m the late 1960' s, promotmg 
agncultural acttvlttes as an alternatIve to tradItIOnal huntmg Eventually, the NatIonal Parks 
Department began to focus ItS efforts on the commumty conservatIon mittatIve and broke away 
from the CC program 

What dlstmgUIshes the WECSZ Imtlattve, however, IS the fact that thIS represents a grassroots 
volunteer effort to mount and sustam a very sIgmficant natIonal enVIronmental awareness 
program m conjUnctIOn WIth the schools The program was developed and contmues to be 
supported by the non-profIt organIzatIon (WECSZ) whIch, by raIsmg ItS own funds and workmg 
WIth other partners and contnbutors, has managed to buIld and sustam the program LeadershIp 
m the schools and organIzatIOnal support from the natIOnal offIce m Lusaka and branch offIces 
around the country, IS supported by volunteer contnbutors workmg to help other ZambIans 
appreciate and care for therr natural enVIronment 

The CC has always maIntamed a strong emphasIs on the WIldlIfe values of natIOnal parks As 
nature study clubs, they have focussed on wlldhfe, knowmg the wIldhfe of ZambIa and 
recogmzmg the Importance of ItS protectIOn Matenals such as monthly magazmes for students, 
as well as teacher support gUIdes, were developed around these themes The target audIence was 
the upper elementary school level Grades 4 - 7 In the early years of the program, learnmg 
matenals were prepared to correspond to each month a student could expect to partICIpate m the 
club, from the begmnmg of grade 4 through to the end of grade 7 Thus, the matenals could be 
repnnted and reused on a four-year cycle WIthout bemg repeated for an mdIvidual student 
Magazmes are reproduced m a standard A4 format on regular bond paper Once mformatton has 
been copIed onto both SIdes of 2 double sIzed sheets, the sheets can be folded once to A4 SIze 
and stapled for convement use 

The magazmes are produced m black and whIte and are lIberally Illustrated WIth pen and mk 
drawmgs The contents mclude acttvitIes, puzzles and the regular cartoon feature "The 
Adventures of Mr Chongololo" The wntmg style and readmg level of the text IS generally 
sUItable to the upper pnmary grades However, because the matenals are m EnglIsh and the 
subject IS rather techmcal, the vocabulary WIll defmltely stretch the club members, especIally 
younger students and those whose EnglIsh skills are not consIstent WIth theIr grade level The 
magazmes present mformatIOn on a WIde vanety of ZambIan plants, msects, reptIles, 
amphIbIans, brrds and mammals IndIVIdual specIes are descnbed and mformatIOn IS gIven on 
IdentIficatIOn features, ltfe cycle, habItat, behavIOur and relatIOnshIps to other plants and 
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ammals There IS also some dIscuSSIOn of habItat Issues and the functIOnmg of ecosystems 

As companIOn documents to the chIldren's magazme, the WECSZ also produces and 
dIstnbutes club leader guIdes for each Issue SImIlar m format to the magazmes, but wIth 
IllustratIOns bmIted to the more techmcal drawmgs, the guIdes offer more detaIled mformatton 
and explanatIons geared to an adult audIence The magazmes and leader gUIdes are sent to actIve 
clubs as a package, so that club leaders can use and dlstnbute the magazmes to the students at 
then dIscretIOn 

A number of years after the club's ImtIal estabhshment, a new dImenSIOn was mtroduced A 
radIO program was developed for weekly broadcast As a complement to the magazme matenals, 
It too targeted upper pnmary school students, but ItS medIUm enabled It to reach an even wIder 
audIence LIke the magazme, the radIO program bUIlds on three fundamental charactenstlcs 
membershIp m a club, focus on learnmg about the plants and anImals of Zambia, and the 
character Mr Chongololo LIsteners are encouraged to Jom the Chongololo Club of the AIr by 
wntmg m to the WECSZ ConversatIOns WIth Mr Chongololo are a regular feature, m WhICh the 
hosts and Mr Chongololo explore the plants and anImals of dIfferent habItats, and a theme song 
offers an easdy recogmzable SIgnature for the program As WIth the magazmes, the WECSZ 
developed and recorded an mitIal senes of programs whIch could be replayed on a long term 
cycle Updatmg the radIO programs IS a much eaSIer and less costly propOSItIOn than updatmg 
the pnnted matenals 

In the mId 1980' s the WECSZ undertook a reVIew of the Chongololo ImttatIve to determme 
the strengths and weaknesses of the program The major concern whIch arose from the reVIew 
was the gap left by the program after elementary school Students had no follow-up program to 
mamtam theIr mterest m secondary school In response to thIS need, a SImIlar network of 
ConservatIOn Clubs was formed m secondary schools throughout the country 

WhIle Chongololo Clubs are WIdespread, It IS dIffICult to know exactly how many are actIve 
Clubs are reqUIred to regIster theIr affIlIatIOn WIth the WECSZ annually, so that It IS pOSSIble to 
send out matenals, however, commumcatIons are dIffIcult and the current club Itst IS mevltably 
mac curate 

1.2 ThiS Study 

The purpose of thIS study IS to mvestlgate the school-commumty lmkages forged by the 
Chongololo school program mitIatIves Analyzmg why these lmks are successful WIll help to 
Identtfy the charactenstIcs whIch are most cntIcal to the effectIveness of these school based, 
youth envIronmental clubs These charactenstIcs, exemplIfIed by the CC program, can be 
VIewed as effectIve lessons whIch WIll be helpful m developmg new envIronmental programs 
elsewhere m Afnca 

ThIS project IS supported by the EducatIOn OffIce of the Afnca Bureau of USAID, as part of 
the GreenCom project The ZambIa Study Coordmator, Bruce Dowme, was aSSIsted m the 
reVIew by an In-country Coordmator, Shadreck Nsongela Together they developed an approach 
to the reVIew and Implemented It wIthm the framework proVIded by GreenCom Mr Brad 
Stnckland, of USAID, played a key adVISOry role m the approach to the study, and he

partICIpated m the Imtlal fIeld deSIgn and data gathenng 

The Wtldhfe and EnVIronmental ConservatlOn SOCIety of Zambia sponsors the CC's of 
Zambia The SOCIety's mterest and mvolvement m the reVIew was cntlcal to ItS success 
Members of staff and the ExecutIve Commlttee contnbuted mformatlOn, opmlOns and mSIghts 
concernmg the program's hIStOry and operatlOn Whtle enthUSiastIc regardmg the Importance 
and success of the CC's, they were also candId about the strengths and weaknesses of the 
program IndIVIdual staff members m vanous reglOns of the country assIsted the consultants m 
Identlfymg and contactmg schools and prOVIded lOgIStICal support for the reVIew process 

Naturally, dunng the course of the reVIew It was pOSSIble to IdentIfy areas where the program 
would benefIt from new or strengthened actIVIty, or from the apphcatlOn of mcreased resources 
AttentlOn to these needs was of partIcular Importance to the WECSZ and theIr partners, who 
want to expand the program and mcrease ItS Impact m commumtles throughout the country 
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2. Study Design 

2.1 RegIons 

While the Chongololo Club program ongmally focused on natIOnal park areas, the program 
has expanded to a natIon-wIde mItIatIve wIth a broadly based mterest m raIsmg young people's 
awareness of the natural enVIronment For the purposes of thIS reVIew, It was consIdered 
Important to sample schools wIth WIdely varymg envIronmental contexts To thIS end, schools 
were selected from three dIfferent regIOns of ZambIa The Mfuwe area was chosen as an area 
WIth a strong wildlIfe and tounsm focus, adjacent to South Luangwa NatIOnal Park (SLNP) 
Another rural area, Choma, was selected for ItS strong relatIOnshIp to agncultural productIOn 
The thIrd area selected was Lusaka, as representatIve of the urban context 

In the mItIal deSIgn and consultatIOn phase m Lusaka, representatIves of the WECSZ 
expressed a strong mterest m havmg theIr relatIvely actIve enVIronmental educatIOn program m 
KItwe mcluded m the study While tIme and resources for the study were already fIxed and 
lllmted, the consultants made an effort to ImtIate some contact m thIS regIOn of the country 
KItwe IS the major CIty of the Copperbelt of Northern Provmce and reflects an urban settmg 
based on mmmg It thus prOVIded an mterestmg complement to the three study areas ongmally 
IdentIfIed 

Mfuwe 

The Mfuwe area IS a dIspersed agglomeratIOn of VIllages adjacent to the SLNP and wIthm the 
Lupande Game Management Area (GMA) The SLNP IS one of ZambIa's premIer WIldlIfe 
areas, WIth a sIgmfIcant tounsm mdustry Major mfrastructure development m the early 1970Ds 
has faCIlItated tounst access, WIth an aIrport, a 20 km tar road from the aIrport to the park 
boundary, a bndge over the Luangwa RIver, and all weather roads mto the park A number of 
tounst lodges have been establIshed over the past 30 years, and huntmg conceSSIOns operate m 
theGMA 

The Mfuwe area was one of the ongmal target areas for the establIshment of the Chongololo 
Club program because of ItS connectIOn WIth the SLNP As a result, CC's have a long hIstOry m 
the area and benefIt from conSIderable support Many of the tounst lodges have become actIvely 
mvolved m local commumty development, partIcularly through school sponsorshIp The lodges 
have been keen to encourage conservatIOn educatIOn and have prOVIded knowledgeable support 
to the Chongololo Clubs, as well as offenng access to the park for local students 

The Mfuwe area IS qUIte remote WIth very poor roads and lImIted access from ChIpata, 130 
km to the east Schools are WIdely dIspersed, and many are very poorly suppbed, have dIffIculty 
attractmg and mamtammg teachers, and expenence very dIffIcult commumcatIOns 

A donor sponsored proJect, the Luangwa Integrated Resource Development Project (LIRDP), 
has been operatmg m the valley for many years It supports natIOnal park development and 
operatIOn, as well as broader commumty development Related to thIS study project, the LIRDP 
has recently ImtIated a SIgnIfIcant publIc conservatIOn educatIOn effort throughout the area, 
mcludmg some support for the Chongololo Club program 
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Choma 

Choma IS a regIOnal serVIce centre m Southern Provmce, along the mam hIghway between 
Lusaka and LIvmgstone Its locatIOn provIdes hnks to both the Zambezi (Lake Kanba) to the 
southeast and to Kafuwe NatIOnal Park to the northwest, although the dIstance to eIther makes 
the hnks tenuous at best for most resIdents of the area Choma has developed as a servIce centre 
for agncultural enterpnses pnmanly engaged m the productIOn of tobacco and beef A number 
of large commercIal farms surround the CIty, along wIth some smaller local enterpnses 

In addItIon to the dommant agncultural mdustry, government and pnvate sector mterests have 
focused on forestry A government forestry research centre and a major forest reserve north of 
the CIty reflect the concern for deforestatIOn and the value of mamtammg sIgmficant areas of 
natural and productIve forest A few game ranches have also developed m the area, largely m 
conjUnctIOn wIth other farmmg actIVItIes 

Another aspect of the context for thIS reVIew m the Choma area IS the presence of the Choma 
EnvIronmental ConservatIOn Centre (CECC) ThIS IS an NGO offICIally formed m 1992 to 
undertake commumty educatIOn m envIronmental conservatIOn In 1994 the orgamzatIOn turned 
ItS attentIOn to agro-forestry/reforestatIOn WIth the ImtIaI support of UNDP, workmg wIth 
women's groups, teachers and commumty leaders 

Kdwe 

KItwe IS the largest urban centre m the Copperbelt, a major mmmg area of Northern Provmce 
The copper mInes m thIS regIOn are a long standmg economIC foundatIOn for the country 

Currently, extremely low copper pnces on the mternatIOnal market have reduced the contnbutIOn 
of the mdustry to the foreIgn exchange mcome of the country In addItIOn, followmg a natIon­
WIde effort to pnvatIze mdustnes WhICh were formerly owned and operated by the state, the 
mInes have been put up for sale ThIS has placed a burden on the commumtIes dunng a dIffIcult 
penod of tranSItIon when employment IS msecure and economIC vIabIlIty IS uncertam 

As a result of the hIStOry of the area, KItwe has grown as a serVIce centre for the mmmg 
operatIOns of the regIOn and prOVIdes all the urban functIOns m support of thIS major mdustnal 
enterpnse 

Lusaka 

The capItal CIty, Lusaka, IS by far the largest and most dIverSIfIed urban centre m ZambIa It 
exhIbIts all the charactenstIcs, both amemtIes and problems typIcal of CItIes of ItS SIze m 
southern Afnca It IS the centre for natIOnal actIVItIes m all sectors, espeCIally government, and 
IS the focal pomt for transportatIon, commumcatIOns, and fmance wlthm the country 

TypIcally, unemployment IS hIgh and hvmg condItIOns are poor, espeCIally m the suburbs 
Mamtammg reSIdentIal servIces IS dIffIcult, gIven the CIty'S hmIted resources and the growmg 
populatIOn 
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2.2 Contacts 

Wlthm the constramts of time and resources, efforts were made to expand as fully as possIble 
the breadth of thIs mqUlry mto ZambIan envIronmental educatIOn programs Four dIfferent 
sectors were IdentIfIed as offenng potentIally dIfferent perspectIves based on the nature of theIr 
mvolvement wIth the program The four sectors are (1) the prOVIders of the program (I e the 
WECSZ), (2) the club leaders, (3) students partlclpatmg m the club, and (4) commumty 
members connected WIth schools where clubs are active It was conSIdered Important to explore 
all these perspectIves m order to gam a comprehenSIve vIew of the program and ItS strengths 

SpeCIal note should be made of the sector Identified as "club leaders" It was the mtentton of 
the study to focus the school contacts on the club leaders themselves (referred to as club Patrons 
m the school settmg), but at the same time mclude the school admlmstrators and other mterested 
teachers Staff partIcIpatIOn vaned WIdely from one school to another In many cases 
admlmstrators were keen to be mvolved m the process, whIle m others they SImply deferred to 
the club leader In most cases other teachers partICIpated m the mterviews, eIther as aSSIstant 
club leaders or SImply out of mterest 

It IS Important to be clear about the term "club leader" In all cases, club leaders are teachers 
withm the school who take on addItional responsIbIlIty for assIstmg students m club actIvIties 
Usually such leadershIp IS voluntary, and the teachers choose CC because of theIr own partIcular 
mterests and backgrounds Sometimes, though, where there are no teachers WIth a compellmg 
mterest m thIS area, a club leader may have taken on the task reluctantly, or even been aSSIgned 
the responsIbIlIty Whatever the partIcular CIrcumstances of the appomtment, all club leaders 
were members of the school staff 

In addItion, a sense of the broader context of envIronmental educatIOn was gamed through 
contacts WIth a vanety of related orgamzattons and mdividuais workmg at a regIOnal or natIOnal 
level Orgamzattons such as the Mmistry of EducatIOn, the NatIOnal Parks Department, the 
Department of Forestry, the Choma Envlfonmental ConservatIOn Centre and the Luangwa 
Integrated Resource Development Project were contacted m order to determme what efforts were 
bemg made wlthm theIr programs to address commumty envIronmental educatIOn and what Imks 
they mamtamed WIth the CC program 

2.3 InterVIews 

The reVIew was conducted through mterviews WIth representatIves from each of the four 
sectors descnbed above The general approach to each mterview focused on four tOpIC areas 
structure and admimstratton of the CC program, perceptIOns of the enVlfonment and Issues and 
solutIOns m local areas, lmks between commumty and school programs and strengths and 
dIffIcultIes of local CC's 

A number of factors mfluenced the ImplementatIOn and effecttveness of the mterviews In the 
fIrst place, the breadth of the mterview meant that conSIderable tIme was needed to address the 
WIde range of relevant tOpICS Combmed WIth thIS was the need to explam the nature of the 
revIew and develop some level of understandmg and rapport WIth the people bemg mterviewed 
The approach by such obvIOUS outSIders at tImes made commumcattons restramed and dIffIcult, 
espeCIally where there was a feelmg of madequacy WIth respect to the questions bemg asked, or 
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a lack of farrnlIanty wIth the language and concepts of envIronmental educatIOn A great deal of 
fleXIbIlIty was needed to move WIth the dIrectIOn of the conversatIOn and buIld on tOpICS of 
mterest to the partIcIpants These factors resulted m relatIvely long mterviews m WhICh It was 
often necessary to be selective about the tOpIC areas that could be addressed The mterviews 
tended to be about an hour m length, and although withm that tIme some aspects may not have 
been covered, to go beyond thIS length was felt to be less productive 

Although, Ideally, mdividual mtervIews may have proVIded a more preCIse measure of the 
understandmg of envIronmental conservatIOn and the response to the CC program, thIS approach 
was not always feasIble, for three reasons FIrst, It was necessary to be SenSItive to the mterests 
of the partICIpants TypIcally, they WIshed to mvolve as many people as possIble m the process 
of the reVIew ThIS was partIcularly true for the student groups, but also for teachers and 
admmistrators connected to the program The consultants' VISItS were seen as opportumtIes to 
encourage and support the CC program, and mvolvmg as many people as possIble was 
consIdered the most effectIve way of achIevmg that WhIle the consultants mdicated an mterest 
m keepmg numbers manageable (1 e student groups of 12 - 15), that was not always responded 
to In the end the consultants accommodated whatever approach was taken by the school 
leaders 

A second reason for movmg away from mdividual mterviews mvolved the comfort level of the 
partICIpants There was ObVIOUS dISCOmfort at bemg questIOned by outSIders concermng a tOpIC 
whIch was not necessanly an area of strength By allowmg other mdividuals to partICIpate m the 
mterview the pressure of mdividual performance was dimimshed, and people were able to 
contnbute more freely ThIS was most notIceable among the students but was a factor among 
commumty members as well Where commumty members dId not have the benefit of bemg a 
part of a group, the mterviews were often dIfficult and progress WIth many concepts was very 
slow It should be noted that commumty contacts varIed accordmg to the CIrcumstance In 
VIllage areas, small groups of adults from the vIllage of one of the student club members were 
mterviewed as a group In urban settmgs, the consultants accompanIed a small number of 
students from the club back to theIr homes and mterviewed the parent(s) m each household 
separately 

A thIrd reason for movmg away from mdividual mterviews was that the reVIew was mtended 
to focus pnmanly on mput and Ideas on the CC program and ItS effectIveness m commumty 
lmks, rather than on a stnct evaluatIOn of mdividual understandmg of concepts and Issues The 
reVIewers wanted to know why the CC program was a success, and a WIde samplmg of opmIOns 
on the questIOn was preferred to a more structured measunng of success mdicators A study 
based on success mdicators may have been useful If It could have been accurately deSIgned, but 
It was not pOSSIble withm the time and budget constramts Imposed by the current reVIew 

As a result of the conSIderatIOns noted above, the mterviews took place WIth groups of WIdely 
varymg SIzes Teacher/admmistrator groups ranged m SIze from 1-8, student groups ranged from 
12 - 80, and commumty representatIve groups ranged from 1 - 20 As one mIght expect, even m 
large groups the number of mdiVIduals who actively partICIpated throughout the dISCUSSIOn was 
actually qUIte small 
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2.4 SamplIng 

Two Issues WIth respect to samplmg qUIckly became eVIdent m the fIeld TIme was a factor, 
because the length of mtervIews reduced the number of mtervIews possIble, and because the 
remotenesS of the schools restncted the number of groups whIch could be vIsIted wIthm a gIven 
tIme penod In addItIOn, the protocols for vIsItmg the schools, and the lead tIme necessary to 
make arrangements for the mtervIews, vaned from locatIOn to locatIOn ThIS often necessItated 
two VISItS to the same school 

The second samplmg Issue concerned the dIffICUlty of conductmg parallel mtervIews m 
schools where clubs were m eXIstence and m schools where they were not The consultants met 
wIth teachers m schools where no clubs eXIsted but It was felt to be unduly mtrusIve on the 
school program to conduct extenSIve mtervIews where there was no pnor commttment to the 
program It was felt that such an approach reqUIred dIfferent protocol arrangements wIth the 
school dIstnct, mcludmg advance warnmg of the schools Such a procedure seemed ImpractIcal 
gIven the tIme constramts of the study 

It should be noted that throughout the areas surveyed, It was dIffIcult to contact mdIviduals to 
make arrangements for meetmgs None of the schools VIsIted had telephones ThIS meant that 
the consultants eIther met wIth teachers or admmIstrators on one day and returned to the school 
another day, or the school responded spontaneously to the requests and accommodated the full 
program In schools where there were clubs, there was enthUSIasm to accommodate us Much 
greater reSIstance was eVIdent m schools that dId not already have a Chongololo program 
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3. Interview Results 

A full record of the mterviews conducted wIth club leaders, club partIcIpants, and commumty 
representatIves and parents IS contamed m AppendIx 3 of thIS report Each mterview record IS 
structured accordmg to the key tOpICS of mterest m the study Because the mterviews were very 
flexIble, not all tOPIC areas were addressed m each mterview The notes from each mterview 
were revIewed and reorganIzed to fIt mto the standard form 

The followmg dIscussIOn of mterview results IS an attempt to hIghlIght general trends and 
noteworthy Ideas WhICh surfaced m the mterviews The dIscussIOn reports on each regIOn 
separately No natIOnal summary IS prOVIded, smce regIOnal dIfferences WhICh mIght be lost m 
such a summary were seen to be both legItImate and sIgmficant 

The discussIOn of the mterview results from each regIOn IS presented accordmg to the 
followmg key headmgs

Contacts how contacts were establIshed and how many schools were VISIted

Schools 

Seven schools were contacted dunng two separate VISItS to the area The schools were 
selected m two ways The fIrst was as a result of then lInks With tounst lodges m the area 
Many of the tounst lodges m the Mfuwe area have developed sponsorshIp Imks WIth local 
schools as a way of extendmg benefits mto the commumty These lmks are helpful to the 
schools, which benefit from fmancial support proVIded by the lodges and their chents for school 
Improvement projects The lmks also benefit the lodges by provldmg the opportumty for 
addItIonal vlSltor actiVItIes and by demonstratmg the flow of dIrect benefIts from tounst actiVIty 
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to the commumtIes Three of the schools VISIted have long-standmg dIrect lmks WIth major 
lodge operatIOns m the area Understandably, the three schools very close to the park were those 
WIth duect hnks to the tounst operators The remammg four schools contacted were further 
from the park and had no such hnks 

The second means of selectmg schools was on the baSIS of recommendatIOns from commumty 
hmson offIcers WIth the LIRDP The Pubhc RelatIOns, EducatIOn and InformatIOn SectIOn 
proVIdes support to school based conservatIOn programs m the area through dIrect VlSltS They 
were asked to IdentIfy schools where clubs could be contacted for the purposes of thIS reVieW 

In each of the schools contacted, the club leader and/or head teacher was mterviewed In fIve 
of the schools, students were mterviewed In three of the schools, commumty hnks were also 
made and mtervlews were conducted 

Club Meetmgs 

The student membershIp m CC's generally reflected the expected grade levels targeted by the 
WECSZ In a few mstances younger students (Grs 1- 3) were mcluded m the club, and mother 
SItuatIOns students m Grs 8 & 9 were also participatmg MembershIp was open to all, but 
conflIcts WIth other clubs and logIstIcal conSIderatIOns such as the dIstance to school, affected 
the actual numbers of students partIcipatmg Numbers ranged from 12 to 35 regular members 

Club meetmg tImes were standardIzed m conjUnctIOn WIth other club actIVItIes m the school 
One afternoon a week was tYPIcal, although some addItIOnal tImes were reported for speCIal 
actIVItIes and on-gomg project responSlblhtIes ActIVIties such as tendmg tree plantmg areas 
often mvolved the students on an almost dally baSIS On the other hand, It IS probable that m 
spIte of the deSIgnated weekly schedule, some clubs dId not meet as regularly as mdicated 

Responses vaned WIdely WIth respect to the Chongololo Club of the AIr Some students and 
club leaders mdicated a keen mterest m the program, whIle others IdentIfIed hmlted access to 
radIOS and a weak SIgnal dunng the daytime as reasons why they were unable to hsten to the 
program There were some reports of both leaders and students attemptmg to bnng Ideas from 
the programs mto club time, although tapmg of programs for school use was dIffICUlt WIthout the 
necessary eqUIpment 

Students 

The student mterviews m thIS study area were very encouragmg Students were generally very 
knowledgeable and forthcommg They demonstrated a good understandmg of the lmks between 
vanous envIronmental factors (e g the lmk between tree cuttmg and erOSIOn dunng floods), as 
well as a good knowledge of the Impacts on the commumty of enVIronmental changes (e g the 
effects of wIldlIfe depletIOn on tounsm revenue) They were SImIlarly able to translate thIS 
knowledge mto a good appreCIatIOn of future ImplIcatIons for both themselves and theIr 
commumty 

EnthUSIasm was eVIdent m the maJonty of the mtervlews, and strong personal connectIOns to 
wIldlIfe m partIcular were expressed Beyond the wIldhfe Issues, there was generally 
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consIderable Interest In the club and ItS broad conservatIOn focus 

Students also expressed a relatively strong connectIOn to famIly and vIllage ThIS context of 
small, closely hnked commumtles seemed to be a factor m the students' common statement that 
theIr role In response to envIronmental problems and challenges was to tell or teach others rather 
than to become dIrectly Involved themselves Perhaps, too, theIr recogmtIOn of the complex 
InterrelatIOnshIp of envIronmental factors contnbuted to the perceptIOn that solutIOns would 
reqUIre a cooperative effort on the part of a WIde vanety of people There was httle eVIdence 
from the student responses that parents were dIstant from, or dIsagreed wIth, the envIronmental 
conservatIOn focus of the club, an attitude descnbed by the club leaders, In contrast, as beIng 
common wIthIn the commumties The chIldren were perhaps reluctant to express thIS 
InfOrmatIOn, or else the oppOSItion comes from parts of the commumty beyond the students' 
ImmedIate famIly 

Club Leaders 

The club leaders m schools WIth establIshed clubs were generally very aware of the 
envlfonmentallssues and needs of theIr area and the role of the club and ItS actiVItIes In 
promotIng long term solutIOns They were typIcally hIghly motIvated and had a long-standIng 
personal connectIOn to conservatIOn, as many had partICIpated In CC's dunng theIr own 
elementary school educatIOn They also demonstrated good senSItIVIty and connectIOn to 
commumty Issues and concerns 

At the same tIme, they were very aware of theIr madequacles WIth respect to the potentIal of 
the club and ItS actIVIty They felt a need for InstructIOn and support that would enhance theIr 
leadershIp capablhtles They recogmzed the cntIcal need to motIvate students and were actIvely 
seekIng the means of aChIeVIng the best effort and partICIpatIOn from students 

There was conSIderable vanatIOn m the support from other organIzatIOns sohclted by club 
leaders Some leaders and admmlstrators descnbed actIve hnks WIth very pOSItIve results 
TypIcally, the less expenenced teachers had weaker commumty hnks 

Club ActIVItIes 

Clubs In the Mfuwe area appeared to be very actIve One conSIstent trend among the clubs 
was dramatIc actIVIty, and one school presented the consultants WIth a very effectIve productIOn 
concernIng wIldhfe conservatIOn Game dnves were also mentIOned frequently as actIVItIes 
whIch were a hIghly effective stimulus to student Involvement m, and commItment to, the 
program Not all clubs had the benefIt of thIS expenence, whIch tended to come WIth 
sponsorshIp from one of the local lodges 

Tree plantIng was a common actiVIty aImed at Improvmg school yard aesthetics, developmg 
IndIVIdual skIlls and responslblhty, or earnIng mcome for the club In addItIOn, some clubs 
reported field studIes fOCUSIng on a varIety of local plant and ammal speCIes and commumtIes 
These studIes varIed In IntenSIty from school yard exploratIOns to long-term projects and reports 
on tnps to adjacent park areas 
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DesIrable Club ActIvItIes 

Most clubs mdicated a strong deslfe to mcrease or Improve activIties that were already 
underway Game dnves, for example, were seen as a very Important actIVIty and one whose full 
potentIal had not been realIzed More frequent dnves would allow more students to partIcIpate 
and would enable more m-depth study of the anImals Clubs suggested VIdeo ftImmg of such 
outmgs as another way of extendmg the expenence as WIdely as pOSSIble throughout the school 
FIeld studIes were also IdentIfIed as an actiVIty WhIch could be developed further 

Frequently, one of the top pnonties for new actIVIties was formmg hnks WIth other clubs 
Such hnks could be based on mformatton exchange and/or competItIOns, along WIth SOCIal 
actIVItIes Other new projects such as fISh ponds or aquanums were IdentIfIed, and It was 
recogmzed that m such ventures adVIce from experts would be valuable 

DIfficultIes 

Club leaders Identified the lack of teacher support and trammg as the dommant obstacle to 
club success ThIS commonly expressed problem was reflected agam m a deSIre for greater 
mterclub connectIOns through the shanng of mformatton and actIVItIes Club leaders typIcally 
felt Isolated and welcomed opportumties to gam some perspectIve on theIr own efforts and to 
receIve some dIrectIOn and adVIce 

The need for more wntten matenals was the second major concern among club leaders, who 
were acutely aware that theIr knowledge and expenence was hmited For students, thIS lack of 
resources was the most ObVIOUS dIffIculty Inmtmg theIr abIhty to gam knowledge and explore 
Issues Both students and leaders also IdentIfIed a lack of audIO/VIsual matenals There was a 
strong sense that such matenals could add to the learnmg expenence of the club members, offer 
mcentIves to club partICIpatIOn, and proVIde added benefIts to the larger school populatIOn 
Fmally, transportatIon was recogmzed as a factor hmItmg club actiVItIes such as game dnves m 
the park and mteractIOn WIth other clubs m the area 

Commumty 

There was clearly a strong relatIOnshIp between the people of the commumtIes and the 
enVIronment m whIch they hved They IdentifIed a WIde range of Important Issues mcludmg 
deforestatIOn, mcreased human populatIOn, mcreased floodmg, mcreased drought, fluctuatIOns m 
wIldhfe populations, decreasmg SOlI fertIhty, and new, more aggressIve weeds They had a 
correspondmg array of suggestIOns for addressmg these concerns Respondents typIcally 
acknowledged many dIfferent sources for theIr awareness of Issues and potentIal actIOns These 
sources mcluded WIsdom from theIr forefathers, observatIOn, commumty meetmgs, magazmes, 
radIO programs and so on The recogmtIOn of school educatIOn programs, and speCIfIcally the 
CC, as one source of theIr knowledge was noteworthy Some respondents were members of the 
CC themselves whIle others attnbuted Ideas to theIr chIldren's partICIpatIOn Also, the CCOA 
was speCIfIcally mentIOned as a source of mformatIOn, along WIth other radIO programs 
partIcularly of an agncultural nature 

Commumty members mdicated strong mterest and opimons regardmg CC's but offered WIdely 
dIverse viewpomts On the one hand, some strongly supported the actIVItIes of the club and saw 
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potential for It to be more mvolved m commumty actiVIties On the other hand, there was a 
SIgnIfIcant level of oppOSItion to the VIews and attItudes associated WIth the CC and some 
reluctance on the part of commumty members to embrace the school's effort ThIS was seen as a 
challenge by some clubs and as a reason for a lack of development m the club program 

Regardless of the commumty partICIpants' perspectIve on the clubs, Issues around wIldlIfe and 
agnculture dormnated theIr VIew of the envIronment, reflectmg the pnmary concerns of survIval 
and food secunty Many mdlvlduals partICIpated m VIllage actIOn groups (V AG)--structures 
establIshed to work towards greater commumty benefIts from the effective utIlIzatIOn of natural 
resources The groups are the result of the work of the LIRDP and sIgmfy a move towards local 
mvolvement m declSlon-makmg and the allocatIOn of collective revenues Most club supporters 
m the commumtIes saw the two efforts (VAG's and CC's) workmg together to educate people 
and change attItudes towards envIronmental Issues 

3.2 Choma 

Contacts 

The WECSZ dIrected the consultants to Mrs Choongo, an active SOCIety Coordmator m the 
Choma area Mrs Choongo scheduled all the school meetmgs m the Choma area dunng the 
fIrst VISIt, accompanymg the reVIew team dunng the mveStIgatIOns For the second VISIt, she was 
Jomed by Mr Smart DZlkamunenga of the Choma EnVIronmental ConservatIOn Centre WIth hIS 
knowledge of women's conservatIOn groups m the commumtIes and CC's m the rural schools, he 
was helpful m IdentIfymg appropnate schools to VISIt 

Ten schools were contacted dunng two separate VISItS to the area In each of the schools 
contacted, the club leader and/or head teacher was mtervlewed Of the ten schools, seven had 
establIshed CC's, and m SIX of the seven schools WIth clubs, students were mterviewed In fIve 
of the schools, commumty lmks were also made and mtervlews conducted 

Two contacts m the WIder commumty were sIgmficant to the data gathenng m the Choma 
area Mr Smart DZlkamunenga, m hIS role as the Coordmator of the Choma EnVIronmental 
ConservatIOn Centre, prOVIded mSIght mto a major effort of the Centre to establIsh and support 
women's conservatIOn groups m the rural commumtIes Also, Mr Bruce MIller Sr (deceased 
September 1998), a local farmer and game rancher, and a long time member and former 
preSIdent of the WECSZ, was mtervlewed about hIS perspectIve on the enVIronmental educatIOn 
actiVIties of the area 

Club Meetmgs 

Student membershIp m CC's vaned somewhat from the expected grade levels targeted by the 
WECSZ Some clubs extended the normal age range by mcludmg younger students (Grs 1- 3) 
In one mstance a Jumor club had actually developed focusmg on thIS age range In other 
SItuatIOns, the pattern was more restnctIve, lImltmg the club to members from Grs 6 and 7 
Wlthm the grade parameters membershIp was open to all, but conflIcts WIth other clubs and 
logIStIcal conSIderatIOns, such as the dIstance to school, affected the actual numbers of students 
partlclpatmg There was also some mdicatIOn that the natIOnal offIce had expectatIOns 
concernmg group SIze In one case thIS was reflected m a membershIp fee and a membershIp

111mt, whtle m another SItuatIOn a fee was dIscussed but was not stnctly applIed Numbers 
ranged from approxImately 20 to 50 regular members 

Club meetmg tImes were typIcally standardIzed m conjUnctIOn WIth other club actIVItIes m the 
school One afternoon a week was typICal although some addItIOnal tImes were reported for 
speCIal actIVItIes On-gomg project responSIbIlItIes, such as tendmg tree plantmg areas, often 
mvolved the students on an almost dally baSIS On the other hand, It was assumed that m spIte of 
the deSIgnated once a week schedule, some clubs dId not meet as regularly as mdicated 

There was httle famlhanty WIth the CCOA Very few people hstened eIther regularly or even 
mtermittently LImIted access to radIOS and the weakness of the SIgnal were SIgnIfIcant factors 
m thIS, although some mdivIduals reported lIstemng to the program 

Students 

The student mterviews m thIS study area seemed to reflect a conSIderable dIfference between 
town and rural schools, however, the relatIve expedIence of the club leaders may be of more 
SIgnIfIcance than locatIOn m explammg thIS dIscrepancy 

Students m the town schools were generally knowledgeable and forthCOmIng They 
demonstrated a good understandmg of the lmks between envIronmental factors (e g the lmk 
between water pollutIOn and dIsease), as well as a knowledge of local envIronmental Issues (e g 
forest depletIon and Impacts of agncultural productIOn) They were enthUSiastIc and 
demonstrated a SIgnIfIcant understandmg of envnonmental concerns beyond theIr own local area 
(e g wtldlIfe Issues), perhaps as a result of exposure to other areas through club tnps 

Students m the rural schools of the area demonstrated a much less broad knowledge base and a 
lImIted abIlIty to relate to Issues and envIronmental relatIOnshIps Important m areas beyond then 
ImmedIate surroundmgs 

Lmks WIth the famIly and commumty were not partIcularly strong m thIS regIOn, for dIfferent 
reasons m town and rural settmgs In the town schools, students mdicated that they talked WIth 
theIr parents about the club, and parents for the most part supported thIS perceptIon However, 
the conversatIOn seemed to address tIme commItments and fmanclal support for partICIpatIOn, 
rather than learmng content Parents here were typIcally workmg m a vanety of Job settmgs 
whIch took them away from a dIrect relatIOnshIp WIth the enVIronment In rural areas, where 
parents mamtamed thIS dnect relatIOnshIp WIth the enVIronment, the weakness of the connectIOn 
between club and commumty lIkely reflected the students' own lImIted envIronmental awareness 
and expenence 

Club leaders 

The club leaders m the three schools m Choma Itself were exceptIOnal They were aware of 
both local and natIOnal envIronmental Issues, were hIghly senSItIve to the capabIlItIes, mterests 
and motIvatIonal needs of theIr students, were pragmatIc m theIr approach to projects and 
actIVItIes and mnovatlve and fleXIble m then educatIOnal techmques They were personally 
motIvated by a strong commItment to conservatIOn and had a fmn belIef m the Importance of the 
club and Its actIVItIes m effectmg long term solutIOns One club leader had partICIpated m a CC 
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m hIS own elementary school, whIle another had been selected and supported by the WECSZ for 
envIronmental educatIOn trammg outsIde the country They all demonstrated a good 
understandmg of commumty Issues and concerns and knew how to connect wIth commumty 
groups and resources 

At the same tIme, these club leaders mamtamed a strong mterest m Improvmg theIr own 
performance for the benefIt of the club and ItS actIvIty, and they felt the need for contmued 
support for themselves and theIr colleagues They also recogmzed the cntIcal need to motivate 
students and were actIvely seekmg ways of elIcItmg the best effort and partICIpatIOn from 
students 

The club leaders m the rural area generally dId not have the same level of expenence as those 
m Choma Many had prevIOUS expenence as a member of a CC and were strongly comrmtted to 
envIronmental conservatIOn However, they mevitably felt Isolated and dIscouraged by the 
severe obstacles of poor resources and lack of support 

There was conSIderable vanatIOn m the support from other organIzatIOns solICIted by club 
leaders Some leaders descnbed active lInks WIth very POSItIve results For example, some 
schools had made arrangements for transportation WIth local government departments so that 
theIr clubs could undertake fIeld tnps In the rural areas, connectIOns WIth the Department of 
Forests had resulted m contnbutIOns of seeds and seedlIngs for plantmg projects TypIcally, the 
less expenenced teachers had weaker commumty lInks 

Club ActiVIties 

Agam there was a marked dIfference between clubs m the town of Choma Itself and those m 
the rural areas when It came to club actiVIties Rural schools focused almost entirely on projects 
such as tree plantmg, an actiVIty WhIch Improved school yard aesthetics, developed mdividual 
SkIlls and responsIbIlIty, and earned mcome for the club The tree plantmg project reflects a 
connectIOn WIth the Women's ConservatIOn Clubs of the area, however, the fact that the scope of 
projects was essentially hmited to thIS actiVIty reflects the schools' lImIted access to 
transportatIOn and resources centred m Choma Club members were also mvolved m classroom 
actiVIties such as drama and artwork, agam withm the scope of theIr matenal resources and the 
leadershIp capabIlIties and knowledge of the leaders 

Schools m Choma were mvolved m a greater varIety of actiVIties In addItion to the tree 
plantmg and drama actiVItIes whIch they had m common WIth rural schools, club actIVItIes 
mcluded garbage pIt and fIsh pond projects, as well as fIeld tnps and fIeld studIes The club had 
undertaken major outmgs to WIldlIfe areas at LIvmgstone, as well as overnIght campmg tnps, 
whIle local fIeld studIes were combmed WIth pIcmcs to farm areas and the Choma Dam The 
radIO program was also more easIly accessed m town, and It contnbuted Ideas and tOpICS for the 
clubDs classroom and field actIVItIes 

DeSirable Club ActiVIties 

Most clubs mdicated a strong deSIre to mcrease, or Improve on, actIVItIes whIch were already 
underway Some clubs saw the development of nursenes, for example, as an Important way of 
expandmg the tree-plantmg program The development of fish ponds was also frequently 
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IdentifIed as a desIrable activIty, although for many rural schools a poor or Impractlcal water 
source would make such a project dIfficult It was often noted that expert advIce could be 
Important m carrymg out some of these more mvolved projects 

FIeld tnps and lmkmg wIth other clubs were also hIgh pnontles for new actIvItles Such hnks 
could be based on mformatlon exchange and/or competltlons, along wIth socIal actIvItles 

DIfficulties 

Lack of fmanclal support and the dIffICUlty of raIsmg funds, partIcularly m the rural areas, 
seemed to be the dommant obstacle to club success FmancIaI dIffIcultIes affected everythmg 
from eqUIpment and supplIes avaIlable for fIeld tnp transportatIOn and projects, to learnmg 
matenals for the students Rural schools IdentifIed the lack of learmng matenals as a partIcular 
concern Only very small numbers of magazmes have reached these schools, usually through the 
Department of EducatIon OffIce, and there IS a desperate need for more, m these schools whIch 
do not have lIbranes Schools also IdentIfIed audIo/VIsual matenals as a desIrable resource, 
whIle realIzmg that wIthout power It would be dIffIcult to take advantage of such eqUIpment 

Rural teachers IdentIfIed strong feelmgs of IsolatIOn, and mdIcated the Importance of not only 
teacher support, but also specIfIc trammg WhICh would gIve them the knowledge and techmques 
to establIsh and run a CC 

CommuDity 

Commumty responses to the Issues surroundmg envIronmental conservatIOn and the actlvItles 
of the CC's were extremely vaned Some parents were hIghly knowledgeable and mterested m 
the Issues and theIr chIldrenDs actIvItIes, whIle others were qUIte dIstant and less mterested In 
Choma, mterested and knowledgeable parents tended to have a relatlvely broad VIew of 
envIronmental concerns, mcludmg the green house effect, mdustnal pollutIOn, land degradatIon 
and water pollutIOn Parents m Choma reflected on past expenence m rural areas and expressed 
concern for the place of agnculture m changmg patterns of land use m the regIOn Land use, 
forestry and agnculture Issues were promment m the mmds of parents m the rural areas, where 
the focus was on the ImmedIate neceSSIty of protectmg land so that It would be productlve for 
food and shelter 

Parental awareness dIffered between the people of Choma Itself and those m the surroundmg 
rural areas People m town typIcally IdentIfIed broader envIronmental Issues and concerns and 
IdentIfied the medIa, books, and church actlvItIes and publIcatIOns as some of then sources of 
mformatton Other sources more commonly shared WIth rural respondents mcluded observatIOn, 
expenence, dISCUSSIOn WIth others EducatIon, and the CC program m partIcular, was Identtfled 
as a source of mformatton by some partIcIpants, although not consIstently 

There was support, m both urban and rural areas, for the chIldren's Chongololo Club 
partIcIpatIOn as an Important expenence whIch extended the chIld's knowledge of the 
enVIronment, but the club was rarely charactenzed as pnonty actIvIty 
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3.3 Kitwe 

Contacts 

It was at the request of the WECSZ that KItwe was added to the lIst of study areas Mr 
Kasula Chanda, the EnvIronmental EducatIOn Coordmator WIth the WECSZ, was very helpful m 
estabhshmg contact wIth the two schools WhICh partICIpated m the mterview process 

Both schools had establIshed CC's, and m each school the consultants held dISCUSSIOns wIth 
club members In one school a number of staff members mcludmg the head teacher, the club 
leader, and aSSIstant leaders also partICIpated m an mterview seSSIon Two parents were 
mterviewed m conjunctIon WIth one of the schools, and thIS modest lmk WIth the commumty was 
supplemented by contact WIth the Provmcial Forestry OffIce, as well as the WECSZ Itself 

Club Meetmgs 

Student membershIp m CC's exceeded the expected grade levels targeted by the WECSZ, WIth 
one club extendmg the age range to mclude students m Grs 1- 3 MembershIp was open to all 
and total numbers of partICIpants were large 55 m one school and 135 m the other The larger 
group, however, was operatmg m a school where the total student populatIOn was 1700, WIth 
students commg m ShIftS The number of teachers mvolved m the program was SImIlarly large 
Confhcts WIth other clubs stIll had an Impact on the numbers of students participatmg, as a full 
range of club actIVItIes was offered 

In thIS area there was a sIgmficant connectIOn WIth the CCOA In fact, radIO and televIsIOn 
were IdentIfIed as Important sources of mformatIon 

Students 

The students mterviewed m thIS study area demonstrated a good understandmg of 
envlfonmental concerns at the local level TheIr sense of the enVIronment encompassed the 
neIghbourhood, mcludmg plants, rocks, trees, houses and yards The Importance of the 
enVlfonment lay m the products It offered to people, products such as mIlk, meat, frUlt, bUlldmg 
matenals and clothmg 

Broader envIronmental systems and theIr mterrelatIOnships were not as well apprecIated, 
although students understood lmks between certam envIronmental and SOCIal effects (e g the 
hnk between atr pollutIOn and dIsease), as well as local envIronmental Issues (e g tatlmgs, smog 
and htter) They were enthUSIastIc and mterested m expandmg theIr conservatIon knowledge and 
expenence 

It was very dIffIcult to gam any appreCIatIOn of the extent to whIch the club had created hnks 
to the famIly and commumty The parent group mterviewed expressed strong support for theIr 
chIldren's partICIpatIOn and mdicated that there was undeveloped potentIal for commumty lmks 
The students, too, mdicated a certam degree of openness WIth theIr parents about the club 
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Club Leaders 

It IS dIfficult to generahze about club leaders m the Kltwe area, as only one extended mterview 
was conducted The club leaders m thIS school were very knowledgeable and very keen to 
develop a strong and successful club They were aware of the environmental problems of theIr 
area and recogmzed the economIC forces behmd many of those problems, mdustnal mme wastes, 
for example, pollute the stream behmd the school and affect the quahty of the air 

The staff m thIS school seemed strongly commItted to the program, generally motIvated by 
personal expenence wIth conservatlOn clubs m secondary school and dunng their teacher 
trammg Staff members mterviewed suggested that whlle environmental SCIence teachers are 
looked to naturally for leadershIp, m fact teachers from a vanety of discIplmes who are 
mterested m the enVIronment can offer strong leadershIp Efforts are ongomg to educate fellow 
teachers regardmg envIronmental concerns, and teachers mvolved wIth the club expressed a keen 
deSire for workshops whIch would enable them to strengthen their program and benefIt from the 
Ideas of other groups 

These teachers also demonstrated a very good understandmg of commumty mterests and 
perspectives Havmg expenenced a lack of commumty support, whIch they relate to a lack of 
awareness, teachers have undertaken plantmg projects as a way of developmg the CC profde 

Club ActiVIties 

Classroom actIVIties, mcludmg lessons and qmzzes, were common m these schools, and nature 
study seemed to be the mam focus determmed, pnmanly, by the matenals avallable Teachers 
expressed sIgmficant concern regardmg the relevance of the CC magazmes to theIr own 
enVIronment and local expenence Whde study of the natural enVIronment was mterestmg, they 
felt that they needed resources whIch could help theIr students understand the enVIronment m 
whIch they hved 

Local project actIVItIes such as fIsh farmmg and tree plantmg supplemented classroom 
actIVIties and contnbuted to fundraIsmg and schoolyard Improvement efforts The teachers 
reported one fIeld tnp, but further club travel was hmited by a lack of funds 

DeSirable Club ActiVIties 

FIeld tnps were IdentifIed as the most deSIrable new actIvIty Both students and staff wanted 
to travel to parks for wlldhfe vIewmg and to be able to appreCIate aspects of the natural 
enVIronment WhIch were not locally accessIble AudlO/visual programs and eqmpment were 
IdentifIed as ways of gammg SImIlar expenence 

There was also mterest m expandmg project actiVItIes A stream rehabIhtatlOn project was 
suggested, and the development of nature traIls was dIscussed Others wanted to expand 
actiVItIes m the area of drama, dancmg and poems, WIth the pOSSIbIlIty of usmg these actIVIties to 
budd commumty awareness 

It was also suggested that twmnmg WIth other schools abroad would be an mterestmg and 
engagmg way for students to gain an appreCIatlOn of other enVironments and of dIfferent ways of 
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addressmg envIronmental problems One further suggestlOn put forward was to encourage 
participatlOn and motivate students WIth vanous forms of mdividual recogmtlOn, such as 
umforms, T-shIrts, certIfIcates or badges 

DIfficultIes 

Lack of fmancial support was IdentIfIed as the dommant obstacle to club success, particularly 
as there were no resources for fIeld tnp transportatlOn Resources such as learmng matenals 
were also lackmg, as magazmes amved only erratIcally, and partICIpants mdicated that new 
matenals relatmg to the envIronmental problems of theIr own area would be helpful 

Commumty 

It was found that at the time of the study the CC was makmg a sIgmficant contnbutlOn to the 
school enVIronment, but Its Impact on the WIder commumty was weak A couple of explanatlOns 
were offered concernmg the apparent lack of commumcatlOn between the club and the 
commumty One explanatlOn was that the club was relatIvely new m one of the schools and 
would become more WIdely known over tIme Another observatIOn was that the parents were 
typIcally uneducated, and that It was dIffIcult m thIS context for the chIldren to commumcate the 
envIronmental message 

Commumty representatives mterviewed perceIved a general lack of enVIronmental awareness 
on the part of the commumty at large, and suggested that a sIgmficant populatIOn of tranSIent 
mme workers WIth httle apparent mterest m, or concern for, the enVIronment contnbuted to thIS 
perceptIOn At the same tIme, they mdicated that there was a segment of the commumty 
mterested m envIronmental Issues and SImply needmg help to mobIlIze PartICIpants suggested a 
number of avenues for commumty mvolvement, mcludmg mvolvmg eXIstmg commumty theatre 
groups as partners m CC presentatIOns, and bnngmg club awareness presentatIOns to school open 
houses and PTA meetmgs It was even suggested that SupportIve commumty based clubs be 
formed m parallel to the CC WhIle a lack of connectIOn between the CC and commumty was 
apparent at the tIme of the study, there was a strong sense that there was potential for such a lmk, 
and that It would be Important to develop ways for the club to reach out mto the commumty 

3.4 Lusaka 

Contacts 

The consultants contacted fIve schools m Lusaka, all of whIch had establIshed CC's Club 
leaders were mterviewed m each of the schools, and m four of the fIve schools dISCUSSIOns WIth 
club members were held Parents assocIated WIth each school were also mterviewed 

Schools were selected WIth conSIderatIOn for convemence and avaIlabIlIty of contacts 
Because other areas VISIted dunng the study were gIven hIgher pnonty on the baSIS of travel 
comffiltments, the tImmg of school VISItS m Lusaka was not Ideal, as It comcided WIth the 
tranSItIon from one term to another Nevertheless, teachers were cooperatIve m accommodatmg 
meetmgs It was also more dIffIcult to conduct mterviews WIth parents m Lusaka as, unlIke m 
many of the rural areas, It was necessary to make appomtments to meet after workmg hours 
Because of time constramts, only one parent was contacted for each school 
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Club Meetmgs 

Student membershIp m CC's agam vaned from the expected grade levels targeted by the 
WECSZ, wIth two clubs extendmg the normal age range to mclude students from Grs 1- 3 One 
club restncted Its membershIp to only Gr 7's, whIle another mcluded Grs 7 - 9 only Withm the 
grades IdentIfIed, membershIp was open to all and the SIze of the groups was vanable, the largest 
havmg about 30 members 

There was a strong connectIOn wIth the CCOA Most students lIstened at least penodically, 
and the club leaders and one of the parents had also lIstened and were falTIlhar wIth the program 

Students 

The students mterviewed m thIS study area generally demonstrated an urban perspectIve on the 
enVIronment They tended to focus on pollutIOn, but there was also recogmtIOn of deforestatIOn 
Issues and problems of water shortages A broader sense of environmental relatIOnships was not 
clearly articulated, although students IdentifIed some examples, such as the Impact of 
deforestatIOn on soIl erosIOn Factones fIgured prolTIlnently m the dIscussIOn of causes of 
enVIronmental problems, as did the Issue of lItter disposal 

It was very dIffIcult to gam an appreCIatIOn of the extent of club lInks WIth the famIly and 
commumty Parents and chIldren mdicated openness and support for the program and the 
chIldren's partIcIpatIOn However, larger commumty mitIatIves and Impacts were not IdentIfIed 

Club leaders 

Club leaders of the CC' m these schools appeared committed to the project Some had been CC 
members themselves and felt good about theIr contmued mvolvement They IdentIfIed a range 
of envIronmental Issues but, lIke the students, focused their attentIOn on problems such as 
garbage and water pollutIOn which were relevant to the urban context m WhICh they lIved 

Club leaders felt that not only an urban lIfestyle, but also a lack of awareness, contnbuted to a 
lack of commumty mterest and support, and they consIdered thIS an area whIch needed to be 
addressed 

Club ActIVItIes 

Classroom actIvitles were common m these schools and mcluded lessons, dISCUSSIOns, poems, 
plays, songs, dances, drama, poster makmg, puzzles and qUIzzes Project actIvitles mcluded tree 
plantmg and gardemng 

Nature study was also Important to some groups and mvolved a combmatlon of classroom 
study matenals and fIeld tnps Matenals prOVIded for the program were conSIdered very helpful 
by some, but dIstnbutIOn IS an Issue even m Lusaka, and partICIpants mdlcated the need for a 
broader and more comprehensIve set of matenals Other club actIVItIes mcluded pIckmg up lItter 
and takmg part m envIronmental events 
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Desirable Club ActIvItIes 

A vanety of future activItIes were suggested FIeld tnps were a hIgh pnonty, but were 
perceIved as dependent on mcreased fundmg, as was the acqulSltion of more resource matenals 
COmpetitIOns were also suggested as an actIvIty whIch would permIt mteractIOn wIth other clubs 

Other suggestIOns for future Improvements mcluded mcreasmg the number of club leaders to 
provIde adequate gUIdance and bnngmg m guest lecturers from partner organIzatIOns m 
envIronmental conservation 

DIfficultIes 

Lack of fmanclal resources was the mam obstacle to club success IdentIfIed by the 
partIcIpants ThIS lack was felt partIcularly m relatIOn to transportatIOn for outmgs and the 
acqulSltIOn of new learnmg matenals Magazmes were receIved only erratically, and new 
matenals relatmg to the envIronmental problems of urban centres were deSIred 

Club leaders also recogmzed the need for trammg workshops WhICh would help them to 
provIde better leadershIp The lack of connectIOn WIth, and support from, other envIronmental 
orgamzatIOns was IdentIfIed as a dIffIculty 

Commumty 

The commumty representatIves mtervlewed had a faIrly hIgh level of understandmg of 
envIronmental concepts, condItIOns and concerns They IdentIfied Issues such as soil 
degradatIOn and ItS Impact on food resources, mcreasmg drought, the potentIal extmctIOn of 
certam ammal specIes, the mcreasmg accumulatIOn of hazardous waste and Illegal quarrymg 
The solutIOns proposed by commumty representatIves seemed to reflect the urban context m 
WhICh they bve Responses tended to focus more on teachmg others about envIronmental 
Impacts and remedIes, changmg government polICIes, and enforcmg envIronmental regulatIOns, 
than on dIrect actIOns such as plantmg trees, dlggmg boreholes and stoppmg huntmg 

SImilarly, sources of knowledge IdentIfIed by thIS group of partICIpants reflected theIr 
relatIvely advanced educatIOn level and theIr urban commumty The Importance of medIa such 
as radIO, teleVISIOn and magazmes was emphaSIzed, as well as speCIal educatIOnal events such as 
workshops on envIronmental concerns ThIS group also IdentIfied personal observatIOn and 
dISCUSSIon WIth others, both peers and experts, as bemg Important EducatIOn, both m terms of 
the general cUITlculum and partICIpatIOn m programs such as the CC were also seen to be 
Important Some had been members of CC's themselves and others felt they benefIted mdirectly 
from theIr child's partICIpatIOn Many parents mdicated that CC actiVItIes gave nse to 
dISCUSSIOns at home of Issues concernmg, and attItudes towards, the enVIronment In thIS way, 
the CC was seen as an Important factor contnbutmg to the envIronmental awareness of both 
children and adults 
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4. Characteristics of Effective Environmental Education 
Programs 

The CC program IS an excellent example of effective envIronmental educatIOn m the pnmary 
school context that has had a posItIve Impact m the long term The results of thIS reVIew support 
thIS conclUSIOn, and thus the CC program can serve as a model for other envIronmental educatIOn 
program mitIatIves 

The results of thIS study pomt to a number of speCIfIC charactenstIcs that are cruCIal to the 
potential for school-based envIronmental educatIOn programs to bnng about pOSItIve change m 
the wIder commumty The charactenstIcs descnbed below should be conSIdered carefully m the 
development of new envIronmental educatIOn programs 

LOgICally, because of theIr Importance to the program these very charactenstlcs of success 
also pomt to areas where the CC program could be strengthened ThIS IS not a contradIctIOn 
Rather, It underscores the Importance of these aspects of the program Increased effectIveness IS 
dependent upon strong capablhty m these key areas 

4.1 Profile 

The CC program has become an extremely well known name among elementary school clubs 
It IS so famlhar that If schools do not have a Chongololo club, they feel they should have In 

schools VIsIted where there was no actIve club, they frequently had some recollectIOn of club 
actiVIty m the past, a teacher was remembered as havmg a partIcular envIronmental mterest, or a 
grove of trees was IdentifIed as havmg been planted by a former club In only one school dId we 
need to explam the CC concept 

The movement of teachers throughout the educatIOnal system has had a posItIve Impact on the 
clubDs profIle Teachers and admInIstrators bnng prevIOUS expenence wIth successful clubs to 
new schools and encourage others to become mvolved Many of the club leaders we mtervlewed 
had been mvolved wIth clubs at prevIOUS schools, and thIS recumng pattern seems sIgmficant to 
the contmued success of the program Admlmstrators, m many mstances, were also very 
famIhar wIth the program and, havmg been club leaders at other schools m the past, encouraged 
and supported the program m theIr current posts Admmlstrators who are sympathetIC to the 
program as a result of prevIOUS mvolvement can playa cntIcal role m ItS ongomg success whIle, 
as was noted by some of the club leaders mtervlewed, a lack of admmlstratlve support can be 
extremely detnmental 

4.2 PartIcIpants 

One of the strengths of the Chongololo program IS the fact that It targets young chIldren as ItS 
pnmary audIence ThIS group IS extremely Important m the process of envIronmental educatIOn, 
because so many attItudes and lIfestyle practIces are formed at a very early age Students' 
mvolvement m conservatIOn actIVIties m elementary school tends to lead to SImIlar mvolvement 
m later schoolmg and mdeed m theIr adult lIves The Chongololo program was a strong presence 
m the upper elementary school grades ongmally targeted (Grs 4 -7) Every club we VISIted 
mcluded at least a portIOn of thIS age group, whIle many mcluded a broader range of students 
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TypIcally, where older students attended the school, the club extended Its membershIp mto the 
hIgher grades (Gr 8 & 9) In some cases, early elementary grades were mcluded as well, 
partIcularly Grade 3 In a number of cases, students as young as Grade 1 were mcluded, and m 
one school a Jumor club was created for the younger students ThIS wlde-rangmg program 
encouraged partIcIpatIOn at an early age and developed a strong presence for the club m the 
school 

The elementary school years are also Important because they provIde the only opportumty to 
reach the many students who do not go on to further educatIOn GIrlS, m partIcular, are poorly 
represented m the semOf levels of educatIOn, and yet they represent a segment of the populatIOn 
WhICh IS extremely Important m dealmg WIth enVIronmental Issues at the commumty level It 
was encouragmg to see gIrlS so strongly represented m the clubs whIch were studIed WhIle m 
many of the groups the boys tended to dOffilnate the dISCUSSIOn, m others the gIrlS obVIOusly 
provIded the leadershIp and ImtIatIve for the club The consultants dId not regularly record the 
ratIO between the sexes m each club, as partIcIpatIOn by gIrls had been a specIfIC request when 
arrangmg meetmgs However, consldenng the club SIze and the constitutIOn of the group m each 
case, the percentage of members who were gIrlS was estImated at about 35 - 40% 

Accesslblhty also affected the breadth of the CC partIcIpatIOn Generally speakmg, the club 
was open to all students wlthm the grade hmitatIOns IdentIfIed However, a small number of 
schools had IdentIfIed a maxImum number of partIcIpants In only one mstance dId membershIp 
entaIl a fee, whIch may have been a deterrent to some These restnctIons were not mtended m 
the ongmal program, and generally schools embraced the polIcy of encouragmg all mterested 
students to partIcIpate 

Certam bamers to partIcIpatIOn eXIsted, however, whIch were not related to the polIcIes of the 
program or the mdlvldual school Often thIS was a matter of schedulmg, as most schools had an 
IdentifIed a club time when all clubs met ConflIct wIth the activItIes of other clubs, as well as 
sports programs, mfluenced the membershIp of the CC The other major factor hmItmg 
partICIpatIOn was the dIstance between home and school, whIch made It ImpOSSIble for some 
students, partIcularly younger ones to stay after classes for club actIvIties 

In polIcy and practIce, the CC program reflects an effort to reach a very broad group of 
students at a cntIcal stage m theIr educatIOn and development ThIS aspect of the program IS 
conSIdered to be cruCial to ItS success 

4.3 LastIng ImpreSSIOns 

The Chongololo program has the capaCIty to attract students'attentIOn to envIronmental Issues 
at a cntIcal stage of theIr development Young chIldren are ImpreSSIOnable and a strong poSItIve 
expenence can have a lastmg effect on the attItudes and values they develop 

As well, the subject of wIldlIfe, whIch formed the ongmal base for the Chongololo program, IS 
partIcularly appealmg to chIldren Most young chIldren are naturally fascmated by ammals, and 
students mtervlewed repeatedly IdentifIed the deSIre to VIew, and learn about, wIld ammals as a 
reason for JOlmng the club, or as a strongly deSIred actIVIty The CC has the opportumty to bUllt 
on thIS antICIpatIOn and mterest and to create sIgmficant and memorable expenences for club 
partICIpants 
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Club leaders often reported that It was a CC event from theIr youth (e g a tnp to a park) that 
sparked theIr mterest and led to a contmumg commItment to conservatIOn In other cases, a 
partIcular mdIvIdual demonstratmg a strong cOmmItment to, and knowledge of, conservatIOn 
served as a model for the student These stones Illustrate the potentIal Impact of the Chongololo 
club expenence, and the CC program m ZambIa IS strong today largely because of the present 
school and student leaders who have been motIvated by these kInds of expenences 

4.4 Leadership 

The level of capabIhty and COmmItment of leaders m the CC program IS a result not only of 
formatIve chIldhood expenences, but also of trammg and opportUnItIes later m theIr careers 
RecognIzmg early on m the program the need for leadershIp trammg, the WECSZ had 
establIshed a support network offenng teacher workshops and trammg events The results of thIS 
early effort are stIll VISIble m the current program among the expenenced teachers who prOVIde 
contmued leadershIp 

ThIS aspect of the program has been severely curtaIled smce the mId 1980' s, as a result of 
fundmg hmItatIOns At the current tIme, efforts to support club leaders are few and 
uncoordmated, generally hrmted to speCIfIC opportunItIes and supported by speCIal fundmg 
sources StIll, even on an mtermtttent baSIS, such workshops and events are extremely Important 
and are recognIzed by leaders as cntIcal to theIr success WIth the clubs In spIte of fundmg 
lIrmtatIOns, these actIVItIes are encouraged by the natIOnal and branch levels of the WECSZ 

Some current, branch level InItIatIves offer Important examples of InItIatIves to support club 
leaders In Kttwe, the WECSZ faCIlItates seSSIons m conservatIOn educatIOn dunng teacher 
trammg programs In Choma, workshops mvolvmg club leaders m the area have been held, and 
more are planned The natIOnal offIce has also IdentIfIed key leaders wIthm the program and 
has, WIth help from other agenCIes, supported theIr trammg at envIronmental educatIOn centres 
outSIde the country Clearly, there IS an ongomg need for a support program for Chongololo 
leaders The broadly apphed teacher trammg element was a SIgnIfIcant asset to the program and 
should be recognIzed as an mtegral part of ItS success 

4.5 Information 

Perhaps the greatest strength of the program IS the mformatIOn produced by the WECSZ for 
club use The CC magazmes were developed as a complete program to be used on a monthly 
baSIS over the span of a student's mvolvement WIth the club CompanIon teachmg matenals 
were also developed and dIstnbuted WIth the magazmes Afflhated clubs were to receIve 
matenals based on the number of students regIstered m the club each year, followmg the 
payment of a nommal fee The fee (1 OOOK per club) was deSIgned more to ensure that a club 
eXIsted than to prOVIde mcome for the nattonal program 

The mformatIOn produced by the WECSZ was pIvotal to the success of the program m three 
ways FIrst, It was Important because lIttle else was aVaIlable to the schools m the way of 
educatIOnal matenals Desperate as most schools were for any learnIng matenals, a program 
such as the CC could be assured that theIr pubhcatIOns would be WIdely and thoroughly read, If 
they were successful m provIdmg them m suffICIent quantItIes to the schools Indeed, one 
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teacher explamed that the magazmes they receIved were valuable for theIr versatIlIty, as they 
were used not only for the club, but also for SCIence class and for readmg comprehensIOn m 
EnglIsh classes 

Teachers reported that the matenals were appropnate to the students' level and that the 
chIldren appreciated them very much Both the format and content were consIdered good, 
although several teachers suggested that some more detailed mformatIOn would be helpful In 
some cases teachers wanted to see addItIOnal tOpICS covered WhICh would be of partIcular 
relevance to the mdlvldual club WhIle recogmzmg the Importance and appropnateness of what 
was proVIded, they wanted also to IdentIfy areas where expandmg the scope of the mformatIOn 
would be helpful to the clubs 

The thIrd Important feature of the educatIOnal matenals was that they were conSIstent m 
schools across the country and helped to remforce the natIOnal Identity of the club, reflectmg the 
mandate and dIrectIOn of the organIzatIOn Each club, through the standardIzed cumculum, 
could IdentIfy WIth other clubs throughout the country and feel themselves part of a larger 
system and commumty of students Not only IS thIS sense of belongmg Important, but such a 
framework also gIves the conservatIOn message a more authontatIve VOIce than It would have 
through mdlvldual, mdependent clubs Of course, the mterest m broademng the matenal and 
bnngmg m locally relevant Issues IS a concern for the WECSZ m ItS need to clearly artIculate ItS 
dIrectIOn and VISIOn However, such mterests need not dlmmlsh the strength of the baSIC 
messages that serve to Identify natIOnally the conservatIOn focus of the WECSZ and the ccDs 

4.6 ComplementarIty 

As an addItIOnal source of mformatIOn, the WECSZ also establIshed the Chongololo Club Of 
the AIr LIke the CC magazmes, the radIO mitIative targeted an audIence of students m semor 
elementary schools, and a full slate of programs was developed to address a WIde vanety of 
tOpICS The WECSZ has receIved a conSIderable amount of pOSItive feedback on the programs, 
and perhaps the greatest mdicatIOn of theIr success can be seen m the number of lIsteners, among 
them commumty members mtervlewed dunng the present reVIew, who have accepted the 
mVItatIOn extended at the end of each program to Jom the CCOA WhIle recogmzmg the 
program's success, partICIpants noted that broadcastmg the program m local languages would be 
helpful to commumty people who dId not understand EnglIsh Broadcastmg m one local 
language IS already bemg done, but lack of funds has hmlted development m thIS area 

There were two mam lmes of comment on the CCOA FIrst, the program IS hIghly apprecIated 
by those who lIsten Some clubs reported usmg the tOpICS and mformatIOn presented on the 
program m theIr regular club meetmgs, and a few leaders mdicated that students brought 
questIOns to school from what they had heard on the radIO 

The second response, however, was that the program was not readIly acceSSIble, eIther 
because of poor receptIOn or lImIted access to radIOS, and the maJonty of clubs contacted dunng 
the reVIew dId not lIsten to the program There was a sIgmficant dIfference between students m 
urban areas and those m rural areas WIth respect to thIS Issue In areas where access to the 
program was dIffIcult, many clubs wanted to be able to tape the programs and prOVIde access to 
them for all students It IS apparent that the CCOA presents matenal effectively and 
complements the CC magazmes as the baSIS for the school based club program The challenge IS 
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to ensure that the programs are avaIlable as wIdely as possIble for students to reap the maxImum 
benefIt 

4.7 Community LInks 

Lmks establIshed between Chongololo clubs and the commumtIes are an Important measure of 
success of the program, and were thus an Important aspect of the reVIew Clubs lmked WIth the 
commumtIes m a vanety of ways IntervIew particIpants reported a number of actIVItIes WhIch 
dIrectly mvolved commumty members Fundrrusmg projects were one example, where the club 
members partICIpated m the preparatIOn of a product such as garden produce or tree seedlIngs 
and then sold the goods to rruse funds for the club Through thIS dIrect contact WIth the 
commumty, the club was able to mform people of some of the group's conservatIOn actIVIties 
and the uses to whIch funds would be put Such commumty awareness IS a foundatIOn for many 
other forms of commumty contact 

Many groups IdentIfied drama as another sIgmficant form of commumty contact In thIS way, 
students delIvered a dIrect conservatIOn message and educated the publIc about the pnncipies 
underlymg the group's actIVItIes For a number of groups not currently engaged m a dramatIc 
program, It was a hIgh pnonty for future actIVItIes In the course of the reVIew, a number of 
students m vanous clubs presented dramatic sketches and poems as examples of theIr actiVIty 
One club m the Mfuwe area performed an excellent dramatic sketch whIch presented the 
expenence of a CC member gomg home and fmdmg that her parents dId not appreCIate the 
understandmg she was gammg through the club However, after a commumty meetmg on 
enVIronmental Issues, the parents changed theIr attItudes towards wIldlIfe and became strong 
supporters of wIldlIfe conservatIOn 

Commumty Improvement projects were also IdentIfied as ways CC's connected WIth theIr 
commumtIes One school club had undertaken neIghbourhood clean-up effort to address the 
problems of lItter Most clubs had not yet extended such efforts mto the commumty at large, but 
were begmmng WIth theIr own school commumty ActIVItIes such as developmg garbage pItS 
and cleamng up lItter m the school grounds was begmmng to have a broader Impact on 
commumty awareness 

Another Important example of a club's Impact on the commumty was the concrete task of 
plantmg trees One school reported that thIS actIVIty was extended beyond the schoolyard to 
students' homes club members had planted trees at school and took seedlIngs home to plant as 
well The above examples mdicate a the vanety of ways m whIch the clubs were creatmg 
awareness m the commumty and seekmg to make a dIfference m the hves of people 

In addItIon to the commumty lInkages developed through speCIfIC projects and actIVItIes, the 
flow of mformatIOn from the CC members to theIr parents and fnends m the commumty IS also 
very Important WhIle there was some reluctance on the part of some students to talk to theIr 
parents and others about the club and the thmgs they were learnmg, most students were pleased 
to be able to share theIr knowledge and expenences WIth others They even IdentIfIed It as one 
of the concrete thmgs they could do to address some of the envIronmental problems withm theIr 
commumtIes Commumty representatIves responded even more pOSItIvely to such shanng of 
mformatIOn and mdicated a strong mterest m heanng what theIr chIldren were learnmg and 
expenencmg m the club They recogmzed thIS as one way of broademng theIr own knowledge 
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of the envIronment 

4.8 Tangible Contributions 

Involvement m concrete expreSSIOns of conservatIOn pnnclples remforces envIronmental 
educatIOn m an Important way Another of the program's strengths WhICh was clear m the 
maJonty of the clubs studIed was the mvolvement of members m makmg a tangIble posItIve 
contnbutIOn to the envIronment around them Most clubs demonstrated that they were makmg a 
dIfference eIther on the school grounds or m the commumty TypIcal examples of these 
aCtIvItIes, as descnbed above, mcluded tree plantmg programs, garbage pItS and lItter campaIgns, 
vegetable gardens, and fISh ponds WhIle such actIVItIes can mvolve Important lmks WIth the 
commumty, they are also mdicatIOns of the mdlvldual success of the clubs Students are able to 
put conservatIOn values mto practIce and gam a sense of the Impact they can have Classroom 
learmng becomes more real, and such group actIVItIes It can be a fun and memorable parts of the 
students' club expenence 

PartICIpatIOn m concrete tasks establIshes a model whIch remforces the value of domg 
somethmg about an Issue, rather than SImply talkmg about It Club members conSIstently talked 
about wantmg to mfluence the commumty so that people would take actIOn for envIronmental 
Improvement m response to IdentIfied problems By partIcipatmg m envlfonmental stewardshIp 
actIVItIes themselves, the students gam fIrst-hand apprecIatIOn of the commItment and energy 
that actIOn reqUIres ThIS expenence wIll be very valuable as they later take thelf places as adult 
commumty members WIth mcreased responsIbIlIty for local envIronmental Issues 

The club's concrete actIVItIes can also be a source ofpnde Participatmg m a group that seeks 
to address envIronmental problems through constructIVe actIon IS an excellent way for students 
to feel good about themselves and the work they are domg The satIsfactIOn whIch comes from 
mvolvement m group projects not only bUIlds students' self-confIdence and can lead to lIfe-long 
partICIpatIOn m conservatIon actIVItIes 

4.9 A Cooperative Approach 

In revlewmg the CC program It IS Important to mamtam a realIstIc set of expectatIOns ThIS IS 
an envIronmental educatIOn ImtIatIve for chIldren m the elementary school years The objectIve 
of the program IS to educate a new generatIOn of Zambians m a way of thmkmg about the 
enVIronment that WIll allow them to make a constructIve dIfference ThIS IS clearly a long term 
goal, chIldren do not change the world on theIr own, but helpmg them to change theIr attItudes 
today wIll allow them to make an Important dIfference m the future 

It IS Important to recogmze that the most effectIve envIronmental educatIOn for young people 
does not address thIS group m IsolatIOn ChIldren are strongly affected by theIr SOCIety, and they 
WIll learn new attItudes more readIly If they see that adults around them accept and support them 
as they change Correspondmgly, adults WIll change theIr attItudes more readIly If they see that 
It has a POSItIve effect on theIr chIldren and theIr chIldren's future A measure of the success of 
the envIronmental educatIOn program, therefore, IS whether It IS stImulatmg an attItude of 
openness to change m the WIder commumty Are there other local mitIatIves workmg for 
conservatIOn and change m the way resources are bemg managed? How are the efforts of the 
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CC's and commumty organIzatIOns and ImtIatIves coordmated and mtegrated, so that the effects 
of both wIll be more meanmgful and wIdespread? 

It was reassunng to see many of the clubs revIewed connected so closely to other 
organIzatIOns m the commumty Such connectIOns not only strengthened the club but also 
benefIted the partner organIzatIOn A sIgmficant example IS the relatIOnshIp between tounsm 
operators and schools m the Mfuwe area The operators and the CC's share a common mterest m 
envIronmental conservatIOn The operators can offer extensIve knowledge and have the means 
to support club actIvItIes and InItIatIves In return, the schools provIde the operators wIth an 
Important lInk to the communIty, whIch demonstrates theIr cOmmItment to communIty 
development and IS of mterest to theIr clIents ThIS relatIOnshIp has been strongly developed m 
three of the schools vIsIted, and It makes a sIgnIfIcant dIfference to the success and attractIveness 
of the clubs Another pnme example of a dIrect communIty relatIOnshIp IS the mteractIOn 
between CC's and Women's ConservatIOn Clubs m the Choma area The groups share common 
pnncipies and support each other m projects and actIvItIes, fOrmIng an Important lInk between 
the students at school and theIr parents m the communIty Groups WhICh share expenence and 
common goals assIst each other m mamtammg efforts for change 

SIgnIfIcant lInks wIth the publIc arIse from the very structure of the Chongololo program In 
the fIrst place, the program IS the product of a non-profIt, publIcly based socIety, whIch means 
that the mitIative has come from the people of ZambIa and contmues to be supported by them 
From the development of materIals and radIO broadcasts, to the teachers m the classrooms, all 
aspects of the program are realIzed by volunteers gIvmg of theIr tIme and energy to achIeve 
goals m whIch they belIeve In tum, these volunteers have sought out support from varIOUS 
organIzatIOns and corporatIOns 

At the local level as well, clubs reach out to the publIc for support for theIr actIVItIes Lmks 
WIth other communIty organIzatIOns or WIth government agencIes have allowed the use of a 
Department of AgrIculture vehIcle for club outmgs, and have resulted m a contrIbutIOn of 
seedlIngs from the Department of Forestry m the Choma area Other benefIts mIght mclude 
lessons by mdividuais knowledgeable about aspects of envIronmental conservatIOn such as, for 
example, the VISItS of the LIRDP scouts to clubs m the Mfuwe area Most clubs were mterested 
III the opportUnIty for expandmg these lInks and consIdered It a hIgh pnorIty for Improvmg the 
strength of the clubDs program 

These examples of cooperatIOn mdicate a healthy program Where club leaders feel 
comfortable and knowledgeable, they naturally extend themselves to take advantage of all 
aVaIlable resources When they are unsure or msecure, there IS a tendency to focus mward It 
should be the objectIve of a program to buIld the capaCIty of classroom leaders to a level where 
they feel comfortable extendmg the actIVItIes of the club mto the communIty The CC program 
IS only one modest contnbutIOn to promotmg greater enVIronmental conservatIOn awareness and 
actIOn throughout the country, but It IS extremely effectIve III conjUnctIOn WIth a vanety of other 
organIZatIOns and InItIatIves mvolved m workmg for change 
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Appendix 1: Opportunities for Program Strengthening 

1. WECSZ Support 

The Chongololo Club program was selected for this reView because of itS success for over 
twenty five years m developmg and encouragmg environmental conservatIOn among the young 
people ofZambta Inevitably, a reView such as this will also discover areas of the program 
which warrant attentIOn TYPically, m a program of this magmtude and With such widespread 
success, resources become an issue when the sponsor is a volunteer organizatIOn faced with 
mcreasmgly difficult econOffilC conditIOns However, awareness of the specific needs, based on 
concerns identified by people workmg directly with the clubs, can help m estabhshmg clear areas 
of pnonty m which the WECSZ could mcrease actIOn on a natIOnal scale 

Discussed below are a number of areas identIfted by people dnectly mvolved m the program 
as matters of concern requmng actIOn These program partiCipants had a clear understandmg of 
the difficulty of accomphshmg these goals due to the resources reqUired However, With a 
smcere mterest m improvmg the program, they wanted to strengthen and expand the impact of 
the clubs m their area and truly felt that they couldn't accomphsh this on then own Often what 
the leaders needed most was confidence--confidence m then own ideas and creativity Some 
club leaders seemed uncertam about what to do, or afraid to act on their own ideas, and needed 
reassurance Moral support from the WECSZ seems a logical way to boost confIdence, energIze 
volunteers and encourage pOSItive actIOn Of course, there are also speCIfIC needs for additional 
resources m the form of fundmg and matenals, as well as for new leadershIp traImng programs 

The people contacted m thIS reVIew were commItted to the Ideals of the Chongololo program 
and beheved m ItS capaCIty to mfluence enVIronmental thmkmg and practIces m their 
commumties It IS WIth thIS background of support and commItment m mmd that the followmg 
opportumttes for growth and strengthemng withm the program are IdentifIed 

1.1 Strengthen LeadershIp 

Nothmg is more Important than the quahty and commItment of the people who are workmg 
WIth students and dehvenng the envIronmental message These are the people who can bnng the 
program to hfe and carry It on m spIte of dIfficult times when resources are few and 
admimstratlOn is stretched They are also the local pubhc face of the program, and It is through 
them that commumtIes, government and busmess will see the WECSZ In thIS pOSItion, they 
have the most dIrect opportumty to estabhsh cross-sector hnkages between the WECSZ and 
other orgamzatlOns withm their commumtIes Thus, it IS cntIcal to the success of the program 
and to the credibility of the WECSZ that these mdividuais are as fully prepared and energized as 
pOSSible 

In the past, the WECSZ sponsored workshops where club leaders could come together, not 
only to diSCUSS the content of the program, but also to develop leadershIp and organIzatIOnal 
skIlls These support events have been curtaIled due to lack of fmancral resources They are 
desperately needed, however, and could produce a very large return for the program If they were 
remstated 
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RegIOnal workshops are hkely the most cost effectIve means of reachmg the most teachers 
wIth lIrruted resources Groups should be kept to a workable SIze (perhaps 15) and could mclude 
both eXIstmg club leaders and those teachers mterested m estabhshmg clubs m theIr schools 
Three mam subject areas are recommended for dIscuSSIOn, based on the results of the program 
reVIew 

a ) ContentlInformatIon 

For many teachers some general famihanzatlOn WIth the content of the CC program 
would be very valuable ThIS IS espeCIally true for teachers thInktng of startmg a club, 
and those WIth lIrruted expenence m the program It IS not essentIal to focus entIrely on 
the CC program matenals The goal rather, IS to encourage a broader VIew of 
envIronmental conservatIOn ThIS WIll gIve club leaders a strong base of enVIronmental 
knowledge from whIch to buIld mdividual club programs The WECSZ IS actIvely 
promotmg a move to broaden the focus of the organIzatIon to address Important lmks 
between youth, the envIronment, development and health m ZambIa 

The second Important area of dISCUSSIOn m thIS category IS club actIVItIes and 
management These Items are closely lInked to content dISCUSSIOns because they are the 
means by whIch content IS conveyed In thIS dISCUSSIOn, contnbutIOns from eXIstmg 
clubs are extremely Important Teachers WIll be able to relate to the expenences of 
others workmg m theIr area who face the same kmds of CIrcumstances and concerns that 
they do 

b ) Networkmg 

A major objectIve of the workshops should be to develop hnks among the 
participatmg teachers m a gIven regIOn Awareness of the people mvolved and actIVItIes 
bemg undertaken m schools m the regIOn helps to develop a network of support and 
proVIdes opportumtIes for partnershIps among club leaders Such lInks also offer the 
pOSSIbIlIty of developmg a system of support where less expenenced club leaders could 
draw on the expenence of others 

c ) ExperIential Learnmg Techmques 

Another tOpIC that warrants attentIOn m leadershIp workshops IS the development of 
teachers' capabIlItIes WIth expenentIallearnmg techmques The school system currently 
follows a traditlOnallecture/questIomng style of mstructIon The CC's prOVIde an 
Important opportumty for students to explore and learn about the enVIronment around 
them m dIfferent ways Both students and teachers IdentIfIed the need to generate 
mterest and enthUSIasm for learnmg as part of the club actIVIty The teacher can play an 
Important role m thIS by explonng new approaches to learnmg ThIS means movmg out 
of the classroom and mto a dIfferent mode where the natural exploratIOns of the chIldren 
can gUIde the learnmg process ThIS reqUIres the teacher to adapt to new approaches to 
leadershIp, and these workshops can be cntIcalm mtroducmg, explonng and supportmg 
the adoptIon of such techmques 
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1.2 MaterIals 

A second major area m whIch the program could potentIally be strengthened concerns the 
matenals aVailable to clubs The eXIstmg matenals are hIghly valued by the teachers and 
students, but most reported that access to these matenals was dIffIcult The WECSZ also 
recognIzes that the costs assocIated wIth productIOn and dIstnbutIOn of the matenals are now 
extendmg beyond the lImIts of the SocIety's resources However, thIs IS such an Important 
aspect of the program that new mechanIsms must be found to mcrease productIOn and strengthen 
the dIstnbutIOn process It wIll be necessary to develop new partnershIps that can bnng more 
resources to the program, as well as a new dIstrIbutIOn procedure that wIll be more relIable and 
cost effiCIent 

Comments on the program matenals were generally pOSItive A number of people, however, 
expressed mterest m expandmg the present scope of matenals, both m terms of subject areas and 
m terms of the level of detail A reVIew and reVISIOn of program matenals would be timely and 
could stImulate, m conjUnctIOn WIth other support ImtIatIVes, a revItalIzatIOn of club actIVItIes 
In conjUnctIOn WIth thIS reVIew, It mIght be WIse to reconSIder the target audIence, gIVen the 
WIde range of ages currently mvolved m club actIVItIes 

A SImIlar reVIew and reVlSlon of complementary program matenals (radIO programs, posters, 
etc) would be appropnate m conjUnctIOn WIth the reVIew of the regular prmted matenals In 
partIcular, makmg tapes of the radIO programs aVailable to clubs where students donDt have easy 
access to the radIO program would be a POSItIve step Students and teachers m the clubs VISIted 
also IdentifIed a deSIre for VIdeo matenals on tOpICS of mterest The WECSZ could undertake to 
reVIew and gather matenals m suffiCIent quantities to supply VIdeo programs to clubs on a loan 
baSIS Another suggestIOn was that clubs have access to resources WhICh would allow them to 
VIdeotape actiVItIes and outmgs m theIr area, so that others could benefit from theIr expenence 
ThIS could not only proVIde excellent opportumtIes withm a school or dIstnct but could also feed 
mto a network where clubs across the country could share theIr expenences WIth other clubs 
through an exchange of VIdeo tapes The WECSZ IS a lOgIcal clearmg house for thIS kmd of 
natIOnal exchange 

1.3 LInks Among Clubs 

Promotmg hnks among the CC's could enhance the club program m many ways ConnectIOns 
WIth other groups could reduce the feelmg of IsolatIOn that often develops m small clubs where 
there IS httle contact WIth other areas or other actIVIties Lmks can also prOVIde mcentIves for 
members to partICIpate and to take on, and achIeve, more withm the club They tend to prOVIde 
added encouragement for a long term commItment to envIronmental conservatIOn because of the 
mcreased sIgmficance attached to varIOUS actIVIties 

IndIVIdual clubs, regIOnal groupmgs of clubs and the WECSZ nattonally mIght conSIder some 
of the followmg suggestions for mcreasmg efforts to estabhsh broader lmks and collaborative 
events for CC members and leaders 
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a ) ReglOnallNabonal Events 

RegIOnal or natIOnal events could be organIzed whIch would bnng together 
particIpants from clubs around the country These events could be competitive m format 
or of a festIVal nature and could be hosted on a rotatmg baSIS by clubs m dIfferent 
regIOns They could encourage as much partIcIpatIOn from clubs as possIble or functIOn 
as rewards for selected students Such events would provIde an opportumty for the 
WECSZ to contact leadershIp m the CC program (both students and teachers) and there 
should be efforts to provIde as much support and encouragement as possIble to those 
attendmg these events 

b ) Club Exchanges 

UtIhzmg the central offIce of the WECSZ as a coordmatmg base, a program could be 
establIshed to put clubs m touch WIth others throughout the country WIth mterest m 
exchange tnps Resource people, logIstical support from cooperatmg agenCIes and 
pnvate sector mterests would be very helpful m stImulatmg such actIVItIes among clubs 

c ) Lmks to Secondary Schools 

Efforts need to be made on a regIOnal baSIS to create stronger hnks between the CC's 
and theIr counterparts at the secondary school level Contmumg the efforts made m 
elementary school WIth ongomg envIronmental conservatIOn educatIOn IS an Important 
remforcement of the early stage of leammg RegIOnal events to bnng clubs together 
should mclude opportumtIes to have secondary and elementary students mteract 
Valuable encouragement could be gIven to graduatmg elementary school students m the 
form of mformatIOn about the related club at the secondary level, and the name of the 
sponsonng teacher Secondary school teachers could hkeWIse be mformed of students 
graduatmg from the elementary level who have been mvolved WIth the CC, so that they 
can be mdividually encouraged to contmue such mvolvement 

d ) Lmks to Teacher Trammg Schools 

SpeCIal mentIOn IS made here of teacher trammg schools because of the Importance of 
famihanzmg the broadest pOSSIble segment of the teacher populatIOn WIth the CC 
program and the need for envIronmental conservatIOn educatIOn The WECSZ has made 
some effort m that area m the past, and contmues to do so m some regIOns of the 
country, however, there IS much that can be done m thIS regard TypIcally, the WECSZ 
has planned events or workshops for teacher tramees as part of theIr program WhIle 
these efforts are good, addItional mItIatIves mIght be conSIdered For example, 
mterested tramees could be mcluded m regIOnal workshops for club leaders, they could 
be mVIted to volunteer or partICIpate at natIOnal or regIOnal events, volunteers could 
come as aSSIstants to regular club actiVIties and programs, they could aSSIst m the 
development of a roster of teachers natIon-wIde WIth mterest and/or partICIpatIOn m 
enVIronmental conservatIOn, provIdmg the WECSZ WIth an mvaluable tool for 
contactmg a key audIence m support of the CC program 
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1.4 Links to CommunItIes 

Throughout the reVIew, the consultants receIved many Ideas and suggestIOns for ways to 
strengthen the lInks between the CC's and the commumtIes of whIch they are a part Many 
mdividuals and groups were keen to create new ways of supportmg one another's mterests, and 
they apprecIated what the chIldren m the CC program could contnbute A few very specIfIC and 
noteworthy suggestIOns presented to the consultants are bnefly descnbed below 

a ) Parent AdVIsorylPartIclpatIon Committees 

Many parents were mterested m becommg more closely hnked to the school program 
Some suggested that parent advIsory commIttees mIght be formed to assIst the school m 
developmg the program and provIdmg related opportumtIes for the chIldren Some 
parents wanted to become more dIrectly mvolved m the program, so as to take advantage 
themselves of the learnmg that was takIng place They suggested havmg the club meet 
m each of the surroundmg VIllages m turn WIth the program open to adults Others 
suggested that open house days, events, or meetmgs could be orgamzed m WhICh the 
chIldren would present theIr actIVItIes and learnmg (through drama, poetry, dIsplays, 
etc) to the whole commumty 

b ) Cooperative Projects 

Parents also suggested specIfIC ways m whIch eXIstmg adult groups, wIth 
complementary objectIves, could cooperate wIth the CC's One suggestion was to 
partICIpate m jomt projects, where both groups could exchange Ideas and work to 
achIeve common goals Jomt events targetmg commumty awareness were IdentIfIed as 
another possIbIlIty 

c ) Agreements for Support 

In most commumtIes there are agenCIes or pnvate sector mterests closely ahgned WIth 
the CC program WhIle teachers are aware of many of these connectIOns, they tYPIcally 
have neIther the tIme, access, nor expenence to develop the kmds of relatIOnshIps WIth 
these groups that could sIgmficantly enhance theIr program They need aSSIstance m thIS 
regard SometImes school admmistrators have the mclmatIOn and opportumty to aSSIst 
m thIS way, but often thIS opportumty goes untapped Key people withm the commumty 
who are SupportIve of the program, or regIOnal or natIOnal representatives of the 
WECSZ, could lend Important aSSIstance m thIS area Agreements could be reached to 
address a varIety of needs, dependmg on the speCIfIC SItuatIOn of the clubs m the area 
e g transportatIOn, seedlmgs, expertIse for dIrect mstructIOn or adVIce on projects, or 
fmancIaI support for club actIVItIes or tnps 

d ) ReglOnal/NatIonal Events Sponsorship 

Support can also be developed at a regIOnal and natIOnal level It IS pOSSIble that hIgh 
profIle competitIve or festIval events, bnngmg together students and teachers from 
dIfferent parts of the country, could obtam sponsorshIp from pnvate sector mterests 
There IS a defImte opportumty to garner support from many compames who would be 
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pleased to enhance therr publIc profile by hostmg CC events Developmg thIS sort of 
mterest and creatmg the kmds of events that would attract sponsorshIp would reqUIre 
effort on the part of the WECSZ's natIOnal office However, once the program was 
begun the benefIts to the CC's and to the WECSZ could be sIgmficant 

1.5 Society Profile 

Over the course of the reVIew, many suggestIOns were made regardmg the profIle CC 
program For students and teachers, the profile of the club was Important, and potential rewards 
to the school and to mdIvIduals were seen as a motIvatIOn for student partICIpatIOn Some 
suggestIOns for mcreasmg motIvatIon through enhanced profIle mcluded mdIvidual student 
certIfIcates, badges, umforms, and T-shIrtS 

However, It IS also Important to conSIder the profIle of the WECSZ as the coordmator and 
sponsor of the program It IS the consultant's VIew that thIS dImenSIOn IS bemg largely 
overlooked, to the detnment of the SOCIety The CC enJoys WIdespread recogmtIOn, but there IS 
httle recogmtIon of the role of the WECSZ m the program, or of the WECSZ Itself ThIS IS 
unfortunate, because the organIzatIOn needs support among the general publIc m order to 
mamtam and strengthen programs lIke the CC's The heIghtened profIle of the WECSZ IS also 
necessary among the present CC membershIp, so that they know that there IS the opportumty for 
lIfe-long aSSOCiatIOn WIth thIS conservation organIzatIOn NatIOnal and regIOnal events, as 
dIscussed above, are one way of mcreasmg the profIle of the WECSZ Mamtammg a profile m 
the commumty through the recogmtIOn of actIve mdlVlduals (perhaps CC leaders m the school) 
IS another way Also, the deSIgn of matenals for CC members and for general use should be 
used to mcrease the vlSlbilIty of the SOCIety 

2 External Support 

The WECSZ has a sIgmfIcant stake m the CC program and has a tremendous opportumty to 
make It pay greater dIVIdends to the profIle and sustamabilIty of the orgamzatIOn However, the 
SOCIety IS also m need of support m order to make such mvestments for long term benefIts In 
the short term, there are a number of key areas where external support could greatly aSSIst the 
WECSZ at a tIme when ItS resources are stretched to the lImIt ThIS support would make a 
sIgmfIcant dIfference III the delIvery of envIronmental conservatIOn educatIOn III ZambIa and 
would at the same tIme establIsh a support structure that could be mamtamed by the WECSZ 

The areas Identified below have been dIscussed m thIS report preVIOusly both as areas of 
strength m the eXIstmg program and as areas of opportumty for mcreased growth The program 
IS clearly a valuable effort m envIronmental educatIOn and one that can contmue to grow WIth the 
nght support The partIcular areas hIghlIghted here are conSIdered the most appropnate 
opportumtIes for agenCIes and mterests beyond the WECSZ to become mvolved III short term 
aSSIstance There are three areas where such support IS conSIdered most valuable 

a ) Commumty Partnershlps/Lmks/Support 

In developmg partnershIp and fmanCIal support agreements, external orgamzatIOns 
can offer a conSIderable depth of expenence WhICh has not been developed wIthm the

WECSZ InternatIOnal connectIOns, and the profile that external orgamzatIOns could 
bnng to such agreements would be valuable to the WECSZ SponsorshIps for natIOnal 
and regIOnal events should also be a hIgh pnonty smce such profile can stImulate major 
undertakmgs and gamer a hIgh level of resource backmg for the program At the same 
time, partnershIps need to be developed at the commumty level for the benefIt of 
mdividual clubs 

b ) Leadership Development 

It IS dIffIcult to develop leadershIp m envIronmental conservatIOn educatIOn when the 
level of expertIse m the country IS relatIvely low Trammg, espeCIally m the area of
