Desert and the Red Sea"
• Two poslers depicling the di\erse inhabitants of the Red Sea region

activities devoted to environmental awareness and conservation. Workshops will be
conducted in the Red Sea region for teachers. rangers and NGOs to guide them on how tobest use the supplement.
