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INTRODUCTION \

This report was prepared as a result of a survey of the Somalia
Police Force by an ICA Police Survey Team composed of Russell A. Snook and
Willism M, McGhee, The Team was in Somalia from Mey 29 to June 19, 1958,

It also inspected the training facilities of the Itallan Carabinieri in

Romé from June 24 to June 27. The purpose of the survey was to obtain
information on the Somalia Police Force from which conclusions could be
drawn and recommendationg made concerning the desirability of extending aid
in the Public Safety field to Somalla, and the nature and extent of such aid,
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CHAPTER I
GENERAT, BACKGROUND OF SOMALIA

A. GENERAL

Somelia is a Trust Territory of the Unlited Nations, under the
trusteeship of the Government of Italy. Prior to World War II, the ares
was known as Italian Somaliland end was administered as a colony by the
Italian Govermment, It is located in East Africa extending south from
Cape Guardeful slong the Indian Ocean for about 1,250 miles to the border
of Kenya, The northwest coast forms the southeast shore of the Gulf of
Aden. On the west Somalia is bounded by Kenya, Ethiopia and Britigh
Somaliland, It is an arid, semi-desert area with an estimated population
of about one and one quarter million, The maln occupations are herding of
cattle, mixed farming, and some permesnent farming in the two river valleys =
the Juba and the Webi Scebeli, The towns are small and few. Mogadiscio,
with a population of sbout 80,000, is the eapital and the only eity,

B, HISTORY

The original inhabitants of the Someli area were probably Hamitic
tribes closely akin to the peoples of Ethiopia, the original inhabitants of
the Nile Valley, and the Berbers of North Africa, There has been, over the
course of centuries, a mixture of Negro racial groups into the area from the
west and south, In addition, Semites from Arabia have periodically held the
country shf have intermarried with the pesople, although the main stock
continues to be Hamitie,

The Portuguese opened up the country to the western world in the
late 1500!s and established trading posts along the coast. The interior,
however, remeined essentielly unknown and tribal in character, Arasbic
traders, including refugees from the religious strife on the Arabian Pen=-
insule and adjscent aress, settled in the towns and intermarried with the
local populace. In the late 16th century, with the decline of Portuguese
imperiael power throughout Africa and the Far East, the Arabs gained
ascendancy in the area. Independent sheikdoms and sultanates were establiished,
nominally owing allegiance to the Sulten of Omen (Musest), In the early 19th
century the Sultan of Oman controlled the whole coastal arem, at least the
trading centers; coastal towns and islands, and the local tribal chieftains
owed some alleglance to the Sulten, although suzerainty at most was only
nominel, The Sultan of Oman at this time was Smid Sgid, who in 1840 moved
his residence to Zanzibar and since that date he and his descendants have been
known as the Sultans of Zamzibar, Under the expansionist policies of the
Egyptien regime of the 1860's and "70's, officials of the Egyptian Government
"egtablished themselves in essentially Somali areas along the Gulf of Aden and
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in the interior of the Ogaden., These were withdrawn following the Madh{i
uprising against the Egyptiang in the Sudan, The Sultans of Zanzibar;
through a series of treaties with the British beginning in the late 19th
century, lsased areas along the coast of what is today Kenya, Jubaland,

the Benadir, and Migertine (the last three known as Somalia), The British
East Africas Company, vwhich leased these territories from Zanzibar, trans-
ferred its holdings in the Benadir to the Ttalian Govermment in 1893,
Originally the leased areas represented only three towns and one village,
-and the hintarlends to a depth of 10 sea miles in the case of the towns and
five in the case of the village. The lease was for 50 years and was trans-
ferable to commercial companies if the Italian Government so-desired, In-
1905 the British Government arranged that the Sultan of Zanzibar give Iitaly
outright possession of the ports for E 144,000, In 192i, Britain ceded
Jubaland and the port of Chisimaio to Italy since the latter felt that it
had not- received its fair shawre of the spoils of World War I, Italy.was
thus established along the whole Indian Ocean coast of the Horn of Afriea.

Between 1890 and 1908 the boundaries of Ethiopia were established
by treaty with Eritrea on the north, and the French and British Somaliland
on the north and east, The boundary to the south and west bordering on the
southern section of Somalia has never been adequately fiwed. This led to-
interminable problems between Ethiopia and the Italian Govermment of
Somaliland;, and was the stated cause of the Italian invasion of Ethiopia in
1935, The excuse for the invasion was the famous Wal Wal incident of that
year,

Ttalian Somaliland was never a viable economic entity, newer proved
useful as an outlet for the surplus population of Italy; and hag remained a
fairly remote tribal area since its initial occupation by the Italians, In
the early days of the colony, the Italian Goverrment leased the area to
various trading companies, However, none of these was able to maeke Somaliland
economically a paying propositiom., During the days of the democratic regimes
in Itely prior to the rige of Mussolini, the country was undewveloped, little
or no effort was made to dewvelop it in any manner, and it was generally
recognized as an area which was a drain on Italian economy. The reason for
the continued occupation was maintenance of Ttelian prestige and to deny the
area to other powers,

Under Mussolini extensive efforts were made to import Italiem
labor and to utilize the country as a market for Italian manufactured products
rather than industralize it. However, extensive efforts were made to make the
country produetive agriculturally, and bananasg, hides, skins and incense were
the major exports to the Western world. Although there was some immigration
by Italians to the area;, this country never could absorb any 51zeab1e numbsr
of gettlers,

The Government of Italy administered the colony through a Governor
General stationed at Mogadiseio, He had at his command a mumber of Askaris
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(native troops officered by Iteliams) and regular Itelian troops, After

theé conclusion of the Ethiopian campeign, Somalia was integrated as part of
the Italian East African Empire. Following the entry of the Italians into

the Buropean war in 1940, the British mounted an extensive propaganda and
military ecampaign against the Someli area, Bthiopia end Eritrea. By 1941

the entiré area had been seized by the British and the native troops dispersed,
The British, during the war, meintained the Ttalian governmental officials in
place, ut11121ng them to maintain control of the area, From 1945 until 1950,
there was congidergble agitation in the United Nations and throughout the
world, for incorporation of the Italian colonises in East Africa within the
fremework of Ethiopia, Eritrea was federated with Ethiopia in 1950, In 1950
thé Trusteeship of Somalia was turned over to the Italian Government, with

the gtated purpose of preparing the Somalis for self-government not later than
1960, Sines 1951 the Italisar Government has engaged in building up political
cadres within the country aimed at eventusl running of the government by the
Somall peoples. It is the objective of the Italian Administration and of the
Unlted Nations thet Somalie should be an independent entity by the end of
19¢€0,

The Semali people themselves are undereducated, and there is an
ecute shortage of trained personnel capable of handling governmental affairs,
There are few-lawyers, fewsr doctors, and almost a total lack of technieiana.
The educational level of the country has been limited to a few mission
schools and various Koraniec schools run by Muslinms,

v C, POPULATION

There has never been & census of population in Somalia; only
estimates of population have been attempted,

The British Military Administration estimate was approximately
971,000 in 1947, though as regards the nomadic population the estimate wes
considered by the Administration as subject to error up to 20 per cent, The
Italian Trust Administration suggests about 1,250,000 as more correct,

1. Nomadie Tribeg,

Of the natiwve inhabitants, the largest section, approximately 560,000;
belong to the two main Somali=tribal groupss the Darot and Hawiya., Within
these are sub-tribes, sections and rers. The last term is egquivalent to
family, but it may be used to apply not only to the small unit of parents and
children, but to a rmuch more extended relatiomship,

The majority of these two main tribal groups, some 350,000 or
thereabouts, 1lve in the eastern and western pastoral areas of the Benadir
and Upper Juba Provinees; the remainder comprise the majority in the sparsely
populated Migertine and Mudugh. They are meinly nomsdic, being compelled to
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this manner of life by their surroundings, and accugtomed to it by long
tradition, put‘a few of the Hawiya have taken to mixed ferming,

The members of the tribs are united by a belief in descent from
a common ancestor, They settle their affalirs in the tribal counell; the
MShir®, vwhere all tribesmen are entitled to attend and spesk, as in Saxon
England The ehiefs and hsadmen are chosen by their tribes and sub-tribes,
The greater chisfs are usually hereditary, but the succession is subject to
the consert of the tribe, Important decisiong by the chiefs are submitted
to the Shir,

The tribes own no-land, but individual tribes have recognized
rights to the use of certain wells and grazing areas.

2, The Ssb Tribes.

The Sab tribes are estimated to mumber about 292,000, They speak
Sab a disleet closely related to Somali, and are coneidered to be of similar
racial stock to the Somali-gpeaking tribeso The most important of the Sab
tribes are the Rehanwein,

They are engaged in mixed farming in the semi=fertile area between
the rivers in the Benadir and Upper Juba Provinces,

Theough their organization iz tribal, they live in settlsd com-
minities, They also hold their tribel counéils end elect their chiefs, who
are assisted by eouncils pf elders, As settled communities, they have more
diverse business to transact than the nomadss the distribution of land, the
care and cleaning of artificigl roservoirs in which all tribeasmen are expected
to share, the control of water supplies, and other matters,

Land is owned by the tribe, not by the individual, ILand is allotted
for cultivgtion but it remains the property of the tribe,

These are some 449000 people {who have come perhaps from further
south, or more probably, are the remnant of an older setbtlement), speak either
a Bantu dialect or the language of their neighbors,

They live by agriculture alene and are gettled in villages, They
have headmen and councils elected by themselves,

bo. . Craft Tribesg,

About 17,000 people belong to the so-called "low caste® tribes,
but they should more properly be termed craftsmen's tribes; they are engaged
in weaving, metal and leather work, as well as hunting and trapping. They
bhave a language of their own, not imparted to others, They live scattered
throughout the territory among the other inhabitants who require the preducts
of their erafts,

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- Some‘199000 people were classed by the British Administration as
Somaliwérabs, they are the fruit of the union of the two rdces who have for
many centuries 1ived on this coast. They Iive almost entirely im the

. Benadir coast towns,

In addition, there are small numbers of people that do not belong
to any of the above groups,

6. Effect of Tribesl Loyalties,

Tribal congliderations enter into all affairs of the govermment of
Somalia and evidently at 211 levels, The three major tribes as has been
gtated are the Darot in the north and in the Juba areas, the Hawiyas in the
Benadir and Mudugh, and the Rshanwein in the areas between the Webi Shebeli
and the Juba., Although there are many otlier tribes, none are as important
as these three, Higstorically the Darot have been the warriors-nomads who
have conquered many of the other tribeg in the Horn of Africa and stretch
into the Somali areas of the British Protectorate and into the Ogzaden of
Ethiopia, The Hawiya are also warriors and nomads although they do some
mixed farming In the regions that they frequent, The Hawiya control
Mogediscio, The Rahanwein are semi-nomadiec,

The main instrument of Somali nationalism has been to date the
Somali Youth Lesgue (SYL) which controls the government, The SYL made up
principally of men from the Darot and Hawiya, with 43 of the 60 Somali
members of the legislature (10 members represent national minorities) being
members of this Party, The only real opposition to the SYL comes from the
HDM (Hizbia Dastur Mustaqil - Independent Constitutional Party) which is
made up primarily of Rahanwein tribesmen with some from the Hawiya groups.
For all intents and purposes it might be said that the government is
controlled and run by the Darot and Hawiya tribes, The Prime Minister is a
Hewiya; as are four of the six Ministers of the Cabinet, Two Cabinet
officers are Darot ineluding the Minister of Interior who is, after the
Prime Minister, perhaps the most powerful individual in the Somali elements
of the Govermment. The Minister of the Interior controls funds paid te
tribal leaders on en annval basis as a subsidy for the maintenance of tribal
order, It has been stated by observers on the scene in Mogadiseio that
voting in the Cabinet of Ministers on controversial matters has followed
gtrict tribal lines on almost all occasions,

The Somali leaders, especially those within the SYL, firmiy deny
that there is any strength to the old tribal ties, and that these ties are
" now loosed for good, This, however, is not true in the opinion of some
observers in Somalis,

Within the Police, as within the Govermment at large, the Darot
and the Hawiya are both represented,
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D, NATURAL RESOURCES
«Ihe. naturel resources of Somalia; its rivers and rainfall, lend
arable and pastoral Tivestock, forests, minerals and fisheries, have never
as yet been fully exploited,

At the present time it is estimated that one<helf the total ares of
this former colony consists of wasteland., Eighty per cent of the other hslf
is pasttirage and three=quarters of the population is engaged in stock-
raising, Only sbout 10 per cent of the whole of Somalia is arable land; and
even of this only from ome to five per eent is actually cultiwvated.

i In gummary the. following statements are quotes from the Four-=FPower
Commission of 1948z ,

The overwhelming predominaence of pesture (almost 90 per cent)
over agriculturpl, land is indicative of the primitive character of the
country, where nomadic.animel tusbandry and nomadic agriculture constitute
the predominant forms of ‘economi.c aetivity.

"The economie structure of Italian Somaliland hag been charac-
teriZed; up to the present time, by the impossibility of the territory
meeting its elementary requirements .from its own resources,

"Bgsential products which. cannot:be. provided, from intefnal spurees
and must be imported are textiles, representing~aboutfone=third “of-:the total
imports; foodstuffs, such as wheat-and wheat products, coffee, tea and
dates; petroleum products;,; motor wohicles and .accessories; and tobacco,
Total imports are approximately equally divided betwsen native and Buropean
requirements. These imports are paid for by exports only to the extent of

.oneé=half of their value,

"The tudget throughout the years hes been unbalanced, and in each
year experditure has considerably exceeded revemue,
trrr ;3ﬁigRecords of external ‘trade-show a consistent passive trade balance,
During the,perlod 1919=1938 the value -of exporits represented only 20 per cent
of the value of' z.mports9 the adverse trade balance totalling 2,417 million
lire; or an averasge of 121 million lire annually,

"Apart from the sugar factory at Villabruzzi, and the salt works
at Dante, there has never been any major manufacturing enterprise in- the
territory, "
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E, OUTLINE OF PRESENT GOVERNVMENT OF SOMALIA

The Government of Somalia is changing rapidly at the time of this
report. It is the intention of the Ttalian Administration under its
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responsibility for the area to train the Somalis for seilf-govermment. It

is envisagel that a parliamentary system of government based on the Ttalian

model will evolive, Whether this will happen or not remains to be seen., In

the meantime the entire complexion of govermment is in a state of flux, with
more and more responsibility being taken over by the Somali elements of the-
Government, -

The Italian Govermment is represented by the Amministrazione
Fiducia Italiana della Somalis (Ttalian Trust Administration of Somalia,
knowvm as AFIS), whose chief representative is kmowm as the Administrator and
is the actual Chief of State. (The Acting Adwinistrator is Plero Franca),
He is responsible to his own govermment which in turn is responsible to the
United Nations, The United Nations maintains a Council of Advisors
consisting of representatives with the rank of minister from Egypt, the
Philippines and Columbia, The councills functions are advisory only.

The Goverrment consists of a Parliament of 70 msmbers, 60 of whom
are elected by Somalis and 10 by rnational minorities in Somalia, The Admine
istrator retains the right to veto legislation passed by the Parliement, but
to date no legislation has been vetoed. In practice; if disagreement arises
the Administrator returns the bill to the Parliament with suggested modifi-
cations. - The Administrator appoints the Prime Minister who is the leader of
the majority party in the legislature., The Prime Minister serves nominally
at the will of the Administrator. The Prime Minister selects his own
Cabinet Ministers who serve as a Council of Ministers,

Tye responsibilitiés that concern the working of the police remain
with the Italian Administrators the conduct of foreign affairs and of defense.
Since the Somalli Police Force is the only military or para-military element
in the country, the Administrator maintains control over it. Any request
from a Regional Commissioner for the use of the reserve elements of the
Police force must be chammelled through the Minister of Interior, who
"requests® that the Administrator order the use of the Police, The Admin-
istrator then normally orders the Commandant of Police to take action.

Although the above line of control is maintained by the Admin-
istratory; the Minister of Interior controls appointments to the Police,
promotions, and the budget. It can be seen that the ITtalians are retaining
control, but that the ultimate pattern will be complete Somali control,
probably through the Minister of the Interior.
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CHAFTER 1T

HISTORY OF THE SOMALTA FOLICE CORES

The Somalia Police traces its beginning back to the foundation of
a Somali Carabinieri organization in Somalia in 1924. From 1924 to 1941
the Pélice was under the Italien Cargbinieri and was an integral part of
that group, Prior to 1937 the laws in forece were essentimlly decress of the
local Ttallan colonial administration. In 1937 the Parliament of Italy
extended the laws of Italy to all of the eolonial areas meking appiieable
not only laws on the books at that time but those passed subsequent to the
1937 ordinaence,

With the defeat of the Italian army in East Africa in 1941, the
British Government took over the administration of the area. In that year
the British organized the Gendarmerie as a combinstion poliece and gecurity
force for Somelia, This orgenization effeetively policed the area in
criminal matters and in quasi-military metters until the turnover of the
administration to the Italian Govermment in 1950,

The Itelian Government took over as the Trust Power in late 1950
bringing in its own police officers and its own military establishment. I
did not change the essentislly British structure of the police for some
periocd of time, The Italiens ebsorbed those men of the Gendarmerie who were
most qualified in police affairs,

Between 1950 and 1955 the Italians maintained two military or para-
military units in the area:s the Security Corps (essentielly the Italian
Expeditionary Force) and the Somali Poliece. By 1955 the Security Corps
consigted of Ttalian army commissioned and noncommissioned officers and
Somali troops. Only the engineers and such special troops as those of the
armored unit remsined Italian, By the end of 1955 there were some 10 Somglis
of officer rank in the Security €orps. The Somali Police Corps was organized
under the Carabiniexri.

On January 1; 1956, the Seeurity Corps was disbanded and the
Italian personnel; officer end noncommissioned cfficer, returned to Italy,
Seventy per cent of the Somalisg aneluding the 10 Somali officers in the
Security Corps was transferred to the Poliee Corps. Some of the technicians
in the Police Corps such as those in the medical unit and in the adminis-
trative support units were Italiaen although the majority of non-commissioned
of ficerg were Somali,

4s of the date of the surwey, the Somali Police Corps is responsible

for the security of the border, for public security, and for the meintainirng
of public order among the urban population and the rural and nomedic elements,
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T It has been the policy of the Ttalian Government to phase out
. Itelian elements in the Police and replace them with qualified Somalis,
4As part of an extensive program, the Italian Government has been training
Somalis in Itgalian schools for duty with the Poliee,

) In addition to the Somali Police which is responsible for publie
security (general law enforcement) and public order, there are three other
organizations which are concerned with police and security functions in
Somalias

Finanee Guard - Financial Police responsible for cugtoms,
fiscel matters and taxes exeept income, PSS PN

Prigon Wardens Corps = provides wardens and guards for
prisons and jeils throughout the couniry.

Tribal Police = a local police force, under control of

the regional and district ecommisgioners, responsible to the
Minister of Interior,
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CHAPTER ITI

JUDICLAT, SYSTEM

"~ "Thé Somali Police Corps is operating under sn Ttalian type of
legal. structure and its position with regard to the law and the judicial
gystem is similar to the position occupied by the Italian Carabinieri in
Italy. TFor a clearer understanding of the Police it is therefore necessary
t6 uhderstand something of the judicial establishment of the country, which
is discudsed below,

Thers are three basic courts in Somalia established by the Pensl
Codét: the District Courta, Regional Courts, and the Court of Assises, The
functions and jurisdiction of each of the courts is delineated by law,
‘The Digtrict Courts are courts of first instence for all cases in vhich the
penalty for the erime is punishable by imprisonment for leses than thrae
years. The Code also specifies that the Court of the Assises will handle
all cages in which very serlous crimes such as homicide and infanticide sre
tried., The setusl cases to be 30 handled by the Court of Assises are
detailed in the Code. The Regional Courts handle all other cases not tried
by the District Courts nor by the Assises. Appeals are made upward through
the Regional Judges in the case of the Digtrict Court; a Judge of Appeal
for the Regional Court; and a Court of Assises of Appeal for the Court of
Assises, 411 three courts end on the third and finel level in the Court of
Justice, Appesls in &1l cases may be made by elther the defendant or the
prosecutor to the next higher court,

In a1l of the courts except the Court of Assises and the Court of
Jugtice; only one judge sits om a court., In the case of the Court of Assises
the judge is assisted by a panel of six eltizens who have been picked at
rendom from among the citizens of the area who are qualified by reason of
education and background to so serve, Decisions of the Assises are tzken
on the basis of majority vote of all seven members, The Court of Justiece ig
mede up of three sections: first seetion, Ordinaria, is composed of a
president and two councillors all of whom are eareer judges; the second
section, Sciaraitica; is made up of a president and two cadis, who try appeal
cagsegd from the Muslim Cadi courts desling with eivil laws and the third
section, the Speciale Dei Conti, made up of an admlnlstrative Judge and two
councillors, The later section of the Court handles investigation of admin-
1strative accounts, ete,

One of the most important differences between American criminal
procedures and the procedures in Somalia, is the relationship of the police
to the magistrate who is judging the case, The Police do not actually
conduct an investigation of a case independently of the magistrate but
rather under his direction and guidance. A preliminary report of a crime is
made by the police in the arsa, usually by wire to the Publieo Mimistero in
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Mogadiseio, who is the Public Prosecutor for Somalia, If the cxrime oécduried

in Mogadiscio, the Public Prosecutor will handle the cmse, In the outlying -
areas, however; the Progsecutor delegates the function to the loeal magisirate

to conduct the investigation, The police under the direction of the

Progsecutor who will normally act as judge in the case, serve as Judicial ) ~
Police in conduct of the case, It must be remembered that the Police have no
suthority to conduet a case without the Public Progecutor actuaslly partici-

pating in the case,

In addition to this the senior officers in the Police hawve been
British trained snd have worked under a system that included a centralized
Criminal Investigating Division (CID) and = Special Branch, The changeover
of administrative system was accompanied by a changeover in the legal system
of the country and resulted in the abandonment of the concept of a CID at’
Headquarters to help the locel stations in the conduet of criminal investi-
gatiéon. There was some evidence that the genior officers of the Somalia
. Police Corps would like to return to the British system 1f this can be
arranged, '

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CHAFTER IV
GENERAL DEFINITION OF THE PROBLEM

The police problem in Somalia may be divided as follows:

- A, Public Order,
B, Publie Safety. Tttt Tt
C, Enforcement of Technical and Regulatory Measures°

A, PUBLIC ORDER

The term Public Order 1s based on the Itallan concept - Ordine
Publica - and mey be compared to that division of eriminal law pertaining
t0 crimes ageinst the peace. In Somalis it is a problem of primary
considerstion, The combinetion of ouitside control and the tribal 1ife,
customs and conflicts are basic contributing factors, A knowledge of the
history of both the country and $the controls established is necessary to
comprehend fully the importance of this problem and the organization and
meagures adopted to meet it,

Ag explained in a foregoing part of this report tribal 1ife and
conflicts are of prime importance today, The nomadic tribes dependent in
great measure on their liwestock follow the water essential to their ‘-
existence, Oonflict over the use of water holes is az eonstant threat,
although measures recently taken to establish additional watering places,
arbltrate differences and to control violence have resulted in an improve=
ment, The “razzia® (raid) by one tribe againgt another is a econgtant threat
which requires a comblnation of arbitration and the speedy and effective uge
of foree, A

Thig problem exists internally and is partiecularly significant on
the border facing Ethiopia. The boundary dispute is one as yet unsettled.

. It is the contention of Somalis; and recognized by the Italian adminis-

tration; that tribes from Ethiopia cross the boundary in their search for

water or in the spirit of rivalry, hatred or aggression and commit zcts of
violence,

. A further consideration in connection with tribal disputes is the
emerging political situation which may tend to create internal agitation -and

provide opportunity for outside influences to exploit the situation, Thesme
factors create a condltion which could erupt into violence,

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B, PUBLIC SAFETY
This problem .embraces vhat may be considered the normsl police

functions with respect to the enforcement of the criminal laws,

C. ENFORCEMENT OF TECHNICAL AND REGULATORY MEASURES

Technical and regulastory measures are used to exercise control
through the granting of privileges and licenses of various kinds, Vhile
the police do not actually have the responsibility of issuing the privileges
and licenses, they are responsihle for the investigation of the cases
referred to them and for enforcement of the regulations. A principal
problem in this connection is the control of firearms to prevent their use
in tribal conflicts,

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CHAPTER ¥V

ORGANIZATTON AND FUNCTIONS OF THE POLICE CORPS OF SOMALIA

A, GENERAL

The main sub-divisgions of the Police Corps and the general funetions
of each are shown in the following:

- Territorial Poliee Group - The primary function of this sub~divisgion
is public safety but it has a secondary function with respect to publie order,

Under the
direction of the Station Commander, pollce officers meke investigations in’
thé éapacity of Judicial Police of all crimes committed and refer the infor=

CHAPTER VI

QPERATTONS

A. GENERAT

"The operations of the Police organization are influenced by the-
higtory of the country, the successive phases of control, the current situation,
and the contemplated development as an independent countrya This backgréund
influences the general concept of law and order and the methods emplqyed,

Specialization ig limited,; but in order to show clearly the
specialized operational functions and the degree to which they supplement the
general police operations, they are set forth under the following headings:

(1) Criminal Investigation,

(2) security.,

(3) Traffie.

(4) Enforcement of Technical and Regulatory Measures,

B, GENERAL POLTCE OPERATIONS

It is natursl that the Police are strongly influenced by military
concepte due to the past history and the existing controls by the Itallan
Carabinierl which is predominantly s military organization, although it has
gsomé specialized knowledge of and employs what may be considered, in American
practice, normel police methods. The concept of Public Order implies the use
of force prevalling in a military sense to control disorder. It is spplicable
in this situation because of the constant threat of raids and conflicts
between the tribes internslly and along the border. Without control, the
activities of the aggressive tribes could be a constant source of disorder,
To meet this situation & military force, the Moblle Police Group, is used in
support of the regular police, the Territorial Police Group.

With respect to Public Safety which refers to general law enforce- -
ment, gome degree of specialization has been developed but it is 1imited and
attributable in some measure to the work done by the British and the training
program of the Italian Administration. ZEven in the Territorial Police there
is strong evidence of military concepts and methods and a limited amount of
specialized law enforcement comparable to English and American concepts, The
general police operations may be considered =2s a combination of the twin
concepts of Public Safety and Public Order, The mission given to the two
main subdivisions of the Somalis Police are divided along that line with the
Territorial Police Group being responsible for Public Safety and the Mobile
Police Group for Public'Order,
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" . . .The Territorial Police Group.has.limited capabilities wlth réspect to
vpublicorder and depends on the Mobile Force which. may‘be employed when a ~ -
. sltuation.is beyond its control. Normally the reques® for. the employment of
the Mébile. Police Group would pass to the Italian. Administrator for final
. approval and then. be transmitted to the Commandant of the Somalia Police Corps. - -
Dependent-on the. situation, in extreme emergencies the Mobile Company supporting
the Territorisl Division mey be committed on request of the Prefect but in such
cases the action would have to be approved subsequently by the Commandant of

the.Somalia Police Corps,

There exists within the Territorial Group 2 unit designated "Nucleo
Colére" (a general translation - nueleous for quick sction). It igs = mobile
unit equipped and trained to handle public disorders, It is located in
Mogadigelo and is under the direet command of the Commandant of the Territorial
- Group, It may also be sent to support the regular units of the Territorial ~
Group outside of Mogadiscio on order of the Group Commander or the Commandant
of the Police Corps,

i " The disposition of the unifs of the Police conform in general to the
. political subdivisions of government; that is, to Regions and Districts,

Normally, a division of the Territorial Group is assigned to the principal
city of a Region and is supported by a Company of the Mobile Group at the same
location, The "Tenenza' is normally located at the principal towns in the
District and has under its direction from one to four Stations and a varisble
number of Fixed Posts (usuelly one or two at locations where Stations are not
Justified),

The basic unit for the performance of general police duties is the
Station and it determines the location of the Fixed Posts under its eontrol
and directs the daily patrols, It is equipped to receive complaints, conduct
investigations, meke patrols, retain prisonmers for a periocd of 48 hours {(a
maximum of six days when specifically authorized by the Judge), to take finger-
prints and meintain records of ita activities,

The southern part of the border with Ethiopia is covered by Fixed
Posts under the Terrdtorial Group. Thege posts are located in buildings in
which the persomnel is quartered. The border to the north 1s covered by
patrols and detachments from the Mobile Group,

The protestion of the,border not only involves the problem of publie
order tut it is also viewed in a military sense;that is, to prevent the
establishment of units f¥om Ethiopia in Somalis territory.

Control and coordination of operations are maintained by various
means of commnications. A1l of the establishments in Mogadiscio and immediate
vicinity are connected by a telephone net., Radio communications are maintained .-
between all units with the center at Mogadiscio, including the fixed posts on
the frontier, Periodic contacts are made through the chain of command of the
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Terfitorial "Policé Group, that is between the Central Command, Divisions,’
Tehanzas, Stations and Fixed Posts on the frontier, In the event of emergency,
immediate. contact may be made with the appropriate higher headquarters or
adjacent units, The supporting units of the Mobile Group when employed are
algo ineluded in the radio net.

In addition, the postal system, transmission of information by
motor transport and by mesgenger on foot, are used as means of communications,

Communications and transportation are esgential feastures in the
operations and both are employed to maintain control, to transmit information,
to move pergsonnel, equipment and supplies in order to eneble all the dependent
units to function as parts of an integrated .and centralized organization,

The patrolling system is a combination of reconnaigsance patrols to
gsecure information on the situation with respect to public order and preventive
patrols from the points of view of both public safety and public order., Along
the border and in the outlying areas of the country patrols are arranged to
form a network and to meke physicel contact with each other and the patrols
of adjacent units. A police patrol conslsts of two or more men and may be
conducted on foot or by motor transport amccording to the purpose of the
patrol and nsbture of the terrain,

The patrol system mey be divided into: {a) police patrols in the
populated areas, (b) road patrols in and surrourding the populated areas,
g patrols in the outlying areas to follow the movement of the nomadic
tribes, and (d) patrols on the border, Police patrols by day in the populated
areas are always conducted by two men armed with clubs and by night with rifles,
Some motorcycle patrols are used in .populated aress and on the roads in the
vicinity of these areas.

Patrols cover the populated areas and the areas where the tribes are
living, with particuler attention to the border. The limited road net and the
fact that many roads become impassable during parts of the rainy season and the
nature of terrain are factors that determine the purpose; route and the
strength and equipment of the patrols. In some ingtances,; foot patrols are
sent out and remain in the country for extended periods. In such cases camels
may be hired to cerry their provisions.

Normally the patrols which could be classed as police patrols are
made by the Territoriel Police Group. Patrols for the purpése of meking e
show of force and to secure information are made by the Mobile Police Group,
The border is covered by patrols from both groups. Some of the patrols
conducted by the Mobile Police Group are made in atrength and equipped with
arms; water and provisiong to maintain them,

Patrols are used as a repressive measure as well asg to secure
information, Information gathered by patrols is exchanged laterally between
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€lefients 6L the: Territorial Poliee Group and the Mobile Folide Group at the
loWer levels and férwarded t6 highe¥ heddquarters vhere it is evaluated and

A1l reports pertaining to the case are kept in a single folder, Copies of-
réports are sent, in addition to a copy to the representative of the court,

to higher headquarters and in the cases of the more serious offenses a copy
is sent to the Public Prosecutor at Mogadiscio,

The use of informants is one of the principal factors in the
procurement of information and the conduct of investigations. Speeial funds
are .set aside for this purpose. The informant is paid on the basis of the
information he gives.

The statements teken from persons suspected or charged are signed
by the subject and witnessed by the officer taking the statement,

Statistics on crime and all activities of the police are compiled
monthly through the chein of commend = stations, tenenza, division, group
and central command, The ecompilations are made at eaech of the headquarters
in acecordance with directives from the higher hemdquarters, The statistics
and reporis of activities are used by the various headquarters ag the basis
of directing operations,

The monthly report includes, in addition to the report on publie
safety and public order, political activities and the activities of the
political parties,
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A'list of wanted persons is compiled and published by the central
headguarbers-and distributed -throughout the police organization.

o It is-not possible to determine the accuracy of the-crime reports.

- It—isw&ﬁparedt that a number of cases may not reach the offieial records since

it is possible that mghx_of the tribal conflicts may not be reported or may he
—settled according to tribal customs.

The problem of public order as previously explained is one of
primaty importance, Special records are made of the conflicts, between the
tribes, with particular attention given to the "Razzia" which often results
in logs of life and the confiscation of propertys, particularly cattle,

D, SECURITY SECTION

The Security Seetion is currently being arganized by the Ttalians to
act as a part of the Police Force responsible for ﬁhe internal security of
Somalia. Fresently matters relating to security ane included in the monthiy
report of the lower echelons to higher headquarters under sections dealing
with political activities in the various areas, with the situvation along the
border, and any special information that the local commander believes is
gignificant,

At present the information is prepared and forwarded to the
Commandant of Police for his information and action, If the information is
significant he in turn makes it available to the Minister of Interior and the
Prime Minister, All such information is also forwarded to the Italian
political authorities, ] '

Its—wetivities consist of investigation of accidents, traffic direction at
fixed posts,; traffic checking, and motorcycle patrols, There are five fixed
traffic directing posts in Mogadiscio which are manned by two policemen at a
time during the busy portions of the day. After dark patrols of two men each
are sent out on foot to check traffic throughout the city. The Traffic Unit
has seven motorcycles and one jeep at its disposal. Two of these motoreyecles
have civilian licenses and are used for discreet checlting. The otherg are
used for the mounting of check points outside the city on the main roads into
the interior,

Iraffic actlvities in other parts of Somalla are conducted in
relation to the general police problem., They are directed primarily toward
keeping the highways clear of pedestrians, cattle, and beasts of burden used
by the local imhabitants. Road blocks are used in vaerious areas, including
Mogadiscio. . All traffic is stopped and particular attention is given to the
search for firearms and other contraband. Idcenses;, permits and other docu~
ments are also checked at road blocks, as well as violations of laws and
regulations concerning overloading of wshicles.

. Statistics are not meintained but in Mogadiseio it is estimated
that 60 to 70 accidents occurfeach month, with about six deaths occurring
during that period as a result of accidents. For all of Somalia, the activity
report for the year shows 12,193 traffic violations, The number of violations

" for Mogadiscio is reported‘tp be from 250 to 300 a2s a monthly average.

Citations are issued by the police and the fine may be paid without hearing,
except when a case is protested in which case it is referred to the compstent -
court, usually the District Court, for hearing,

¥. ENFORGEMENT OF TECHWICAL AND FEGULATORY MEASURES

This type of enforcement is one of the principal means of control
in Somalia, The police has the responsibility of checking the records of and
investigating the persons who make application} for certain licenses and
privileges on request of the district and regional commissioners and the
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Minigtry of Internsl Affairs. After the licenses have been issued; the police
has responsibility in connection with the enforcements that is, to see that
persons who are operating without licenses comply with the law or desist in
their operations and that licensees are conforming with the licenses isgued.

] The principal activity of this character 1s the control of firearms.
In general, the possession and carrying of firearms are prohibited but there
is a system of granting permits., Due to the mature of the problem of publie
order in Somaliaj that is, the constant threat of conflicts between tribes,
the police are diligent in their activities to prevent the improper use of
aI‘JTlSo

Technical and regulatory enforcement includes a wide variety of
activities such as licenses for heotels and lodging houses, various commercial
activities,

G, HUMAR RELATTONS

There was limited opportunity to meke an evaluation of relationships
between the Police and the peopls., Somali offieers in the Police Corps meke
the claim that the Police officers have public prestige and the respeet of
the people. The Vice Commandant, prior to appointment to his present position,
served on the immediate staff of the Commandant as Public Relations Officer
and he stated that a position at headquarters will be established for this
function, It is his view that the Police must pay particular attention to
their relationship with the public in order to gain public Sonfidence necessary
to mgintain the police service above the sphere of political influence.

TECHNICAL AND AUXTLTARY FACILITTES

A, GENERAL

Thig term is uged here in a limited sense and epplies only ta those=-
Technical Services which would be considered a 'part of normal police operations
in the United States; It does not apply to the services of supply, transpor-
tation and other administrative and logistical services supporting the
operations of the units of the Territorisl Police Group and the Mobile Pélice
Group. Techniesl Services iIn the Somali Police Corps are limited and include
the following: radio commnications, fingerprint identifieation, photography,
modus operandi and detention faeilities.,

B,_COMMUNI CATTONS

As expleined vnder Genersl Poliee, the radio is a lifeline of the
Somalis Police Corps and is used for operational and adminiatrative purposes.
It is possible through relays to reach all permanent establishments by radio
and the Mobile Police Group when in action is connected with the net. The .
central control is meintained at the Headquarters of the Central Command,
directly under the Operations Office, which is on the air at all times, A1l
units are required to make contaet with the Central Headquarters according
to a fixed schedule., Urgent messages are transmitted immediately. Practi-
cally all transmissions are in Morse code although voice is sometimes used,

Electric power in Somalia is limited to principal centers of popu-
lation. In many loealities generating plants are used to supply power to
operate the police radio, o

G, FINGERFRINTS

The Henry system of fingerprinting is used. The system was
established during the British administration and has been continued by the
Italian Adninistration. The various units and headquarters are equipped to
také fihgerprints. The old style fingerprint forms are used and in eddition
to the fingerprints they contain the description and space for the disposition
and previous criminal reecord,

Fingerprints taken by the various units are forwarded to the Central
Bureau of Identification in the Héadquarters of the Territorial Police Group
in two copies, One copy is retained in the ecentral file and the other copy
is returned to the forwarding unit with the previous record or the result of
the gearch in the central file noted thereon,

Fingerprints serve these purposes:

. 1, To maintein a positive means of identification of persons
arrssted,

2, For referral to the Courts in connection with the investigation
and the court proceedings,

3. To check on the records of persons seeking privileges from
government in the form of warious licenses,

4. The central fingerprint file also serves as a record of
convictions, sentence to prison gnd rehabilitaetion.

The term "rehabilltatlon" refers to court action taken on request of
a subject with & previous record. When the court has spproved, the subject is
designated as "rehabilitated™ and the action is noted on the record, There-
after, the previous record is revealed only in case of subsequent arrest,

The use of the criminal record by the court requires some
explanation, As has been previously pointed out the police have the responsi-
bility of reporting &ll crimes and incidents to the judge responsible for
conducting the investigation and when working under the direetion of this
representative of the court they are known as ™Judicial Police", In some
instences the investigator and the judge who later hears the case are one and
the same person. This is true in Somalia because of the lack of megistrates.

funétions similar to those of the proseéutor in the U.8., "Under thess
circumstances, the previous c¢crimingl record may be used in presenting the case
and in determining the intent .of the individual by the previous record, The
record is thereafter used in determining the sentence which may renge from a
‘form of parole or Yeonfino" to periods of incareeration as prescribed by the
‘Penal Code, "

i The fingerprints are retained and indsxed by the various units
respongible for the investigation but they are not elasgified,

The Central Identificatiom Bureau in Mogadiscio, a unit of the Head-
quarters of the Territorial Poliece Command,. has a total of about 300,000 finger-
prints on file, The technical work appears to be accurate but the forms and
equipment are crude and inadequate in comparison with U.S. standards. The files
inelude fingerprint files by classifieation, an alphabetical index by name and
alias, and a folder containing extra fingerprints and correspondence all of
vhich are connected by a number.

In Mogadiscio scenes of crimes are examined for latent fingerprints,
The amount of this work is limited, When an identification is made, the person
meking the examination gubmits the report to the representative of the court
meking the examination and preparing the case. The expert is called to support
his opinion only when the defendant demands it, '

Complete reports of the activities are not made, It is estimated
that about 50 fingerprints are received daily,

D. PHOTOGRAPHS AND MODUS OFERANDI

The use of photographs is limited to subjects sentenced to prison,
Photographs are only taken at the Central Identification Bureau in Mogadiscio,
The photographs are arranged according to the crime and with additional
information concerning the technigques constitute the Modus Operandi file, &
copy of the photograph, when available, is attached to each fingerprint card,

The Identification Bureau is equipped to develop negatives, meke
prints; natural size or enlarged. However, this equipment is limited, old
and, in general, inadeguate,

E. BUREAU OF IDENTIFICATTION

The Bureau of Identification operates under control of the
Territorial Group headquarters and includes fingerprints, photographs and
modus operandi explained in the foregoing. It is the central records
bureau, but cannot be considered as a complete record system as usually
indicated by use of the term in the U.S. Records of activities are compiled
in the operational section of the Central Headquariers,
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F. DETENTTION FACILITIES

- -

411 stations are equipped to hold prisoners, which they are authorized
to do for a period not to exceed 48 hours, exeept on authority of the court,
vhen the period may be extended to a maximum of gix days. Accounts provide for
the puichase of food for prisoners, In some stations facilities exist .for the
detention of male and female prisoners in separate rooms. In some stéations,
vhere separate facilities are not available;, the local jail facilities of the
Regionh or District are used for the female prigomers. A poliee officer guards
the prisoners but a matron hired per diem is used for female prisoners. The
rooms for detention are bare and without equipment and usually without

plumbing,
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CHAFTER VIII

ADMINISTRATIVE SERVICES AND FACILITIES

4, GENEDAL

Included in this section are those facilities which are used to
support operations - the administrative and service orgenizations control,
supérvision and leadership of personnel; personnel procedures; fiscal
procedures; and the supply and maintenance systems.

The nature of the police problem in Somalia with the great distances
involved, the lack of road communications, particularly during the rainy
season, and the rough terrain in some areas, combined with the militery char-
acter of the organization and operations are factors which influence the
methods employed.,

It is essential that central control be maintained but it is also
necessary that subordinate units be made self-sufficient to the meximum degree
possible. Each subordinate urit is to a limited degree. self-suffiecient but
mugt depend for administrative support beyond its capabilities on the higher
hesdguarters,

B. ORGANIZATTON ADMINISTRATTIVE FACTILITTES

The general organizetion structure and the functions of the various
subdivisions of the Somali Police Corpg has been explained in Chapter V,
Organization and Functions. The whole organization will not be repeated here
and attention will omly be given to the administrative and service functions.

1. Central Headguarters of the Somalia Polies Corps.

The Central Headquarters of the Somalia Pollece Corps includes the.
following administrative and service sections:

8. Staff Sections,

(1) "RelatoreM. This officer relieves the Commandant of details
respecting administration. The funetions of the office inelude the control and
gupervision of all flscal matters; the issue of supplies and equipment; the

) ' (2) Police School. The school conducts the courses of training,
prepares examinations for the students and assists in the evaluation of
personnel,

(3) Trensportstion Unit, This unit provides the transportation
for the movement of gupplies, equipment and personnel for operational purposes,
I+ also provides the transportation to maintain the supply line to the
subordinste units. It elso maintains the central gasocline depot.

2. Territorisl Police Group.

a. Headquarters, The administrative staff services include an
adminigtration geetion and s personnel gection. These seetions perform
functions similar to those sections similarly designated in the central
command, Other sections of the Headquarters deel with operations,

b. Administrative Units under the direct control of the Territorial
Group Headquarters, Such units have not been completely organized because the
Territorigl Group Headquarters was first organized on June 1, 1958,

¢, Territorial Police Division.

(1) Administrative Staff Sections, These sections follow the
same organizationel pattern of the higher headquarterg and ineclude an admine
istration section and a personnel section,

(2) Administrative Sections under direct control of the Admin-
strative Headquarters., A service unit provides the transportation and =11
gervices for the Division,

(3) Tenenza., This unit serves primarily as an operational unit
to coordinate the activities of the stations and fixed posts., It has a
limited amount of administrative duties pertaining to the duty assignments of .
the personnel of the stations and fixed posts. The Commanding Officer has the -
guthority to make these assignments according to the requirements,

‘Afsﬁation unit is included at the headquarters of the PTenenza®
to provide services with respect to the maintenance of that Headquarters,
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e (4) Stations. This unit, while primarily operational, has ~
included in its station complement some mdministrative personnel to take care
of the buildings, srms, transportation and other equipment, to make reports
and to maintain the administrative and operational files,

(5) Fixed Posts. The fixed post when located in isolated places
end at a distance from the station has some adminigtrative duties similar to
that of the station., Fixed posts on the border provide quarters for the
persormel but do not permit the families to accompany them,

-3, Mobile Police Group.

a., PCentral Headguarters., The admini strative orgenization of this
Headquarters follows the same general pattern of the higher headquarters and
the sections include an administration section and a personnsl section.

b. Administrative Units under the direct control of the Mobile
Police Group Headquarters. This unit; following the general pattern of
organization, provides the administrative.services for this' Headguarters,

supplies,

e, Patrols, Similar to detachments certain patrols may be provided
facilities depending onr the nature of the mission.

C, CONTROL, SUPERVISION AND TLEADERSHTP OF FERSONNEL

Control of personnel is exerecised by a strict military discipline.
Rules and regulations contained in the military pemal code of the "Carabinieri®
provide for the punishment of personnel for violations thereof, 4ll personnel
receive Iinstruction on the code both in the organized courses and under the
supervision of their superiors when assigned to duty.

¢. Genersl Comment on Training, Varied verbal reports have been
received concerning the ability of the Someli personnel to learn, Somée ~ °
Teports indicate that they are versatile and readily learn opérations through
visual means and some reports indicate that they do not’ thoroughly comprehend
theory, The six majors give the impression of high competence, As to thé -
guelity of the training there is no sound basis for an evaluation. Only cne
gchool wag in operation during the period of this sbudy and that was an
advanced course for six Somali majors.

The snnual target prectice for record wes in progress in Mogad15016°
Observation on the range indicated that the instruction was of low grade,

It should be noted that a1l of the training conducted at the Central
School has been organized by and under the supervision of Italian instructors
with the exception of the training that is conducted within the various units
under the direction of the loeal commanding officers, The Somali Officers
have not yet had experience in presenting training courses,

The school facilitles in the Central Police School are good, The
students live at the school when engaged in training. The training eguipment
is limited., Classrooms are equipped with bare essentials. The grounds and
gspace for outside activities are adequate. The grounds and buildings are in
good condition and are suitably located with surrounding gardens and shrubbery
giving the school a pleasant appearance,

Inspection of the training facilities of the Carabinieri in Rome
indicated a high steandard of training, Most of the Somali personnel gent to
Italy for training have been trained in Carabinieri schools although some of
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the specialists are trained in military schools. The Somali personnel were
givén the regular courses of training with modifications made hecéssary by
langiage "haidicdps., Generally they have been kspt in groups and given™ -
gpecial Tutoring., Carabinieri officers speak in complimentary terms of their
gpirit,. eagerness and ability to learn, .
T Requests for training of Somali personnel have been and are now
frahsmitted through AFIS to the Ministry of Intericr where arrangéments are
made with the Carabinieri or other branches of the military to provide the
training on basis of reimburgement,

"d, Police Collegs, A police college iz oconnected with the school
and "is supervised by Police persomnel, This college provides training for
youhg Boys bétween the ages of 12 and 17, The lower school grades recelie
thei¥ instruétion at the Police College, Those in the lower medium class
attend the regular public schools. The boys live at the college and undergo
bagic military training, They are under no compulsion to enter the Police
gservice but it is contemplated that the Police College will be dsveloped for
a maximum of 60 students and that from this number two-thirds mey enter the
Police service directly as noncommissioned officers and approximately one-=
third; those with the highest grades; will become candidate officers and
receivg officers? training,

5. Recrnitment, Selection, Pre-Service Training snd Initial Assicnment,

ags 17=25, ability to read and write Italian or Arabic, able to meet physical
reqidirements and of good reputation, When sufficient vacancies exisgt
recruitment programs are initiated by making announcements in the loecal news-
papers and directing unit commanders to recruit applicants,

The selection is made by a board of officers comprised of the Vice
Commandant, the School Commandant;, and a mediecal officer.

There was no recruiltment last year because of the lack of funds and
the organization is now 70 below the strength authoriged. However, the actual
gtrength is not determined by an estimated table of organization but is
related to the funds awvailable,

) The candidetes successfully completing the examination with the -
highest ratings are appointed to the Police School for a basic three months
pre-service course of training. The recruit may be dropped at any time
during the three months course,

After suecegsfully completing the final examination at the School
the officers are then assigned to duty with the Mobile Police Group or the
Celere! for a period of two years after which they are eligible for
agsignment to the Territorial Police Group,
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6. Promotions. )

Basic requirements for promotion ares: length of serviee in grade, °
good conduct; Tecommendation by the immediate commending officer, the required
courseé of frailhing for the next higher grade or rank, The police officers of
1owest rank must have at least three years of service before becoming eligible
for prométion t6 Sergeant and must compléte a six months course of training
at " thé "Police School. The length of service in grade required in the
promotion to first sergeant is two years,

o "The same requirsments apply in promotions from first gergeant to
sitbaingpector and another six months course of training is required. 4 course
of t¥aining is not required for promotion from sergeant to first sergeant nor
1s any course of training required for promotion to the grades of inspector
and éhief ingpsctor. A1l promotions of noncommissioned officers are finally
approved by a board composaed of the Viee Commandent, the Territorial and
Mobilé Group Commander, the senior Division Commander and the senior Company
Commander,

" It is required that candidates for sub-lieutenant complete a course
of one and one=half years in Italy,

Promotion to first lieutenant requires a minimum of two years in
grade and completion of a promotional examination before the examining bogrd,
Examination is given by a board consisting of the Commandant of the Police
Corps; senior officers end selected professors. 411 promotions of officers
are actually made by the Minlster of Interior on the recommendation of the
Cbmmandant of the Police Corps,

Special merit promotions of norncommissioned officers who have
digtinguished themselves in service may be made by the Commandant with a
waiver of required examinations and courses. For such promotlons of officers,
the Commandant may recommend to the Administrator, who in turn submits the
recommendation to the Minister of Interior, to make the appointment., Two
Promotions of noncommissioned officers were made in this manner in the last
calendsar year,

Regulations governing the promotions to major are now in the process
of development.,

7., Proficiency Ratings,

An elaborate system of ratings is meintained. In general two
methods are employed; one is based on the following peinta - physical,
intellectual, morals and character, professional; general culture; Italian
language, professional instructions received, conduct and performance in
gervice., These have besn reduced to a numerical wvalue and a coefficient is
used in determining the final rating. The other method provides for =&
narration of the individual's service in accordance with a presecribed form.
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The Cofmandant. states that one method is too mechanieal and the other method
depends. on the opinion of the rating offieial,

11. Pension and Average Age of Pergonnel.

A rough estimate of the average age is 28, There is no provision
for pension, therefore, men are held in service who might otherwise be removed
from gervice,

12, Iiving Qparters snd Mesls.

Living quarters are provided at all establishments, The quarters
include thé poliee personnel and their families, except at certain fixed pests
on the frontier where the families are not permitted to accompany the personnel,
The bachelor officers quarters and the quarters for the married men are
ustelly in separate areas. In some of the establishments where the quarters
are not adequate for the persomnel in buildings owned by the goveérnment,
quarters are rented, No mpsses are provided by the Police except at the
school, There are some areas where the men unofficislly organize a mess for
their convenience. Previous experience resulted in adjustment of pay to allow
for the purchase of méals. Many of them eat at restaurants. 4hen on duty in
isolated ereas ;they carry their provisions with them and the Police fund
provides for the renting of motor vehicle transportation and camels for that,
purpose. Allowences for the calendar year 1958 are covered in the regu-
lationg issued by the Commandent under date of January 2, 1958,

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13, Health and Sanitation.

Qualification in a physical exemination is one of the requirements
for appointment to the Somali Police, The budget provides for expenses for
disinfectants and sanitation for the subordinate units, Medical services for -
units in Mogadiscio are provided by a Medical Director and the subordinate
units outside of Mogadiscio depend on the local mediecal services in the
districts, First aid equipment and medical supplies are maintained in

infirmaries in subordinate units under the direction of trained personnel who
are capable of providing first aid and minor treatments,

M1 living quarters, barracks and offices appeared to be clean and
sanitary,

14, Personal Services.

Cértain minor items of a personal nature are provided for the
personnel such as the renting of radios, refrigerators and other items for
comfort and convenience. In some of the establishments; canteen funds are
organized to afford the opportunity of purchase of personal items, These
are covered by regulations., In some sreas small truck gardens and fyruit
farme are operated to provide this produce at minimum cost to the personnel,

15, “Orphanage,

An orphanage is conducted by the Police Department- in Mogadisecio
for the male children of men who have been killed in line of duty. This does
not ihelude female children because of the objeetion of the mothers, The
children live at the orphanage and receive instruction which would be at the
kindergarten level.

E., FISCAL PROCEDURES

1, Budgeting Procedure,

Two budge®s are prepared, the first by the Police for all police
activities including payment of personnel, purchase of equipment, maintenance,
etec. This budget is then submitted to the Minister of the Interior who
incorporates it into the overall budget of the Ministry. This final budged
is then submitted to the Parlisment which approves or disapproves it.

The budget is divided into chapters; each of which takes care of
one baslc finanecial responsibility of the Police. In the 1959 budget of the 2
Ministry of Interior, the Scmali Police Corps budget represents Chapters
15 and 16, The amount that can be drawn each month cannot exceed more than
one-twelfth of the total amount for each chapter, -
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The Carabinieri of the Italian Govermment is under a separate budget
the funds of which are provided by AFIS.

'The Commandant of the Somali Police Corps is ultimately responsible
for g1l accounting for both materiel and funds, His chief administrative
officer for materiel; supplies and finance is the "Relatore®, Under the
#Relatore® is the Director of Accounts, 4s of June 1, 1958, both of these men
were Itglian Army officerg. The PRelatore™ makes the assignments of wehicles,
weapons and other materiel and supplies, This office maintains detailed
records of the location of equipment and its ultimete disposition, The
"Relatore" is the accountable officer who in turn assigns equipment to
individuals or unit commanders, who, upon signing receipts, become responsible,
A new officer, taking over a pogt, must check in 211 of the eguipment which is-
assigned to the post., Normally this would consist of a detailed ingpection of
all items prior to sssuming respensibility and the releasing of his predecessor
from gll accountability.

The accounts of the Somali Police are maintained on a fiscal year
basis from January 1 to December 31, The Director of Accounts draws money
against the budget allocations on a chapter hy chapter basis, As mentioned
above he draws no more than one-twelfth against each appropriation ehapter in
any one month,

The Director of Accounts provides funds for the installations ocutside
of headquarters by postal check. Each administrative unit forwards to the
dccounts Office the third week in each month the total amount of money which
he will need at the end of the current month, pius the total amount on hand.
After the approval of the request, the Director of Accounts then forwards funds
to the unit by postal check. Receipts are obtained for the postal check from
the pogt office and upon delivery from the administrative unit concerned,

The administrative units are those units to vwhieh personnel are
assigned and which control equipment, etc. These units do not include the
#tenenze®, the police division or groups. Stations, mobile companies, the
armored squadron, the "celere", the police school, the artillery and
engineering unit, the headquarters unit, the transport company, are 21l admin-
istrative units and as such have personnel agsigned to them for pay, care of
quarters, etc,

2. Control of Accounts,

A general ingpection of accounts isg made every two months. In this
ingpection a general accounting of funds is made, The books are ingpected
and compared againgt funds on hand., If there is a discrepancy of more than
100 Somalos the inspecting officer must teke action or in the absence of
actlon is presumed to accept responsibility., At the headguarters level
audits of the accounts are made each month by the Director of Accounts. In
addition every three months a general accounting is made to the Ministry of
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Finanéial Affairs, “All receipts and records of expsnditures are forwarded to
this office fof apprdval., This office can send back to the Headquarters unit
any ‘disbursemént voucher which they consider questionable, If the mattér”
camndt be explained: the officer-in-charge (the Commandant) is held responsible,
In addition to this, the accounting section of the Court of Justice révwiéws all
budget and finencial mgtters on a yearly basis. This group can call into
account the individuals concerned with disbursement of funds, T

The disbursement of funds is made on a voucher system gigned by
the "Relatoie™ and the Director of Accounts and countersigned by the paymaster
of the police., When all three signatures are obtained on a voucher, a
disbursement is made to the individual concerned, Cash accounts maintained in
the Gffice of the paymaster ars checked daily. Cash accounts are closed at the
end of business each day.,

B Administrative Regulations,

Supporting the budget which provides for the alletment of funds in
accordence with the accounts set forth in the foregoing, administrative
instructions are issued by the Commandant of the Somalia Police Corps at the
beginning of each year. For the calendar year 1958 the ingtructions, dated
January 1, 1958, contain the general administrative instructions and complete
details, In general; these instructions contain the appointments of the

“officers to whom administrative responsibilities are delegated ("Relatore®,
Vice Relatore, Director of the Accounts, Paymaster and Records of the
Carabinieri, Fiscal Records Officer and Storekeeper in Charge of Warehouses),
and the duties of these officers are enumerated, Detailed procedurss are
outlined for the handling of cash with respeet to records, security, the amount
which may be kept on hand and the organization end central bank account which
is used to supplement the cash on hand. Specific activities not covered by
the instruetions are subject to the approval of the Commandant., Separate
commissions are organized for (a) the classification of equipment declared to
be out of service or unfit for useg (b) the receipt of materiel; (e) certifi-
cation and allotment to various units; and (d) approval of the conditions of
the equipment,
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The amount of cash that may be kept in €dch of the offices Havihg
administrative responsibility is ocutlined in the instiuetions.” The instructions
also contain the details respecting thé economic use of all the supplies and
the price that may be paid for individual items,

The use of telephone and telegraph is preseribed in detsil,

T ° 77 Cohfidential expenses - a monthly allowance is made to all the
divisions and "tenenza" located at Mogadisecio, Oddur, Merca, Matgherita, Dusg
Mareb, Villabruzzi, Lugh Ferrandl and Gardo. These expenses cover thé pufchasge
of information from informants and provisions are made that the identity of the
informaents may be concealed,

personal items as radio, eleetric irons, washers, eleetric ovens ineluding
wattage of electric light bulbs which may be used, the amount of current for
other purposes; remtal of camels and transportation for personnel and
materiel; purchase of water for washing, drinking purposes, and laundry;
employment of eiviliasn personnel and transfer of equipment and foed for
prisoners; transportation for the transfer of the family and the personal
belongings of police personnely and gratuities which may be granted for
exceptional service,

F. SUPPLY AND EGQUIPMENT

1. General,

The controlling factors in the supply system are the budget, :
supported by the administrative instimctions issued by the Commandant of the
Somalia Police Corps., The road net and the distances to be covered makes it
necessary that the supply system be decentralized with specific authority
given to the separate subordinate commands to purchase minor items., Major
items of supply are purchased on requisition to the Ministry of Interior on
specifications and bids., The central command with the transportation unit
maintains the supply line to the subordinate units for all items not authorized
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to bé pirchased locally by the stbordinate unit.

equipment assigtance if the Police Foree is %o function effectively,

3, Personal Equipment.

Personal equipment is issued to the individual noneommissioned
officers and men in accordance with the allowances specified by governmental
decree supplemented by police regulations, The individual is held responsible
for the preservation and proper use of the equipment. Deductions are made
from pay for losses and damages due to carelessness.

The service uniform is khaki and consiste generally of the
following major items: hat or cap, short sleeve shirts, short trousers
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(1ong trousers are normally worn in the evening), long socks, dvercoat,”
raln coaﬁ, shoes gnd sandals, and 1eather bélts. ancommlssioned officers -
insighia and felt Hats, " Officers are distinguished by shoulder ingignia., ~
Mefbers of artilléry wear blue berets instead of caps. The initial idsueé of”
replacements includes &1l items of clothing and equipment, with the exceptiof”
of firearms which are issued to orgsnizations and kept under guard except when

Officers wear a white dress uniform on gpecial occagions,

) A1l buildings occupied by the police are government owned. They
are wood and conerete construction as distinguished from the native
construction which is usually of wood with mud walls and grass roofs,

G, MATNTENANCE
1. General,

The maintenance 1ike the supply system is centralized but cértain
minor repairs of buildings and equipment are decentralized to the suborﬂlnate
units, This includes minor repairs and maintenance of buildings, motor
vehicle transportation; radio, clothing and personal equipment. Maintenance
in subordinate units is provided by the service and administrative personnel
in the divisions of the Territorial Police Group and the companies of the
Mobile Police Group,

Major repeirs of transportation, radio, armament are the responsi-
bility of the administrative officer and the central workshops are located in
Mogadiscio,

The maintenence problem has included the training of Somali personnel
under the direct supervision of Italian personnel and special courses of
training in Iftaly and at the Central School in Mogadiscio,

The maintenance in general is well organized, and in spite of the
fact that new equipment has not been provided for the past several years the
Police has made maximum use of the equipment issuved, This is particularly
true with respect to the motor transportation whiech is old and deteriorated
from its long use under tropical conditions. As previously shown the trans-
portation includes a combination of Ttalian and American manufacture all of
which, with a few exceptions, date from World War II. The same condition
applies to the radio equipment which iz g combination of Canadian and Italian
manufacture. The buildings, while generally adequate in space, are of such
construection that the tropical climate creates a constant maintenance problem.

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CHAPTER IX

ORGANIZATIONS AND FUNCTIONS OF RELATED ORGANTZATTONS

A, ILATO CORPS

The Ilalo Corps is sometimes called the Tribal Police which term is
inacéurate, since it differs widely from the Police in function and extent ‘of
activity, The Ilalo Corps, composed of 1,460 men, acts as a buffer between
the regular constituted government and the inhabitants of the area, The
primary duty of the Ilalo and the purpose for which it was created is to aét
as the contact betwsen the Regional and the District Commissioners on the one
hand and the tribal leaders and chiefs on the other. TIits members advise the
government offlcers of impending tribal migrations and movements in search of
water, and help supervise such movements, They also supsrvise the collection
of "blood money", the indemnity paid by tribes or individuals in the casé of
deaths caused in raids or in fights and fires. The Ilalo has the duty of
upholding the tribal laws and customs and the authority of the tribal chiefs,
In addition to the abhove, the Ilalo perform all sorts of other dutiess serve
summonses oh withesses, serve judicial decrees on persons in the bush, guard
the offices of the Regional and District Commissioner, wells and grazing lands,
Ih addition, the Ilalo has more recently been assigned the function of
collecting taxes from the tribes and bush peeople,

The Ilalo Corps personnel scts as individuals and as part of a
group of members of a team of two or three men, They are normally assigned te
a tribal’'chief and are recrulted from the local tribes with which they deal.
The individuals are frequently sent off in pairs into the bush and may be gone
for weeks or months at a time without the authorities hearing from them. The
TIlalo is armed by the government and furhished with rifles and ammmition for
which the individual Ilalo officer is regponsible,

The Ilalo can arrest and detain individuals that break the law but
normelly it calls on the Police in the event of the commission of c¢rimes or
in the event of any large scale outbresk against the public order, The Ilalo
can be ealled upon by the Police working through the Regional or Distriet
Commissioner as reinforcement for Police activities. The Tlalo would in such
a case always be subordinate to the Police,

The Ilalo is under the direet command of the Regional and District
Commissioner and are therefore under the ultimate control of the Minister of
Interior,

There is some sentiment for the dissolution of the Ilalo Corps among
Italian officials who are more concerned with the budget than they are with
the political affairs of the area. It ig generally agreed, however, by those
officials concerned, that the Ilalo perform a function vitsl to the orderly
functioning of the government.
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"t © 7 "Tha Talo officers are recruited from thé lécal tribes with which they
daal and miat be familiar with thé conditions ahd customs of the Féoplée,” "They
a¥e appointéd by the loecal District Commissioner; who alse econtrols promotions
‘afd dlsclpline of the group., Promotlons ar¢ recommended by the Digtrict
Commissioner, "apprétred by the Regiongl Commissioner, and confirmed by the -

The Ilalos are normally not trained in police methods and recelve ~
1ittle or no military training., Some Pigtrict Commissioners have théir Ilalos
trained by the Police in the area although this is usually limited to handling
of arms and to some military drill, Basically, however, the Ilalos are
untrained,

" . .. Eech Ilalo is issued a rifle by the Government. The Itelian 91
riflé, a .38 caliber wespon, is used, The Ilales are being issued new Italian
weapohs, the 7,35 which the Police Corps is using.

The budget for 1958 provided 3,700,000 Somelos for psy and allowances,
with 260,000 Somglos provided for equipment; clothes and uniforms, ete,

B. WARDEN CORPS

The Warden Corps of Somalis ig orgenized to provide guard service
for the prisons of Somalis under the Jurlsdlcclon of the Ministry of Justice
and Pardons. The headquarters for the Gorps is in Mogadiscio where the main
prison is located., The Wardens are organized on semiemilitary lines with
ranks equivalent to those in the Police Corps. There are, however, no
commissioned officers in the Warden Corps, the head being a civilisn,

The Warden Corps hag no responsibilities for police functions and
hag no powers of arrest. The locel prisons, which are scattered throughout
the country, are in charge of one noncommissioned officer of the Warden
Corps. The guards in the local prisons are all from the Ilalo Corps. Local
prisons are located at easch Digtrict Commissioner'!s seat.

No vomen are mémbers of the Warden Corps, but matrons are hired-and
paid on g daily basis,

G FINANCIAT, GUARD

The Finaneigl Guard in Somalia is characteristically an Ttalian
organization, as the name #Guardim di Finaneca® implys,

In peagetime, it is under the Minister of Finance but in wer it
reverts to the Ministry of Defense, It is organized along military lines and
in general terms its duties consist of:

1. ZEnforcement of a2ll lawg and regulations controlling economic
and commercial activities,

2. On request; it acts as PJudicial Police" responsible to the
judicial authorities,

" 3. It may also be used in political and military defense of the
frontier,

The Financial Guard of Somalia was organized in 1950 within the
financial structure. It was set up by the Italian Administration gnd the
responsibility has been progressively turned over to the Somalia Government,
The organization consists ofs

1. The headquariers located at Mogadiscio which maintains the
Central Records and directs the operations of the crganizaticn.

2. A gpecigl Investigation unit which ig a part of the hesdquarters
and may be employed for speeial investigations as reguired throughout the
country,

3., '"Tenenza% = (This term is the same as used in the Somalia Poliee
Corps, It indicates a unit with territoriel jurisdiction), "Tenenze" are
located at the following places: Mogadiscio, Bosaso, Galeaio, Chisimeio,
The Tenenza of Mogasidecio has the responsibility for customs at the port of
Mogadiseio and Merea, In addition, it provides the customs service for the
airport and guard service at the Bank of Italia and the warehouses, The

- other "Tenenze" operate in the areas surrounding their respesctive lecations,

The organization consists of two Italian officers, five Italian
NCO®s, and one police officer; 125 Somali personnel (six officers, 23 NCO's
and the remainder are police officers),
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The plan for the turning over of the responsibility to the Somalia
Government has been a progressive one; and includes training of Somali ~ ~ -~
officers and other persomnel; It is contemplated that the organization should
have a total strength of 160,

Tn genersl the organization may be compared with the various eaforce-
mént agencies of the U,S. Treasury Depariment and practieally all of these’
duties with the exeception of income tex are handled by the Financial Guard.

D, FIRE DEPARTMENT

The Fire Department of Mogadiscio is attached to the Police Corps
for administration and diseipline, The unit is composed of 45 men headed by
one Chief Inspector who is in charge of the men for discipline and for admine
istrative purposes. An Italian civilian is technieal advisor. The unit is
divided into two sections composed of 20 men each, one seetion being on duty
at all times., The Department has two fire trucks snd one pumping truck capable
of use in riots if necessary. To date there have been no major fires in
Mogadiscio although the Department has rendered valuable serviee in evacuating
personnel in time of flood and on oceasion when buildings have collapsed,

€. POTENTTAL PLANS

Several proposed plens are worthy of considerations

The security of the border is a preoccupation of the govermment
officials, The Prime Minister during an interview in referring o this problem
emphasized the neecessity for a small army, navy and air force, Should this~
materialize it may affect the current organization of the police which is hot
paramilitary and combines in one organization the features of internal security
and defense,

There is evidence in the police organization of English concepts and
methods in contrast to the Italian., This is specifieally reflected by the
identification and traffic systems in forece, both of which were started uhder
the British Administration, The higher ranking officers speak English and
due to their intimate contacts during the British Administration have some
conecept of British and even American systems and methods. Two specific items
mentioned by the Viee Commandant (Somali) are the organiszation of the C,I.D.
(Criminal Investigation Division) and a Special Branch (for investigation of
subversive activities). These matters are not definitely planned but special
equipment for both are included in their request for assistence. The Vice
Commandant is a member of the planning organization in the Ministry of Interior
to study police organization and operations. In this comnection the eriminal
code 1s reported to be under review and new laws in preparation,

With respect to the high-ranking Somali Police offieials, in
particular the Vice Commandant, a professional concept is expressed = that of
broadening the point of view by studies in other countries for the purpose of
adapting the information in Somalia,

The Ilalo Police Corps is likely to be a subject of study. BReference

was frequently made to the possibility of developing a training program for thls
organization,

There appears to be no definite plan for changing the Financial Guard
although it is a subject of ecurrent discussion by the Police Commandant and
Vice Commandant and it is possible that the disposition, organization and
operations will be studied at a later date.
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‘The Fire Department, now dependent on the police for “training and
equipment; 'is an organization which may be removed from the jurisdiction of

the police.

Human or Publie Relabions have been referred to in discussions and
a program will undoubtedly be included in future plans,
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CHAPTER XI

The Survey Team endeavored to obtain as broad a view of the Police
Corps of Somalia as possible, and received every assistance from the Italisn
Adminigtration, Somali Govermment officialg, and the officials of the Police
Corps itself. However, the Team is aware that its opportunity to observe and
evaluate the Police was limited by the brevity of the visit,

-In gddition it should be noted that Somalia is in a changing period,
preparatory for emergence from the existing trusteeship under Italian admin-
istration to a position as an independent nation, snd therefore, the situation
with respect to public safety as detoermined during the period of this survey
is subject to change. Nevertheless, the Survey Team jointly agrees in the
following findings and conclusions,

1. The problem of domestic security requires sn adeguate police
force. The continued and congtant threat of tribal conflicts, of partisan
strife, and of foreign subversion make the maintenance of a strong mechanism
for the preservation of domestic peace and order essential to the dewelopment
of the country.

2. The poggibility of a threat of subvergion by the Eeyptians or
the Sovietg is regl. A major threat to the survival of Somalia as an
independent nation is subversion by the Egyptiamns or the Soviets. ILocal
political considerations may affect the .efficiency and morale of the police and
reduce its capability to cope with this threat., Tribal influences are inherent
and traditional in the country, If these influences are brought to bear on the
Police Corps, either directly or through the developing political situation,
the police may become suborned and corrupted. While the police in its present
state appears to be outside the sphere of local polities, the use of political
Influence to control it at the higher levels of government could reduce it to a
gtate of subservience and make it an instrument of expediency. The test is
whether at high governmental levels the role of the police is recognized and a
firm stand taken to support it as a non-partisan service,

3. The Police Force has been g stabilizing element in Somelia. The
Police Force has been; and 1f it continues at ite present level of efficiency-

will continue to be, a stabilizing force, essential to the maintenance of law
end order, The police are recruited from the people and are fairly repre-
sentative of at least two of the magjor tribal elements in Somalia., The
relationship with the people appears to be good., The Police also represent,
to a large extent, a trained body of men superior in edueation and eapability
to the majority of the population,

4o The Ttalian Adminigtration has developed a police organization
capeble of performing its present mission, The Italian Administration, at
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least. as far as the police organization is eoncernsd, has’developed through
training. and through example, a department .capable of performing the mi&sion

of public security and publie order throughout Somalia, The morale of the

men and officers is-good, and a sense of responsibility on the part of the
Somalls has been developed.. Equipment thet has been issued has been effectively
used and maintained without replacement. The amalgamation of the Security Corps
with the Police Corps into ons unit has been effectively achieved. Responsie"
bility for affairs in the Police Corps has been progressively turned over to
Somali personnel.,

56 8 gapable of performing its mission
efficiently. The spirit, appearsnee and morale of the Somali policemen are
good, There appears to be a mutual uwnderstanding and a spirit of cooperation
between the Italian advisors and the Somalisz, Somali officers have a sense
of respongibility and, in general, are performing efficiently., The Somali
pergsonnel have been trained in the_performance of their duties,

6. BSome changes in the police orgenization will be made. The
oomalization® of the government, that is, the transfer of responsibility to
Somalil offielazls, is still in progresss. Whether there will be demands from
Somalia to complete their orgenizeticn prior to the end of the trust is not
certain, Elections which may change the political situation are tentatively
get for early 1959 but no firm date has as yet been chosen, Flanning for the
organization of the new government is in progress and will undoubtedly include
plans for some organizational changes of the police. One of the changes that
will be made is the organizetion of a eriminal investigation divigion and of a
countersubversion unit,

develop a Dofense Department in the Somali Government. At the present time the
responsibility for internal security and defense of the territory rests with
the Police Department. Somslis eannot finameially support a separate military
establishment., Continuance of the-organization in its present form with

modifications ag required later appears reasenable.

8. There are deficiencies in the Somali Police Force. One of the
mejor deficiencies is that the equipment of the Force is inadequate. Equipment,
particulsrly in the fields of commnieations and transportation, must be added
to or replaced if the Police Foree is to continue as an effective organization,
Most of the transportation equipment now available is in poor condition due to
age, use on rough roads and terrain, and detsrioration caused by the tropical:-
climate, It is not dependable for police and security purposes. The radio
equipment, primarily Cansdian, iz likewise 0ld and in poor condition,

Treined personnel 1is mandatory for the full and effieient use of any
material made available, The capacity of the Somslis to continue adequate
training is doubtful, since they have not had the cemplete responsibvility for
actually rumning or direeting a sustained training program.. It would be mors
practical considering the organization and pravious training, and Italian
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language competency of the Somalia Police to continve the training program -
conducted by the Carabinieri in Rome, tc be supplemented by sehding selected
top-level participants to the U.S. The personnel lack practical experience
in some areas of police operations., The police organization has not been
put to a real test without the supervision and guidance of the Italian super-
visors. The present concept of police operations tends to under-emphasgize the
¢ivilian aspeets of the poliee, inecluding countersubversion and eriminal
investigation,

9. Technical and material sssistance ig needed. Technical advice,
training and commodity assistance is needed to overcome the deficiencies in
the.Somall Police,

10. U.S, reeommendationg for the complete reorgenization of the Police
are unnecesgary, The Police are functioning adequately for the area and
although there appear to be obvious inefficiencies and obvious areas for
improvement in the organization, there would appear to be no need to recommend a
complete recrganization of the structure,

11, The Somali offieisls are aware af'i iegs of their

Police Force. The senior Police officials rep@atedly advised the Survey Team
of deficiencies in thelir equipment and need for training,

12, The Somalis mugt obtein aid from other countries. The government!s
foreign exchange position prevents its acquiring from its own resocurces the

materials and equipment needed by the Police,

13, The Somelis would;g;efer to_obtain their equipment from Western
sources. The Somali Pelice Force has used American and Italian transportation
equipment, Canadian RCA radio equipment; and Italian weapons for the last
several years, The senior officers of the Police have requested that material
with whieh they are familiar be renewsed. The Prime Minister and the senior
officiels indicated that they prefer Ameriecan association with their poliece
Program,

14. _The Somali Government will turn elgewhere for aid if the U .S,
does not provide assistanes. The Somalis intend to maintain publiec securlity
and publiec order throughout Somalia, If American ald and assistance, or at

least aid and assistance from soms Wesiern country, is not forthcoming it is

believed that alternative assistance will be sought,
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CHAPTER XII
RECOMMENDATTONS

" The Poliece Survey Team understandsg that there has besn no detailed
discussion of a police training program, of technical assistance or of commodity
aséistence between U.S, Government officials and Somalia or Ttalian Government
officiasls, It is apperent, however, that the Somalis are anxlousg to receive
technical and material aid from the U.S, Government;, and that the ITtalian’
Government is-agreeable to have the U.S. assume certailn responsgibilities in

"this area., Due to the importence of Somalla, and the internal security
situation referred to in the findings and conclusions of the report (Chapter
XI), the time element in providing ald is of paramount congideration,

the present police force to perform its mission and supplemental aidAneeessg;x
to provide for itsnfuture development.

A1l of the equipment is in such poor condition that it
will soon be necessary to replace almost all of it. The
program of replacement has not kept pace with the needs,
The program for the replacement and modernization of
equipment and the reduction of maintenance costs should be
carefully planned in relation to the developing situation
and in cooperation with the Italian and Somelia governments,

Annexes I and IT of this report set forth lists of
equipment in use as well as equipment requested by the
Somalia Police, Amnex I and Amnex IT (Attachment No, 1,
Part 1), list those items of transportation equipment
requested on an urgent basis and include A0 jeeps and jeep
station wagons and 10 trucks (%o include spare parts),
Amex I and Annex IT (Attachment No, 2, Part 1), 1ist those
ltems of communication equipment requested on an urgent
basis namely 40 radios (Canadian, Model 19, tropicalized for
sending and receiving or similar item).

On the basis of discussions and inspection of present
facilitles these requests seem generally reasonsbls and
should be given priority in the procurement of equipment.

As known to the Administration, the possibility of extending to
Somalia some of the ICA Technical Assistance in the area of police organization
has ‘been the subject of consideration om the part of the ICA expert, Mr. Byron
Fhgle, last April, and pursuant to the contacts we had with him the first -
Tequest was formulated relating to transportation and radio material needed
imediately for the proper functioning of the Police,

Recently the two ICA experts previously announced by Mr. Engle,
Mr. R. A, Snook and Mr. W. MeGhee, arrived in the Territery for a profound
examination of the organization of the Police Forces in Somalia and the need
of such orgasnization in relation to the task it is called upon to perform
todey and in the immediate future as the oniy armed force not only for the
maintenance of public order btut also for the defense of the Territory.

In close collaboration with the Command of the Police Forcs, the two
experts have performed a thorough investigation in order to become fully
appraised of the organization and its functioning in its most minute detail
gnd to appreciate the mogt immediate needs with a view to assuring 2 normal
efficiency.,

These needs are summed up in the renovation of a good part of the
equipment which has been worn out by lomg use, in the modernization of the
armament and in the training of a certain percentage of the personnel for use
in gpecialized areas. They are enalyzed in the attached memorandum draft by
the Commandant of the Police Foree which ineludes slso the materials (trans-
portation and radie) which were already requested at a previous time,

The known limitations of the ordinary budget of this Govermment do
not permit us to meet even, in the smallest pert, with our means the financing
of the expenses connected with the before mentioned needs. The recourse %o
outside specisl assistance is therefore the only way for securing the satis-
faction of these needs and this Government sincerely trusts in adequate
American Aid through the ICA in view of the interest shown by that organ-
izetion in the orgenizational and training problems of our Police,
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In sending a copy of the memorandum on the needs of our Polies to
the two American experts for their Information this Gowernment suggests that
such a request for Technical Assistence from the U.S. be presented in due
form and be given as much support-ds possibie,

Subject § Assistance for training of Somalla Police personmnel in Italy

Reference your regquest for a training program in Italy for the
Police personnel during 1959 and 1960, I wish to inform you that the total
program for "Technieal Specialized Courses for Officers, Nomcommissioned
Officers snd Troops" has been deseribed in Enclosure -No. 11 for information
. of the Headquarters of Somalia Police Forces, and transmitted by ASES to
ICA with letter No, 2022, deted June 18, 1958, .

Considering the need of completing as soon as possible the Police
organization in all its sectors with pufficiently specialized Somali
personnel, it is recommended that the units specified in the enclosure be -
trained in the various specislized courses for 1959 and 1960,

The cost of the training, for which g duration of more than one
year is provided for some courses, would amount for 1959 to.So. 1,149,500
($164;21%) and for 1960 to So, 547,000 ($78,143) for courses to be made in
Ttaly. However, these amounts are only informative, because more detailed
amounts,. to be charged are being processed, -

We suggest again that the subject treining courses be made in Ttaly.
Otherwise the students should follow different teaching and training metheds,
and they  could slso be handicapped with the langusge,

Confirming what hag been said during previous meetings, we inform
you that the above specialized training courses cennot be charged on
ordinary funds allotted to the Police for its normal getion, as they are
sufficient only for the annual balance. Therefore special funds are needed,
