The Grant Agreement, as amended on August 15, 

1985, August 31, 1986, July 29, 1987, July 28, 1988, and 

March 29, 1989, is hereby further amended as follows: 

A. section 3.1 is amended by deleting "Eighty Four 

Million United States ("U.S.") Dollars ($84,000,000)~ and by 

substituting "Ninety Six Million United States ("U.S.") Dollars 

($96,000,000) It therefor. 

B. Section I1 A. Project Components of Annex IA, Project 

Description, set forth in the Grant Agreement, Third Amendment, 

dated July 29, 1987, is deleted in its entirety and Annex IA, 

Section I1 A. project Components, and Section I1 B. Commodity 

Procurement, attached hereto are substituted therefor. 

C. Annex I, section IV. Illustrative Financial Plan is 

deleted in its entirety and Attachment B to this Sixth 

Amendment is substituted therefor. 



D. The Revised Project Financial Plan and Budget, 

Attachment A to the Fifth Amendment, is deleted in its entirety 

and Attachment A to this Sixth Amendment, Revised Project 

Financial Plan and Budget, is substituted therefor. 

SECTION 2. Ratification. The Grantee will take all 

necessary action to complete all legal procedures necessary to 

ratification of this Amendment and will notify A.I.D. as 

promptly as possible of the fact of such ratification. 

SECTION 3. Lansuaae of Amendment. This Amendment is 

prepared in both English and Arabic.

Except as specifically amended or modified 

herein, the Grant Agreement shall remain in full force and 

effect in accordance with all of its terms.
