I ssues and challenges

District-based prevention

In July, ABC Nepa conducted dreet plays on trafficking in the Bhojpuri didect, a
locd language spoken commonly in areas bordering India The plays were conducted
in coordination with the Village Task Forces in five VDCs of Nawaparas. ABC dso
conducted a four-day training workshop on conceptua clarity for former eected
representatives and potentia women leadersin Banke in August.

CelLRRd conducted three orientation programs for a total of 75 transport workers in
Nawdparas, Banke, and Chitwan didricts in the reporting period. Teachers trained
ealier under anti-trafficking prevention activities conducted advocecy classes
reaching 3,967 students.

Maiti Nepal conducted three training workshops for adolescent girls and women in
Jduly, August, and September. They aso conducted transport workers and student
teechers training in Banke in Augud.

The NGO Federation of Nepa conducted four three-day rights-based training
workshops in Dhading in June, reaching agpproximately 120 adolescent girls and
women. As pat of their prevention package, wal paintings were placed a sx
locations, and notice boards with messages on anti-trafficking and safe migraion
were placed dong main highways. In Kavre, the NGO Federation conducted an anti-
trafficking street drama with reached around 1,000 persons.

In July, WOREC conducted rights-based advocecy training in Kathmandu for 19
senior level gaff belonging to five partner NGOs.

Safe migration initiatives

The NGO Federation organized training for employment agencies in Dhading. This is
pat of thar initigtive to coordingte and resch a maximum number of potentid
migrants by linking them with the Federation's counsding booths. In Kavre Didrict,
the NGO Federation counsdling booth housed in its didrict office reached 14



migrants. In Makwanpur Didtrict, the NGO Federation established a counseling booth
a the didrict adminigration office in Augud, and has been regularly providing
orientation to those who come there to obtain passports. In addition, the NGO
Federation's loca chapter conducted a safe migration orientation workshop for two
VDC task forces of Makwanpur.

WOREC is coordinating with the Minidry of Labor to deveop an information
package for migrant workers. It has been an important stakeholder in advocating for
legd reforms regarding foreign employment and the introduction of a pre-departure
orientation package. WOREC developed two posters and a gsicker on safe migration
during the reporting period. It conducted two regional workshops on "Safe Migration:
Chdllenges and Our Role’ in July and Augudt, which included 112 gtakeholders from
government and NGOs. The Centrd regiona workshop was held in Dhanusha, while
the Western regiona workshop was held in Butwal.

Task Force activities

ABC Nepd conducted a one-day workshop for Didrict Task Forces in July, and a
series of workshops for VDC task forces. It also granted seed money o ten VDC task
forces in Nawdparas in the presence of the Loca Deveopment Officer (LDO), who
is presently chair of the Didrict Task Force. All of the VDC task forces regularly
conduct monthly meetings with technica assstance from ABC Nepd, and many have
formed ward-level unitsto coordinate on anti-trafficking and other women'sissues.

CeLRRd completed its third consultative meeting with 20 VDC task forces to
fecilitate development of their action plans for trafficking prevention. VDC task
forces identified vulnerable populations in order to target their programs a the most
needy. The task forces conducted day-long anti-trafficking advocacy programs in
these areas with Cel_RRd's facilitation.

Maiti Nepd facilitates regular meetings of the task force in Banke and coordinates
with the vigilance group formed to asss them. The vigilance group consds of
adolescent girls, women, students, and teachers trained through Maiti Nepa, aong
with key stakeholders in the community.

The NGO Federation of Nepd conducted nine one-day orientation sessions for VDC
Task forces in Dhading, Chitwan, Nawadparas, and Dhanusha Conducted in
coordination with loca chapters, the sessons reached more than 200 persons. In
Kavre, the NGO Federation successfully formed and provided orientation for seven
VDC task forces and three municipality members on conceptua issues of trafficking
in seven, three-day strategic planning workshops.

WOREC conducted two coordination meetings with eight VDC task forces in August
and September. It provided facilitation for the Digtrict Task Force to conduct a one-
day orientation sesson for 101 VDC secretaries in Dhanusha.

Rehabilitation and reintegration
The research study on reintegrated survivors and their coping drategies has been
completed and the report is in draft sage. It will be avallable during the next reporting

period.



Networking activities

The NGO Federation conducted a three-day rights-based conceptua clarity training
workshop for network members. An anti-trafficking network was formed in
Makwanpur as a result. CeLRRd conducted four training sessons for loca NGOs and
CBOs, reaching 100 members.

Publications

The NGO Federaion and WOREC developed youth resource guides on anti-
trafficking, safe migration, and employment opportunities for youth both within and
outside of Nepal (copies attached).

Film script

ASMITA developed a find script for preparing a short anti-trafficking movie dip to
be shown in cinema hdls throughout Nepd. The script was gpproved following inputs
from the Steering Committee in ameeting on September 2nd.

Monitoring

The Program Officer visited the WOREC office in Dhanusha on July 27" and viewed
a street drama conducted by ABC Nepa in Nawalparas on July 28", On August 24-
25, the Program Officer and USAID CTO traveled to Butwa to attend a Western
regional workshop on safe migration. They dso made a brief vist to ABC Nepd's
Nawaparas office to meet staff, and paid courtesy vists to the LDO, WDO, and
women's police cdl while there. The Program Officer dso met with daff of
CeL.RRd's Makwanpur office on September 29",

In addition to regular communication and individud interactions with partners, the
Foundation hosted a Steering Committee meeting to discuss progress and congraints.

I ssues and challenges

Mogt program didricts are now affected by the Maoist insurgency. While Dhading,
Kavre, and Makwanpur were previoudy consddered high risk, lately Dhanusha,
Chitwan, and Banke are adso affected. Although parthner NGOs have been able to mpe
with the gtuation, adjusments in program activities have been required. VDC-levd
activities are often shifted to safe locations near the didtrict headquarters. Advocacy
initiatives have been condraned by bans on rdlies and mass gatherings, and by
curfews.
