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|. Executive Summary

Regional

During the reporting period, the Regiona Office organized the first two Arab Civitas regiond
training workshops. a Project Citizen workshop in Cairo, Egypt, December 12-19, 2004 and a
Foundations of Demaocracy workshop in Casablanca, Morocco January 11-19, 2005.

In addition, the Board of Directors strengthened Arab Civitas' internationa and inter-agency
relaionships by sending representatives to the Educating the Y oung for Active Citizenship
workshop in Mdaysia, the MEP Student Leaders Conference in Tunisia, a Wilton Park
Conference on building participatory governance in the Middle East, a Divided Societies
Workshop in Northern Ireland on the use of civic education to address the problems of socid
conflict, and a childhood issues seminar in the United Arab Emirates.

Within the nine Arab Civitas countries, activities ranged from fact-finding visits and in-country
NGO establishment in the younger country programs to continued implementation of Project
Citizen and Foundations of Democracy trainings in the more established programs. Other
activities included establishing partnerships with loca NGOs and ministries of education,
adaptation and publication of curricular materids, and forming loca committees to support civic
education programs.

(Note: Asthe previous quarterly program report addressed only activities in Algeria, Morocco,
and Saudi Arabia, the current report includes activities from the previous two quarters, January-
March and April-June.)

Il. Background

The Center for Civic Education, in close partnership with educators, Ministry of Education
officds, and NGO leadersin the Arab Middle East, has established a new and vibrant network
of NGOs focused on civic education. The Arab Civitas network is currently implementing civic
education programs in classrooms at eementary and secondary school levelsin nine Arab
countries and is prepared to begin projects for Saudi Arabia.

The programs focus on developing among students an understanding of the fundamentd vaues,
principles, and indtitutions of congtitutional democracy; fostering a reasoned commitment to
these values and principles; developing the knowledge, skills, and atitudes required for
competent and responsible participation in democratic government.

Curricular materias developed by CCE have been trandated into Arabic and adapted for usein
Jordan, the West Bank, Egypt, Lebanon, Morocco, Yemen, Tunisia, Algeria, and Bahrain.
CCE s Project Citizen and Foundations of Democracy curriculaform the backbone of these
adapted programs.

lll. Key Results This Period
Regional

Regional Workshops

The Regiona Office, in cooperation with country coordinators, organized the first Arab Civitas
regiond training workshops in Egypt and Morocco. In these workshops, Kenneth Rodriguez and
Michael Fischer, two of the Center’s most experienced trainers, conducted practical training in
Project Citizen and Foundations of Democracy curriculum and methodology. The Project Citizen
workshop was held December 12-19, 2004 in Cairo, Egypt and included 31 participants from all
nine Arab Civitas countries, including three participants independently funded by the Jordanian
Ministry of Politicad Development. The Foundations of Democracy workshop was held January
11-19, 2005 in Casablanca, Morocco and included 29 participants from eight countries. It was
extensvely and accurately covered in newspapers and on nationd televison news.

World Congress on Civic Education

Arab Civitas and the Jordanian Center for Civic Education Studies, aong with the Center, co-
hosgted the Ninth Annual World Congress on Civic Education in Amman, Jordan June 2-6, 2005
a Le Meridien Amman. The purpose of the World Congressisto share best practices and
materias in education for democracy developed through the Civitas Program. This year’ s theme
was Advancing Peace and Stability through Active Citizenship, and highlights of the conference
included presentations on the programs of each Arab Civitas country, aswell as a Jordanian
student demongtration of Project Citizen portfolios. Approximately 160 civic education leaders
from 28 states and 58 countries attended this event. The event received extensive coverage in the
locd media

International conference participation
The Board of Directors sent representatives to key internationd workshops and conferencesin
Malaysia, Tunisia, England, Northern Ireland, and the United Arab Emirates.

Mr. Elarbi Imad, the President of the Arab Civitas Board of Directors, represented Arab Civitas
a the Educating the Y oung for Active Citizenship workshop in Penang, Mdaysia December 11-
13, 2004. There, he introduced the Arab Civitas network model and answered questions about
the organization and operations of Arab Civitas for program coordinatorsin Asan countries. Mr.
Imad aso gave a presentation on Arab Civitas and Project Citizen at the MEPI Student Leaders
Conferencein Tunis, Tunisa January 3-5, 2005.

On March 7-10, 2005, Ms. Muna Darwish, Regiona Director, and Mr. Imad represented Arab
Civitas a the 779th Wilton Park Conference in England, where Ms. Darwish presented a paper
entitled “What Educational Policies are Needed for Promoting Tolerance and Embracing
Diversty.”

Ms. Darwish and Ms. Roula Mikhael, Lebanon’'s country coordinator, attended the Center’s
Divided Societies Workshop in Belfast, Northern Ireland on March 12 16, 2005. They
presented the history of Lebanon as a divided society and how civic education programs could be
an important insrument to establish a culture of citizenship and unity in such avoldile society.
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Ms. Mikhadl aso attended a seminar on childhood issues organized by UNICEF and the Arab
Ingtitute for Human Rights in Dubal, United Arab Emirates December 5-8, 2004.

Publication of Foundations of Democracy materials

The Regiond Office completed the trand ation, adaptation and publication of Foundations of
Democracy materids through an Arab Book Program grant from the U.S. Embassy in Amman.
A copy of these materids was distributed to participants at the regiond Foundations of
Democracy workshop in Casablanca

Algeria

No mgor programmatic activity occurred in Algeria during this quarter. A new coordinator has
yet to be named since the Center and Arab Civitas informed former country coordinator Dr.
Ibrahimi of the change in arrangements in March 2005.

Jay Taylor, Arab Civitas Program Manager, and Muna Darwish, Arab Civitas Regiond Director,
made separate support viststo Algiers. Meetings were aso conducted with the Algerian
Ambassador to the U.S,, the Public Affairs Officer in Algiers, the Director of Curriculum for the
Minigry of Education, and locd journdids.

A gaff vist isnow scheduled for July to evauate options for restarting the program in Algeria

Bahrain

Though Bahrain continues to wait for gpprova from the Ministry of Education in order to
establish an NGO, training in Project Citizen was conducted for 33 teachers, subject
coordinators, and curriculum development specidistsin August. In addition, the Bahrain
program crested adaptations of the Project Citizen curriculum and two of the Foundations of
Democracy books.

Egypt

The TahaHussein Association for Civic Education (THACE) has increased its collaboration with
organizations in various regions for training and implementation of Project Citizen. THACE has
sgned collaboration agreements with the following NGOs: the Generd Assembly of Catholic
Schools, Better Life Association, Tanweer Association, Keema (El-Ard El-Samraa) Association,
and the Association for Socid Preparation.

There are now 49 civic education clubsin 10 cities: Cairo, Giza, Qaubeya, Menofeya, Bani
Sueif, Menya, Luxor, Qena, Aswan, and Red Sea. These clubs have reached 1518 students. In
each of the ten digtricts where the Center’ s programs are implemented, loca committees have
been formed to support and facilitate THACE' s programs. Each committee hasfive to sx
membersincluding representatives from the Minigtry of Education, the Ministry of Socid
Affairs, loca school adminigtrators and teachers, NGO groups, and THACE.

Training for Catholic school teachers began with aworkshop in Hurghuda, December 28-31, for
nineteen teachers from nine schools in Upper Egypt. Each teacher then trained four additiona
teachers. Thirty-five teachers from Menya and Bani Sueif attended a Project Citizen workshop
November 18-19. On November 28-29, THACE a so trained 53 teachers from fourteen schools
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in Cairo and Giza, who then worked with over 800 students. In Menofeya, THACE trained 39
teachers, principals, and NGO leaders February 2-4, 2005.

On February 14, 2005, THACE co-hosted aworkshop entitled “ The Relation Between Civic
Education and Human Rights’ for 60 teachers, principas, and NGO and MOE representatives
from Cairo and Giza.

In addition, THACE sgned an agreement with the Ministry of Socid Affarsto indudeMinigry
representatives in training workshops.

Jordan

In Jordan, the number of public and private schools implementing Project Citizen isincreasing
and implementation of Foundations of Democracy has begun in ementary schools. During this
period, 19 previoudy-trained private school teachers attended a follow-up meeting, the Ministry
of Education agreed on implementation in 160 public schools with over 500 teachers, the Jubilee
School agreed on implementation with over 200 students, and over 500 sudents at the University
of Jordan continue to participate in an adapted form of Project Citizen with a grant from the
Nationa Endowment for Democracy.

The Jordanian Center for Civic Education Studies conducted a Project Citizen training workshop
for 25 private school teachers from 12 schools on January 29-31, a Project Citizen workshop for
21 Univergty of Jordan student trainers February 15-17, a Project Citizen workshop for 10
young adult refugees through Care Internationa on April 22-24, and two Foundations of
Demoacracy workshops for 37 teachersin 14 private schools. The Foundations training was
divided into two thematically based sessons: one on privacy on March 17-19 and another on
responsibility on March 31— April 2.

Collaboration with the Minigtry of Education has grown stronger, and negotiations are underway
with the Ministry of Political Development to further expand civic education programsin public
schools.

M or occo

During this quarter, the Moroccan Center for Civic Education (M CCE) completed
implementation of Project Citizen and Foundations of Democracy in dl five regions.

Casablanca, Mohammedia, El Jadida, Safi, and Rabat. The 80 teachers using Project Citizen
completed classroom implementation and regiond coordinators organized find support and
follow-up mesetings. The 75 primary school teachers using Foundations of Democracy aso had
additiond training and support meetings and completed classroom implementation in June 2005,
the end of the school year in Morocco.

On May 19-23, 2005, MCCE'sregiond coordinators hosted regional Project Citizen portfolio
showcases in which student groups presented their project portfolios to a pand of judges
comprised of community members and locd officids. In tota, 77 schools took part in the
regiona Project Citizen showcases. The winners of these regiona showcases participated in a
nationa showcase at the Academy for Education and Training in Casablancaon May 26. The
audience included the Wali of Casablanca, the Mayor, the Governors, the Directors of
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Academies, NGO leaders, Deputy Minigters of Education, educators, Council members,
Parliamentarians, company managers, and students parents.

During this period, Project Citizen training aso began in S&fi, Rabat, El Jedida, Mohammedia,
and Casablanca, and regiond program coordinators were appointed to implement teacher
training and pogt-training support. Additionally, MCCE is networking with thirteen NGOs to
integrate civic education into their activities and is training English teechers to integrate civic
education concepts into the curriculum.

Saudi Arabia
In April 2005, after over six months of consultation, Jay Taylor, the Program Manager for Arab
Civitas, obtained avisaand made the firat ste vigt by Center staff to Saudi Arabia

In Saudi Arabia, Mr. Taylor met with representatives from the U.S. Embassy and the Minigtry of
Education, where he recelved a positive response regarding the Arab Civitas network and ideas
for Project Citizen trainings at individua schoolsin August and September 2005. Mr. Taylor
aso met with Dr. Ali Al-Karni of the Kingdom School and Dr. Ilham Al-Dakhed of the Agary
Schooal for Girls and discussed plans for conducting teacher trainings and implementing Project
Citizen in their schools in the upcoming school yesr.

Asaresult of these meetings, five Saudi participants atended the Center’ s Ninth Annua World
Congress on Civic Education in Amman, Jordan on June 2-6, 2005. There, they had the
opportunity to interact with civic education practitioners from over 28 U.S. states and 58
countries and to learn more about Civitas Program objectives, projects, and materias. The
participants were: Abdul Khader Al-Bakree, Director Generd of Dar Al Fikr Schoals,;
Mohammad K hateeb, Director Generd of the King Faisal School; Sdeh Al Quraishi of the King
Abdulaziz Public Library; Saad Al Madhi, Generd Director of Training and Scholarship for the
Ministry of Education; and Sulaiman Al Khudair, Supervisor of Nationd Education for the
Minidtry of Education.

Mr. Taylor’ s vidt to Saudi Arabiawas very well supported by the Public Affairs staff and the
Center greetly appreciates their efforts on behdf of the Arab Civitas program.

Tunisa

The firg mgor event for the program in Tunisawas a Project Citizen workshop conducted
October 12-15 for 25 participants, including school principals, senior teachers, and Ministry of
Education officias. The workshop focused on the importance of Project Citizen as an activity to
enhance citizenship skills and dispositions.

Mr. Amara Ben Romdhane, the country coordinator, is confident that the success of the October
workshop opened doors for Project Citizen to be adapted for usein dl nationa schools. Mr.
Romdhane aso began discussons with the Arab Inditute for Human Rightsin order to conduct
his programs under their auspices.
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West Bank

During this period, the Teacher Creativity Center (TCC) strengthened ties with the Pdestinian
Authority Ministry of Education, which is now planning to adopt the Center’s programs in the
nationd curriculum in the West Bank and Gaza.

In November, Paestinian versions of Project Citizen and primary level Foundations of

Democracy textbooks were adapted and printed. TCC printed 1,000 copies of the Project Citizen
teacher’ s guide, 2,000 copies of the Project Citizen student guide, and 1,000 copies of each of
four Foundations of Democracy storybooks.

TCC then completed a series of trainings with teachers and supervisors from 56 schoolsin the 13
digtricts of the West Bank: Education Democracy Seminars for 90 civic education teachers
(January 13-17, 2005), a Project Citizen workshop for 58 fifth through ninth grade teachers and
13 civic education supervisors (February 17-20), and another Project Citizen workshop for 45
school principals (March 10-11).

Thiswas followed by implementation with fifth through ninth grade sudents in the 56 schools

and anationa Project Citizen showcase. The showcase brought one group of students, a teacher,
and aprincipa from one school in each of the 13 ditricts to Ramallah on May 29, 2005, where
the students presented their project portfolios to community and Ministry of Education
representatives.

TCC dso conducted severd Foundations of Democracy trainings: atraining for 28 public
primary school teachers (April 14-16), atraining for 7 private school teachers (April 18, 19, 23
and 25), and atraining for 23 civic education teachersin UNRWA schools in Ramallah and
Jerusalem. A report on one of the Project Citizen portfolios deding with the public hospitd in
Ramadllah isincluded in the gppendices.

Yemen
In December 2004, Ms. Suad Al Qedsi, the country coordinator, established a new NGO in order
to conduct civic educeation activities: the Y emen Center for Citizenship and Democracy Training.

Dr. Anisa Dokomand Ms. Maha Al Maktari conducted a Project Citizen training workshop for
30 teachers from 22 schools in Taiz and Ebb in February 2005. After the workshop, 15 sixth
through tenth grade classrooms implemented Project Citizen with atota of 521 students
participating. Each classroom presented their final portfolios to their entire school, thus exposing
5600-8700 students to the program.

Bahrain

Implementation of Project Citizen in the schools has been delayed in Bahrain dueto the dday in
gpprova from the Minigtry of Education as an officid NGO. The Bahrain program expects this
gpproval and now plansto implement Project Citizenin the schools beginning in the new school
year (September 2005).

Saudi Arabia

Sdection of a country coordinator was preliminarily planned for May 2005 prior to the initial
fact-finding vigit in April. Potentia coordinators were not identified during the April fact-finding
vidgt dueto alimited time in the country. A coordinator may be selected in August — September
during planned vists for Project Citizen training sessonsif vists by Center and Arab Civitas
Regiona Office staff can be coordinated with these sessons.

V. Activities Planned for Next Quarter

In the next quarter, programmatic activity will be minima due to summer holidaysin the schools
where most of the Arab Civitas programs are implemented. Each country program will conduct
some follow-up and evduation activities, as well as focusng on organizationa concerns and
planning for activities in the upcoming school yeer.

Regional
The Regiond Officeis planning an Arab Civitas Board of Directors meeting for September 23-
27, 2005.
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Algeria

At the beginning of the next quarter, the Center and Arab Civitas, working with the Public
Affairs Officer in Algeria, will look for anew country coordinator for Algeria The Arab Civitas
Regiond Director and a member of the Center’s Arab Civitas team will vist Algeriato begin the
process of interviewing and briefing individuas interested in coordineting the Algeria program.

In this process Center and Arab Civitas staff will stressto candidates the importance of regular
and substantive communication on program issues with the regiond coordinator, the president of
the board of directors, and Center staff.

After selecting a country coordinator, we plan to conduct initid five-day Project Citizen trainings
for 20 teachers and 10 school adminigtrators at three Sites and begin implementation in the new
school year, starting from September 2005. We dso hope that the country coordinator will begin
adapting an Algerian version of Project Citizen student and teacher books.

During the aforementioned staff vidtsto Algeria, Center and Arab Civitas staff will dso work
with the Public Affairs Officer to revive the possibility of organizing avist of two or three
Algerian civic educators to the U.S. to consult with Center staff and to see civic education
programsin action in American classrooms.

Bahrain

The program coordinator in Bahrain plans to print additiond copies of materids and develop the
schedule for a Project Citizen teacher training workshop, pending gpprova from the Ministry of
Education.

Egypt
THACE is planning anationa Project Citizen portfolio showcase for July 2005.

Jordan

JCCES will continue planning the national Project Citizen student portfolio showcase, to be held
in July 2005. With the completion of Project Citizen and Foundations of Democracy programs
for the 2004-2005 school year, JCCES will dso coordinate follow-up and compilation of
program evauations.

L ebanon
The Scouts of Lebanon, who were trained in Project Citizen in February-March 2005, will
implement Project Citizen with the scout troops during their summer camps.

M or occo

With the completion of Project Citizen and Foundations of Democracy implementation for the
2004-2005 school year, MCCE will now collect and compile eva uations of the programs from
al gpplicable schools in the five regions.

MCCE is aso planning a Summer Inditute on August 21-28 for 25 newly graduated teachers-in-
training from the English department of the Teacher Training College. The theme of the indtitute
will be education for democracy and human rights. Training sessons will focus on hdping
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teachers integrate Project Citizen into English indruction. These teachers will then be able to use
Project Citizen with their students when they are gppointed to positions throughout Morocco.

Saudi Arabia

At least two Project Citizen teacher trainings are planned for August and September 2005. The
Kingdom Schooal, the Asrary School for Girls, the King Faisal School, and Dar Al Fikr School
have dl expressed interest in having Arab Civitas master trainers conduct a Project Citizen
training for teachersin their schools.

Also planned is the possible sdection of a country coordinator for Saudi Arabia. Once this
coordinator is chosen, he or she can begin working on a Saudi adaptation of Project Citizen
Student and teacher books.

Tunisa
No mgor programmatic activity is planned for the next quarter.

West Bank

TCC has no mgor programmeatic activities planned. However, they will conduct some follow-up
with teachers and andlyze teacher and student evauations of Project Citizen and Foundations of
Democracy training sessions and implementation.

Yemen
The Y emen Center for Citizenship and Democracy Training plans to conduct a Foundations of
Democracy training workshop for primary school teachersin Sand a, Taiz, Ebb, and Eden.

VI. Success Stories/Lessons Learned

The regiona workshops in Cairo and Casablanca were a new initiative for the Center, and
generated postive results. The regiond format allowed the Center to recruit two of its best
trainers, to select excdlent conference facilities, to hire top-flight smultaneous trandators, and
to have educators from dl Arab Civitas countries participate in the same, high-level program.
The trainers were very impressed by both groups of participants and believe most have the
potentia to be excellent trainersin their home countries.

The regiona workshops aso promoted the sense of “region” that is crucia to the success of Arab
Civitas. Participants from very different political, socid, and cultural environments worked and
learned together. For the participants, the workshop underscored the advantages of belonging to
anetwork. For the Center, the regiona format provided some economy of scale and assurance
that the training was conducted at a very disciplined and professond level.

Both Algeriaand Saudi Arabia continue to be difficult working environments. In Saudi Arabia,
progressive members of the education community gppear interested in educationa reform and
support the gradud introduction of Project Citizen. The Center anticipates that the program will
be introduced in Saudi Arabia very cautioudy and in carefully controlled environmentslike
private schools.
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In Algeria, an appropriate program coordinator has not yet been located. For the time being, the
Center will work with the Public Affairs section and through alocd facilitator who is more
practiced in vidts by the international media. The Center’ s program in Algeriamay need to be
managed in a different fashion than in other Arab Civitas countries.
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
