The Disaster

An outbreak of cholera In the clity of Dakar and Its immediate environs
prompted the Government of Sensgal to Inoculata the approximately one
mlillon peopie of the metropol itan area.

Action Taken by the Government of Senegal (GOS)

The Ministry of Health inltlated a mass Immunlzation program conducted

by 10 teams of four persons each. The objectives of the program were to
provide the maximum protection to as many pesople as possible, to provide
psychological comfort, and to prevent panic. The G0S requested asslstance
from the U.S. Mission In the procurement of new ped-o~jet Injectors to
replace worn out equipment,

Asslistance Provided by the Unlted States Government (USG)

On December 16, 1978, the U.S. Ambassador declared a health

emergency In Dakar and asked A.l.D.'s Office of U.S. Forelgn

Disaster Assistance (OFDA) In HWashington to procure and ship

50 ped-o-jets to Dekar, to be reimbursed by +he GOS. Flfty

ped-o-jets, and 19 accessory klts were sent to Dakar at a cost

of 366,346 Including alr frelight and Insurance. After repeated

requests for the GOS to reimburse the USG for thls expenss,
