Internal migration occurred after the September 1991 coup, with approximately 200,000 persons fleeing Port-au-
Prince to take refuge in rural areas. The percentage of Haiti’s population living in cities in 1994 was 33 
percent, the lowest in the hemisphere.  Since 1995, migration back to Port-au-Prince has overburdened the 
housing supply. Today more than one-third of the total population (34.7%) lives in the capital, Port-au-
Prince.
