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RESEARCH AND METHODOLOGY

In order to attain a greater insight into the footwear, furniture, garment and automotive
component industry value chains (IVC), SENADA commissioned a team to conduct research in
and around Jakarta, Surabaya, Bandung, and Semarang for 6 weeks. Information was collected
from multiple sources, including through interviews with suppliers, manufacturers, distributors,
retailers, associations and donor organizations, as well through secondary research via the
Internet (see Appendix 1: IVCS interview list). Specifically, this project had 3 objectives:

e Mapping the value chains, from input suppliers to end-consumers, including the principal
characteristics of the firms and organizations that drive the value chains;

e (aining insight into the mechanisms and the interrelationship of these firms throughout each
step of the value chains

e Gaining an understanding of the value in monetary terms attributable to firms along the value
chains

This report provides an overview of each industry and a detailed analysis of material/product
movement throughout each I\VVC. Based on our findings, SENADA will map previously identified
constraints to gauge where along the 1VC our assistance will be most effective.

AUTOMOTIVE COMPONENTSINDUSTRY VALUE CHAIN

Overview of the Indonesian Automotive Components | ndustry

The Indonesian automotive components industry is extremely diverse and encompasses a wide
array of products. For example, GIAMM, the Indonesian automotive parts and components
association (see Appendix 2: GIAMM Member List) has 136 members that produce 22 categories
of automotive component, ranging from shock absorbers to brake systems to wiring harnesses.

As shown in the graph below, Indonesian automotive component exports grew 40% from 2003 to
2004, and 35% from 2004 to 2005. In 2005, the total value of automotive components was over
USD $960 million, which equates to a 90% increase in global market share for Indonesia from
2003 to 2005.

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The largest export destinations for Indonesia between 2003 and 2005 were Japan and other
Southeast Asian countries, notably, Malaysia, Thailand and Singapore, as illustrated below. There
has been a tremendous increase in exports to Malaysia, whereas exports have decreased to both

Singapore and the Philippines.

As noted above, there are numerous types of units comprising this IVC. From Table 2, it will be
seen that there has been tremendous growth in gearbox exports, which increased from just over
USD $1 million in 2003 to USD $131 million in 2005. Additionally, exports of both body
accessories and bumpers have grown significantly over the same period. Of the selected
components, only drive axles posted a decrease.

With regard to the domestic market, no national data was available, despite the conducting of
online research and holding of meetings with GIAMM and other government-related trade
organizations. Accordingly, this report does not include an analysis of automotive-component
production destined for the domestic market.

Automotive Components. Domestic and Export 1VC Product Flow

To gain a more thorough understanding of the operational mechanisms and interrelationships of
firms in the automotive component IVC, SENADA mapped the movement of materials and
product, from input supplier to end consumer, for both the domestic and export markets (see
Appendix 3: Automotive Component Value Chain Overview).

Automotive Components. I nput Suppliers

Automotive-component production involves a multitude of inputs, including steel and steel alloys
of various gauges, aluminum, brass, copper, resins for molding, rubber and rubber compounds,
and various densities and compositions of foam and paper products for filters. Basic materials are
purchased both locally and from foreign suppliers, notably from Japan, Korea, Taiwan and China,
depending upon the automotive component in question.

Differences in the quality of inputs are primarily concerned with whether the part being produced
is for an original-equipment manufacturer (OEM), which refers to a company that acquires a
product or component and reuses or incorporates it in a new product bearing its own brand name;
or whether it is intended to be sold as an unbranded product.

In the case of components intended for the OEM market, nearly all raw-material inputs are
purchased by a limited number of authorized automotive assembly firms (e.g., PT Astra, Honda
Prospect Motors, etc.), which are commonly referred to as first-tier suppliers. These firms are
joint ventures, primarily with Japanese and Korean automobile companies, such as Toyota,
Honda, Mitsubishi, Suzuki, Hyundai and Kia. Sufficient raw materials are purchased to cover



component production and are supplied directly by the assembly firm to the producers of the
components, which are referred to as second-tier suppliers. As necessary, these raw materials are
further distributed to third-tier suppliers, which are typically small-scale tool and die makers. Due
to the stringent production requirements set by the actual automobile manufacturers, several
domestically produced input products do not meet quality standards and are therefore imported.
For those input products that are purchased domestically, “net-30” terms are applied, meaning
that the entire balance of payment from the first-tier supplier must be made within 30 days to the
raw material manufacturer.

For the domestic market, unbranded automotive components generally use a much higher
percentage of locally produced raw materials to minimize costs. The sourcing and purchase of
raw materials is done by the actual automotive-component manufacturer (second- and third-tier
suppliers), and is also often conducted on a “net 30” basis. However, depending upon the nature
of the relationship, payment terms are sometimes cash only.

Automotive Components. Production

The automotive components that are produced domestically are intended for the following
purposes:

e Incorporation into newly produced automobiles

e Domestic wholesale/retail sale as an OEM automotive component

e Domestic aftermarket wholesale/retail sale as an unbranded automotive component

For OEM-certified components, production commences following an order placed by one of the
global automobile producers (e.g., Toyota, Honda, etc.), with a first-tier supplier (e.g., PT Astra).
As noted in the previous section, there are only a limited number of joint-venture companies in
Indonesia that assemble domestically produced automotive components into actual finished
automobiles. This is due both to high entry costs (e.g., equipment, technology), as well as the
quality standards required to be certified as a first-tier supplier (e.g., ISO-9000/140000
certification, regular auditing by representatives of the foreign automobile manufacturer).

Upon receipt of a production order, the first-tier supplier segments the request into specific
modules. For example, the assembly of a brake system requires the production of many individual
components, including, but not limited to, brake pads, brake linings and discs. After identifying
the individual components that have to be produced, the first-tier supplier then outsources actual
production to second-tier suppliers by providing them with detailed component specifications.
Most second-tier suppliers are specialized in particular areas of manufacturing, and are therefore
unable to produce all the parts necessary to manufacture an automobile. Consequently, first-tier
suppliers typically outsource to several second-tier suppliers at the same time to maximize
product accuracy and time efficiency.

As noted earlier, second-tier suppliers are provided with the raw materials necessary to create the
automotive component they have been contracted to produce. Production of automotive
components is heavily focused on equipment utilization, particularly the use of dies or molds.
Most second-tier suppliers do not create their own dies or molds, and instead outsource this work
to third-tier suppliers. A die or mold is created using steel or hard plastic, and is formed to the



exact specifications of the automotive component to be produced by the second-tier supplier. As a
result, they can be used repeatedly and only need to be replaced after prolonged usage.

Due to the wide array of product types, it is not possible to give a “one-size-fits-all”” description
of automotive-component production in Indonesia. However, taking the production of an oil filter
as an example, the process encompasses stamping, cutting, welding, finishing and assembly. Steel
parts are hand-welded, brazed with brass filament or soldered, depending on the application. The
initial stock coming into the receiving area of the second-tier supplier is acid-cleaned to remove
any surface rust. The stock has a thin oil coating, but this is insufficient to protect the coils from
deteriorating due to climatic conditions and humidity. An acid bath, known as etching, removes
surface rust. This prepares the surface for spray painting or, in more modern plants, powder
coating.

The next operation is stamping or forging, which presses the end materials into the proper shape
and diameter, including the “lip” that facilitates the attachment of the side stock. Manual milling
processes and screw-cutting are performed on the bar stock that connects to the engine oil pipe.
Gaskets are generally hand-fitted to the parts that require sealing and prevent oil leakage after
installation in the engine.

Urethane foam and filter paper is pre-cut to the proper size for manual installation before the final
end is soldered to the side material. The finished filter is initially packed into individual
component boxes, then into 24-piece master cartons.

Although production methods mirror those in OEM, there is a major difference in the quality of
raw materials used as the costs of unbranded components are often 50-60% less than those that
are branded. Consequently, there is significant pressure on second-tier suppliers to minimize the
cost of goods sold.

Automotive Components:. Distribution

Once a second-tier supplier has completed an OEM production order, they deliver the goods via
truck (either their own or rented), to the facility of the first-tier supplier (e.g., PT Astra’s). In
doing so, the second-tier supplier must bear the costs of delivery. Once received, the
representative of the first-tier supplier (e.g., warehouse/inventory manager), inspects the delivery
to ensure it is in compliance with the agreed specifications. Assuming the delivery meets
established quality standards, the OEM automotive components will be used in the assembly of
automobiles (e.g., installing the OEM oil filters into Toyota Kijangs being assembled by the first-
tier supplier), or be sold on either the domestic or export aftermarket (e.g., automotive
components sold as repair or replacement parts).

If used in the assembly of automobiles, the parts are initially stored in the first-tier supplier’s
warehouse and are transferred as needed to the assembly line for production. For domestic sale,
OEM components are purchased by a certified wholesaler under “net-30” terms and then resold to
retail and, less often, repair shops in major markets (e.g., Jakarta, Surabaya, Bandung).

For the export market, automotive components are packed in branded boxes. An empty container
from a freight-forwarding company is delivered to the first-tier supplier’s facility and loaded with



the finished goods. After being loaded, the container is driven to the shipping port (e.g., Tanjung
Priok), where it is unloaded and placed on a commercial vessel.

The container is offloaded at the destination port where, after clearing customs, the goods are
loaded onto a truck and shipped to the buyer’s warehouse for eventual delivery to their retail
outlets. The cost of delivery within the final destination country varies with either the freight-
forwarding company or buyer covering the costs. In the OEM production scenario, payment
terms are typically “net-30” for all players involved.

Unbranded automotive components are almost predominantly for the domestic aftermarket.
Similar to OEM distribution, there are wholesalers which purchase unbranded components for
further resale to the same retail outlets and repair shops. Typical retail outlets are small-scale
operations that are housed together in a large shopping center where goods are sold to both
individual consumers and repair shops on a cash basis. The pressing difference between retail
outlets is whether they are authorized dealers of specific brands (e.g., Toyota, Honda, Suzuki), or
independent outlets that sell both branded and unbranded components.

Repair shops are typically small. However, they offer the customer the opportunity to have the

component replaced at their facilities for a fee. Often, these shops are located on the side of the
road, and generally stock unbranded automotive components sourced from retail shops.
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Automotive Components: Product-Cost Breakdown

To gain a more comprehensive understanding of the respective costs and gross margins during
each stage of the overall automotive-components IVC, we analyzed the specific I\VVC for an oil

filter sold on the domestic market.

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RESEARCH AND METHODOLOGY

In order to attain more insight into the footwear, furniture, garment and automotive

component industry value chains (IVC), SENADA commissioned a team to conduct research

in and around Jakarta, Surabaya, Bandung, and Semarang for 6 weeks. Information was

collected from multiple sources and included interviews with suppliers, manufacturers,

distributors, retailers, associations and donor organizations, as well as secondary research via

the Internet (see Appendix 1: IVCS interview list). Specifically, this project had 3 objectives:

e Map the value chains, from input suppliers to end consumers, including the principal
characteristics of the firms and organizations that drive the value chain;

e Describe the mechanisms and the inter-relationship of these firms throughout each step of
the IVC

e Provide a breakdown of costs and profit margins for representative products within each
IvC

This report provides an overview of each industry and a detailed analysis of material/product
movement throughout each 1\VVC. Based on our findings, SENADA will map previously
identified constraints to gauge where along the IVC our assistance will be most effective.

FURNITURE INDUSTRY VALUE CHAIN

Overview of the Indonesian Furniture Industry

The Indonesian furniture industry is comprised of wooden (rubberwood, mahogany, teak,
acacia), rattan and metallic/plastic products for both export and domestic consumption.

While most larger firms focus on mixed panel and solid wood, the small to medium producers
focus on solid wood furniture. This is due to the high capital investment necessary to produce
overlaid panel furniture. For the small to medium sized producer, the cost of purchased
panels as material remains high, as the market price for these products is reflected in the
domestic and export demand for plywood, particleboard and MDF.!

From 2000-2005 the export of Indonesian furniture has increased 17%, totaling USD $1.78
billion in 2005

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Wood furniture accounts for 75% of exports, while rattan and metallic/plastic furniture
comprises the rest at 20% and 5% respectively. The largest furniture export market for
Indonesia is the United States (29.3%), followed by Japan (9.6%), the Netherlands and United
Kingdom (6.47% each)’.

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Indonesia has held its market share more or less constant over the past 3 years at around
2.5%, despite a substantial increase in the market share held by China.

In regard to the domestic market, there was no national data available for use. However,
ASMINDO, the Indonesian furniture association (see Appendix 2: ASMINDO Member List),
estimates domestic sales to be approximately 25% of exports, totaling USD $450 million.
Most domestic furniture is of traditional design and can be categorized as bedroom (30%),
living room (30%), kitchen (20%) and case goods such as bookcases, cabinets and dressers
(20%). These items are typically produced in small workshops and are sold either directly to
consumers or via intermediaries for larger orders. The ease in sourcing small quantities of
wood and other materials, low investment costs for machinery (less than USD $1,000 in most
cases) and the availability of unskilled but trainable labor are all main drivers of the small
scale producer/seller model.

One significant trend in the domestic market has been an increase in imported furniture,
particularly through the advent of hyper-markets and super-stores that source directly from
large-scale importers or foreign manufacturers. Imports have increased from USD $8.5
million in 2000 to USD $35 million in 2005. China is the major participant, now supplying
over 49% of legally imported furniture to Indonesia, followed by Japan (17%) and Singapore
(13%)".

To gain a more thorough understanding of the operational mechanisms and interrelationships
of firms in the furniture IVC, SENADA mapped the movement of materials and product,

from input supplier to end consumer, for both the domestic and export markets (see Appendix
3: Furniture Value Chain Overview).

Furniture: Input Suppliers

Wood for furniture production is sourced from either forests or plantations. Although
plantation timber is most commonly used for pulp and paper production, increasing quantities
are being used for furniture production. Historically, large-scale manufacturers source wood
from forests, since they require substantial volume and have the funds necessary to cover
licenses, permits and fees, while smaller-scale manufacturers must rely on input from
plantations.

Wood used in traditional domestic production is transported to Java from other islands, such
as Sumatra, Kalimantan and Sulawesi and include meranti, nyatoh, bintangor, balam, and
bangkerai species. Teak is the only traditional material grown on plantations, but since the
reformation era and the implementation of regional autonomy, huge tracts of this valuable
timber have disappeared making it too expensive for most domestic market applications.
Export production uses both traditional species as well as other domestic and import sourced
types such as rubberwood, acacia, albasia and radiata pine (from New Zealand plantations).

Most plantations operate in the same fashion. Seedlings are developed from seed propagation,
tissue culture or grafting operations. Several trans-plantings are necessary during the
formative years of the saplings. Some plantation species develop very quickly, such as
albasia, where wood can be cut and processed in five years time to traditional plantation
species such as teak and mahogany that may take up to 50 years to reach cutting size.

The determining factors in tree harvesting are the fertility of the soil, proper mix of fertilizers,
pest/fungus control spraying and weather conditions. The plantation is laid-out to allow for
small trucks to pass the grid and take the trees that meet harvesting requirements. Clear
cutting is not normally used in plantations because trees develop at different rates and
economical cutting requires selection of those trees that meet the minimum diameter
requirements.

Once cut, logs are manually debarked and cut in a band-saw mill. Sawmills are typically
located near the source of the logs to minimize the cost of transporting. According to the
CIFOR study on Rural Livelihoods, there are between 2,300 and 3,500 small scale sawmill
units in operation at this time in Indonesia.’

Once logs are cut into boards at the sawmill, they are stacked and delivered via truck to the
furniture manufacturer’s receiving area. Payment terms are typically cash to the contractors
who cut and transport the timber. Other materials, from panels to glue, finishing materials,
hardware, packing and indirect materials are made locally or in overseas factories and
purchased from vendors who normally work on net 30 payment, meaning the entire balance
of payment required must be made within 30 days to the raw material supplier.

Furniture: Production

Once boards are received by the furniture manufacturer, they are then placed into an
autoclave vacuum chamber. A diluted mixture of Borax (for anti-fungal activity combating
blue stain) and Borix (an insecticide) is injected into the vacuum chamber and penetrates all

the fibers of the wood under treatment. The boards are then removed and placed directly into
the kiln for drying.

The drying process involves steady circulating hot, dry air to the kiln chamber. Hydraulic
movement draws out the deeply held moisture in the boards. Many kilns are now computer
controlled to monitor conditions in the chamber. The kiln is monitored periodically and
moisture content is checked on several boards. The wood is removed once the moisture
content is below 10%.

The kiln-dried sawn timber is cut and milled in a planer or moulder. The moulding operation
cuts on six sides in the same run, resulting in dressed timber that is of precise dimension and
ready for further processing.

The next processing step is to finger-joint short cut pieces of wood to make longer boards.
The zig-zag cut of the finger-jointed board maximizes the surface area of the glued wood. If
done properly, a finger joint is stronger than the natural wood that surrounds it. These
elongated boards are joined in large clamping presses then further machined to eliminate any
surface roughness or differences in the thickness or width of the board throughout its length.

Once the components are milled, shaped and turned, they are finished in a multi-step process
that involves several initial coats of sanding sealer. This eliminates the uneven surface and
pores in the wood, leaving a smooth surface for the final finish. The individual components
are finished as either separate components in a knock-down system or as an entire unit
through assembly using nails and screws.

Several repeat steps are required in finishing. First, a sanding sealer is applied in one or two
coats. This is a lacquer based material that is quick and upon drying allows efficient sanding.
Following this, a painting conveyor facilitates spraying and air-drying operations. Usually a
linear oven is part of the assembly line and accelerates the drying process. Once dried,
components are removed and packed for shipment using polyethylene foam sheets and five
ply outer cartons.

Furniture: Distribution

Upon completion of a production order, the furniture manufacturer must arrange for delivery
of the goods to the buyer. For domestic distribution, box trucks, owned and operated by the
furniture manufacturer, are loaded by direct employees and “day laborers” (people hired on a
daily basis). Once loaded, the trucks are driven directly to a large retailer’s warehouse (e.g.,
Carrefour, Giant) or a furniture wholesaler’s facility for unloading and temporary storage by a
team of its’ own employees.

Smaller quantities of furniture are delivered from the wholesaler and large retailers’
warehouses to retail shops using their own fleet of trucks. Once goods arrive at the retail
location, they are unloaded and displayed for sale to the end consumer. Sales to domestic
retailers require the furniture manufacturer accepts up to 60 days (net 60) to receive payment.

Export distribution is generally executed through a letter of credit (L/C) which is a document
issued by a bank that essentially acts as an irrevocable guarantee of payment to a beneficiary.
The export process begins after a representative from the purchasing company (e.g., Pier One,
IKEA) inspects a sample of goods to be shipped. If approved, the furniture manufacturer
contacts a freight forwarding company (e.g., PT Maersk, PT Forin Antarbuana Flyindo, PT
Schenker Petrolog Utama) to arrange the schedule and all necessary documentation for

shipping.



Upon agreement, the empty container from the freight forwarding company is delivered to the
manufacturer’s facility and loaded with finished goods. After being loaded, the truck is driven
to the shipping port (e.g., Tanjung Priok) where it is unloaded and placed onto a commercial
shipping vessel. This is generally the point where the buyer accepts responsibility for the
shipment, in an arrangement know as free-on-board (FOB).

The shipment of goods via sea takes 4-5 weeks to arrive at the receiving port (e.g., Europe,
USA) and is unloaded at the dock. After clearing customs, the goods are loaded into a truck
and shipped to the buyers’ warehouse for eventual delivery to their retail outlets. The cost of
shipment within the final destination country varies with either the freight forwarding
company or buyer covering the costs.

Furniture: Product Cost Breakdown

To understand more about the specifics of the furniture IVC, we chose to analyze the costs
and mechanisms of exporting a rubberwood-composite kitchen table and 4 chairs.

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APPENDIX 3: FURNITURE VALUE CHAIN OVERVIEW
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RESEARCH AND METHODOLOGY

In order to attain more insight into the footwear, furniture, garment and automotive component

industry value chains (IVC), SENADA commissioned a team to conduct research in and around

Jakarta, Surabaya, Bandung, and Semarang for 6 weeks. Information was collected from multiple

sources and included interviews with suppliers, manufacturers, distributors, retailers, associations

and donor organizations, as well as secondary research via the Internet (see Appendix 1: IVCS

interview list). Specifically, this project had 3 objectives:

e Map the value chains, from input suppliers to end consumers, including the principal
characteristics of the firms and organizations that drive the value chain;

e Describe the mechanisms and the inter-relationship of these firms throughout each step of the
IVC

e Provide a breakdown of costs and profit margins for representative products within each IVC

This report provides an overview of each industry and a detailed analysis of material/product
movement throughout each I\VC. Based on our findings, SENADA will map previously identified
constraints to gauge where along the 1VC our assistance will be most effective.

GARMENT INDUSTRY VALUE CHAIN
Overview of the Indonesian Garment Industry

The textile and garment industry is the largest of Indonesia’s non-oil and gas industries, and
directly employs an estimated 1.8 million people. Of this figure, 63% are employed in medium-
to large-scale operations and 37% in small-scale firms. Both textile and garment production are
concentrated in Java, especially West Java, which accounts for 57% of these businesses, followed
by Jakarta (17%) and Central Java (14%)".

FIGURE 1: DISTRIBUTION OF GARMENT PRODUCERS
IN INDONESIA BY REGION
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Textile production is comprised of three activities, these being fiber production, spinning and
weaving/knitting. Indonesia is the seventh-largest fiber producer in the world, producing 1.5
million tons in 2004 at a value of USD $672 million. Following fiber production, spinning is the
next step in textile production. Indonesia has the fourth-largest spinning capacity of any nation,
generating USD $2.64 billion in 2004. Lastly, Indonesia has the third-largest weaving/knitting
capacity in the world, and produced products worth USD $3.89 billion during the same year?.

As may be expected, the Indonesian garment industry is intrinsically intertwined with textile
production and has historically been a leading sector of macroeconomic growth. In 2005, garment
sales were a combined USD $4.27 billion, with 71% of this being export revenue (USD $3.07
billion) and the remaining 29% domestic revenue (USD 1.2 billion). According to API, the
Indonesian textile and garment association (see Appendix 2: APl Member List), there are 861
registered garment producers that employ a total of 353,590 people. However, this figure
represents a significant underestimate if we consider the entire garment industry, as it does not
take into account the micro and small enterprises that also produce for the domestic market.

From 2001-2005, export garment sales have increased 10%, from USD $2.78 billion in 2001 to
USD $3.07 billion in 2005.

FIGURE 2: EXPORT GARMENT SALES FROM INDONESIA (2001-2005)
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The largest share of Indonesian garments is exported to the United States (31%), followed by the
EU countries (21%) and other ASEAN countries (7%). In 2004, Indonesia was the 9™ largest
garment exporter in the world®.

With regard to the domestic market, sales have increased only 2% from USD $1.81 billion in
2001 to USD $1.85 billion in 2004.

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One significant development within the domestic market is the increased reliance on imported
garments. In 2001, the official value of imported garments was USD $17 million, while this
figure increased to USD $53 million in 2005. According to API, the key driver of increased
imports is tighter price competitiveness, predominantly from Chinese manufacturers, whose
goods either enter Indonesia directly or via Singapore or Hong Kong”.

Garments: Domestic and Export IVC Product Flow

To gain a more thorough understanding of the operational mechanisms and interrelationships of
firms in the garment IVC, SENADA mapped the movement of materials and product, from input
supplier to end consumer, for both the domestic and export markets (see Appendix 3: Garment
Value Chain Overview).

Garments: Input Suppliers

The inputs needed for garment production are sourced from the fiber, spinning and
weaving/knitting industries. Within Indonesia, there are 28 registered large-scale fiber
manufacturers, which employ nearly 30,000 people and are primarily located in West and Central
Java. These manufacturers produce nylon, polyester and rayon. Fiber production requires a
significant investment in equipment and, consequently, does not typically include SMEs.

Once a fiber is created, it is usually mixed with cotton and spun to produce yarn. Similar to fiber
manufacturers, spinning factories are large in scale and also require substantial investment in
machinery. There are 204 registered spinning factories in Indonesia with a total of 207,764
employees. After spinning, yarn is knitted/woven and, if necessary, dyed to give the desired
color. Most small-scale knitting/weaving firms do not have the equipment or expertise to dye and
finish yarns. Consequently, their products are sold to larger knitting/weaving firm that have the

capability to do both. There are 1,044 registered knitting/weaving companies in Indonesia,
employing a total of 343,988 employees”.

Payment terms for parties with established relationships are typically “net 30”, meaning the entire
balance of payment must be made within 30 days to the raw material supplier. However, for first-
time transactions, cash on delivery is the most common payment method. Inputs for garment
production are typically delivered directly to the manufacturer’s facility by the supplier, where a
percentage of the delivery is inspected to ensure compliance. Typically, most medium- to large-
scale operations utilize some type of formalized quality control system (e.g., checking 10% of all
incoming supplies), while most small manufacturers do not. In the event that a shipment does not
initially meet the agreed standards, a more rigorous examination will be conducted (e.g., 25% of
input supplies are randomly selected and checked). It is the responsibility of the input supplier to
redeliver any goods deemed defective.

Garments: Production

Typically, garment manufacturers use nylon, rayon, polyester and cotton as the basic raw
materials for clothing production. Large garment manufacturers purchase their fabrics directly
from local manufacturers or import specialty fabrics from overseas mills or through an
international trading company that works for a small commission (e.g., 2-5%). Smaller-scale
garment manufacturers usually purchase fabrics from domestic wholesalers, located in the Tanah
Abang market in Jakarta, where 2,000 wholesalers operate out of shop-houses that serve as both
their offices and stores. Goods are transported within the Tanah Abang market mostly by
handcart.

Rolls of fabric are delivered to the factory for sorting, cutting and sewing. Accessories, buttons,
zippers and sewing thread are also generally purchased from local vendors in Tanah Abang.
Indirect materials, such as surfactants, and sizing and coloring agents, are purchased from
intermediary vendors, who source from either domestic suppliers or import from various
countries, such as China, Korea, Taiwan and Japan.

Garment production begins with development of a design. There are three common approaches to
design, each of which is dependent upon the end-consumer market. Manufacturers that sell their
garments in small-scale domestic retail shops create their own designs based on their knowledge
of current trends in the market, while garment producers that sell to large-scale domestic outlets
(e.g., Metro) are usually given product-design specifications from a buying agent. For export,
manufacturers are also provided with designs by the large retail outlet in question (e.g., Sears, JC
Penny).

Once a design has been finalized, the manufacturer prepares a production plan incorporating all
the necessary parts (e.g., sleeves, collar, trimming) to create a complete article of clothing.
Operations are then allocated accordingly. Assembly and sewing of the individual parts are
predominantly manual and have changed little over time. The key difference between garment
producers is generally the size of their workforce, which can vary substantially from a micro-
enterprise with less than 50 employees to a large-scale operation with 8,000-10,000 employees.

Employees are usually grouped in clusters, with each cluster focusing on completing a single
activity (e.qg., cutting fabric, threading buttons, etc...). Although similar to footwear in that this
industry is also labor intensive, garment production does not follow the same type of “start-to-
finish” process resulting in the completion of a single finished product. Instead, production is
more batch focused, in that different groups of employees are simultaneously working to fulfill
multiple production orders. For example, it is not uncommon (especially among the larger firms)
to have several groups of employees working on producing very different items, such as jeans, T-
shirts and dresses, at the same time.

Quality control is an integral component of a well-managed garment manufacturer, and is
necessary both to reduce costs through minimizing defects and to ensure customer satisfaction.
Firms involved in the export trade have the most stringent systems in place, while those focused
on the domestic market are typically more lax. This quality-control function is usually
accomplished by having quality managers review products at key steps during the production
cycle.

Upon completion, garments are packed in boxes and warehoused for future distribution. The
length of time finished goods stay in the warehouse depends upon both the volume of the
production order (larger orders remain warehoused longer as they are generally not shipped until
the entire order is complete) and whether the goods are to be exported or not (volume adequate to
fill a container).

Garments: Distribution

Domestically, the market for fashion goods is in the mid- to upper-price range. Local department
stores such as Metro, Millenia and Matahari have their own wholesale and logistics operations,
and purchases from SMEs are directed to their warehouses. Payment terms are a maximum of
net-30 days. However, in certain cases, a local buying agent may pay 30% on a purchase order
and the balance two weeks after delivery. Some local buying offices have enough market power
to demand consignment terms from the manufacturer, eliminating all risk in the transaction for
the big, successful buying agents.

Smaller volume sales in the domestic market are typically made on a cash-only basis. Garment
wholesalers based in Tanah Abang or Mangga Dua purchase goods directly from the
manufacturer. These goods are packaged and transported from the wholesale market by truck or,
for smaller purchases, by car. Depending on the volume purchased, garments may be warehoused
by the wholesaler or taken directly to the retail store for sale to the end consumer.

Export purchases are coordinated by buying agents. Basic and standard items of apparel are sold
to global superstores, such as Wal-Mart and Carrefour, while fashion goods are sold to global-
brand import/distributors. Sell-through is almost assured, provided quality meets minimum
standards and the style does not go through any radical transformations. Unsold goods can be
returned in some cases to the manufacturer or re-channeled to small retailers or kiosks, where
they will be sold at much lower prices.

Export is generally carried out using a letter-of-credit (L/C), which is a document issued by the
buyer’s bank that essentially acts as an irrevocable guarantee of payment. The export process
begins after a buying agent (e.g., individuals who approve the purchase and receipt of garments
for multinational firms such as Benetton, Lacoste, Polo, etc,) inspects a sample of the goods to be



shipped. If approved, the garment manufacturer contacts a freight-forwarding company (e.g., PT
Maersk, PT Forin Antarbuana Flyindo, PT Schenker Petrolog Utama), that schedules pick-up and
provides all necessary documentation for shipping.

Upon agreement, an empty container from the freight-forwarding company is delivered to the
manufacturer’s facility and loaded with the finished goods. After being loaded, the container is
driven to the shipping port (e.g., Tanjung Priok), where it is unloaded and placed on a commercial
vessel. This is generally the point where the buyer accepts responsibility for the shipment, in an
arrangement know as free-on-board (FOB).

Goods shipped by sea take 4-5 weeks to arrive in the destination country (e.g., Europe, USA).
After clearing customs, the goods are loaded onto a truck and delivered to the buyer’s warehouse
for eventual delivery to retail outlets. The cost of shipment within the final destination country
varies, with either the freight-forwarding company or buyer covering the costs.

Garments: Product-cost breakdown

To gain a more comprehensive understanding of the respective costs and gross margins during
each stage of the overall garment IVVC, we analyzed a pair of blue jeans destined for the export
market.
