Accessing the Services in the Global Health Programs
This Users’ Guide includes the preferred method for USAID operating units to access the awards described in
the Project Directory.

Most projects that show “Field Support” as the preferred method of access may also be accessed using Operat-
ing Year Budget (OYB) transfers. This alternate method generally are available to provide additional, flexible
ways that accommodate unique or unusual Mission circumstances. For further information about these alterna-
tives, kindly contact the respective project COTR/AOTRs.

Two types of awards that are especially designed for field mission use are Indefinite Quantity Contracts (1QC)
and Leader with Associates Cooperative Agreements (LWA). Both methods are designed to provide quick and
simple access to technical services in health by providing an “umbrella” of pre-selected sets of contractors or
recipients of cooperating agreements. Under both mechanisms, missions initiate and manage the awards. Mis-
sions should contact the project CTOs for assistance in initiating task orders under IQCs or for negotiating asso-
ciate awards under LWAs.

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Introduction to USAID

The mission of the United States Agency for International Development (USAID) is to foster a more prosper-
ous, democratic, and secure world for the benefit of the American people and the international community. By
enabling the conditions to help countries move from poverty to prosperity, USAID serves both the American
public and millions of people living in countries in development and transition.

As stated by President Obama in the Presidential Policy Directive on Global Development, our overarching

goal is to promote “sustainable development that provides opportunities for more people, enabled by democratic
governance and capable, reliable, and transparent institutions, and driven by people who are provided with the
tools to transform their own destinies.”

USAID Health Objectives and Goals

The U.S. foreign assistance framework positions health within the objective of Investing in People. The
Strategic Goal of Investing in People is to help nations achieve sustainable improvements in the well-
being and productivity of their populations, while advancing American interests, through diplomacy and
assistance that promote effective and accountable health, education, and other social services.!

The strategic priorities for U.S. assistance in health are to:

» Improve global health, including child, maternal and reproductive health;

* Reduce disease, especially HIV/AIDS, malaria, tuberculosis, and polio; and
» Increase access to improved drinking water and sanitation services.?

The Global Health Initiative (GHI) directs USG assistance through the following core principles:

» Focusing on women, girls, and gender equality: A core objective of GHI is to improve health out-
comes among women and girls, both for their own sake and because of the centrality of women to the
health of their families and communities. Over the long term, improving the health of women enhanc-
es their productivity and social and economic participation. Improving women’s health also benefits,
now and in the future, the social and economic development of families, communities and nations.

* Encouraging country ownership and strengthening health systems: Ultimately, governments —
together with non-governmental organizations (NGOs), civil society organizations (CSOs) including
affected communities, faith-based organizations (FBOs), the private sector and others in countries
— must decide upon their countries’ health needs and strategies. They are responsible for making and
sustaining progress, and they must be accountable to those served by their health systems. According-
ly, a core principle of GHI is to support country ownership, encouraging governments to engage with
stakeholders at the national, provincial, district and community levels as they develop and implement
their country health plans and strategies.

» Strengthening and leveraging other efforts: The U.S. recognizes that improving global health
outcomes is a shared responsibility. The needs are too vast and the challenges too great for any one
country or organization to address alone. Indeed, a key principle of GHI is to strengthen and leverage
key multilateral organizations and global health partnerships. Multilateral institutions build political

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momentum for sustained efforts to improve global health, mobilize and coordinate donor country com-
mitments, and promote mutual accountability among donors, partner governments and other stakehold-
ers. Global health partnerships engage and collaborate with civil society and the private sector, increas-
ing access to resources for those in need.

» Increasing impact through strategic coordination and integration: Coordinating and integrating the
delivery of health interventions is essential for achieving sustained improvements in health. Under GHI,
the United States strives to coordinate its health programming across the whole of government, other
donors, and country partners. It is expected that, where possible, country-owned health delivery plat-
forms will be the basis for providing comprehensive health services.

* Promoting learning and accountability through monitoring and evaluation: Monitoring and evalu-
ating our progress, encouraging innovation, using current research, supporting and conducting new re-
search and sharing the results of our learning are integral to all aspects of GHI and critical to its success.
Consistent with the U.S. commitment to the aid effectiveness principles of country ownership, partner-
ship, and mutual accountability, we are coordinating our learning and aligning our efforts with those of
our country and development partners. This will include utilizing globally agreed-upon indicators and
country indicators when possible. We are committed to meaningful and timely evaluation and research
that will inform partner countries, the U.S., and other partners about what works and what does not and
which approaches should be scaled up, modified or phased out.

» Accelerating results through research and innovation: Research has built the evidence base which
underpins key interventions for the GHI, such as the use of Vitamin A to reduce child mortality, simpli-
fied antiretroviral treatment, male circumcision for prevention of HIV, community-based treatment of
pneumonia, and use of insecticide-treated bed nets. Evolving disease threats, such as increased drug
resistance, make it difficult to rely on the existing body of scientific evidence and technologies alone.
Under GHI, research will continue to spur innovation for the discovery and development of new bio-
medical interventions and technologies, such as drugs, diagnostics and vaccines; medical devices, such
as safe syringes; and information and communication technologies, such as mobile telephones and other
data-transmitting devices that have the potential to improve people’s health.

The United States will engage the international community to reach consensus on long-term funding mecha-
nisms for global health. Sustained and predictable financing is essential to achieving long-terms gain in global
health. Under the GHI, the United States will reengage with its international partners to develop a comprehen-
sive financing strategy for global health.

USAID health assistance works toward reaching the goals and targets of the GHI:

HIV/AIDS: Through the President’s Emergency Plan for AIDS Relief (PEPFAR), support
the prevention of more than 12 million new HIV infections; provide direct support for more
than 4 million people on treatment; and support care for more than 12 million people, in-
cluding 5 million orphans and vulnerable children.

Family Planning and Reproductive Health: Prevent 54 million unintended pregnancies. This
will be accomplished by reaching a modern contraceptive prevalence rate of 35 percent across as-
sisted countries and reducing from 24 to 20 percent the proportion of women aged 18-24 who have
their first birth before age 18.

Malaria: Through the President’s Malaria Initiative (PM1), halve the burden of malaria for 450 million
people, representing 70 percent of the at-risk population in Africa. Malaria efforts will expand into Nigeria
and the Democratic Republic of Congo.

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Maternal and Child Health: Reduce maternal mortality by 30 percent across assisted countries, and
under-five mortality rates by 35 percent across assisted countries.

Nutrition: Reduce child undernutrition by 30 percent across assisted food insecure coun-
tries, in conjunction with the President’s Feed the Future Initiative (FTF).

Other Public Health Threats: The foreign assistance element of Other Public Health
Threats may be used to fund several categories of assistance, but is currently focused on
neglected tropical diseases (NTDs). Reduce the prevalence of 7 NTDs by 50 percent among
70 percent of the affected population, contributing to: the elimination of onchocerciasis in
Latin America; the elimination of lymphatic filariasis globally; the elimination of blinding
trachoma; and the elimination of leprosy.

Tuberculosis: Contribute to the treatment of a minimum of 2.6 million new sputum smear positive TB
cases and 57,200 multi-drug resistant (MDR) cases of TB, and contribute to a 50 percent reduction in TB
deaths and disease burden relative to the 1990 baseline.?

In addition, the Bureau for Global Health works on avian influenza and other public health threats, programs to
help orphans and vulnerable children, partnerships with the private sector, and international partnerships:

Avian Influenza and Other Emerqging Threats: USAID has supported USG efforts to prevent
and control avian influenza outbreaks among animals, minimize human exposure and strengthen pandemic
readiness. These efforts fostered quick international response by the USG to the 2009 H1N1 influenza pan-
demic. A key priority is now to focus on preempting or combating, at their source, other diseases that could
spark future pandemics.

Orphans and Vulnerable Children: USAID is the lead U.S. agency under PL 109-95, the Assis-
tance for Orphans and Other Vulnerable Children in Developing Countries Act of 2005. Within USAID,

the Bureau for Global Health is the locus of PL 109-95 leadership and the home of the Special Advisor for
Orphans and Vulnerable Children, a position mandated by the Act. The PL 109-95 strategy is to improve the
coherence, efficiency and impact of the USG response to highly vulnerable children.

Partnering with the Private Sector: For many years, USAID has recognized the strategic overlap

between the goals of the private, for-profit sector, and the global health, development community. Public-

private partnerships include:

» Over 650 partners working in public private partnerships in the health sector;

*  Over $900 million in partner resources invested in public private partnerships in the health sector; and

» Partnership arrangements that provide joint support for product distribution or disease control, product
development, and policy reform, advocacy or health systems issues.

% The Lantos-Hyde Reauthorization Act (P.L. 11 0-293) calls for the USG to support the objectives of the Global Plan to STOP TB,
including the achievement of the Global Plan goals to reduce by half the TB death and disease burden from the 1990 baseline.
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International Partnerships: GH participation in international partnerships includes:

* lodine Deficiency Disorder (IDD) supports the Sustainable Elimination of lodine Deficiency in 42
countries through a grant with UNICEF;

* GAVI, formerly the Global Alliance for Vaccines and Immunization is an innovative public private
partnership formed with donor agencies, private foundations, the World Health Organization, UNICEF,
the World Bank, technical institutions, developing countries, and vaccine manufacturers;

* Neglected Tropical Diseases (NTDs) supports scaling up integrated management of NTDs through
targeted mass drug administration for lymphatic filariasis, schitosomiasis, trachoma, onchocerciasis, and
three soil-transmitted helminthes;

* Global Drug Facility for Tuberculosis (GDF) is working to support DOTS and reduce and prevent TB
cases by tackling infrequent and poor quality drug supplies to TB patients;

* Child Blindness: The A2Z Project is the USAID Micronutrient and Child Blindness Project that man-
ages the USAID child blindness program, which engages a variety of specialized NGOs to deliver high
impact and cost-effective eye care services to populations in need through a small grants program.

* The Global Fund to Fight AIDS, Tuberculosis, and Malaria is an international financing institution
that invests the world’s money to save lives; to November 2010, it has committed $19.3 billion in 144
countries to support large-scale prevention, treatment, and care programs against the three diseases.

* The Joint U.N. Program on HIV/AIDS (UNAIDS) is an innovative partnership that leads and inspires
the world in achieving universal access to HIV prevention, treatment, care, and support.

* The International Partnership for Microbicides (IPM) is supported to accelerate the development of
safe, effective, acceptable, and affordable microbicides to prevent HIV transmission in resource-poor
countries.

» Harnessing Non-State Actors for Improved Health for the Poor (HANSHEP) was initiated in 2009
by bilateral donors, multilateral donors, and private foundations to coordinate and improve assistance
that enhances the effectiveness of the private sector in providing health care for the poor.

» The Alliance for Reproductive, Maternal, and Neonatal Health is a 5-year, public/private global al-
liance to contribute to the goal of reducing the unmet need for family planning by 100 million women,
expand skilled birth attendance and facility-based deliveries, and increase the numbers of women and
newborns receiving quality post-natal care by 2015.

Roles for the Bureau for Global Health: The funds allocated to the Bureau for Global Health ad-
dress the same Agency goals and objectives as Mission funds, but are used in ways appropriate for a central,
functional bureau. These uses include:

» Technical support to the field;

* Global technical leadership;

» Operations research and innovation;

» Economies of scale in procurement of commodities and highly specialized expertise; and

» Funding and representation to international health organizations.
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Global Health Offices and Functions

Bureau staff manages an array of technical projects, providing technical support to USAID missions and field
programs, garnering support for our programs with stakeholders, and nurturing and galvanizing stronger part-
nerships with the development community. This global leadership is influencing the worldwide health agenda,
increasing the likelihood of successful health programs and encouraging the wider global community to adopt
new technologies and approaches and to pursue USAID priorities and goals.

The Office of the Assistant Administrator provides oversight to the GH Bureau and leadership for the Global
Health Initiative, creating support for GHI and helping to mainstream GHI principles into all GH activities and
programs. The office includes a small support staff to coordinate support to the field, research, legislative rela-
tions and external affairs and the GHI Launch Team.

e The GHI Launch Team provides overall leadership for GHI by managing interagency coordi-
nation, including support to the GHI Strategic Council, and mainstreaming GHI principles into
all GH activities. It also manages the introduction of the Health Grand Challenge for Develop-
ment and the Center for Excellence. The Country Support Unit, newly integrated into the GHI
Launch team, provides support to the field.

e USAID’s Country Support Unit (CSU) supports the implementation of GHI in collaboration
with GH, regional bureaus and other USG partners. This Unit manages the country health team
system which provides technical and strategic assistance to USAID’s health programs. USAID
Country Health Teams combine expertise from GH, regional bureaus, and functional bureaus to
provide technical, strategic and programmatic assistance to USAID missions. CSU also works
with an expanded interagency country team system to assist the USG team in country on GHI,
including development and implementation of the GHI strategy — while USAID country teams
continue to support USAID missions.

Office of Health, Infectious Diseases and Nutrition (GH/HIDN)

The Office of Health, Infectious Diseases and Nutrition (HIDN) manages the Global Health Bureau’s activities
in child survival health, maternal health, and infectious diseases, which include Tuberculosis, Malaria, Avian
Influenza and Other Emerging Threats, Neglected Tropical Diseases and Water and Sanitation, and provides
technical leadership in each of these areas.
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» The Health Systems Division (GH/HIDN/HS) works across the entire portfolio of Global
Health and is responsible for technical leadership and direction in health systems strengthening.
Division teams focus on health policy; quality assurance; work force policy; pharmaceutical
management and standards; and information, monitoring, and evaluation.

* The Infectious Diseases Division (GH/HIDN/ID) is responsible for technical leadership and
direction in infectious diseases and environmental health issues. Division teams focus on tuber-
culosis, malaria, neglected tropical diseases and other infectious diseases, and environmental
health.

* The Maternal and Child Health Division (GH/HIDN/MCH) provides technical leadership
and direction in newborn, child and maternal health, and safe motherhood initiatives. Division
teams focus on newborn and child health and survival; maternal health; polio; immunization
programs, including support to the Global Alliance for Vaccines and Immunization (GAVI); and
vaccine introduction and new technologies. This Division also houses the Environmental Health
Team, which focuses on technical leadership and support for safe water, hygiene and sanitation.

e The Nutrition Division (GH/HIDN/NUT) is responsible for technical leadership and direction in
nutrition, micronutrients and food security. Division teams focus on infant and young child nutrition,
micronutrient supplementation, food fortification, and developing innovative products to improve diet
quality for sustainable nutrition and food security programming. The Nutrition Division also houses
the child and maternal health research program and the Child Survival and Health Grants Program that
facilitates a productive partnership between USAID and U.S. private and voluntary organizations.

Office of HIV/AIDS (GH/OHA)

The Office of HIV/AIDS is the focus of HIVV/AIDS technical leadership for the Agency and has primary respon-
sibility for leading the Agency’s efforts within the President’s Emergency Plan for AIDS Relief (PEPFAR). In
cooperation with the State Department Office of the Global AIDS Coordinator (OGAC), this responsibility en-
tails ensuring the technical integrity of Agency and mission strategies; providing global technical leadership on
the full range of issues related to HIVV/AIDS prevention, care, and treatment; managing numerous research and
field support programs; and monitoring and reporting on the impact of the Agency’s HIV/AIDS program.

* The Technical Leadership and Research Division (GH/OHA/TLR) provides technical advice
and support across the Agency and field missions and has primary responsibility for HIVV/AIDS opera-
tional and biomedical research in areas relevant to Emergency Plan goals and objectives.

* The Implementation Support Division(GH/OHA/IS) focuses on the provision of assistance to
accelerate and scale-up HIVV/AIDS programs in the field, and manages the majority of centrally-
funded HIV/AIDS programs.

* The Strategic Planning, Evaluation, and Reporting Division (GH/OHA/SPER) provides
programmatic expertise to help the Agency and its missions develop programs that respond to
USG, USAID and Congressional policy and budget priorities, and incorporate innovations, best
practices and lessons learned.

* The Supply Chain Management Division (GH/OHA/SCMS) helps strengthen existing sup-
ply chains or establish new ones to ensure a safe, secure, reliable, and sustainable supply chain
management system to procure pharmaceuticals and other products for people with HIV/AIDS
and related infections.
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Introduction to Global Health Bureau

Office of Population and Reproductive Health (GH/PRH)

The Office of Population and Reproductive Health (PRH) provides strategic direction, technical leadership and
support to field programs in population, voluntary family planning, and reproductive health. It manages pro-
grams that advance and apply state-of-the-art technologies, expand access to quality services, promote healthy
behaviors, broaden contraceptive availability and choices, strengthen policies and systems to address family
planning and reproductive health needs, and improve data collection and use.

The Commodities Security and Logistics Division (GH/PRH/CSL) promotes the long-term
availability of a range of high-quality contraceptives, condoms and other essential reproduc-
tive health supplies.

The Policy, Evaluation, and Communication Division (GH/PRH/PEC) works across the
entire portfolio of Global Health activities to improve the collection, analysis and use of data
in policymaking and program planning; and promotes policies, behavior change and commu-
nity norms, which result in improved reproductive and health outcomes.

The Research, Technology, and Utilization Division (GH/PRH/RTU) provides technical
leadership in building scientific and empirical knowledge, and ensures its use in the design and
implementation of effective, efficient, high-quality family planning and reproductive health
programs.

The Service Delivery Improvement Division (GH/PRH/SDI) develops and applies innovative

strategies that improve the performance of individuals, organizations, and systems for the sustainable
delivery of quality family planning and related services.

Office of Professional Development and Management Support (GH/PDMS)
Director: Sharon Carney

The Office of Professional Development and Management Support (PDMS) is responsible for three functional
areas in the Bureau for Global Health: Professional Development, Personnel, and Administrative Support.

» The Professional Development Team (GH/PDMS) manages professional development activities and
training, which include the PhuNdamentals Course, eLearning and State of the Art (SOTA) workshops for
Washington and overseas Agency staff, and manages the Public Health Fellows Program, which places and
supports Fellows worldwide.

* The Personnel Team (GH/PDMS) maintains the Bureau Manage-to-Budget records; assists Bureau
managers in developing workforce analyses and plans, position descriptions, and Statements of Work
(SOWs); coordinates the Annual Evaluation processes and Awards programs for the Bureau; processes
recruitment requests and selection approvals through SDAA/GH; coordinates with the Office of Human
Resources (OHR), with the Office of Acquisition and Assistance, and directly with Institutional Contractors
of GH/PDMS to provide for both Direct and Non-Direct Hire staff for the GH Bureau, other Washington
Bureaus and Offices, and overseas missions; and chairs the GH Personnel Working Group with representa-
tion from each GH Bureau Office.



Introduction to Global Health Bureau

* The Administrative Support Team (GH/PDMS) manages the Bureau Operating Expense budget, in
collaboration with GH/SPBO/Controller, and associated procurement activities. It also provides all logistic
and systems support to Bureau staff, including space planning and assignments; network, remote, and tele-
phone access; equipment and supplies; interface with the Office of Security (SEC) for security clearances
and badges; and maintenance of Vital Records, Emergency Contact Information, Continuity of Operations
Planning (COOP) and Emergency Procedures.

Office of Strategic Planning, Budgeting and Operations (GH/SPBO)
Director: Richard W. Whelden

The Office of Strategic Planning, Budgeting and Operations (SPBO) has primary responsibility for Global
Health’s strategic planning, budgeting, programming and procurement functions. It serves as the secretariat of
the GH Office of the Assistant Administrator to coordinate GH actions.

e The Strategic Planning and Budgeting Division (GH/SPBO/SPB) undertakes strategic plan-
ning, which includes overall sector and program planning, policy monitoring and evaluation,
and serves to coordinate such activities within Global Health and with other units within the
Agency. It also monitors and participates in donor coordination, private partnerships, evalua-
tion of unsolicited proposals, reconstruction and stabilization issues, and controlled correspon-
dence.

* The Operations Division (GH/SPBO/OPS) is responsible for providing programmatic support
to Global Health technical office staff, from activity design through implementation. It also takes the
lead in procurement planning, monitoring and tracking of all procurement actions; prepares and moni-
tors Global Health’s budgets, which includes the management of Global Health OYB and monitoring
of Global Health’s pipeline.

The quality assurance testing
is implemented by Family Health International (FHI). Additionally, the
freight forward and warehousing services are provided by a contract with
Agility Logistics.

In September of 2009 the Global Health Bureau’s Office of Population and
Reproductive Health awarded a five-year collaboration agreement between
USAID and Bayer Schering Pharma (BSP).

The BSP--USAID Contraceptive Security Initiative is an innovative public-
private partnership that seeks to address the ever increasing need for af-
fordable contraceptives in the developing world. In the first ever project of
this nature, BSP will register, market and promote Microgynon Fe, an oral
contraceptive, at an affordable price, to middle income women in multiple
developing countries.

Services Provided

BSP is seeking to create a permanent market niche for Microgynon Fe as

a “Tier 2” product. As such, Microgynon Fe will have a price point above
the social marketing and public sector level and below commercial prices,
which will attract contraceptive users to the middle of the market, thereby
growing the overall number of users and allowing governments and donors
to better serve lower income markets.

BSP will use its existing manufacturing, packaging, export/import and
distribution capabilities as well as the expertise and capacity of its current
management and sales staff. Tier 2 Microgynon Fe will be sold in the pri-
vate sector, using local pharmacies as the primary distribution channel. This
approach leverages the private sector to ensure market viability and create
sustainable markets for mid-priced contraceptives.

USAID will contribute funding for initial advertising/promotional sup-
port in order to help build initial awareness and volume sales. BSP will
subcontract Meridian Group International, Inc., a long-established USAID
subcontractor on social marketing initiatives, to develop and manage the
in-country promotional activities. The project will use a phased approach
to implement this initiative in up to eleven African countries, beginning in
Ethiopia and Uganda.

Purpose

Catholic Medical Mission Board (CMMB), working in partnership with the
Church Health Association of Zambia (CHAZ) implements the program
“Men Taking Action (MTA)”, in which men will play a more active part

to child. Over a three year period, CMMB works with 31 Church Health
Institutions (CHI) to strengthen the capacity of CHI staff and community
health worker (CHW) networks to address male attitudes and practices that
negatively impact women attending antenatal clinics (ANC), and accessing
prevention of mother-to-child transmission (PMTCT) services.

Men’s education sessions stress that even if a mother is HIV positive, the
child can be born and remain HIV negative. CMMB envisions a greater
understanding that PMTCT will translate into encouragement and support
for female partners attending ANC beyond the initial visit as well as greater
numbers accessing PMTCT. CMMB establishes a team composed of two
nurses and a Program Director to implement a three step program which
will address the President’s Emergency Plan objectives of:

» Increased prevention education and prevention treatment;

* Increased counseling and testing; and

» Changes in behavior.

The CMMB strategy includes making rapid screening HIVV/ AIDS testing
available to men during grassroots community education sessions.

Health Care Improvement Project (HCI)

Purpose

HCI adapts modern quality improvement approaches to the needs of
USAID-assisted countries, and seeks to institutionalize improvement as

an integral element of delivering health services. This contract builds on a
series of GH projects which have drawn on the state-of-the-art methodolo-
gies used in the US health system. Modern quality improvement focuses
on studying and improving health care processes, rather than on the provi-
sion of inputs, such as drugs, training courses, and expert advice. A wide
range of studies have documented deficiencies in health care processes in
developing countries, including low levels of provider compliance with
evidence-based guidelines. Management processes, such as record keeping
and coordination between service units, also offer opportunities for im-
provement. Traditional strategies like supervision have shown only limited
impact on what health care workers actually do.

Services Provided:

HCI builds on the world’s largest body of experience in applying modern im-
provement methodologies in developing countries. The most widely used meth-
odology is the improvement collaborative, which organizes a group of facility-
level teams to work on a single area of service delivery. A recent analysis of 27
collaboratives in 12 countries examined 135 indicators of provider compliance in
MCH, AIDS, TB, FP, and other services. At baseline, most indicators fell below
50% compliance. After the collaboratives, 119 of the indicators reached or exceed-
ed 80% compliance, and most sustained this level for over a year. HCI supports
similar collaboratives in all USAID priority services, working directly with health
system leaders or in collaboration with USAID partners. The collaborative meth-
odology has also been applied to non-clinical issues, such as community-based
services, human resources management, programs for orphans and vulnerable
children, implementing chronic care, and district level management.

The collaborative model has also been successfully applied to scaling up improved
practices, through a process of planned spread through the health system.

HCI also provides technical assistance in the full range of modern quality im-
provement approaches, including private sector regulation (accreditation, certifi-
cation, licensing); pay for performance; incorporating quality improvement into
supervision systems; quality assessments; quality improvement evaluations; and
systems for records audit and feedback. HCI also addresses the impact of train-
ing on provider performance, including training evaluation and development of
computer-based training programs.

Promoting the Quality of Medicines (PQM)

Purpose

PQM’s mandate is to help assure the quality and safety of priority medi-
cines by strengthening medicines quality assurance mechanisms in devel-
oping countries. PQM is USAID’s response to the growing challenge posed
by substandard and counterfeit medicines. These medicines can cause
treatment failure and costly adverse events, increase morbidity and mortal-
ity, and potentially contribute to the more rapid emergence and spread of
antimicrobial resistance. In addition to representing a significant public
health threat, these medicines also risk undermining past and current health
investments.

Services Provided

The PQM program (1) provides technical assistance in strengthening national
medicines quality assurance systems; (2) works with international pre-qualifica-
tion mechanisms and selected manufacturers to increase the supply of quality-
assured medicines of relevance to priority USAID health programs; (3) promotes
and supports evidence-based interventions to combat substandard and fake medi-
cines in the supply chain; and (4) provides technical leadership and global advo-
cacy regarding the importance of medicines quality assurance.

Illustrative activities include:

e Strengthen national medicines quality control laboratories, establish post-
marketing surveillance systems, and address quality-assurance related aspects
of procurement, medicines registration, and licensing;

» Improve compliance of selected manufacturers with Good Manufacturing
Practices (GMP) and support them in dossier preparation for WHO prequalifi-
cation or other recognized prequalification systems;

» Build or support regional and international partnerships to exchange medi-
cines-related information and take corrective actions to address substandard
and counterfeit medicines problems (e.g. collaboration with WHO’s Interna-
tional Medical Products Anti-Counterfeiting Taskforce - IMPACT);

» Collaborate with the World Bank, the Global Fund, the Global Drug Facility,
the Green Light Committee, and the DfID-funded Medicines Transparency
Alliance (MeTA), among others, to expand the availability of high quality
medicines and support system strengthening efforts directed toward improving
the quality of medicines at the country level,

»  Test medicine samples, as needed, for USAID and USAID’s collaborating
partners;

» Develop relevant pharmacopeial monographs and reference standards, as well
as new medicines quality assurance tools, approaches and methodologies as
needed.

Strengthening Pharmaceutical Systems (SPS)

Purpose

The mandate of SPS is to improve access to and use of medicines and health
commodities of assured quality for priority health interventions, with a focus on
assuring effective pharmaceutical services to achieve desired health outcomes.
The new international health environment, characterized by ambitious treatment
targets and vastly increased resources for medicines, poses unique challenges but
offers unprecedented opportunities for health program development. SPS employs
innovative approaches to strengthen pharmaceutical systems and foster south-to-
south capacity building. In the pharmaceutical governance arena, SPS advances
the USG agenda, including combating corruption, promoting transparency and
accountability, and strengthening regulatory capacity to protect public health. Ad-
dressing the growing threat posed by accelerating antimicrobial resistance (AMR)
is also a major area of work. Continuing the technical leadership agenda of the
RPM Plus Program, SPS provides pharmaceutical management support to global
health initiatives, enables donor coordination, facilitates harmonization of tools,
and disseminates best practices.

e Strengthen governance in the pharmaceutical sector by improving medicines
policies, laws and regulations, pharmacovigilance, and strategic planning ca-
pacity, including involving civil society and interest groups, sharing informa-
tion, and establishing monitoring and oversight mechanisms;

in drug financing, pricing, insurance, and reimbursement schemes for medi-
cines;

e Combat the emergence and spread of AMR through information and advocacy
efforts, institutional interventions (e.g., infection control, curriculum reform,
therapeutics committees, etc.) and behavior change approaches at the commu-
nity level to improve drug use practices.

The Medicines for Malaria Venture was established in 1999 to build and
manage a research and development portfolio capable of leading to the
registration of at least one new antimalarial drug every five years. Although
partnered with industry, MMV’s focus is on discovery and development of
drugs that will be affordable to populations living in malaria endemic areas.
MMV manages and directs research and development activities carried out
at a broad variety of institutions, comprising 42 academic and pharmaceu-
tical organizations located in 10 different countries. At present, there are

38 candidate antimalarial agents in MMV’s portfolio, including several
completely new therapeutic targets.

Purpose

The Child Survival & Health Grants Program (CSHGP) facilitates a dynamic part-
nership between USAID and private and voluntary organizations (PVOs)/NGOs.
Together, CSHGP and PVOs/NGOs support innovative and effective community-
oriented projects that measurably improve maternal, newborn and child health
(MNCH) outcomes and contribute to reductions in morbidity and mortality.
