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RADDEx 2.0 TECHNICAL DEMONSTRATION 

The technical demonstration will cover three main areas of RADDEx 2.0: declarations, 
reports and announcements. 

DECLARATIONS 

The first screen displays a list of declarations and details of each declaration. It also 
shows a tool to search for a single entry. A filter is provided to search declarations of 
specific status, initial country, destination country, etc.  

 

If the entry has an item that is sensitive, RADDEx 2.0 will pick the entry and alert the 
user with a red flag. 

 

Scenario 

Below is a scenario of an entry declared in Mombasa, Kenya that is destined for 
Bujumbura, Burundi, and how the entry can be tracked as it travels along the Northern 
Corridor. 

 

Tracking this entry reveals the following RADDEx 2.0 functionalities: declaration details, 
declaration items, declaration history and declaration compare.

- Declaration details 

This shows a soft copy of the paper document that normally travels along the Corridor. 
The declaration details view, shown below, displays every detail of the declaration as 
declared at the originating country. Before RADDEx, clearing agents had to wait for the 
document before making entries in transit countries and at the destination.  
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- Declaration items 

A list of the items is provided for every declaration and this section displays the 
items of an entry with commodity codes, commodity description, and invoice value.  
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- Declaration history 

Declaration history is the core of tracking.  This view shows the history of the 
declaration as it travels along the Corridor. 

  

 

- Declaration compare 

The declaration compare screen provides a comparison of the entry as it was declared 
at the origin and at the destination. The compare view helps in identifying changes made 
to a particular declaration. 

 

REPORTS 

The reporting screen provides a regional view of value and volume of trade and customs 
data. Below shows the total value of goods transiting in Kenya, Uganda, Rwanda, 
Burundi and Tanzania over a period of seven days. Transit times (average number of 
days in-transit goods travel across the region) and values and bond amounts of goods 
travelling in the region are also provided.  
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ANNOUNCEMENTS 

The announcements section is a communication tool to help customs officers to 
communicate at a national and regional level.  A user can make an announcement on a 
specific risky entry number.
