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l. PROGRAMMATIC ACTIVITIES

Secondary Education Project in Kyrgyzstan

With the school year ending in May, IFES was pleased to have the first part of the
civics education course piloted in 108 schools. One third of the schools were located in
the south of the country but this will change in the fall when IFES adds about twenty-
five Uzbek teaching schools from the Osh areato the list of pilot schools plus another
twenty-five Kyrgyz rural schools. IFES believes these to be essential components for a
successful civics education project in the post Soviet environment.

IFES has completed the trand ation of the textbook into Uzbek language and following
publication IFES will have about 150 schools on our pilot project using Russian,

Kyrgyz and Uzbek versions of the textbook. The editor and translators assured IFES
that all words and ideas were accurately translated, which is a difficult though essential
task. With the first volume of the civics course in schools, |FES consultant has written
many new chapters for part two of the civics education course. The second part of the
textbook includes specific chapters of democratic development in Kyrgyzstan with
western standards in several key sectors, including freedom of speech and the role of an
independent, mass media as well as tackling the difficult subject of state corruption.
IFES staff have arranged, as with the first part and will commence in June, a student
summer school, conducted in the IFES office, consisting of selected studentsto trial and
assess student activities in part two of the textbook.

Teachers have reported trialing the course mostly in years 10 and 11; however, we
know of teachers who have trialed the course with students at year nine level aswell as
one teacher who had some year 8 students attending, although she reported these
students struggled with the text but to a much lesser extent with the tasks.

At the conclusion of the school year IFES conducted a teacher summer camp to assess
teacher effectivenessin the introduction of the interactive teaching method. The
teachers have overwhelmingly endorsed the new interactive methodologies and
classroom management techniques and they have made many suggestions and
improvements to the draft course. The teachers praised IFES' current work but also
appealed for materials for a grade seven-eight class and even more so for a grade five-
six class. They did this asthey think that if the IFES materials were made part of the
compulsory curriculum they would be best used at grades nine and ten and not in eleven
where there is great exam pressure.

To assist teachers |IFES has prepared the first teacher newsletter, which isintended to
promote civics education information exchange, a high level of professional teaching
standards and development of teacher associations.

| FES assessed the effectiveness of its teacher-training program, which focuses on
interactive teaching methodology and classroom management. Teachers provided a
plethora of suggestions on how to improve the draft course, including proposing a
student assessment be done aswell. IFES worked with the Kyrgyz Institute of
Education on these issues and will present afinal assessment, including the concept of a
comprehensive student assessment, for consideration to the Ministry of Education.

IFES staff met with senior staff of the Ministry of Education to discuss the Ministries
needs for textbooks for the newly introduced and compulsory year 10 ‘Man and
Society’ course. Ministry representatives advised the IFES textbook would be included



as arecommended textbook together with three others. They also indicated had IFES
been able to supply more textbooks they would be introduced into even more schools.

University Education Project in Kyrgyzstan

During the third quarter IFES consultant reviewed the first draft of the collection of
education materials for the tertiary civics education project and made some changes.
IFES has now prepared a second draft of a civics education supplement for use at
tertiary level and presented it on a CD-Rom. This support program consists of resources
for the use of teaching staff and students in Kyrgyzstan universities. Partner universities
will pilot the draft civics education materials during 2002. The interactive materials will
assist and encourage the study of the development of democratic institutions, not only in
post independence Kyrgyzstan, but also in other Central Asian countries. The new
tertiary civics education resource will enable students to study a broader range of civics
subjects in undergraduate courses at the pedagogical university and will be available on
the IFES website.

Student Activities

| FES student action committee (SAC) program continued to work in some schools right
through to the end of school in late May. 38 schools in 6 oblasts organized a SAC
project. Each school had a teacher responsible for guiding their committee and 156
students participated in them. About two thirds of the students were girls.

The Student Local Government Day (SLGD) project in which 64 students had
participated has aso ended following many pleasant experiences reported by students
and mentors sponsoring students.

Democracy Summer Camps

IFES prepared selected partners and drafted procedures for an extensive program of
student summer camps in 2002. Seven locations have been selected for summer camps,
three in the north and four in the south of the country. IFES prepared a civil society
program for the camps, which will provide extended learning opportunitiesin civic
rights and responsibilities and will particularly target rural studentsin Kyrgyzstan.
Recent public protests in the south of the country, IFES/Kyrgyzstan proposed additional
student summer camps to reach out to more students. The New summer camps were
approved for Batken and the Aksy district of Jalal-Abad oblast, where many of the
students were held back from attending school during the pro-Beknazarov protestsin
early 2002.

Y outh from select regions will gather for up to ten days to participate in intense study
and hands-on practice with democratic models of government. The agenda of each
camp will take into account the current issues for effective citizenship, including
international norms regarding democracy, lega rights, human rights, women'’srights,
youth rights, and voter rights. Students will learn the rights and responsibilities of
citizensliving in ademocracy. They will engage in play acting roles of scenarios
designed to challenge and broaden their understanding of democratic governance such
as political party building, candidate campaigns, platform development, mock elections,
community involvement, leadership training, civics and citizenship, and improving their
communications skills.

Young Women'’s L eader ship Conference
IFES/Kyrgyzstan together with the Institute of Equal Rights and Opportunities and
Altynay Karasaeva School of Women Political Leadership held athree day seminar on



“Women Political Leadership in aNew Dimension” for senior secondary school
students of Central Asian countries. The conference was held on May 9 - 11, 2002 at
the Auroraresort at the Issyk-kul Lake. 20 students, 5 trainers and 4 group leaders from
Kyrgyzstan, Kazakhstan, Uzbekistan and Tajikistan participated.

The aim of the conference was to develop conference participants potential on the
issues of women rights and political leadership under new conditions of Central Asia.
This aim was achieved through providing specific knowledge to conference participants
on the issues of protection and realization of women rightsin Central Asian countries,
and ensuring participants gained technical skills. There were many opportunities to
practice public speaking and discussion skills. Under the guidance of their country
trainers al participants prepared presentations on Women rights in my country where
they provided basic reasons for violation of women’srightsin their countries, and
discussed social positions of women in society and the level of protection of their rights.
They also presented Woman politicians in my country where they discussed the reasons
for unequal access of men and women to be politically activity, showed specific reasons
of women politicians’ failures, and discussed the status of women politiciansin their
countries. Computer training provided by IREX introduced the participants to basic
computer skills as how to find information on the Internet and communicate via e-mail.
The conference also helped to establish a Central Asian coordination network among
the participants.

Public Opinion Survey Update

IFES/Washington completed the final report on results of its 2001 Public Opinion
Survey, which sought to measure public attitudes on democracy and civil society. The
report, which analyzes data over a wide spectrum of issues, is set to be formally
released in English in July, with aRussian translation coming thereafter. IFES will brief
all appropriate U.S. and Kyrgyz government counterparts prior to release of the written
document.

[i. ISSUES AND PROBLEMS

During the third quarter there has been number of political situations in the country.
With ongoing protests in support of Beknazarov and in opposition to land transfers to
China, the government resigned and Akayev appointed a new cabinet. The Minister of
Education was among those replaced which was unfortunate as IFES enjoyed a
supportive relationship with Kamila Sharshekeeva. 1t remains to be seen how
supportive the new Minister of Education will be. On top of the new cabinet, new draft
legislation was introduced “On fight against political extremism” which islikely to
restrict citizenship activity rather than free them as the draft states.

The considerable growth of the program for democracy summer camps for the summer
of 2002 has stretched | FES Bishkek capacity to the limit. Additional assistants and
camp managers may be needed to support arecord 7 summer camps.



IFES has been facing difficulty in getting ITD to cooperate. A response from Dan
Moultan left little room for cooperation between the two organizations on civic
education. |FES Bishkek will endeavour to meet with the ITD team as soon as they are
available but there is concern that Dan’'s offer of a copy of their materials after
development may be too late to avoid potential problems and overlap; in addition he
seems to be prepared to negotiate any changes only after a further year of piloting and
approval by the Education Department.
