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ANNUAL REPORT OVERVIEW

This report covers the fifth year of the Thaland portion of the USAID program Acceerating
Economic Recovery in Asa during Fiscd Year 2005. Post-economic crisis recovery continues to
be an important pat in AERA’s objectives. Additionally, as Thalland recuperates economicaly,
it has become increasingly important to establish mechanisms and structures to prevent Smilar
disssters in the future. Therefore, busness and economic reform have become an important
objective of the program. Through a number of busness-related collaborations and informeationd
tranings, the AERA program works with reform advocates in the Tha business sector and the
organizations that support moves to higher sandards of doing business.  Improving business
dandards, streamlining operations, and cregting hedthy didogue between the privaie and public
sectors were dl focus areas of the past year.

BUSINESSADVISORY CENTER (BAC)

During 2004 — 2005, the Business Advisory Center (BAC) activdy sought partnerships with
drategic public and private organizations to work on projects that promote the sustainable
competitiveness of the Tha economy. This objective has led the BAC to pursue projects in line
with USAID’s recovery and reform objectives from government agencies, internationd donors,
and public and private companies dike. BAC activities have been geared toward three mgor
fronts. entrepreneurship, micro-finance, and business skills development.

Entrepreneurship development efforts involved cooperation with public and academic partners
such as the Office of Vocationd Education Commisson (OVEC), the Minigtry of Educetion, the
Depatment of Busness Devdopment, the Ministry of Commerce, Rangdt Universty and
Dhurakijpundit Universty. Efforts are being made to foster amilar reationships with other like-
minded organizations to reach the entire country. BAC conaultants are developing into
competent entrepreneurship trainers. A three-product team structure comprisng Internationa
Marketing, Financid Advisory Services, and Management Tools was developed with emphass
on training, both forma and onthe-job, to enhance saff capacity. A new team will provide
sarvices on entrepreneurship and incubation. The training is meant to create more capable
entrepreneurs to fuel the economy. Consultants in other product teams are pooled to teach
courses thet fit their expertise.

Microfinance activities began, utilizing US expetise to deveop a training curriculum suitable to
Tha conditions. Busness <Kills development incorporates both management training and
conallting. BAC projects underway this year included opening a new incubation program with
funding from the Depatment of Industrid Promotion (DIP), Minisry of Indudry, recelving a
World Bank grant to plan for an ICT busness incubator, and traning Mae Hong Son
entrepreneurs.  Professond US expertise has dso been identified and utilized in this area to
transfer know-how and experience to further develop the capabilities of the BAC and its
partners.

The Busness Advisory Center cortinues to move towards activities with a broader impact, as
recommended by the USAID evduation team. The Center is developing both interna capability
and indituiona partnerships to make a broader impact through entrepreneurship and business
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incubation The BAC team continues to develop expertise through partnerships with mgor Tha
and US organizations that are drategicdly placed to create new entrepreneurs to help drive the
recovering economy. Business knowledge-providing seminars continue to be a mgor capacity-
building, broad-impact activity of the BAC. The various BAC seminas are designed to help
leaders of small businesses redize the need to focus on carefully sdlected niche markets, increase
their ability to innovate and increase attention to branding. Knowledge of the latest economic
trends and opportunities is dso provided to equip business leaders with necessary information to
Steer their busnesseswisdly.

On another front, the BAC has taken on the opportunity to help the Board of Investment (BOI),
the country’s sole foreign direct investment promotion agency, in its misson to atract foreign
direct investment gppropriate to Thaland's sudainable development. BAC consultants are
developing a plan to identify appropriate Strategies for the agency to reach targeted industries
and geographica regions more effectivdly. They adso asss with the development of various
tools necessary for the agency to redize its objectives. This effort utilizes the experience gained
from AERA but iswholly funded by the BOI.

BUSINESS SUPPORT ORGANIZATIONS PARTNERSHIP PROGRAM (BSOP)

The BSOP develops mutudly beneficid, sustainable partnerships between US and Tha business
support  organizations in order to drengthen the regulatory and competitive environment,
business standards, and good governance practices for the Tha private sector.

The BSOP has been concentrating on projects that develop and promote good governance,
transparency, business gructural reform, ethics, deegpening of financid reform, and internationd
compsetitiveness. Since the beginning of the BSOP program in October 1999, a totd of thirty-two
large and smdl partnership projects have been gpproved and implemented under USAID-funded
BSOP program.

In totd, thirty large-grant partnership projects have been completed to date. This past fiscd yesr,
two large-grant partnership projects were underway -- a Regiond Judicid Reform program on
Alternative Dispute Resolutions and years one and two of a collaboration with Boston College's
Center for Corporate Citizenship on Corporate Citizenship training in Thaland. Additiondly, the
Intellectud Property Rights Management Training Program was completed. In  2003-2004,
BSOP focused on drengthening exiging partnerships through follow-up activities instead of
Cregting new partnerships.

EDUCATION

The AERA Education Progran helps deveop Thaland's capability through the education
sysdem to produce high school graduates equipped with IT and English skills in order to
contribute fully to nationd economic development. The Program aso works to build capacity in
various aress for higher educationd inditutions.

The Education Program focused dgnificant efforts on a couple of initiatives to employ Internet
technology and computer resources to improve Englishlanguage skills and computer literacy of
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sudents and teachers. Programs in Chiang Ra and Surin provided vauable know-how on
webdte resources, animation use, and avariety of courseware and office programs.

The community college sysem aso received assstance in the past year. Workshops on
independent learning and how to adminiser and run sdf-access English language centers were
delivered by the Tha and US expet teams from King Mongkut's Universty of Technology
Thonburi and Oregon State Universty to community college adminigraiors, teachers and
interested public. The sdf-access centers are now operationd a Thaland's ten community
college campuses and will be supported by a number of American volunteers participating in
three-morth program in Thaland. Additiondly, an entrepreneurship initictive cdled “REAL”
has been locaized and will be spread throughout the community college sysem by six qudified
trainers.

BORDER ACTION AGAINST M ALARIA (BAAM)

The pagt fiscd year was highligted by the cooperative meetings between Tha and Burmese
hedth officids and disease prevention workers. A new treatment, developed largely through the
efforts of BAAM’s sentind survelllance program, was introduced during the conferences as a
solution to a dran of multi-drug resstant maaia BAAM dso pushed to improve sdf-reiance
among border provinces in terms of preventing and treating disease. BAAM continued to search
for affordable and localy-producible antigens for the provinces to develop and sdf-adminigter.

The progran dso created a number of school-based education initiatives on disease prevention.
2003-2004 witnessed the pilot implementation of an integrated thematic curriculum unit on
Mosguito-Borne Diseases. The curriculum was administered to grades 1-9 in 40 border area
schoolsin Tak, Mae Hong Son, Chiang Mai, Chanthaburi, and Trat Provinces.

An In vitro sengtivity monitoring and in vivo thergpeutic efficacy study of currently used, front
line, anti-malarid drugs took place in nine border provinces. A tota of 15 expanson Stes
undertook analyss of ways that communities can protect their members from mdaria. As a result
of monitoring and research, arevised therapy treatment was released.

The monitoring of thergpeutic efficacy supported by BAAM has shown that use of the mdaria
drug mefloquine done is no longer effective, and another drug, artesunate-mefloquine, should
aso be used in treating drug resstant srains of mdaria.

Other mgor activities implemented under the BAAM Project during 2003-2004 included:

Community consultation workshops to decide on feasble dternatives for community action
agang mdaria based on gStuation assessments in 15 expandon sStes under the Partnerships
for a School-Based Approach to Community Action Against Mdaria project;

Workshop to review and summarize results of three years implementation of the
Partnerships for a School-Based Approach to Community Action Agangt Maaria project in
Chiang Ma, Mae Hong Son, Tak Chantaburi and Trat Provinces.

Implementation of Community-Based Madaria Control  through Civic  Partnerships in
Chantaburi and Trat Provinces.
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THE THAILAND COMPETITIVENESS I NITIATIVE (TCI)

TCl sarvices are based on a comprehendve process which includes an array of diagnogtic tools
tha as3g in formulaing and implementing duder-based srategies. TCl works to enhance
competitiveness among selected Tha, Vietnamese, and Cambodian indudtries to help improve
quality, productivity, and opportunities for success in an ever-globdizing economy.

In Thailand, key activities undertaken in 2003-2004 included:

The Chantaburi Gems Clugter: The cuser opened two new buildings in Chantaburi. A
“Chantaburi Section” of 24 booths was aso set up a the 2004 Bangkok hternationd
Gem & Jewdry Far in February. The cluser worked to expand Chantaburi’'s gem
exposure to international markets and prepare the loca producers for trade shows in
North America and e sawhere.

The Chiang Ma Tourian Cluger: The tourism cluster worked with Chiang Ma touriam
organizations to implement changes suggested by a recent review of dedinations in the
National Geographic magazine.

High-Vdue Agriculturd Produce Cluster in Western Thailand: The duster celebrated the
officid opening of the Technology Clinic a Kasstsart Universty to provide educationa
sarvices to loca farmers. HVAP dso worked closdy with Tha and Viethamese growers
on sandards of Good Agricultura Practices (GAP) to ensure optimal success in foreign
and domestic exports. The duster was aso granted a 12 million Baht grant to establish a
center of intelligence a Kasetsart Universty.

The Marine Food Clugster in Southern Thaland: The dusgter officdly launched its
engagement on January 13", 2004. A West-Coast consuiting firm is undertaking a study
of specidty shrimp products in Cdifornia Entrance into North American markets is
currently being researched aswell.

The Bangkok Multi-Media Clugter: (1) Encouraged by TCl, SIPA (Software Investment
Promotion Agency) sponsored the Tha Animation and Mulit-Media TAM 2004. KIAsa
soonsored Tha Anima 2003. The cluser dso offiddly organized the Bangkok
SIGGRAPH, thelargest international association of graphics professionds.

In Cambodia, mgor activitiesincluded:

Completion of a report by SME Cambodia (SVIEC) on the Tonle Sgp Fishery Cluster
with complete diagnostics and initid Srategic initiatives.

Mestings with fish vendors from Rangst and Tha markets were held to discuss trading
volumes, prices, and other commercid interests. A discusson was dso hed on the
prospect of usng Cambodian fishin Thal processing.

The project team gave presentations on developing regiond plans for the northwest
provinces of Cambodia

In Vietnam, key actions were:

KlIAsa and HVAP organized a one-day seminar with Vietnamese associaions on how to
introduce GAP to their practices. Further cooperation between Vietnam and Thailand was
discussed.
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The TCI conducted a case-writing sesson and the module on competitiveness and
development course at Hanoi University’s Hanoi School of Business.

The team gave a presentation on examples of cross-border/regiona linkeges for
Vietnam' s agri-business products.

Participation in the project was completed in the last quarter of 2004. Therefore, much of TCl's
work during this quarter focused on completion of their work and the preparation of ther find
reporting. JAA worked with KIASa to organize a competitiveness conference that reported on
the project results so far and considered ways to move forward.

KlIAsa recaved goprovd from USAID to continue cluser deveopment work in Thaland
through September 2005. The TCI daff at the Inditute will aso continue to work with Vietnam
GAP, Cambodian Fisheries and Laos Silk to explore the potentiad for developing regiond
competitiveness projects after 2005.

Business Advisory Center

The Busness Advisory Center (BAC) is a budness consulting and training unit of Kenan
Inditute Asa that works to build management capability and process improvements for amdl
and medium-szed Tha busnesses. The center has expanded its services to include busness
incubation, entrepreneurship training and microfinance for owner-managers of very smdl
businesses.

Accomplishments
Entrepreneur ship Development

The Kenan entrepreneurship team organized three workshops on running incubators for smal
businesses, training trainers from 10 vocationd colleges during the year. Each workshop had
gpproximately 30 participants. The workshops focused on writing business plans for the purpose
of launching business incubators at each of their colleges. The workshops were part of a
feashility-study project, on which Kenan and the Office of Vocational Education Commission
(OVEC) are cooperating to find ways to set up business incubatorsin al the regions of Thailand.
OVEC plansto establish 11 incubators in 2007.

Master facilitators for the REAL curriculum from the BAC continued to work with the U-Links
program to assist the Bureau of Community College Adminigtration to develop entrepreneursin
their service areas. The magter-facilitator team initiated a mentoring and quality assurance
program by designing a 5-day training course for the 10 community colleges that sent thelr
teachersfor the train-the-trainer course in Bangkok to organize for their provinces. The colleges
were assigned by the Bureau to take turns organizing coursesin their provinces. BAC master
facilitators traveled to each province to help community college facilitators deliver high-qudity
courses. Facilitators from colleges that had organized a course were aso assigned to help other
colleges, and share their experience with the curriculum. Most activities were facilitated by the
host community colleges and the Sster colleges that were assigned to help out. BAC facilitators
asssted with just afew activitiesto help ease the workload. Their main tasks were to provide
guidance and feedback and ensure the courses met quality standards as designed by
CFED/REAL. The training courses were ddivered in seven provincesin the centrd and northern
areas of the country.

The Kenan team delivered two more workshops in the challenging southern provinces. The
three southern border provinces of Y ala, Pattani and Naratiwas were the trickiest among the 10
stesfor BAC facilitators because the security Situation in the area forced the team to move the
location to nearby Trang. The U-Links program worked with the Trang Chamber of Commerce
to hogt the workshop. Ranong was actudly the location in which BAC magter facilitators and
REAL master facilitators from North Carolina first collaborated to run aworkshop back in May.

The workshops proved to be popular with the attending entrepreneurs and trainers. The drop out
rate was quite low. Mogt trainees found many activities to be useful for their busnesses or
potential businesses and intended to put the materias to red use. The experientid-leaning
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concept worked very well, as the trainees enjoyed the activities and tried to get the most out of
the time they spent thinking through and brainstorming each activity. Further, many sars
emerged out of the community college facilitators as they performed superbly. All they need is
more experience in facilitating REAL courses, which they plan to organize in the future.

Microfinance - Sustainable Village Development

The microfinance program encourages the establishment of community saving funds by
providing seed grants and microfinance management training. In addition, technica support is
provided with the grants. The microfinance team focused on Krabi and Phang Nga working with
eght saving groups. Technical advice was provided to establish saving and lending procedures,
accounting formats, |oan verification and approva processes, and cash flow management.

To provide additiona skills needed for viable businesses, training courses on jewelry design,
sewing head scarves (Jihab) for Mudim ladies, producing organic fertilizers and the design of
souvenirs. The training focused on understanding the market and providing high-vaue products
that are in demand.

The program utilizes REAL entrepreneurship training quite heavily, primarily to teech
entrepreneurship skillsto actua and potentia entrepreneurs. Another important objectiveisto
endow members of the saving groups with the knowledge and availability of resources that
should ensure they cannot be exploited by potentidly sdf-interested community leaders, who
might put persond gain ahead of the community.

Tsunami Recovery Action Initiative Project

Among the 21 active consulting projects of the BAC, 17 projects were concluded as planned
during the fiscal year. One project is being concluded in October. Work on three projects will
continueinto fica year 2006. Mot of these projects concentrated on a few areas considered most
critical by affected SMEs &fter the tsunami crisis. Marketing was the number one priority, asa
mgjority of potential foreign tourists who have in the past found the area an attractive destination
have yet to return. A large number of projects sought to develop business plansto help guide the
SMES destiny. Another important area of focusis production efficiency. The remaining projects
fell into various specific areas of importance to each company. A tourist van fleet operator, for
example, was given ass stance in the development of software to manage their rentd flegt, while
an abdone farm received help from an American expert on abaone breeding. Another four
projects undertaken by volunteers from PricewaterhouseCoopers on ano-cost basis.

Accomplishments

1. Corporate Citizenship Training Program: Engaging the Private Sector
for Sustainable Economic Progress— Phase |

The Business Support Organizations Partnership Program (BSOP), in
collaboration with The Center for Corporate Citizenship (CCC) at Boston
College, ddivered four training courses on corporate socid responghbility.

Two courses covered the main issues of designing and implementing corporate
socid responghility projects. A third course on “Evauation and

Measurement” and a fourth on “Building Effective Employee Volunteering
Programs’ were aso provided. An average of 27participants, including senior
and mid-level management from avariety of companiestook part in the
training.

2. Regional Judicial Reform: Alter native Dispute Resolution

Thailand' s Minidry of Jugtice is joining with the Office of the Judiciary and
BSOP organized the 2" ASEAN Law Forum focus ng on Alternative Dispute
Resolution (ADR), including conciliation, mediation, and arbitretion. The
participants include representatives from ASEAN member countries, including
Brunea Darussdam, Cambodia, Indonesia, Laos, Madaysa, Myanmar,
Philippines, Singapore, Thaland, and Vietnam. The forum was successfully
completed.

Regulatory Dialogue Program

BSOP and PADCO worked with a range of U.S. and Adan partners and
donors to support country-led reform initiatives by fadlitating access to
international best practices that promote improved corporate and public
governance. Four dialogue projects in Thalland and four dialogue projects in
Vietnam have been completed. In totd, eight didogue projects were
completed during the year.

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AERA Education Program

The emergence of information technology as a critica tool for learning is an
important aspect of the development benefit from IT. KIAdas Education
Program promotes the use of information and communications technology
(ICT), active participatory learning, and community linkages as learning tools
s0 that both educators and students are comfortable with new technologies and
learning gyles The AERA Education gpecificaly targets sudents and
teachers, both a the secondary and higher education levels, with the hope of
connecting Thaland's population and endbling the future workforce to
positively contribute to economic development.

Accomplishments

The Sdf-Access English Language Centers (SACs) are up and running a ten
community college Sites.

The US— GMS English Academic Fdllowship awarded visiting professor
fellowships and graduate students fellowship to six professors and three
graduate students from Y unnan Province of China, Cambodia, Vietnam,
Myanmar and Thailand. The fellows began teaching and research at the Mae
Fah Luang University. KIAsa and Mae Fah Luang University organized an
international TESOL conference on “Better English for Better Regiond
Understanding” in September 2005.

In an effort to leverage available funding and coordinate efforts with other
donors, the IT for Education component of AERA coordinated activities with
the World Bank-funded Secondary Education Qudity Improvement (SEQI)
project. These included atraining workshop on Computer Asssted Language
Learning (CAELL) and using information technology for teaching English, a
workshop on enhancing management of technology, atraining program
promoting supporting mentoring for educationa supervisors, aworkshop on
participatory evauation and local development of educationa software and
courseware.

Challenges

Once the workshops and training have been completed, the main chalenge is
folowing up to provide continued informational support for the trainees as
they try to implement their new sKills.

For the Community Colleges, the next step is to develop a handbook on how
to st up and run the community leamning centers f in order to serve as a
guiddine for new and exiding programs. The project will develop a webste
through which SAC adminigrators can share their experience and lessons-
learned.
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Border Action Against Malaria

With the financid support of the USAID, the Border Action Againg Maaria
(BAAM) program is committed to dowing the emergence and spread of multi-
drug resgant mdaria in Thaland's border regions. The initiative collaborates
with a number of nationa agencies for surveillance, prevention, diagnoss, and
treatment purposes. Through its cooperative effortss BAAM ams to ultimately
reduce maarid-reated risks as well asto reform public hedth systems.

Much of BAAM'’s efforts during the past year centered on the decentraization
and reform of Tha public hedth systems. The god is to provide communities
with the necessary tools and resources to fight the spread of infectious disease
on a locd levd. While prevention and control can be monitored by outsde
parties, BAAM seeks to indill a measure of sdf-reliance in Thailand's border
provinces.

Accomplishments

During this fiscal year mgor accomplishments under the BAAM Project
included:

Surveillance of MDR Malaria

Sentinel site monitoring of anti-malarial drug resistance: In vitro sengtivity
monitoring and 28-day follow-up in vivo study of therapeutic efficacy of the
currently of the currently used front line antimaarid drugs continued in 9

border provinces under the maaria senting surveillance drug resstance

network initiative. Preiminary results indicate sgnificantly low rates of

adequate clinica and parasitologica response to the standard 2-day treatment
regimen for P. fal ciparum (artesunate 600 mg. and mefloquine 1,250 mg.) as
follows

- Tak Province = 86.04% (85.7% in 2004 and 92.8% in 2003)

- Ratchaburi Province = 81.42%

- Ranong Province = 87.20% (88.5% in 2004 and 93.9% in 2003)

- Trat Province = 93.3% (Bureau of Vector-Borne Disease); however, recent
unofficid verbd reports from AFRIMS indicate that 5 out of 9 cases
followed-up for 28 days showed |ess than 50% ACPR rates..

These results appear to indicate a trend that the standard 2-day nationd
treatment regimen for P. fal ciparum (artesunate 600 mg. and mefloquine
1,250 mg.) is progressively showing reduced therapeutic efficacy. The
implications are that Thailand needs to identify and test a replacement
treatment regimen for implementation in selected Stes as soon as possible,
Resistance to artesunate-mefloquine therapy may have sgnificant implications
for neighboring countries usng this combination trestment.

Responseto MDR Malaria
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Treatment policy for multi-drug resistant malaria: Thisis the fifth quarter of
implementation of new dandard trestment guiddines for a 2-day regimen
usng mefloquine-artesunate combination treatment for mult-drug resistant
maaria throughout the country, which is the result of 3 years of thergpeutic
efficacy monitoring in 9 sentines dtes supported by BAAM, annud reviews,
and numerous meetings of the Nationd Antimdaid Drug Policy Committee
to revise the drug treatment policy that became effective natiion-wide darting
in October 2004. BAAM Project Manager discussed the prospects of shifting
to a 3-day regimen with the Director of the Bureau of Vector Borne Disease,
who suggested tha he is supportive of revisng the policy from a 2day to a 3
day regimen. Also discussed was the reducing cure rate for the present
regimen and the need to begin identifying the best candidates for the next
generation trestment regimen for multi-drug resstant malariain Thailand.

Research and development of an affordable, reliable, locally-produced rapid
test for malaria antigen: The Minigtry of Public Hedlth continued research on
deveoping dye paticle-linked monoclona antibodies agant pLDH and
pGAPDH for maaria antigen detection; research for cloning and expresson of
LDH and GAPDH enzymes from P. fdcipaum by genetic engineering
method;, and research and development for production of a dipstick kit
utilizing dye patide-linked monoclona antibodies agang pLDH and
pGAPDH for mdaria antigen detection. 4 LDH and 4 GAPDH clones with an
acceptable level of response have been produced for use by NIH on the
prototype dipstick. A technology trandfer consultancy due in October to
resolve congraintsin producing the dipstick was delayed.

The Bureau of Vector Borne Disease officidly informed KlAda that it has
produced 4 inventions and KIlAga officaly informed USAID of these
inventions asfollows

In the next quarter, KIAga will seek conaultations with USAID regarding
regulations, procedures and legal actions related to gpplication of Standard
Provison 3.22 Patent Rights (June 1993) of the Cooperative Agreement.

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Thailand Competitiveness I nitiative

The Thaland Compditiveness Initigtive (TCl) was edtablished in order to
expand competitiveness and cluster development in Thaland in the aftermath
of the 1997 Adan Crids and in the context of increesng globdization. Tha
indugtries must repogtion themsdves in the face of globad competition. TCI
focuses on improving competitiveness, defined as a process that generates
sudtainable increases in  productivity. TCl services ae based on a
comprehensive process which includes an array of diagnogtic tools that assst
in formulaing and implementing duder-based drategy, leadership mapping,
competitive pogtioning, industry dsructure, benchmarking, gep, trend, and
vaue chain andyses.

Clusters ae geographic concentrations of interconnected companies,
pecidized suppliers, sarvice providers, and associated inditutions in a
particular fidd that are present in a nation or a region. The cluster approach to
busness devdopment has found sSgnificant success in markets around the
world and promises to lead to equivdent results in Thaland and neighboring
countries.

Accomplishments

TCl was designed to develop the competitiveness of sdected industry clusters
in Thaland. Clusters were sdected usng an gpproach which included a
vaiety of indudries located throughout Thalland. Clusters were sdlected
because they were ggnificant contributors to the nationa economy, vaued
either as percentage of GDP, or in more quditative terms. TCl endeavored to
engage duders that exhibited a coaescence among members or a least
willingness to engage and explore competitiveness issues. Clugters varied in
gze, sophigtication and location. In dl cases clusters were in indudtries that
were highlighted by the Tha government as vdudble to the development of
the nationd economy and its ability to compete in a marketplace characterized
by increasing globdization.

Success indicators outlined in the project proposa dated that two clugters
were expected to “meet regularly to deal with cluster competitiveness issues’
and “companies and organizations within those clusters (were expected to)
show clear evidence of a willingness to collaborate’. TCl achieved these
results in saven clusters. Additiondly, clusters were expected to “demondrate
the emergence of collective governance of the cluser and have contributed
ther own funds for ether clugter facilitators or joint activities” TCl achieved
these reaults in five cdusters. TCl undertook an additiond five engagements or
‘gpecid activities which dso showed podtive results, but these amounted to
less than full engagement, for various reasons.
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TCl therefore, was undertaken with groups of inter-related businesses
(clusers) to devdop drategic plans for improvements in productivity that
were grounded in market redities. Such clugters included companies further
up and down the vaue chain, competitors, and various government agencies
and univerdties. The process required extensve research capabilities and
sound economic  andlyss, incduding a drong familiaity with the locd
economic environment. While KIAsa cdealy had the capecity a the project
outset to underteke certain aspects of the initiative, JEA was sdected to
partner with KIAsa because JEA had extensve experience in competitiveness
initiativesin other countries around the world.

The proposal cdled for KIAsa and JEA to work together to ‘build a cluster-
based competitiveness process in Thailand and the region’ and had four man
components:

Enhancing KIlAsa Capacity to Facilitate Cluster
Competitiveness

Public Outreach and Coordination

Competitiveness Cluster Facilitation Activities
Adminigrative Support for JE Augtin

Enhancing KIAsia Capacity to Facilitate Cluster Competitiveness

Capecity deveopment in KIAsa was achieved through traning and
cooperation and partnership with JEA over the lifetime of the project. KIAsa
daff has gone through more than 20 training sessons. The bulk of traning
was conducted by the JEA Chief of Paty (COP). Eight JEA executives and
more than 6 consultants each conducted brief (haf-day) training sessons.
Topics included cduder building, vaue chan andyss Porter diamond,
branding, internet research skills, and benchmarking.

TCI has cooperated and partnered with NESDB, FTI, and IFCT on numerous
occasons. They regularly atend the same conferences, know each other well
and have strong cooperative reationships in supporting various initiatives,

Moreover, NESDB has repeatedly approached TCI for advice on
competitiveness related issues and policy formation. TCl is credited for
contributing to several publications including the GAP (Good Agriculturd
Practices) traning manud, (sse GAP Traning Manud, locaied on
www.kiasia.org).

In 2003 KIAsa was sdected to St on the National Competitiveness Council
dong with NESDB and others including Prime Miniger Taksn Shinawatra
The purpose was to operate as a network of advisors (competitiveness experts)
for the Prime Minister to advise on policy development.
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Most importantly, TCl was approached in 2005 as a leading member of a
network of competitiveness professonds to undertake a sophisticated cluster
mapping initiative for the country, and which would include al 76 provinces,

TCl was awarded such a large-scde high-profile project because it had clearly
demondrated itsedf as a leader among competitiveness professonas and
government agencies in Thaland with solid experience fadlitating duder
competitiveness.

Overdl, KIAsa and JEA daff worked together effectivedy to execute the
project. As the project progressed and the capacity of KIAsa staff increased,
KlIAga daff were able to take on more and more of the work until the time
when JEA dtaff |eft the project.

Public Outreach and Coordination

Although there was dgnificant interes in the concept of cuder
competitiveness in Thalland and a vaiety of organizations were involved,
understanding of the idea was uneven a the project outset. TCl endeavored to
undertake severa conferences over the project life, including four regiond
conferences that included professonads from outsde Thaland, and numerous
conferences within Thailand.

Regiond training workshops were held on four separate occasions and were
attended by persons from NESDB, FTI, National Competitiveness Committee,
Tha Chamber of Commerce, Foreign Chambers of Commerce, and the
Association of Thai Software Industry, among others.

Participant eva uation consstently ranked the workshop at better than 5/6 on
meany criteria, including organization of the workshop, speaker’ s material,
appropriateness of topics, practical gpplication, and others.

TCl organized a conference in June 2003 with 50 participants, including over
30 busness journdids representing 23 media inditutions who were dl
members of the Economic Reporters Association. The conference gave TCl
the opportunity to meet with the economic journdists and more specificdly, to
establish rdations with the Editor of The Nation (one of two nationd, English
language dalies) and with specific journaists who were provided information
of cluger activities and invited to cover specific events. The Editor of The
Nation sponsored a competitiveness conference in 2004.

TV, radio & newspaper journdists covered the five cluser MOU sgnings, as
wdl as specid cluster events such as loca product fairs, launching of the new
offices and projects. For example, the journdists covered the attendance and
goeech of the Prime Miniser when he met with a JEA policy advisor on
nationd competitiveness, and when he went to the HVAP launch of the
CIDES project and again a the digitd content/multi-media cluster’'s TAM
2004. The journdists also covered the (Globa Competitiveness Report (GCR)
conferences.

There were other events covered in the two years. However, ance dl the
clugers with the exception of the digitd content/multi-media cluster, are based
outsde of Bangkok, most of the coverage was confined to local newspapers
and teevidon, and was dmog ettirdy in Tha. TCl used a Universty of
North Carolina intern to track aticles on competitiveness (including those
aticles unrdated to TCl) in the two nationd, English languege dallies The
Nation and the Bangkok Post. According to his search, there were 24 articles
in 2002. The number of articles rose to 71 in 2003. From January to July
(seven months), there were 39 aticles, if the number is “annudized”, then the
projected articles for 2004 would reach 66. The rise in published articles on
competitiveness reflects increased awareness of competitiveness and the
government’'s “push” to expand exports, tourism, and other sectors of the
economy.

Competitiveness Cluster Facilitation Activities

At lesst two dugers will:

In totd five clusters would fulfill the spirit of this indicator. There are three
cdugers in paticular which have shown a “willingness to collaborate’ and
“have contributed their own funds’ and “have edtablished sustainable BSOP
partnerships which can continue after AID funds are spent”. These three
would be HVAP, Chantaburi Gems, and Digita Content. Examples of success
among these clugers include the deveopment of a four-year marketing plan
with budget, by the Gems duder. The high-vaue agriculturd cluster has a
wdl-egtablished secretariat that undertakes food fairs and monitors activities
of the duger members and the digitd content cluster has inditutiondized an
annud Thal Animation and Multi-Media (TAM) Fair.

All the dugters are showing varying degrees of success in cluster leadership
and a willingness to collaborate. On average, each cluster holds a smdl group
meeting attended by its leaders or executive committee either weekly or bi-
weekly, with about 8-15 participants in attendance. Furthermore, each cluster
holds membership meetings of 20-30 participants approximately every month
or every sx weeks. Findly there are “large’ conferences, hed 2-3 times a
year, ranging from 40-120 paticipants that include guests invited by the
cluster, such asjourndigs or government officids.
