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l. Introduction

Several tables are prasented summarizing sociceconomic characteristics of
households and their expenditure/income patterns, based on the household
expenditure surveys conducted by STATIN in 1975, 1975, and 1977. These are
essentially summary tables on the expenditure patterns of households in Jamaica’
and household income distribution and inequality, an« are intended to provide a
general profile for Jamaica during the survey period. The detailed results are
contained in related memoranda and reports.f The socioeconomic characteristics
selected were the employment and occupation statis of the liousehold head. In
certain instances the data were related to household size and location, e,
Kingston, main towns, and rural areas.

Income distribu’ion of households by"t'hi.-' ‘§.electeci variables and a measure
of income inequality based on the Gini concéﬁtration ratio are also reparted.
Total household expenditure was used as a prox.y fqr household incom:s,
necessitated by the fact that many households did not report incom:, and for

ihose who did report income, expenditure exceeded income in mzry instances.
2. Demographics

The sampled population, described by age groups and sex, is displayed in
Table | for the 1975, 1976, and 19ﬁ samples. In all three years the percentage
of females was greater than that of males. Examination of the table also
indicates that the percentage of females was generally greater than theat of
Maies in most of the age groups and in all years.

"In all the surveyed years, the populatioa in the 0 to 14 year age group wes
the largest. Over 40 percent of the Jamaican population consisted of persons

who were less than 15 years of age. When one consi&ers the ag= groups 0 to 14
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and 15 to 24 years, as much as 60 percent of the population were below 25 years
of age. Cleérly Jamaica had a young population and has been growing rapidly in
recent years.

The sampled household heads were grouped by age and sex and the results
are presented in Table 2. Most household heads in Jamaica were males. For the
age groups 24 to 34, 35 to 44, and 45 to 54 years, the percentage of male headed
households was almost double that for females. Beyond the age group 45 to 54,
the difference between. the percentages of households headed by males and
females decreased.

_ Households ﬁn each year' were distributed by annual expenditure class
(Table 3). In all years, over 66 percent of the households had expenditure less
than or equal to $4,000. Over the three years of the study, the percentage of

! Jess than or equal to $4,000 increased

households having income or expenditure
by nearly 3 percentagekpoints each year. This change may, however, have been
due in the large part to sampling variations. Also about 5 percent of the
households had incomes in excess of $10,000.

The distribution of household heads by employment status is reported in
Table 4, In 1975 the 'rnajorit;' of household heads reported themselves as non-
government employees. In 1976 and 1977, however, the percentage of household
heads reporting non-government employee status declined by nearly‘5 percentage
points compared to 1975. More household heads reported themselves to be

government employees in 1976 and 1977 than in 1975. In 1976 and 1977 the

majority of the households fell in the own account worker employment status,

1'l'hroughc:ut this report the mean total household annual expenditure was
used as a proxy for income. See Memorandum #3 for details.
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Agriculture was by far the major occupation for household heads in all
three years (see Table 5), while the transport and communication occupation
comprised the lowest percentage for household heads in all three years. .

Based on the household expenditure surveys, single-member .households
predominated in Jamaica. Two-, three-, and four-member households made up
nearly 40 bercent of all households (see Talle 6), while nearly 14 percent of all
households had eight or more members. Seve.i-member households composed the
lowest percentage of households in ail three years.

Rural households were predomin-ant in Jamaica, followed by households in
Kingston and then other main towns. The percentage of households reporting

main towns as tneir homes comprised less than 15 percent of all households in all

three years (see Table 7).
3. Income and Total Expenditure

The average annual expeﬁditure/income- of households by major occupation
and employment status, location, and household size are reported in Tablés 3
through L1 for the years 1975, 1976 and 1977. According to occupational status
nf household head data, professional and administrators and clerical and sales
household heads had the highest average annual incomes in all three years, while
those household heads self-employed in agriculture had the lowest income, only
about one-third that of the highest income group (Table 3).

Based on the employment status of household head data, government
emplovees reported the highest average annual income in all three years and own
account workers reported the lowest average annual income (Table 9).

Furthermore, the disparity in the reported incomes of households by employment
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status of the household head was least among the government employees, given
the smaller standard deviation of incomes.

Households in Kingston reported the highest income levels in all the three
years, followed by households in main towns and rural areas. The disparity of
hcuséhold incomes was most pronounced in the rural areas. This is indicated by
the larger standard deviations ;)f meaz: incomes of rural households (Table 10),

Table 11 reports the average annual income/expenditure of households by
household size. Households of larger size generally reported higher incomes than
households of smaller size. Conversions of these tables to a per caﬁita basis
would, however, show the opposite general result. A more detailed breakdown of
family sizes by income/expenditure class of households is presented in Tables 12,
13, and 14. |

Production of food at home can be an important activity among households.
Table 15 shov;ls the importance_ of food production at home among Jamaican
households for each of the surveyed years. Households were asked to report the
approximate value of the food produced at home. Also teported in Table 15 are
the expenditures for food purchased and total food expenditures. The value of
home produced food generally comprised about 10 percent of the total food
expenditure by household. However, the reported values of home-produced food
by household had large standard deviations, perhaps reflecting the difficulty of
imputing accurate values for home-produced food.

Distributions of total household annual expenditure and associated
expenditure shares are reported in Table 16. The food share was by far the
largest expenditure share for the h)usehélds in all the three years. A moderate
decline in food budget share was recorded in 1977 relative to 1976. This may

have been due largely to sai'npl.ing variations. This decline in food budget share
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in 1977, however, appears to have been compensated by an increase in the
household operation and transport budget shares, which rank second and third,
respectively, for all households. The health care budget share was the smallest

of all the budget shares in all the years.
4. Fnod Expenditure

Expenditure on food by households and the respective food budget shares
are presented in Table 17. Meat, poultry and fish budget sl;ares comprised over
28 percent of household expenditure on food in all three years. In general, most
of the food budget shares have remained constant during the three years. A
small decline in the meat, poultry and fish budget share was recorded in 1977 and
at the same time the starchy roots and tubers and the ?urchased meals budget
shares showed increase in 1976 and 1977 relative to 1975.

In Table 18 household expenditure on meals purchased away from home is
reported. The sample sizes in Table 18. were determined by households that
reported at least one member having purchased meals away from home. Also
reported in Table 18 .is expenditure per reporting household by meal type. The
average value of meals purchased bty household was generally consistent in all
the three years. Notice further that not all households report having purchaseq
meals away from home. These numbers can be derived by comparing the sample
sizes in Table 13 to the total sample size. The lunch share was by far the largest
purchased meal budget share while the breakfast budget share was the lowest in

all three years.



5. Income Distribution

Tables 19 through 22 report on the income distribution in Jamaica based on
the three household expenditure surveys. Expenditure was used as proxy for
income, with households ranked from lowest to highest income. Income
corresponding to the 0 to 20 percent of households category was computed as
percentage uf total household income. Similar computations were conducted for
the other ordinal groups reported in t‘he tables.

In Table 19, the distribution of incomé by ordinal groups was computed
using the entire sample for each year. In the three years of the survey, the
lowest 20 percent of the households (0-20 percent) accounted for about only 3
percent of the total household income, while the top 10 percent (91-100 percent)
accounted for over 45 percent of total household income. In other words, about
90. percent of the households accounted for about 55 percent of the total
hoﬁsehold income in all the three_years. The Gini concentration ratio, which was
based on the Lorenz curve, provides an estimate of the degree of inequality in
incomes. Income inequality is said to be perfectly inequal when the Gini ratio
has a value of 1 and perfect equality is said to occur when the Gini ratio has a
value equal to zero (see Memorandum #3 for details). Thus, the Gini ratio has a
value within the 0-1 range. Based on the Gini ratio reported in Table 19, income
inequality remained similar in all the three.survey years.

The income distribution profiles for the three locations of Kingston, main
towns, and rural areas are reported in Tables 20 through 22, respectively.
Income inequality was the most pronounced in the rural areas, based on the
estimated Gini ratios (Table 22). The rural household results for the Gini ratio

were, however, about 10 points lower than in 1958.



6. Employment

‘The household expenditure surveys contained information on the numbers
of months worked last year by individuals, a summary of which are reported in
Table 23. Over 46 percent of ‘the surveyed individuals reported not having
worked during the last 12 months. Since the table takes intc account all
individuals in the sample, irrespective of age, the large percentage having not
worked last year is not surprising. Recall further that over 40 percent of the
individuals in the sample were in the 0 to 14 years age group, and presx;lmably
most in this group did not work. Those reporting having worked a full 12 months

in all the three years comprised about 20 percent of the sampled population.
