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1- Executive Summary

The Academy for Educational Development produced the Red Sea Learning
Supplement. The Red Sea Learning Supplement consists of an environmenlal
learning activity book about the Red Sea and its natural resources, a video film. a CD.
a brochure on the Red Sea Protected Areas. and tv.'o posters of the animals in the
Eastern Desert and the Red Sea creatures, The target group of this learning
supplement includes primary, preparatory and secondary school teachers. Red Sea
rangers, and NGOs,

The Red Sea Learning Supplement was released on the 3rd of August 2002. The
Minister of Environment, the Governor of the Red Sea. and the First Secretary" of the
Ministry of Education. as well as USAID and prominent figures from the field of
environment attended. In addition. major journalists and media people. teachers.
students and other guests were there. All participants expressed their gratimde and
appreciation towards the production of the Red Sea Leaming Supplement. expressing
the need to expand its target groups to include other Governorates_

After the release of the learning supplement it was necessary to explain to teac~<;..rs.
rangers and NGOs fonn the Red Sea area how to use the Leaming Supplement \\ith
their different target groups. Therefore. the AED implemented three workshops. two
of which were carried out in Hurgada and the third was implemented at EI Quseir city_
Around 140 participants attended the three workshops.

It is important to note that the workshops achieved the participants' expectations..
which were mentioned at the beginning of each workshop. These expectations were
"cry similar to the workshop objectives set by the team, In addition. about 88'!·o of the
total number of participants who attended the three workshops was very satisfied with
all the acti,-ities carried out. ~'toreo\'er, 86% percent of the participants benefited
from the workshops.
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Participants in the workshops expressed their appreciation to AED for all its support
towards the teachers in the Red Sea Governorate and to their environment. They also
appreciated the kind of approaches followed, and the help of the facilitators
throughout the workshops. All the participants expressed their ~\illingness 10

participate in other similar activities.

As for the Red Sea Learning Supplement, teachers found it to be a beneficial teaching
aid tool in raising students' awareness in schools and the Red Sea community_ Red
Sea rangers and NGOs that participated in the workshops, added that this kind of
material is helpful when dealing with their target groups in the Governorate.

11.2. PROCEEDINGS OF THE lVORKSHOP

A- DAY ONE
A.I. PRE-EVALUATION ANALYSIS

Day one started by distributing the registration forms in which
participants were asked several questions about their personal data. their
environmental role in the schools, and some infonnation about the
environment in the Red Sea. (see annex 2. the pretest fonn).
The analysis of the pretest showed that only 18 participants from the 53
have attended previous workshops on environmental education. On the
other hand. most of them (47 participants) carry out environmental
activities with their students at school. (see annex 3. analysis of Hurgada
Ist workshop pretest). A large number of participants find that the
existence of coral reefs and colored fish. the moderate weather and the
Red Sea mountains are the most important features of the area. However.
most of them said that the main problems of the Governorate are
concentrated on breaking the coral reefs, over fishing. and killing the
rare fish species. A large number of the participants (J I ) find that raising
environmental awareness between students is the most important role
their school can play in protecting the environment in the Red Sea.
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After partlclpams handed out the pre-evaluation forms. the learningsupplement was distributed where each teacher from the secondary and
preparatory school took a bag (one teacher form each school). but as forthe primary level a bag was given to each school (two teachers came formeach primary school).

A.2. THE OPENING SESSION
At the beginning of the opening session an introduction was made by Dr.
Hassan Abou Bakr. AED environmental consultant and the main author of
the Red Sea book. He started by giving a brief introduction about theAED and its work in Egypt. the different organizations who were keen toinvite the participants to attended the workshop. i.e. EEAA. the Ministry
of Education. and the Education Directorate at the Governorate level. Dr.Hassan said also that we always try to be positive towards our
environment and environmental problems. Therefor. we have chosen (hetitle of our book. (he Magnificent of the Place and the creation of People.
which give an optimistic overview to the environment. He also added thatone can find many books on the Red Sea in [he libraries bur all of them
are written in En!!Iish lan~wae:e. this is the first time [0 have a book.- ......... .
video film and a CD in Arabic language. No[ only that but the book is
colored. attractive. and easy to use by different groups of people.

Dr. Hassan added that [his meeting is not the first in the Red SeaGovernorate and that the same team have worked there durine: the vear.... ~2000, where 3 workshops on environmental education were implememed.Then. a video that was taken film during those \\lorkshops was played in
order to show the teachers the kind and amounl of work done duringthose workshops.

A.3. OBJECTIVES OF THE WORKSHOP
Dr. Hassan talked also about the workshop objective and briefed it asfollowed:
1- To introduce tile teachers to tile Red Sea learningsupplement and get their feedback on it;
2- to implement some of the book learllillg aetil'ities; and
3- to introduce teachers to the Red Sea rangers andenvironmental NGOs !loping that they will cooperated togetller;n tile feature ;n protecting tile Red Sea ellvirOnmellt.

A.4. LECTURES ON DA Y ONE
Several lectures were given on day one. where people form [he Ministry
of Education and EEAA talked aboul several issues. (see annex 4.
workshop agenda).
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I- DEVELOPMENT OF ENVIRONJtENTAL VALUES
A LECTURE PRESENTED BY MR..\fOHAMMED REDA. .lInUSTRt'OF EDUCATION

Mr. Mohammed Reda - the head of the Environmental Education and
Population Department in the Ministry of Education in Cairo- gave alecture on how to develop the environmental values. Mr. Reda talked
about the three objectives of the education process. i.e. knowledge. skillsand behavior. Where he said that the teacher explains the lesson to the
students to transfonn the knowledge, the student then try to develop theseknowledge to gain a new skill. finally. the skills are transformed intobehavior. Mr. Reda gave several examples about the relationship betweenpeople and the environment and how both of them effect and affect eachother, (see annex 5, a paper on the development of environmental values)

2- THE LOCAL INTRENCE OF ENVIRONMENTAL EDUCATIONA LECTL:RE GIVEN BY•.\15. ZEINAB KOTB
Ms. Zeinab Kotb. from the Ministry of Education talked about the naturalenvironment which gives the place its characteristics. such as the rare
environment of the Red Sea area. And the environment made by people.like the resorts, hotels and houses . She also talked about the imponance
of protecling the local environment of lhe Red Sea. and to use theavailable resources in a sustainable way. Ms. Zeinab explained that
everyone in the local community have hislher role in protecting theenvironmenl, starting form the family. man and women. the school. thelocal community. the NGOs. the local authorities...etc. (see annex 6. a
paper on lhe local imrence of environmental education).

]- THE PROTECTED AREAS IN THE RED SEA
A LECTURE GIVEN BY. ENG. MOHAMMED KAJIAL, EEAA
!vIr. Mohammed Kamal gave a lecture on the protected areas of.he RedSea, where he talked about the meaning of protected areas. its
importance. examples of some of the proteclOrates in the Red Sea. theproblems facing these areas, the law 4 in relation to the protected areas.
(see annex 7, a paper on the protected areas in Egypt).

A.5. A PRESENTA TJON ON THE RED SEA LEARNING
ACTIVITY BOOK
Dr. Hassan Abou Hakr gave a brief summary on the Red Sea book. He
explained that the book consists of 4 chapters. each chapter is divided into
two parts~ learning activities and information papers. The total number ofthe learning activities in the book are 42, in each activity there is a
concept, an objective(s), the methodology. the age level, the place where
the activity can be done, the materials and tools needed. the proceduresand some variations and remarks.
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Dr. Hassan added also that in eachchapter there is a table that explains tothe teacher which activity can be used with which school level. and at
which class field, and what kind of skills are gained when the activity isimplemented. Then, he talked about the four chapters of the book whichare:
1- A BLUE PLANET AND A RED SEA
2- A CLOSE LOOK
3- THIS CHARMING BEAUTY IS IN DANGER
4- LETS SA VE THE RED SEA

Dr. Abou Bakr added that the book is supported by a large number ofphotographs, illustrations. figures and tables that help the teacher in
transforming the information to the students.

A.6. WORKING IN GROUPS
In the following session participants were divided into groups where eachgroup was responsible for implementing one of the activities of the firstchapter as follows:
Group I- A BLUE PLANET AND A RED SEA
Group 2- COUNTRIES OF TIlE RED SEA
Group 3- FROM SUIZE TO HALAIEB
Group 4- PLACES WITH HISTORY
Group 5- TREASURES OF THE RED SEA
Group 6- BElWEEN THE SEA AND THE RIVER
Group 7- THE DESERT BEDWEN
Group 8- THE LAND OF FAYROZE

Participants were given the necessary materials and tools for the
implementation of the activities. supervised and helped by the facilitators.After working for about one hour, Dr. HaJa Adel Jed a session where
participants presented the results of their work, followed by discussionand comments from the other groups.

By the end of the day evaluation forms were distributed in which
participants were asked to give their opinion about the first day of theworkshop. The analysis of the daily evaluation showed that about 96% of
the participants found that the amount of work achieved was suitable.84% found that the approaches followed by the facilitators were very
good, 78% of them found that the tools used were suitable for the kind ofactivities implemented, 649'0 found that the participation was \'ery high
and 62% said that the working groups were very good.

B- DAY TWO
Day 2 of the workshop started by a repon presented by one of theparticipants, followed by the analysis of the daily evaluation.

Dr. Hassan Abou Bakr made a presentation on the second chapter of thebook. A Close Look. In his presentation Dr. Abou Bakr discussed the
main features and environmental biodiversity of the Red Sea. what is acoral reef, , the mangroves, its importance and characteristics. Then thelearning supplement film, the trip of the sea and desert. was played. andparticipants feedback was taken after the show.

Participams then were di vided imo II groups where they implementedthe following activities:

After working for an hour under the superVIsion and help of thefacilitators, Dr. Hala Adel led a session where the participants introduced
their work and the other groups gave some comments.

The foHowing session was allocated for discussing the environmentalclubs. Ms. Neven Abou Shady led the session where she presented Dr.Emtiaze Hassouna. from the Friends of the Environment Association inAlexandria. Dr. Emtiaze made a presentation on how to make an
environmemal club in your school. Participants were interested in the
subject and asked Dr. Hassouna several detailed questions.

Later. a member of HEBCA NGO talked about his organization and theactivities it implement in the Governorate.

By the end of the session the daily evaluation forms were distributed.
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c- DAY THREE
Day three started by reporting day 2 and presenting the daily evaluation
analysis. Participants expressed their appreciation about the film of the
sea and desert trip, the participation. cooperation and facilitators helpand effort during the day. When participants were asked about whatthings they learnt during the day, they said that working in group was oneof the things they felt very important and gives experiences, infonnationabout plants, animals and submarine creatures. and the implementation of
some of the learning activities in the book.

Later, a presentation was made by Engineer Hany Faried. AED consultanton the Red Sea area. Mr. Hany talked about the tourism. environment and
sustainable development. A discussion was made about the types oftourism in the Red Sea, the environmental problems caused by several
kinds of tourism, and how can teachers help in protecting theenvironment in the Red Sea.

After that Dr. Hassan Abou Bakr gave a brief introduction aboul the third
and fourth chapters in the book. Participants then were divided inlo
groups and implemented the following activities:

Some of these activities were joint together. where one group
implemented more than one activity. After working for about an hour,
Dr. Hala Adel led the presentation session and made some remarks aboutthe work presented.
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After the group presentations. Mr. Mohammed Habib- a famousphotographer- present a large number of slides by the projector about the
Red Sea environment. in the sea and the desert. In addition. discussed therole. life cycle .and the economic importance of some of the animalsliving in the area. This presentation was very much appreciated by theparticipants where some of them expressed their willing to invite Mr.Habib to the schools for a similar slides show for the students.

Engineer Rash Mostafa. then, presented the CD of the learning
supplement in details, and explained to teachers how they would use it intheir schools.

After that Eng. Hany Faried talked about the environmemal awardscheme carried out in the Governorate and how teachers. studems and
schools can participate and join the competition.

By the end of the day, Ms. Samia Nashed, from the Education Directoratetalked about the follow up the Directorate will make to insure the use of
the learning supplement in the schools.

The final evaluation forms were then distributed where participants were
asked to answer some questions. (see annex 8, the final evaluation fonn).
Then, The AED staff were thanked by the participanls and the cenificmeswere distributed.

C. FINAL EVALUATION INTERPRETA TID,\':
The final evaluation forms were analyzed and results showed that:
1- About 85% of the participants said that they are completely satisfiedabout the workshop, and 83% of them said that (hey completely benefited
from the information given.

2- When participants were asked to give their opinion about the learning
supplement. the highest percentage of satisfaction was given to the vedio
film, followed by the CD, then the photographs in the book. theinformation papers, the learning activities. and finally the posters. (see
annex 9, final evaluation analysis).

3- Participants found that the learning supplemem is suitable for the levelof preparatory schools, followed by the primary ones and less suitable for
the secondary schools.
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4- About 77% of the participants found that the materials distributed
during the work for the implementation of the activities were enough.
On the other hand, most of the participants said that they will use the
learning supplement at the school, especially the vedio film and the CD.
and some of them said that they will implement most of the activities inthe book.

5- Participants also were asked about the activities they liked the best and
intend to implement in their schools. almost all the activities werementioned, (see annex 9. for more details).

III. HURGADA SECOND WORKSHOP
The second workshop was hold in Rogaina Hotel in Hurgada. on the
period of 12 to 14 September 2002 . The target group of this workshop
was the teachers from different school levels who came from Safaga and
Ras Ghareb cities. The total number of participants who anended this
workshop was 41, (see annex 10. list of participants in Hurgada 2nd
workshop). In addition. about 20 of these teachers were form Safaga.
while 22 teachers came form Ras Ghareb. Only 3 participants were
coming from the Education Directorate in both cities.

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III. 2. PROCEEDINGS OF THE lVORKSHOP
A· DAY ONE
A.I. PRE·EVALUATION ANALYSIS

The analysis of the pre-evaluation forms showed that only 10 participants
over the 41 have previously attended workshops concerningenvironmental education. ]n addition, about 3 I participants carry our
environmental activities with their students at school. most of theseactivities are related to preparation of environmental posters. tree
planting in and around the school, and forming school environmentalgroups. ( for more information see annex I L analysis of the pretest forHurgada 2nd workshop).

As the results of the pretest in the first workshop showed. a large numberof participants find that the existence of coral reefs and colored fish. the
moderate weather and the Red Sea mountains are the most importantfeatures of the area. On the other hand, breaking the coral reefs. the overfishing, and environmental pollution in general, are the main problems inthe area. A large number of the participants (39 persons) said that their
schools can play an important role in protecting the Red Sea environment.(see annex II).

The learning supplement was then distributed. and the opening session
started.

A.2. THE OPENING SESSION
Dr. Hassan Abou Bakr started the opening session by gl"mg an
introduction, where he introduced the guests coming from the differentorganizations i.e. Ms. Amal Taba from the EEAA. and Ms. Samia Nashedfrom the Education Directorate in the Red Sea Government. Dr. Hassanmentioned that in a series of 3 workshops this one is considered the
second to be implemented in the Governorate in order to examine thelearning supplement, then he introduced the workshop objectives as
mentioned above.

The two lectures about the local interence of environmental education andthe development of environmental values, were presented by Ms. Samia
Nashed. She talked about how the children at school should learn thepositive attitudes towards the environment. and how they should acquire
the capabilities to deal with the tourists. Ms. Samia then encouraged theteachers to be more interest in protecting the environment, to invite their
students to participate and help, and to implement the activities they are
going to know during the workshop when they go back to their schools.
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Ms. Nashed also thanked the AED staff for all the efforts they are making
to help in protecting the environment and raising the awareness of (he
people in the Red Sea Governorate. After her presentation, Ms. Samia
opened the discussion where teachers raised several issues such as how the
process of introducing the learning supplement should be carried out in
schools. the follow up. training of other teachers ....etc.

The same proceeding in day one in (he first workshop were followed.
(see annex 12. workshop agenda). Participants implemented all the
activities in the first chapter and presented them in a plenary session led
by Ms. Neven Abou Shady. It is important to memion thaI participants
implemented the activities in a very attractive way and some groups
added new methodologies and ideas for the implementation of the
activities in the book.

A.3. DAY ONE EVALUATION RESULTS
1- About 95% of the participants said that the amount of work
implemented during the day was suitable. 80% said (hat the approach the
facilitators followed was very good. 85% said that the tools used were
suitable and participation was very good (73%). in addi(ion. 73CJc said
that the working groups approach was very good.

2- When participants were asked about the most important issues raised
during the day. twenty teachers said that all the issues raised in the
activities were important. others talked about the lecture of the loc31
interence of environmental education. and the importance of the Red Sea
environment.

3- Participation, diversity in choosing the activities. presentations of the
groups, approaches and methodologies used were the most positive things
participants liked during the first day. On the other hand. 31 participams
said that there were no negatives in the day. However. some of them
mentioned that the time allocated for group presentations is nOI enough.
the day is too long, and that some of the teachers did not participate in the
discussion.

B· DAY TWO
The same proceedings of the second day in the first workshop were
followed. i. e.
1- Presentation of day one report and evaluation results.
2- Presentation of the second chapter in the book.
3- Working in groups for the implementation of the activities in the 2nd
chapter, and group presentations.
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4- Playing the film of Sea and Desert Trip
5- Presentation of the CD.
6- Day 2 evaluation.

B.1. DAY 2 EVALUATION RESULTS
The form that was distribured during the second day of the workshop had
4 points. i.e. I liked, I learnt, I did not like, and I hoped. Most of the
participants said that they liked the variations in the issues raised during
the day, the approaches followed, and the use of technological apparatuses
in showing the vedio film and the CD. Thev also said that thev liked ver"

much getting our to the field for collecting samples of plants and rocks
and watching the submarine organisms.

The things they learnt were: how to use new tools and methods in
presenting the infomlation. how to use environmental resources and how
to protect it.

On the other hand. what they did not like were related to the long time
each group took in presenting its results, and the side talks.

Participants hoped that the workshop would extend more than .3 days. that
the group would go out and visit some of the protected areas in the Red
Sea. and one of them hoped that each group would know the activity it
will implement in the pervious day so they will think more about it.

c- DAY THREE
All proceedings followed during the 3rd day in the first workshop was
repeated here, i. e.
1- A lecture on the tourism. environment and sustainable development.
2- Presentation of chapters three and four.
3- Working in groups and implementing all the activities in both chapters.
4- Presentation of groups' work and discussion.
5- Presentation of a lecture on how to integrate environmental clubs in
schools.
6- Presentation on the environmental award scheme.
7- Presentation of HEBCA's activities in the Governorate.
8- Distribution of the certificates.
8- Final evaluation
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C.l. FINAL EVALUATION INTERPRETATION
The final evaluation fonus were analyzed and results showed lhat:
1- About 95% of the panicipants said that they are completely satisfiedabout the workshop, and that they are completely benefited from theinformation given.

2- Participants said that particIpation, raisIng their environmentalawareness, and increasing their information and experiences were themain objectives achieved during the 3 working days. (see annex 13. finalevaluation results).

3- When participants were asked to give their opinion about the learningsupplement, the information papers, the photographs and the learningactivities, all three had almost the same percentages of admiration.75.6%. 75.6% and 73%. respectively. While the vedio film had thepercentage of 58.5%, followed by the CD and the posters. (5) %).

4- About 36 teachers found that the materials distributed during working
in groups were enough. [n addition, most of the participants said that they
will use the learning supplement at the school either by implementing theactivities or by presenting the vedio film and the CD. (see annex 13).

5- Participants were also asked about the activities they liked the mostand intend to carry out at school, a large number of activities werementioned from the 4 chapters of the book. (see annex 13. for moreinformation).

IV. EL QUSAIR lVORKSHOP
The Third workshop was hold in the Acasia Hotel - El Qusair city- on theperiod of 16 to 18 September 2002 . The target group of this workshop
was the teachers coming from Shalateen city (9 participants), Mars Allamcity (one participant) and El Qusair city (30 panicipants). The total
number of participants who attended this workshop was 44, (see annex14, list of participants in El Qusair workshop). There were also abour .3
rangers, one journalist who work also as the chaimlan of the Associationof Protecting the Environment in Qusair and the South of the Red Sea. In
addition, three persons came from the Education Directorate in Sha)ateen.

participants have previously attended workshops on environmenral
education, and yet, about 95% of them carry out environmental activities
within schools. Some of these activities concentrate on holding workshops
and give lectures on environmental issues, preparing posters relaled 10

the environment, planting trees in and around the schools, and raising the
students environmental awareness. (see annex 15. analysis of EI Qusair
pretest).

As in the first two workshops most of the participants said that the
submarine life, especially the coral reefs. the protected areas in the Red
Sea, and the moderate weather are the most important features of the
Governorate. On the other hand. hunting the rare animals in the eastern
desert. the over fishing of some kinds of fish, breaking the coral reefs,
and the sea water pollution caused by the big ships are the main
dangerous problems in the area. All the participants said that their schools
can play an important role in protecting the environment in the Red Sea,
(see annex 14, for the kinds of activities the schools can make).
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The learning supplement was then distributed. and the opening sessionstarted.

A.2. THE OPENING SESSION
Dr. Hassan Abou Bakr started the opening session by welcoming
everyone. introducing the guests coming from the EEAA. and the
Education Dire~torate in the Red Sea Government. Then. each one of the
participants was given the chance to introduce himlherself briefly. After
that Dr. Abou Sakr introduced the workshop objectives.

The same proceedings of the first day in the two previous workshopswere followed. (see annex 16. EI Qusair workshop agenda •.

It is important ro add that Dr. Abou Bakr made an introduction at the
beginning of the day using transparencies ahom the environmental
education concepts. objectives of environmental education and sustainable
development con~epts.

A.3. DAY ONE EVALUATION RESULTS
1- When participants were asked about the amount of work implemented
throughout the day. about 93% of them said that it was suitable. About
91 % of participants mentioned that the approach followed by the
faci htators was "cry good. 79% liked the tools used and said that they
were suitable for the kind of activities implemented. In addition. 70lJC of
the participants said that the amoun( of participation was very good. and
73% said that the working groups approach was very good.

2- In their answers about a question on the most important issues raised
during the day. panicipants mentioned almost all the issues discussed
during day I .
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3- Working in groups. creation. diversity in the activities implemented.presentations of the groups. approaches and methodologies used weresome of the positive things participants liked during the first day.However. some of the participants when asked about the negativesoccurred during the day. mentioned that the time a))ocated for grouppresentations is not enough. the number of days allocated for theworkshop is short. and that side talks were a lot.

B- DAY TlVO
The same proceedings of the second day in the two previous workshopswere followed. In addition. a discussion was made with the rangers whoattended the workshop where they had the chance to talk about their roleand responsibilities in the Governorate. They said that till 1996 thenumber of rangers in the Red Sea were onlv 3. but now the\" have

~ . - -reached 34 rangers. Thev added that their role is somehow difficult toachieve becaus~ they a;e asked to protect about 100 Km2 in an areawhere the population do not understand the meaning and roles of rangers .
Participants raised several questions about the roles played by rangers inthe Red Sea. their legal rights. their uniform. the meaning of protectedareas. the characteristics of a ranger...etc. The rangers answered all theraised questions in details .

B.l. DAY 2 EVALUATION RESULTSAbout 22 participants said that they liked the cooperation andparticipation between members of the workshop. the approach of thedaily evaluation. the film of the sea and desert trip. the new aides raisedby the teachers.

The things they learnt during the second day were related to workingtogether with a spirit. the new information and ex.periences they got. theparticipation of everyone in the team makes work success.
On the other hand. what they did not like were related to the long timeeach group took in presenting its results. the place was not suitable for thenumber of participants. and the side ralks.

Participants hoped that the workshop would ex.tend for more than 3 days.to increase the number of breaks. to increase the time for activityimplementation and presentation.
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c- DAY THREE
In addition to all the previously mentioned activities carried on the third
day of the above mentioned workshops. Mr. Mohammed Habib- the
photographer- was able to attend the 3rd day and present the slide show
as in the first workshop.

D. FINAL EVALUATION INTERPRETATION
The final evaluation forms were analyzed and results showed that:
1- About 84% of the participants said that they are completely satisfied
about the workshop. and that they benefited completely from the
information given.

1- Participants said that working in groups. cooperation and participation.
and raising environmental awareness were the main objectives the
workshop achie\"ed. (see annex 17. final e\'aluarion results).

3- When participants were asked to give their opinion about the learning
supplement. the photographs. information papers. the vedio film. and the
CD had the highest percentages of satisfaction which were 86%. 77CJr.
67%. and 67%. respectively. On the other hand the learning activities got
56%. and the posters got 39%.

-l- It seems that participants liked working in groups and listening to
lecmres more than practicing the other approaches. (see annex 17). About
6790 of the participants found that the materials distributed during
working in groups were enough.

5- When participants were asked about the activities they liked the most.
l-l of them mentioned that all the activi lies were very anractive. In
addition. participants said that they will use the learning supplement in the
schools. either by implementing the activities. presenting the learning
supplement to their colleges. or by presenting the vedio film and the CD.
