Religion

Rila Monastery is to Bulgarians what Ankor Wat, Mecca and Jerusalem are to other
religions of the world - a sacred place for meditation, prayer and worship. It is the
foremost Bulgarian shrine and part of the Bulgarian national psyche. It is a temple of
spirituality tucked away in some of Bulgaria’s most magnificent mountains. More than a
thousand years ago, a common man sought refuge and spirituality among these mountains
and became a great saint for all Bulgarians. The mountains gave him their name, and he
shared with the mountains his newfound sanctity.

For over ten centuries the Saint of Rila has shone like a beacon of unshakable faith in
God and His Holy Church. He is an example of self-sacrifice and of God’s love for Man.
He is a sign of bright hope for the victory of the human spirit over ignorance and
depravity. The founding father and patriarch of Bulgarian monasticism, St. John of Rila,
is the elder statesman and mentor of the Bulgarian Orthodox Church. It was hardly
accidental that he chose these mountains to be his sanctuary. Nor is it accidental that all
the monks’ cells in the Monastery look out towards the mountains. Communion with
nature is deep; it is part of the monastic life and a means to spiritual purification and
ascension. By contemplating the miracles of nature, the monks see the beauty of creation
as a living, breathing icon. The diversity and wonder of the Rila Mountains’ plants,
animals and landscape are to them signs of the invisible presence of the Creator. Secluded
amid the forests and meadows, men and women of the Church give themselves to
meditation and free themselves to seek salvation in the challenge of spiritual and moral
perfection.

As a mainstay of the Bulgarian people’s national identity and self-awareness, it seems
like forever that the Monastery has been a stronghold of Bulgarian Orthodox faith,
worship, language and literature. It has preserved supreme values of the Bulgarian spirit,
and remains a center of religious education. Since the early disciples and followers of St.
John there has been a school at Rila Monastery. The Monastery has been home to a long-
standing literary and educational tradition. Numerous outstanding past and present
religious and secular educators, church figures, and social leaders have been inspired by
this tradition. Most notably, it motivated influential leaders of the Bulgarian National
Revival. Disciples and followers of St. John of Rila- including the eminent Theodossy of
Turnovo, Romil of Vidin, and the Holy Patriarch, Euthimy of Turnovo- in turn also
became founders of new centers of enlightenment and education.

The light of education and spiritual awakening that emanated from these folds of the Rila
Mountains has illuminated the entire country. Monk Paissy of Hilendar, the author of the
first written history of Bulgaria, was an alumnus of Rila Monastery. During the National
Revival, the Monastery opened a number of new cloisters and nunneries, each with their
own spiritual leader helping to establish the first Bulgarian schools ever instituted in
dozens of towns and villages throughout the country.

The spirit of the Rila hermit lives to this day in this holy place. The Monastery and its
environs are an inexhaustible source of spiritual purification and national pride, including
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a celebrated school of music and singing. Thousands of pilgrims flock every year to bow
their heads and pray before the casket containing the blessed mortal remains of St. John
of Rila. Each according to their faith, and in the presence of the Saint, receives from God
consolation in their grief, healing for their illness, and a blessing for good health and
prosperity.

The Monastery is an important destination for all Orthodox Christians. Over half a
million people from around the world visit each year attracted by a unity of spirit,
majestic natural scenery, clean air, peace, and quiet. Every visitor to the Monastery is
also a visitor to its mountains and forests, breathing in the holiness of this place. They
listen carefully for the soul-saving call of the Rila hermit and stand awed by the
magnificent natural beauty that enshrines this most significant Bulgarian wonder.

Culture and History

The Holy Monastery of Rila is an ultimate expression of the Bulgarian genius in matters
of the spirit, culture, architecture, construction, icon painting and woodcarving. Nowhere
else in the country can a better fusion of these elements be found. The magnificent
scenery — the looming mountain peaks, the rivers and brisk streams, the luxuriant
vegetation — provides a suitable backdrop to this architectural record that spans the ages.
The harmonious shapes and vivid colors of nature inspired the ancient masters to create
an exquisite example of architectural beauty. Over the years, the Monastery and Nature
have blended into an organic whole. The forests provided the mighty beams and girders
for the Monastery’s structure. Nearby rock cliffs became foundation stones. The icy,
crystal-clear waters of the river quenched the monks’ thirsts and kept them alive
throughout even the longest of sieges. Even snowstorms and drifts provided a natural
defense stronger than any fortress wall. The mountains themselves have been the most
reliable guardians, preserving the Monastery through centuries of adversity.

Architects and master-builders have immortalized themselves working at the Monastery
and traces of their efforts from several periods of construction can be seen there. The
earliest surviving structures of the Monastery are the tower of Sevast (Lord) Hrelyo and
the adjoining church of the Holy Virgin of Ossenovitza. Construction of both of these
began in 1335 and they have survived through the centuries to become the nucleus of the
present-day Monastery compound. Its residential quarters are done in the traditional
Byzantine style, with stone arcades and the traditional two-tone masonry. At the same
time, there are noticeable inclusions from traditional Bulgarian wood-frame house
architecture. The wings contain the monks’ cells, visitors’ lodgings, the kitchen, the
library, the abbot’s quarters and the VIP rooms used by visiting dignitaries. The naturally
air-conditioned, temperate cellars within the limestone foundations serve as pantries,
larders and wine cellars. Everyday, religious services were carried out in specially built
chapels in the east and west wings that are distinguished by filigreed crosses on their
domes.

The cycle of rebuilding and renewing the Monastery following disasters, both natural and
man-made, has more than once been a matter of national pride and survival. Its
significance has always helped the monastery to attract funds and voluntary contributions
from all corners of the country. In the mid-15" century in particular, while under the rule
of the Ottoman Empire following the fall of the Second Bulgarian Kingdom, the fame of
the Monastery spread incredibly fast. It became an incubator for some of the most
progressive national, cultural and historical processes of the time. Each swell in
Bulgarian national consciousness enriched the Monastery and endowed it with new, and
now priceless, relics. In the course of the 18" and 19" centuries, the Monastery was fully
restored to its present glory.

The Monastery library contains a wealth of rare medieval manuscripts. Included among
these are 4,000 pages of the hand-written, 10" century books of Vladislav the
Grammarian. The library also holds illuminated manuscripts from the 12" through 14
centuries, the Glagolitic sheets, as well as the chronicles of Neophit Riletz on the ‘Great
Rila Wilderness’. The Monastery, birthplace of the earliest graphic reproductions in
Bulgaria, houses a collection of 18" and 19™ century lithographs. Another of its treasures
is a collection of wooden crosses containing exquisite miniature woodcarvings that were
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once used as bishop’s throne ornaments. Most famous among these is a woodcarving
masterpiece of miniature figures by Monk Raphael completed in 1802 after 12 years of
fastidious work.

Anyone who has visited the lands around Rila Monastery can ask himself or herself: “In
what way is this place different from any other mountainous region in Bulgaria? Was the
Monastery founded and built here due to the special attraction of this setting, or does the
setting owe its unique quality to the presence of the Monastery?” For more than ten
centuries, this harmonious combination of nature, culture and spirituality has attracted
pilgrims, travelers, explorers, art connoisseurs, and nature-lovers alike. Every dignitary
visiting this country- be they kings, queens, presidents or prime ministers- invariably
pays homage to the Monastery.

One such visit in the spring of 2002 left an indelible impression on Pope John Paul 1.
Almost a year later, during a conversation in a private audience at the Vatican, the Pope
revealed to the Prime Minister of Bulgaria that one of his most treasured memories of
Bulgaria was that of the Monastery and of the ancient forests on the road leading to it.

After independence from the Ottoman Empire, in a more recent era of Bulgaria’s history,
there was an ugly period when the forests were destroyed and their harmony with the
Monastery crippled. Starting in the year 1902, all coniferous trees with a diameter of 30
centimeters or more were cut down. Enormous quantities of timber slid down the steep
slopes, and the lush greenery blanketing the mountain was disrupted while topsoil was
destroyed. The “Balabanov Concession” has gone down in history as the worst example
of rapacious forestry in Bulgaria. Following the expiration of the contract, the weather-
beaten walls of the Monastery stood amid a wasteland of maimed forest. Fortunately, the
healing powers of God and Nature have helped the landscape recover from these wounds
and once again the forests are providing a healthy protective mantle on the slopes of the
mountain.

For many centuries the lands around the Holy Monastery of Rila were protected by the
special status accorded them by the edicts of Bulgarian Kings, which were later followed
by those of Turkish Sultans. This special protection helped spare the area’s forests, clear
waters and wildlife from depletion. This exceptional setting provides an exquisite
harmony between cultural and religious relics on the one hand, and well-preserved
natural scenery on the other. Separately they are a great treasure; together they inspire
respect, awe and humility, while illustrating the immortality of the Bulgarian spirit.

In 1966, in the spirit of conservation and respect, the forests around the Monastery were
placed under protected status. In 1983, the Monastery was included in UNESCQO’s List of
World Cultural Heritage Sites, placing it in a select group of international treasures since
there are fewer than 200 sites on this list worldwide. In 1986, the area was expanded and
designated as the Rila Monastery Forest Reserve, and in 1992, extensive areas around the
Reserve were declared a National Park. Rila National Park was created to protect and
preserve the highest parts of the Rila Mountains, which are the areas richest in
biodiversity.

Most recently in the year 2000, the Bulgarian Parliament adopted a special order
establishing Rila Monastery Nature Park to allow for restitution of Church properties and
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the reinstatement of the Orthodox Church and Rila Monastery as the property
landowners. Most of the lands in the new Nature Park have been the property of the
Bulgarian Orthodox Church since time immemorial. These are the same lands that
Bulgarians have always guarded as zealously as they have statehood and national
boundaries.

The Park

Rila Monastery Nature Park covers 25,020 hectares of forests and high-mountain
meadows laced with lofty peaks, lakes, and awe-inspiring landscapes in the heart of the
Rila Mountains. At its core is located the Holy Monastery of Rila. The territory of Rila
National Park surrounds Rila Monastery Nature Park on three sides, and together these
form a single important ecological entity. Some of the largest rivers in Bulgaria have their
sources in this area, and scores of lakes, streams and rivers recall the Thracian name for
water, which is “rioula”, from where the name “rila” originated.

The territory of the Nature Park is synonymous with spiritual purification, pristine nature,
clean air, peace, and quiet. Visitors are drawn by the unity of all of these qualities, which
is evidenced by the fact that almost anyone who comes to visit the Monastery also
ventures into the forest and onto the slopes of the mountains. At least half a million
visitors from all over the world come here every year and almost every adult Bulgarian
has visited at least twice in his or her lifetime. Today, ten centuries later, pilgrims to this
holy place are still rewarded with renewed spiritual and natural energy.

This natural landscape -with its religious significance, its cultural heritage and its new
park- combines the special interests and responsibilities of diverse religious and state
institutions, as well as those of non-governmental organizations and local communities,
and those of visiting pilgrims and tourists coming from near and far. Regional and local
governmental agencies are expected to work with the Church landowner to preserve the
area’s cultural monuments, its natural resources (flora and fauna, water and air) and its
infrastructure of roads, paths, and dams.
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Natural Wealth

Rila Monastery Nature Park occupies a mere one-quarter of one percent of the country’s
territory, but almost half of all plant species and about a third of all vertebrate species in
Bulgaria can be found here. The area of the Park may appear small, yet in terms of the
number of rare and protected wildlife species that can be seen there, Rila Monastery
Nature Park is superior to any other single piece of land in the entire country.

Together Rila Monastery Nature Park and its neighbor Rila National Park form two large,
inseparably linked protected areas. They constitute one of the most valuable pieces of
natural heritage in the country.

Rila Monastery Nature Park’s lands also provide a natural source for genetic information
dating back to the Ice Age. This natural repository is a gene pool that can assist in the
reconstitution of disturbed ecosystems and serve as the source for the reintroduction of
plants and animals to other sites. It can also serve as a model location for scientific field
research and other educational activities. Incredibly, over 110 plant species in the
territory of the Nature Park are survivors of past geological ages. These species have
sustained very few visible alterations as a result of changing environmental
circumstances. This makes the Park one of the most valuable territories in the Balkan
Peninsula for the conservation of relict flora.

The wealth of wildlife in the Park has no equal in Bulgaria or Europe. It is home to some
extremely rare wildlife species that are threatened with extinction both on a European and
on a global scale. These include: The imperial eagle and the black vulture; the dormouse,
otters, molerats, and brown squirrels; and the wolf.

Rila Monastery Nature Park also preserves significant portions of the nation’s
populations of high conservation significance wildlife species, such as the Dalmatian
eagle, the mountain grouse, and the Balkan chamois. Without such sanctuaries, many of
these species would now be extinct as a result of human environmental exploitation.
Further, recent studies yielded four new types of natural habitats not described in
European habitats classifications.

Over 100 plants of extremely high conservation significance can also be encountered in
the Park, and it is home to 90 plant and 6 animal species that can only be found here and
in a few other isolated spots throughout the Balkan Peninsula. Its territory is of critical
importance for preserving endemic species such as the Rila cowslip, the Rila rhubarb, St.
John’s chamomile, southern white-backed woodpeckers, and Balkan larks.

With the average age of their trees being 100 years- compared with 45 years in the rest of
Bulgaria- Rila Monastery Nature Park’s forests are also among the oldest forests in the
country. What’s more, the Park’s forests are almost entirely natural, and there are even
some individual trees that are as old as 300 years! The oldest and most valuable forests in
the Park’s territory are located within the Rila Monastery Forest Reserve. With an
average age of 160 years overall, the reserve comprises some tracts of Macedonian pine
and beech forest where trees average over 200 years of age! The Nature Park is also the
only place on Earth where forest massifs of Rila oaks and King Boris’ firs are located,
and it is the home of the oldest pristine Macedonian pine forests in the world.
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Rila Monastery Nature Park is the highest water-yielding watershed in Bulgaria, and it is
the most significant freshwater source for parts of the Thracian Plain as well as the
country’s southwestern region. Owing to the favorable climate and the special
conservation regime accorded to the Park’s forests and dwarf-pine zones, the area’s water
resources and outflow are highly dependable. Twenty-eight lakes- including Bulgaria’s
largest high-mountain lake, Smradlivoto (Stinky) Lake- are scattered throughout the
territory, most of them having formed as a result of glacial activities.

With 203 species of medicinal plants growing in its boundaries, Rila Monastery Nature
Park has a store of herbs for every pain. Many of these plants are used in the production
of medicines for treating heart ailments, neuroses and dyspepsia, while others are used for
general strengthening and invigoration of the human system.

Also growing in the Park are 28 species of edible mushrooms. The most popular of these-
the edible boletus, the field mushroom, and slippery jack -- are especially tasty and of
high commercial value. Every summer and fall, to the benefit of local gatherers, the Park
yields an abundance of wild nuts and berries such as hazelnuts, bilberries, raspberries,
briars, hawthorns, and blackberries.
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A Vision

Rila Monastery Nature Park provides sanctuary to a great diversity of wildlife species and
their habitats that, taken all together, constitute the natural setting for Rila Monastery. To
this day, the majestic scenery is an unparalleled complement to the religious and
spiritually uplifting power of the Monastery. It is hardly accidental that the Park and the
Monastery share the same name; the former being a shrine created by God and the latter
erected by humans in praise of His name.

Rila Monastery is part of the world’s cultural heritage. Therefore, all entities with a stake
in its future, whether Bulgarian or foreign, are called upon to share a common vision for
the future of the Monastery and its natural setting.

The Government of Bulgaria and the Bulgarian Orthodox Church embarked on the
development of a management vision for the territory. They are developing a set of goals
for Rila Monastery Nature Park. These goals are perennial and will not change over time.
They were selected while taking into account both the significance of the Holy Sites and
their surrounding lands to the Bulgarian Orthodox Church and their importance to the
honor of the Bulgarian people. The goals also acknowledged the importance of the
territory to the international community, and they are attuned to Bulgaria’s and the world
community’s commitment and responsibility towards maintaining the Monastery as a site
on UNESCO’s World Cultural Heritage List.

The Park is designated a protected area primarily to preserve the Monastery and its Holy
Sites as a center of Eastern Orthodox faith. Thus, the first goal of the Nature Park’s
management vision is dedicated to the preservation of the faith and the protection of the
architectural, archaeological and cultural assets within the territory.

The second goal aims to preserve the harmonious blend between nature, culture, history
and religion. Therefore, in addition to the preservation of the faith and its earthly
manifestations, future management must also include the preservation of the natural
forest ecosystems and the unique stands of King Boris’ firs and Rila oaks. Achieving this
goal also helps to conserve sub-alpine and alpine meadows, rocky habitats, and the
diverse lake and riverine ecosystems and habitats.

Rila Monastery Nature Park is rich in water resources. As noted earlier, the territory is a
virtual “water tower” for the region and the country. Maintaining the natural vegetative
cover helps to conserve these resources and mitigates the risk of flooding to downstream
communities. Therefore, the vision for water use should only allow use in ways and
quantities that do not jeopardize the condition of natural ecosystems.

Next, the vision also provides a plan for sustainable forestry practices whose success it is
hoped will serve as a model for private forest management throughout the world. Forestry
will be undertaken so as not to interfere with the other goals of the Park and in a manner
shown to conserve biodiversity. Great care will be taken to protect the natural state and
biological potential of fish stocks, fruit bearing trees and plants, mushrooms and
medicinal plants, as well as mountain pastures and meadows. Successful achievement of
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this management vision will mean that harvests of these renewable resources will be
sustainable.

Rila Monastery Nature Park is one of the only places in Bulgaria where many forms of
tourism can be combined in harmony. Under the management vision priority will be
given to those types of tourism that do not compromise the environmental and spiritual
significance of the area while providing sustainable flows of income. New, modern
tourist facilities can be built to blend with the Park’s landscape. Examples include a
visitors’ information center, a small eco-hotel, specially designated places for viewing
wild animals, and picnic grounds. While generating extra income for the landowners, any
new structures built within the Park’s boundaries will need to be attractive to pilgrims
and tourists alike and will have to improve the visitors’ experience. Further, the revenues
will not only help support and develop the Monastery; they will at the same time
contribute to mitigating any harmful effects to the environment.

To establish itself as a world-class tourist destination, Rila Monastery Nature Park will
need to use state-of-the-art information and educational tools to highlight the Park’s
cultural, natural and religious heritage. Benefiting from the well-presented tourist
information, visitors will then feel safer in the mountains, they will be better able to
acquire greater knowledge, and they will enjoy their stays more fully.

Maintaining the integrity of Rila Monastery and its namesake Park hinges on the
involvement and support of their immediate neighbors. Rila Monastery Nature Park and
Rila National Park together constitute an inseparable nature preserve. Plans involving any
human activity within these two Parks should involve close coordination between them. It
will be critically important that there be good faith interaction between the Church
landowners, governmental agencies and institutions, visitors, the private sector, and local
people. Relations between all these parties should be based on sound mutual awareness
and the free flow of information between institutions, organizations and the local
communities. To fulfill the vision there will need to be full respect for the interests, rights
and responsibilities of the landowner and of all other stakeholders with an interest in the
Park’s lands.

The Management Plan

To help realize the vision for Rila Monastery Nature Park a Management Plan has been
drafted for the property. This is a tool designed to guide investment, preservation,
conservation, and sustainable use activities in the Park for a period of 10 years. The
Park’s first plan is being developed with the support of the United States Agency for
International Development as part of its assistance program to promote conservation of
biodiversity in Bulgaria while promoting local and national economic growth. This
combination of conservation and growth is commonly referred to as sustainable
development. The Management Plan will be used to guide the Nature Park management
following a series of public hearings, its endorsement by an expert committee and final
approval by the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Bulgaria.

One of the first steps in the process of developing this Plan was to gather all
organizations and agencies with a vested interest in the future of the region so as to
engage them in an orientation and planning exercise. This was followed by a rigorous
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information gathering phase in which more than 1000 person-days were spent gathering
enormous amounts of information on the Monastery and the natural resources and
scenery around it. Never before has such a diverse wealth of scientific data regarding this
area been collected or analyzed.

The Rila Monastery Nature Park Management Plan will serve as a guideline for
coordinating the conservation of natural, spiritual, cultural and historical resources within
the Park’s boundaries. It will also guide the management of tourism, the use of natural
resources, scientific research and monitoring, and activities pertinent to education and
visitor information. The document consists of two main parts. The first contains a
description of the natural, cultural and economic assets of the Park properties. The
second describes the Park’s attributes and their significance. Guided by the ideal goals
mentioned in the vision, these descriptions are then applied to existing and potential,
natural and man-made threats to those properties in order to outline and describe
operational objectives for managing the Park’s natural, cultural and historic assets.

Geographically, ecologically, and climatically the natural resources of Rila Monastery
Nature Park are highly diverse. Efforts aimed at managing both activities within this area
and the uses of its resources require separate analyses and approaches. A useful tool for
accomplishing this and for realizing the goals for the land involved is to subdivide the
area into different zones.

For the purposes of the Plan developed for Rila Monastery Nature Park seven different
management zones were established according to specific conditions and the significance
of each part of the territory as well as the management objectives. Within each of these
zones, special directives describe what activities are allowed and what activities are not
allowed. “Norms” for each zone are also established describing how and to what extent
these directives can be applied. The directives and norms were established based on
scientific information and analysis, on the Park’s goals, and on existing practices.

For the purposes of reaching concrete operational objectives, The Management Plan
elaborates a set of programs and projects that can be implemented to attain those
operational objectives. These programs are grouped in topics corresponding to long-term
goals and include the conservation of religious, cultural and historical heritage; the
management of tourism; the management of natural landscapes and ecological niches,
and several others. Additional details are set forth in individual programs that include
projects and activities of a specific nature.

The top-priority programs and projects within the Management Plan are included in a
three-year Action Plan. Their implementation as well as the implementation of the entire
Management Plan, requires the cooperation and coordinated efforts of all interested
parties. For Rila Monastery Nature Park, this includes the Bulgarian Orthodox Church as
the principal landowner within the Park, and the governmental agencies and institutions
responsible for the protection, conservation, and management of protected areas,
including the nation’s cultural and historical heritage sites.
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Making the Plan a Reality

Having preserved priceless treasures over many centuries, this unique area deserves a
secure future. In today’s world this can only be made possible through the joint efforts
and cooperation of institutions responsible for its protection, local communities, and
anyone who is aware that nature and the spirit are mainstays of human existence. In the
best interest of the public, the Government of Bulgaria and the Bulgarian Orthodox
Church have initiated a dialog to engage in cooperation and coordination of activities for
the protection and conservation of Rila Monastery Nature Park.

The responsibility for the protection and management of the Park’s properties lies not just
with the landowner- the Bulgarian Orthodox Church, or more specifically, the Rila
Monastery- but with a host of governmental agencies and institutions. The future of the
area rests on the technical and administrative expertise of all of these bodies. The
Government of Bulgaria has proposed a Consultative and Coordinating Council to ensure
activities between all interested parties are based on regular discussion, information
sharing, and collaboration. At a minimum, the institutions with an interest in the
activities and management of Rila Monastery Nature Park should include those listed
below.

The Holy Synod of the Bulgarian Orthodox Church and Monastery, through Rila
Monastery, is the principal owner of lands in the Park. As a religious body and as a
landowner, the Church has rights and responsibilities with regards to the Monastery and
the surrounding lands. These include matters of faith and cultural heritage, as well as
issues related to the conservation and use of resources within the Park. The Church has a
vested interest to assure that activities on this land conform to Orthodox norms, comply
with the Law, and provide opportunities to generate income. The Management Plan for
the Park and its future implementation must address these concerns.

The Directorate of Rila Monastery Nature Park (RMNP) is a regional body of the
Ministry of Agriculture and Forests (MAF). The Directorate is a governmental agency
assigned by law to coordinate and supervise activities pertinent to the implementation of
the Management Plan for RMNP. It is responsible for activities that include visitor
safety, maintenance of trails, public awareness and information, scientific research and
education, and monitoring the use of natural resources. The goals and objectives of this
territory necessitate close interaction between the Directorate and Rila Monastery
regarding these matters.

The Regional Forestry Board, Kyustendil, is the regional arm of the Ministry of
Agriculture and Forests responsible for organization, control and supervision of activities
pertinent to the natural reproduction, use, and protection of forests and lands included
within the forest estate on both private and state property.

The Regional Inspectorate for the Environment and Waters, Sofia — Pernik Branch, is the
regional arm of the Ministry of the Environment and Waters (MOEW) that supervises
enforcement of the law in regards to the protected areas in the Kyustendil Region within
which RMNP is located. The Regional Inspectorate carries out its functions through on-
site inspections and by ordering necessary actions as provided by law.
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The Directorate of Rila National Park (DRNP) is another regional body directly
subordinated to MOEW and is responsible for the management and protection of Rila
National Park, a protected area that shares a 60-km common boundary with RMNP.
Within the boundaries of the Nature Park itself, DRNP manages, supervises and protects
the Rila Monastery Forest Reserve.

The National Institute for Monuments of Culture, on behalf of the Ministry of Culture, is
responsible for the protection, conservation, restoration, and maintenance of sites and
objects of cultural and historical importance within the Park.

Rila Municipality is the representative body for local self-governance. Acting through its
Municipal Council: It regulates and sanctions all activities within the borders of the
Municipality; it maintains security and public order; and it appoints the mayoral deputy
for the Rila Monastery settlement unit that falls within the territory of the Nature Park.

The lands that comprise Rila Monastery Nature Park are recognized as being of
paramount significance as they relate both to Bulgaria’s and the world’s cultural and
natural heritage, and to Bulgaria’s international standing. To secure and validate this
significance, the active participation of all the above-listed institutions in a unified
governance mechanism will help ensure maximum coordination and unity of action for
the future preservation of the Park’s assets and value. Such a mechanism will also help to
maintain the Park’s utility services and infrastructure, the management of waters and
other natural resources, the development of tourism, ongoing scientific research and
educational activities, and the provision of information for public awareness.

There are also others who have associated interests in the region and who may also have
roles to play in present and future undertakings depending on the types of actions that are
planned and the kinds of activities being undertaken. These include:

The National Energy Company — Dams & Cascades, Blagoevgrad, which uses, controls
and supervises all water catchment and supply facilities in the watersheds of both the
Rilska and Iliyna rivers.

The Bulgarian Academy of Sciences and other scientific institutions whose
representatives in the academic community have performed the most detailed set of
studies regarding the conservation significance of this region. They continue to be
instrumental in monitoring the status and condition of all natural and cultural assets
within the Park.

Non-governmental organizations (NGOs) have members with experience and expertise in
biodiversity conservation, tourism development, and local self-governance. They can be
counted on as major participants in implementing activities in RMNP as well as agents of
public support and important resources for the exchange of information.
